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APPLICANT’S REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE APPEAL BRIEF

Applicant, GrandVision Group Holding B.V., by its attorney, hereby moves to extend the
deadline of November 18, 2016 for it to submit an appeal brief in the above-referenced matter.
