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MOTION TO REMAND
 
BEFORE THE TRADEMARK TRIAL AND APPEAL BOARD ON APPEAL
 
TRADEMARK EXAMINING ATTORNEY’S REQUEST FOR REMAND
 
The trademark examining attorney requests that the Trademark Trial and Appeal Board remand this case
to the examining attorney under 37 C.F.R. §2.142(d) for the following reason: a new examining attorney
has taken over the case and wishes to supplement the evidence of record.  See TBMP §1207.02. 
 
The attached representative sampling of evidence shows that the wording “WTC” and “WORLD
TRADE CENTER” fails to function as a trademark for the applied-for goods because the wording calls to
mind the loss of life and associated terrorist events of September 11, 2001. 
 
Specifically, the attached evidence from Amazon Online shows the wording “WTC” and “WORLD
TRADE CENTER” used in connection with the sale of commemorative books, coins, luggage tags,
stickers, bumper stickers, mouse pads, greeting cards, charms, clocks and coasters, and the attached
evidence from Memorial Bracelets Online shows use of the wording “WTC” and “WORLD TRADE
CENTER” in association with the sale of memorial jewelry, namely bracelets.   Similarly, evidence from
AMS Inc. Online attached hereto shows use of “WTC” in connection with memorial bracelets, Charm
Factory Online shows “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used on a memorial charm to remember the events
of 9/11/01, Barnes and Noble Online shows “WORLD TRADE CENTER” and “WTC” used on a
variety of commemorative and memorial books, and the attached evidence from Ebay Online shows the
wording “WTC” and “WORLD TRADE CENTER” in association with commemorative coins and
medals, statuettes of precious metals and their alloys, pins, photographs, jewelry and books.  The attached
evidence from Etsy Online shows “WTC” and “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used by various sellers of
memorial photographic prints, charms, commemorative coins and medals, key rings, decals and jewelry,



Beads and Charms Online and NYFirePolice.com both show “WTC” in connection with a memorial pin,
and Cuff Links Depot Online shows “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used in connection with cuff links to
remember and acknowledge the lives lost in the terrorist events of September 11, 2001.  The attached
evidence from CowCow.com shows the wording “WTC” used in connection with 9/11 tribute mouse
pads, postcards, magnets, watches, stickers, blank USB flash drives, and earrings, “WORLD TRADE
CENTER” used in connection with bags, mouse pads, cosmetic cases, purses, earrings, clocks and coin
cases, each with the wording “September 11 th Never Forget,” and “WORLD TRADE CENTER” and
“WTC” used in connection with memorial greeting cards, netbook cases and coasters.   Similarly, the
attached evidence from NYC Webstore shows the wording “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used in
connection with memorial posters, statuettes, art prints and lapel pins, the attached evidence from Zazzle
Online shows “WTC” and “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used in connection with memorial luggage
tags and also shows “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used in conjunction with commemorative messenger
bags, wristlet bags, binders and holiday ornaments, and The Castle Online shows “WORLD TRADE
CENTER” in connection with jewelry to remember the events of September 11.   Furthermore, the
attached evidence from Cafe Press Online shows “WTC” and “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used in
connection with commemorative magnets, stickers, mouse pads, clocks, earrings, cell phone cases, wallets
and a variety of bags, Ayaka Nishi shows “WTC” in connection with memorial pins, The City Design
Group Online shows “WTC” in connection with memorial earrings, and MetalMasters Online shows
“WORLD TRADE CENTER” used in connection with patriotic holiday ornaments honoring the bravery
of “those…affected by the terrorist attacks on the World Trade Center on September 11th.”  The attached
evidence from Pieces of History Online shows “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used on a commemorative
key ring, Distinctive Umbrellas shows “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used in connection with a “9/11
memorial” umbrella, ESS Online shows “WORLD TRADE CENTER” used in connection with the sale
of sunglasses and related efforts to “remember 9.11,” and 9/11 Tribute Center Online shows “WORLD
TRADE CENTER” used in connection with commemorative tribute coins memorializing the events of
9/11/01 and “WTC” used on a tribute lapel pin and tote bag.  
 
This evidence together begins to show the widespread use of the terms “WTC” and “WORLD TRADE
CENTER” in connection with the applied-for goods to call to mind the events of 9/11/01 without any
association with applicant as the source of these goods.  Accordingly, this evidence supports the
proposition that the wording “WTC” and “WORLD TRADE CENTER” fails to function as a trademark
for the applied-for goods.
