APPLICANT’S REQUEST FOR REMAND 

 

 The two above-captioned applications were consolidated by Board order on June 

15, 2016 following Applicant’s motion. 

Pursuant to Sections 1205.01 and 1209.04 of the Trademark Trial and Appeal 

Board Manual of Procedure, Applicant respectfully requests that the Board remand both 

applications to the Examining Attorney for consideration of the amendment attached to 

this request.  The amendment for the two applications is identical. 

 “Good cause [for remand] will generally be found, for example, when the 

amendment is an attempt to comply with a requirement, such as an amendment to the 

identification of goods or services in response to a requirement for an acceptable 

identification . . .”  T.B.M.P. § 1205.01.  In the present case, the only issue on appeal – in 

both applications – is the acceptability of two clauses in Applicant’s Class 19 

identification of goods.  The proposed amendment adopts the Examining Attorney’s 
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suggested amendments verbatim, and thus should satisfy the Examining Attorney’s 

requirement.  

Because this amendment resolves the only outstanding issue, Applicant 

respectfully submits that good cause exists for this remand, and requests that it be 

granted.
