 On December 27, 2005, applicant filed a motion to extend 

discovery and testimony in this consolidated proceeding.  In an 

order dated January 27, 2006, the Board noted that applicant’s 

motion had been filed in a “child” case, and indicated that the 

motion would be considered in due course for this consolidated 

proceeding.

An oral hearing will be set only upon request 

filed as provided b Trademark y Rule 2.l29.
