In the matter of the application for registration of the alleged mark
ROSE DESIGN, for "tote bags"™ in International Class 18; for "women'’s
clothing, namely jackets, pants, shorts, shirts, vests, pajamas, robes,
bathrobes, nightwear, rainwear, tops, pullover tops, zip-neck tops,
t-neck tops, t-shirts, lingerie, socks, tights, hats, gloves in
International Class 25; and for "on-line store services featuring
women’s clothing-namely Jjackets, pants, shorts, shirts, vests, pajamas,
robes, bathrobes, nightwear, night clothes, rainwear, tops, pullover
tops, zip-neck tops, t-neck tops, t-shirts, lingerie, socks, tights,
hats, gloves and tote bags" in International Class 35, Serial No.
78/392,851, filed March 29, 2004, by DJji Renhard, individual, with a
stated address of 9506 2nd Ave. N.W., Seattle Washington 98117.
(hereinafter "Applicant"), and published in the Official Gazette of the
United States Patent and Trademark Office on June 7, 2005, AGC, Inc, a
corporation duly organized and existing under the laws of the State of
Ohio, located and doing business at One American Road, Cleveland, Ohio
44144, believes that it will be damaged by the registration of the mark
shown in the application, and, therefore, opposes the same.

The grounds for this opposition are as follows:

1. Opposer has been engaged for many years in the retail store business
both on-line as well as in traditional brick and mortar establishments,
selling a variety of social expressions products, including without
limitation greeting cards for all occasions, wrapping paper, gift bags,
bows, gourmet chocolates, gifts, collectible figurines, stationery and
home and personal accessory items.

2. Opposer uses a rose design as its corporate logo ("Rose Logo"). The
Rose Logo has been used by Opposer since at least as early as 1981 as a
source indicator for its retail store services. The Rose Logo has also
been used by Opposer on clothing.

3. Opposer is also the owner of the mark AMERICAN GREETINGS & Rose
Design, under the following U.S. Registrations and the goodwill and
business appurtenant thereto.

4, As a result of Opposer’s widespread and extensive use of the Rose
Logo alone and with its corporate name, the mark has become widely and
favorably known throughout the United States and has become recognized
by the trade and public as identifying Opposer’s goods and services and
distinguishing them from the goods and services of others and Opposer
has established an exceedingly valuable goodwill in its mark.

5. As a result of Opposer’s extensive use and advertising of its Rose
Logo in connection with its goods and services throughout the United
States, and the recognition of Opposer’s mark by the trade and the
public, Opposer’s mark is distinctive and famous for Opposer’s goods
and services.

6. The goods and services of Applicant and the goods and services of
Opposer are closely related and are intended to be sold through the
same channels of trade to the same potential purchasers.

7. Applicant’s alleged mark ROSE DESIGN, when applied to the goods and
services of Applicant, so resembles Opposer’s Rose Logo as to be likely
to cause confusion, or to cause mistake, or to deceive, all to
Opposer’s irreparable damage and injury within the meaning of Section
2(d) of the Trademark Act.

8. Applicant’s alleged mark ROSE DESIGN, when applied to the goods and
services of Applicant, is likely to cause dilution of the distinctive
quality of Opposer’s famous mark within the meaning of Section 43 (c) of
the Trademark Act.

Opposer requests that this opposition be sustained and that
registration of Applicant’s mark be refused.
