Opposer, Siteco Beleuchtungstechnik GmbH, located and doing business at Georg —
Simon - Ohmstr. 50, 83301 Traunreut, Federal Republic of Germany (hereinafter referred to as
“Opposer”), believes that it will be damaged by registration of the mark shown in Application
Serial No. 78/499,030, filed October 13, 2004 by David Tyson Lighting, Inc., located in
Callahan, Florida 32011 (hereinafter referred to as “Applicant™), and hereby opposes the same.

A description of Applicant’s mark is as follows:

As grounds for opposition, it is alleged:

L. Opposer is a leading manufacturer of interior and outdoor lighting, and offers a
variety of related services and customized lighting solutions.

2. Since at least as early as 1935, Opposer and its predecessors have offered a wide
variety of interior and exterior lighting products, and engineering and technical consultation
services in the field of lighting. Since 1997, Opposer has used the SITECO mark in connection
with those goods and services. Opposer’s use of its SITECO® mark has been valid and
continuous since the date of first use and has not been abandoned. Said SITECO® mark of
Opposer is symbolic of extensive good will and consumer recognition built up through
substantial amounts of time and effort in advertising and promotion. In view of the fact that the
marks and goods of the parties are virtually identical, it is alleged that Applicant’s mark so
resembles Opposer’s SITECO® mark, previously used and not abandoned, as to be kikely to
cause confusion or to cause mistake or to deceive.

3. Opposer is the owner of U.S. trademark Registration No. 2,745,447 for the mark
SITECO® used in connection with “Parts for luminaires, namely, light sensors, push-button
controls, potentiometer controls, signal amplifiers, light value lswitches, switching/dimming
devices in the nature of electric light dimmers and electric light dimmer switches for the
connection of luminaires to bus operating systems and building lighting management systems,
regulators for constant light levels, electrical controllers, electric terminals, electrical cables and
cable holders, electrical cable glands; electrical control units for luminaires, consisting of
switches, mounting accessories, namely, end caps, electrical connectors, balancing weights and
gromumets, sold as a unit; fiber optic lighting systems consisting of an optical fiber harness with
light emission elements in the nature of prisms, lenses and reflectors; and light pipes in Class 9;
lamps; floodlights; spotlights; luminaires; luminaire components, namely, lamp covers, prismatic
diffusers, prismatic foils, prismatic panels, reflectors and replacement parts thereof, protective
lamp tubes, lamp and light reflectors, ventilating louvers, prismatic lenses and prismatic
refractors; secondary lighting systems consisting of luminaires providin'g highly concentrated
glareless light; daylight distribution systems consisting of prisms, prismatic foils, prismatic
panels, reflectors and louvers to exploit daylight in Class 11; research and development in the

field of lighting techniques; engineering services and technical consultations in the field of

lighting techniques in Class 42.” Opposer’s mark SITECO was registered on the Principal
Register on August 8, 2005. A copy of said registration is annexed hereto as Opposer’s Exhibit
1. Said registration is based on an application filed in the United States Patent and Trademark
Office on March 19, 1998. Thus, the dates of first use, application and registration of Opposer’s
SITECO® mark are all prior to the date of filing of Applicant’s application.

4, Said registration No. 2,745,447 for Opposer’s SITECO® mark is wvalid,
subsisting, unrevoked and uncancelled, and is prima facie evidence of the validity of Opposer’s
ownership of the mark shown therein and of the exclusive right of Opposer to use said mark in
commerce in connection with the goods and services named therein without condition or
limitation. The same also serves as constructive notice of Opposer’s claim of ownership of said
mark as provided in Sections 7(b), 22l and 33(a) of the Trademark Act of 1946. In view of the
fact that the marks and goods of the parties are virtually identical, it is alleged that Applicant’s
mark so resembles Opposer’s registered SITECO® mark as to be likely to cause confusion or to
cause mistake or to deceive.

WHEREFORE, Opposer prays that U.S. Trademark Application Serial No. 78/499,030 be
rejected and stricken, that no registration be issued thereon to Applicant, and that this opposition
be sustained in favor of Opposer.
