MOTION FOR SUMMARY JUDGMENT

on, make the following declaration:

e Trademarks & Liccnsing Administrator for Oklahoma State University.

I am over the age of{twenty-one; I am competent to make this Declaration, and the facts set forth
in this Declaration arc hased on my personal knowledge and on documents and records
maintained by Oklahoma State University,

2. Oklahoma Statc University (the “University™) was founded in 1890 and is the
flagship institution of the Oklahoma State University System. The University consists of ten
different colleges and offers over 350 undergraduate and graduate cducational programs, in
addition to athletic programs. The University has offercd cducational and athletic goods and
services lor over a century enrolls a total of 32,000 students between its main Stillwater,
Oklahoma campus and its smaller satcllite campuses.

3. The University owns two federal registrations of the Pistol Petc caricature

drawing of the University’s COWBOY Mascot, including Reg, No. 1,602,422 for the mark OSU




& Design, which has now becomc incontestable under 15 U.S.C. § 1065. True and correct
copies of the certififates of registration, as well as a chart of these rcgistrations are attached as
Exhibit A.

4, Since as early as 1923, the students and alumni of the University referred to
themselves as thc QOWBOYS. Thal year, students were inspired by U.S. deputy marshal Frank
B, “Pistol Pcte” Ealon’s appcarance in a local parade and adopted him and the COWBOYS
identity as their new symbol and mascot.

5. The COWBOYS nickname was adopted quickly by the University community,
and in 1924, sports journalists that regularly covered college events began referring to the
University’s athleti¢ teams as the COWBOYS.

6. Unti} Frank “Pistol Petc” Eaton’s death in 1958, he regularly appearcd at
University events ag a living symbol of the University’s COWBOYS identity and became a
beloved member of the University community. [n 1984, the University officially adopted “Pistol
Pete” as the embodiment of its COWBOY mascot (“the COWBOY Mascot™).

7. Building on the reputation of the University’s COWBOY Mascot, thc University
has used the name GOWROYS and COWGIRLS to refer to the University’s athletic teams.

8. The University’s COWBOYS and COWGIRLS athletic tcams have enjoyed
tremendous success|over the years, having won 48 NCAA National Championship titles, ranking
it the fourth-most in/the country, as well as 140 individual NCAA National Championship titles.
For almost a century, the University's wrestling program has dominated college wrestling. ‘The
team’s first wrestling coach, who is a distinguished member of the National Wrestling Hall of
Fame, is creditcd with pionecring the sport of modern wrestling. The University’s wrestling

tcam has won 34 NCAA National Championship titles, most recently for four consecutive years

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All nine of OSU's competitors at the NCAA Championships earned automatic berths by their performances at the Big 12
Championships. Junior 285-pounder Jared Rosholt placed fourth at the NCAA Championships last year, with senior 125-
pounder Obenson Blanc and senior 165-paunder Brandon Mason eaming All-America honors in 2007.

Making their first trips to the NCAA Championships are junior 133-pounder Chris Notte, freshman 141-pounder Jamal
Parks, sophamore 157-pounder Neil Erisman, freshman 184-pounder Chris McNeil and sophomore 197-pounder Clayton
Foster Senior 174-pounder Newly McSpadden rounds out the list of Cowboys competing in this year's field.

Oklahoma State’s NCAA Championships History

Cowboy wrestling has won 34 NCAA team championships, with OSU wrestlers combining to win 133 NCAA individual tities
and earn 422 Ail-America honors. Na other program even comes close to those gaudy numbers.

in the previous 78 years of the NCAA Championships, OSU never finished lower than seventh as a team and the Cowboys
have never had fewer than two All-Americans. In fact, OSU has had three ar more All-Americans in 75 of a possible 78 NCAA
Championships.

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Cowboys On Short List Of NCAA Title Contenders In 2008 The excitement level is as high as it has
ever been for Oklahoma State men's cross country heading into the 2008 season. A year ago, the
Cowboys placed third at the NCAA Championships behind All-America performances from Ryan Vail
and David Chirchir.

The excitement level is as high as it has ever been for Oklahoma State men's cross country
heading into the 2008 season

A year ago, the Cowboys placed third at the NCAA Championships behind All-America
performances from Ryan Vail and David Chirchir. Both Vail and Chirchir are back in 2008
and are joined by a host of experienced teammates and the best class of recruits in school
history.

“There is definitety a buzz surrounding the program that seems to be growing as we get Story Photo
closer to the season,” Reigning NCAA Midwest Region Coach of the Year Dave Smith said.

“Our performance at the national championships last year, the depth and quality of guys we

retum, and this incredible group of newcomers, has many anticipating a very speciat season for OSU.”

After a breakthrough year in 2007-08, Vail is well on his way ta joining the list of all-time great Oklahoma State distance
runners. Among the litany of honors and awards Vail secured as a junior were earming All-America honars during the cross
country season (eighth, 29:58), winning the 3,000-meter Big 12 indoor championship (8:06.58) and earning All-America honors
in the outdoor 5,000 meters (13:42.85). In addition, he was a finalist in the 5,000 meters at the U.S. Olympic Trials. Off the
track, Vail was a first-team ESPN the Magazine Academic All-American and was also named to the U.S. Track and Field and
Cross Country Coaches Association All-Academic team for both cross country and track and field.

“Ryan has definitely put his stamp on this program and | think the team has taken on the character of its leader. He is tough,
tenacious and competitive,” Smith said. “He pays attention to detail. He won't let anybody outwork him. He is blue-callar in his
approach to training and isn't afraid to suffer when it comes time to race. He sels his goals extremely high and then pours
everything into acheiving them. He makes our entire team better by making believers out of each of his teammates. He has
shown them again and again how to accomplish what most say you cannot. This is Ryan's team and | can't think of a better
guy to lead us as we strive to climb a couple of more steps on that podium.”

Though Vail has emerged as OSU's most recognizable track and field performer, Chirchir is emerging as a star in his own
right. The 2007 Big 12 Cross Country Newcomer of the Year and an all-midwest region performer, Chirchir earned All-America
honars during the cross country season by placing 15th at the NCAA Championships with a time of 30:20 despite hanging
back in the pack for the first 5,000 meters as part of Oklahoma State's team strategy. His willingness to sacrifice individual
glory for team success played a large part in the Cowboys placing third at the NCAA Championships. Chirchir's success
transiated into the track and field portion of the schedule, where he earned all-Big 12 honars after placing eighth in the indoor
5,000 meters (14:27.42). He was also an all-Big 12 perfarmer during the outdoor season by placing sixth in the 3,000 meter
steeplechase with a time of 8:27.19.

With Vail and Chirchir commanding most of the attention and accolades, Matt Barnes-Smith, Sean Fleming and Daniel Watts
are the athletes who may just end up having the biggest impact on how well OSU does as a team this year. All three were all-
midwest region honorees during the 2007 cross country season and provide Smith with the luxury of having quality performers
throughout the lineup. Barmes-Smith and Fleming were both all-Big 12 honorees during the 2007 cross.country season and
Watts was a 2006 all-conference honoree to go with 2006 Big 12 Cross Country Newcomer of the Year accolades. Both Watts
(42nd) and Barnes-Smith {48th) placed among the top 50 at the 2007 NCAA Cross Country Championships, with Fleming
taking 19th at the regional championship.
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“Those guys are all veteran guys now and they understand how we train and how we run a race as a team,” Smith said. “The
have all trained hard with the philosophy that they train like the number one guy, but they compete within the team strategy, R
which may mean running as the fourth or fifth guy. | have a lot of confidence in those three and they are a key to our season

As good as Oklahoma State's returners are, perhaps an equal buzz surrounds the bumper crop of newcomers that Smith has
attracted to Stillwater. Leading the way is freshman German Fernandez (Riverbank, Calif /Riverbank HS).

Yes, THAT German Fernandez

Fernandez was honored as the 2008 Gatorade National Boys Track and Field Athlete of the Year and was the consensus pick
as the No. 1 recruit in the nation. Fernandez’s list of accomplishments rivals that of any track and field performer, but it was his
showing at the 2008 California state meet that elevated him to a new level. Fernandez's performance in the 1,600 meters
(4:00.29) broke the California Interscholastic Federation state meet record (4:02.62), setin 2001 by 2008 U.S. Olympic Team
Trials Men's Marathon champion Ryan Hall. Fernandez's time was only 0.78 seconds away fram the National Federation of
High Schoal Athletic Associations record (3:59.51), setin 2001 by the current American record holder in the mile and 2000-01
Gatorade National Boys Track & Field Athlete of the Year, Alan Webb.

After a mere two hours of rest following the 1,600-meter race, Fernandez clocked an 8:34.23 finish in the 3,200 meters,
shattering the National Federation of High School Athietic Associations record (8:41.10), set in 2000 by Dathan Ritzenhein, the
runner-up in the 2008 U.S. Clympic Team Trials Men's Marathon. This performance also broke a hand-timed CIF state meet
record (8:44.9) set by the late Eric Hulst in 1975.

Without going into too much detail on Fernandez, his other prep highlights included shattering the ex[sting national record in
the two-mile with an 8:34.40 at the Nike Outdoor Nationals and securing the 2007-08 Gatarade Boys Cross Country California
Runner of the Year honor. ’

"German is a phenomenal talent and as cliche as it might sound, truly the sky is the limit for him,” Smith said. “He has some
big dreams for the long-term future of his career and some pretty lofty goals in the short term for both himself and the team. He
is still a very young athlete and we are going to take a very conservative, deliberate approach to his training to give him all the
time he needs to devalop at his own rate. That being said, if all goes well, | have no doubt that he could have a major impact
on our team finish as early as the NCAA champicnships in Terre Haute this November."

Fellow freshman Colby Lowe (Southlake, Texas/Carroll) has an impressive rA@sumA® as well. Lowe is on most everyone's
list of top five middle distance/distance runners entering the college ranks this year after he placed third in the two-mile at the
2008 Nike Outdoor Nationals, just .01 behind the second-place finisher. Lowe tock second in the twa-mile at the 2008 Nike
Indoor Nationals and was the fourth-place finisher at the 2007 Foot Locker Cross Country Championships.

Ryan Prentice (Seattle, Wash./Mount Rainier) and Ryan Farrar (Broken Arraw, Okla./Braken Arrow) round 6ut QSU’s incoming
group of freshmen, with both carrying the title of state champion with them and Prentice having won the 5,000 meter title at the
2007 USA Track and Field Junior Olympic National Championships.
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A pair of transfers are also set to compete for the Cowboys in 2008-09, with John Kosgei (Eidoret, Kenya/South Plains
College/LSU) and Josh Thebeau (Potosi. Mo./Belmont University) both jaining the fold. During his time at South Plains
College, Kosgei won a national title in the 5,000 meters at the 2007 NJCAA Outdoor Track and Field Championships and was
the runner-up in the 1,500 meters and 10,000 meters at the national meet. At LSU, he was the high scarer at the 2008 SEC
indoor Championships, winning SEC titles in the mile and the 3,000 meters. He became only the second Tiger ever ta break
the four-minute mark in the mile when he clocked a 3:59.85 in 2008. Thebeau was a high school teammate of current Cowboy

Josh Mathis at Potosi HS before going on to Beimont University, where he suited up for four indoor races and one outdoor
event in 2008.

“This is by far the best team | have ever been associated with. They are talented, they are hungry., and they have worked
incredibly hard to climb inta the ranks of the elite cross country programs,” Smith said. “l am really excited for them and can't
wait to see what they do when it comes time to race. Winning the Big 12 and NCAA championships is always the goal and
this is a team that is naw in position to compete for either title. We have a tough, tough conference and ! think that the top five
. or six teams in the NCAA are as strong as a group as they have ever been so both races will be fiercely contested. This team
is not afraid to put it out there, though. We will be ready and eager ta mix it up with the best.”

CLEMSON, S.C. -- Top-seeded Clemson scored five runs, three of them
uncamed, in its final two at bats Lo defeat Oklahoma State, 6-5, und win the
NCAA Clemson Regional championship Monday at Doug Kingsmore Stadium.

The loss marks the second-straight season OSU has lost in the NCAA Regional
championship round. The Cowboys, who were the third seed at the Clemson
Regional, end the season with a 34-24 record.

Kyle Parker's two-RBI single off OSU closer Randy McCurry in the bottom of R R
the eighth provided the game-winning runs as Clemson improved to 44-20 and Tyler Lyons worked

advanced to the Super Regionals in Tempe, Ariz. 7.2 innings and struck
. out seven against
Parker's go-ahead RBIs in the bottom of the cighth gave CU a one-run lead Clemson.

heading into the ninth inning before OSU put the tying run on second and the
potential winning run on first with two outs. But Mark Ginther struck out to end the gawe and the
Cowboys' season.

Tyler Lyons, who was named to the all-tournament team, was the tough-luck loser on the mound for
the Cowboys to end the season with a 7-6 mark. After starting and picking up a win in the tourney
opener against Alabama on Friday, Lyons was called on to start the title game on short rest. In 7.2
innings, the junior southpaw allowed six runs, just threc of them earned, on eight hits and struck out
seven.

OSU took the game's early lead and knocked Clemson starter Ryan Hinson out of the game in the
second inning.

Kevin David collected his first hit of the Regional with a single up the middle to lead off the top of the
second frame, and Tom Belza continued his red-hot hitting with an RBI double into the gap in left-
center field to plate the Cowboys' first run.

The Cowboys added to their lead on an RBI single by Davis Duren, one that gave OSU a 2-0 advantage
and knocked Hinson out of the game after just one inning of work. The Pokes then advanced runners to
second and third with one out after a walk and a sacrifice bunt, but CU reliever Tomas Cruz retired
OSU's next two hitters to get out of the jam.

OSU quickly took a 3-0 in the top of the fourth as Ginther blasted the first pitch of the inning over the
wall in left field, a shot which carried down the line and barely remained fair. The homer was Ginther's
fifth of the season and second of the tourney. '

The Tigers finally got to Lyons in the fifth. After 4.2 scoreless innings, Lyons gave up a two-out double
to Clemson Regional MVP Chris Epps. Mike Freeman followed with a triple to cut OSU's lead to 3-1
before Lyons struck out Jeff Schaus to end the inning.
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OSU took advantage of a pair of Clemson throwing errors tn the seventh to add to its lead with two
unearned runs. Micheal Dabbs led off the inning with a single, and Tyrone Hambly followed with a
sacrifice bunt. CU third baseman Matt Sanders fielded the bunt but threw the ball away, allowing
Hambly t0 advance to second and Dabbs to reach third.

Up next, Neil Medchill sent a fly ball to short left field that Schaus dropped, resulting in a bases-loaded,
no-outs situation for the Cowboys. David then delivered a sacrifice fly to center field to make the score
4-0.

CU's second error in the inning also proved costly as first baseman Ben Paulsen threw the ball away
trying to record a force out at second base. The errant throw allowed Hambly to score OSU's fifth run of
the night.

The Tigers answered with three uneamned runs of their own in the bottom of the inning. With two outs,
Stolz reached on a throwing error by Hambly, and Epps made OSU pay with an opposite-field, two-run
home run to left to cut the Cowboys' lead to 5-3.

CU added its third run of the inning on an RBI single by Schaus, who was thrown out at second after the
run scored to end the inning with the Cowboys leading, 5-4.

In the decisive eighth inning, Lyons walked Paulsen to lead off the frame, but quickly recorded two outs
on a strikeout and line out. But John Nestor doubled, ending Lyons' night on the mound, and McCurry
came in and promptly surrendered the two-RBI single to Parker.

Hambly led off the ninth for the Cowboys and sent a ground ball into the hole at short. But CU shortstop
Brad Miller got to the ball and fired to first. Hambly slid head first into the bag but was called out on the
close play.

Up next, Medchill singled and advanced to second on a groundout by David. After Belza was
intentionally walked, Matt Vaughn retired Ginther to end the game.

Vaughn eamed the win with 3.2 innings in relief to improve to 4-1.

Allie P. Reynolds Stadium has been home to Oklahoma State baseball since 1981, and in
those 28-plus seasons the Cowboys have been nearly unbeatable on their home ﬁeld

The Cowboys are 740-159 (.823) all-time at Reynolds Stadium and have lost more than two
consecutive games on their home turf only once (six in a row in May 2007).

OSU is 19-9 at Reynolds Stadium in 2009.

With the Cowboys' season-opening win over BYU, Frank Anderson became the fifth head
coach in OSU history to reach 200 career victories. He is the third-fastest coach to reach the
milestone in Stillwater behind Gary Ward and Tom Halliday.

Anderson is in his sixth season at OSU and owns an overall career record of 231-130,
which includes an 88-71 mark in Big 12 play.

Aluminum Assault

Over the last several seasons, OSU has established itself among the top hitting teams not
only in the Big 12 Conference but on a national scale.

In 2009, the Cowboys rank among the Big 12's best in batting average (.304), triples (21),
home runs (73) and slugging percentage (.506).

Last season, OSU led the Big 12 in three offensive categories -- batting average (.326),
slugging percentage (.531) and home runs (89). The Cowboys finished second in the league in
runs, hits, triples and RBlis.

in '06, OSU led the Big 12 in homers, triples and slugging percentage, and in 2007 the
Cowboys led the Big 12 in six offensive categories and ranked second in two more.

Kings Of The Hill

OSU also had one of the top pitching staffs in college baseball in 2008, and the '09 version
has been solid as well.

Four different Cowboy hurlers have at least five wins in 2009, and the pitching staff ranks
among the Big 12 Conference leaders in saves (14) and strikeouts (486).

Last season, 'the Cowboys led the Big 12 with a 3.98 team ERA and also topped the ieague

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with 21 saves. The staff returned seven pitchers who made at least eight appearances and
worked 15 or more innings in '08.

OSU's 3.98 ERA in '08 marked the first time since 2005 the Cowbays' finished the season
with a team ERA under 4.00. The ‘05 and '08 seasons are the only two since 1974 that OSU
has had an ERA of less than 4.00.

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A DYNASTY

1928 - The NCAA sponsored its first national tournament-in 1928. Head coach Ed Gallagher's Oklahoma A&M
Aggies, after capturing seven AAU titles, took aim at the NCAA crown. The Aggies brought that first NCAA
Championship back to Stillwater along with the beginnings of a dynasty. The first NCAA tournament saw A&M
wrestlers Harold DeMarsh, Melvin Clodfelter, George Rule and Earl McCready win individual national titles. A&M
also went 6-0 during the dual season, including wins over Oklahoma and lowa State.

1929 - Ed Gallagher's Aggies won their secand NCAA title in as many years, capturing four individual
championships along the way. Heavyweight Earl McCready repeated, becoming the first wrestler to win two
individual titles. Jack VanBebber and Conrad Caldwell each won their first of three titles as well, while George
Bancroft won the 135-pound title. The Aggies logged their eighth undefeated, untied seasan under. Gatlagher,
going 6-0.
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1930 - Oklahoma A&M continued to dominate college wrestling in 1930, winning its third-straight title under the
direction of head coach Ed Gallagher. The dual season saw the Aggies finish 8-0. At State College, Pa., A&M
placed three atop the winners' stand at the NCAA Championships. Earl McCready captured his third NCAA title,
while Jack VanBebber and Conrad Caldwell each won their secand.

1931 - Winning its fourth-straight NCAA Wrestling Championship, Oklahoma A&M crowned four national
champions and seven Ali-Americans. Jack VanBebber and Conrad Catdwell won their third NCAA title at 165 and
175, respectively, while Leray McGuirk and 1932 Olympic Goid Medalist Bobby Pearce also won titles. A&M put
together its 10th-straight undefeated season with a 7-0 record.

1933 - After a runner-up finish in 1932, Ed Gallagher's Okiahoma A&M Aggles tied with lowa State for their fifth
NCAA Championship in 1933. Led by NCAA tournament outstanding wrestler Alan Kelley, ‘A&M and the Cyclones
finished in a deadlock at the top. Rex Peery and Ross Flood captured natlonal titles at 118 and 126 pounds,
respectively. During the dual season, the Aggies went B-0-1 with the lone tie coming to in-state rival Qklahoma,
12-12.

1934 - The Aggies remained atop the NCAA wrestling community in 1934. With legendary coach Ed Gallagher at
the helm, Oklahaoma A&M waon its sixth NCAA Wrestling Champianship in seven years of the tourmament's history.
Ross Flood, Rex Peery and Alan Kelley all won their second NCAA titles. The Aggies went 8-0 during the 1933-34
dual season, capped by a 27.5-t0-4.5 win over Oklahoma.

1935 - Oklahoma A&M wan its seventh NCAA title in 1935, outlasting arch-rival Oklahama. The Aggies were led
by Rex Peery and the tournament's outstanding wrestler Ross Flood, both three-time champs, as well as 1936
Olympic Gold Medalist Frank Lewis. A&M posted another Impressive year, going undefeated with an 8-0 record.

1937 - With its dynasty well in place, Oklahoma A&M began a string of seven-consecutive NCAA Championships
beginning in 1937. There was a three-year interruption due to World War II from 1943-45. The 1937 team
placed four atop the winners’ stand, Inctuding the outstanding wrestler, Stanley Henson. A&M aiso had seven-of-
eight wrestlers earn All-America honors. The 1936-37 dual season saw the Aggies go 6-1-1. A&M's 18.5-7.5 win
on March 5, 1937, over Central Oklahoma started a NCAA record streak of 76-straight dual wins.

1938 - The Oklahoma A&M Aggies crowned three NCAA Champions in 1938 en route to their ninth national title.
Both Stanley Henson and Joe McDaniels won their second Individual titles, while Dale Scriven waon his first.
McDaniels was named the tournaments? outstanding wrestler. A&M went 9-0 during the du::.\l season, including
two wins over the Oklahoma Sooners.

1939 - Seniors Stanley Henson and Joe McDaniels teamed up one final time, both winning their third NCAA
individual titles, while the Aggies won their tenth team titie. Heavyweight John Harrell won his lone NCAA title
. and A&M had seven wrestlers earn All-America honors. The Aggies rolled to a 6-0 record with impressive wins
over Big 10 powers Indiana and Illinois.

1940 - In what proved to be legendary head coach Ed Gailagher's last'season, Qklahoma A&M won its 11th
NCAA Championship in 13 years. Al Whitehurst was named the tournament's outstanding wrestler, and Vernon
Logan won the 155-pound title as ABM saw six wrestlers earn All-America honors. The 1939-40 team went 10-0,
giving Gallagher his 15th undefeated, untied season and a career record of 138-5-4.

1941 - Foliowing Ed Gallagher's death in 1940 from pneumonia, Oklahoma A8M hired Art Griffith, the successful
mentor at Tuisa Central High School. The Aggies continued their domination of college wrestling under Griffith,
winning the 1941 NCAA Championship and going 6-0 during the dual season. Al Whitehurst repeated as an NCAA
Champlon at 136 pounds, while David Arndt, Earl VanBebber and Virgil Smith also captured titles.

1942 - In the final NCAA tournament before a three-year interruption due to World War 11, Art Griffith's
Oklahoma A&M Aggies won their sixth-straight NCAA title. Leading the way for the Aggies was the tournament’s
outstanding wrestler David Arndt, who won his second title in as many years at 145 pounds. Vernon Logan, Virgil
Smith and Loyd Arms joined Arndt on the winners' podium as national champions. The Aggies posted another
undefeated dual season, going 5-0.

1946 - Following World War II, the NCAA tournament returned, as dld the Aggles. Oklahoma A&M hosted the
tournament In 1946, winning its 14th NCAA Championship, and its seventh straight. David Arndt, back for his
senior season, captured his third NCAA individual champlonship, this time at 136 pounds. George Dorsch also
claimed a title, winning the 175-pound weight class. The Aggies only competed in dual matches twice in 1946,
posting a 2-0 record.

1948 - Okizhoma A&M ruled the college wrestling world once again in 1948. The Aggies won thelr 15th NCAA
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Championship and crowned two individual champions. Jack St. Clair won the title at 155 pounds, while Richard
Hutton won his second NCAA title at heavyweight. During the dual season, A&M went 7-0, including wins over
Oklahama, Iowa State and Nebraska.

1949 - For the 16th time in 19 NCAA Wrestling Championships, Oklahama A&M brought the national titie back to
Stillwater. A&M's Charles Hetrick was named the tournament?s outstanding wrestler, winning the 128-pound
weight class. The Aggles' JIm Gregson also won the title at 175 pounds. In all, seven wrestlers earned All-
America honors. A&M went 10-0 during the dual season, picking up seven shutouts along the way.

1954 - After a four-year dry spell, Oklahoma A&M returned in 1954 in dominating fashion. A&M blew through the
dual season with a 7-0 record. At the NCAA tournament, the Aggles crowned three individual champions and six
All-Americans. Leading the way for A&M were two-time champions Ned Blass and Myron Roderick. Blass won the
177-pound title, while Roderick stood atop the winners' stand at 137 pounds. Gene Nicks won the heavyweight
crown, his first and only as an Aggie.

1955 - For the second-stralght year, Oklahoma A&M was crowned the national champion. In 1955, the Aggies
went 5-0-2 during the dual season, earning ties against Okiahoma and Iowa. Myron Roderick won his second
NCAA crown, winning the 130-pound weight class, and Fred Davis won his first at 167 pounds. A&M also had a
national runner-up and a third-place finisher on its way to the school's 18th natlonal title.

1956 - Art Griffith ended his 13-year tenure at Oklahoma A&M in 1956 with his eighth NCAA Championship and
the school's 19th overall. Griffith's Aggies went 4-0-2, tying Oklahoma twice. At the NCAA tournament, Myron
Roderick led the way for A&M, winning his third NCAA titie. Five other Aggies earned All-America honars,
including four runner-up finishes.

1958 - Former Oklahoma A&M great Myron Raderick took aver the reigns in 1957 and returned the Cowboys to
the top in 1958. Two years removed from his third NCAA title as a wrestler, Roderick wan his first as a coach.
Eight Aggies earned All-America honors, a tie for the most ever. Leading the way were national champions Dick
Beattie at 157 pounds and Duane Murty at 167 pounds. Roderick's team notched a 10-0-2 record during the dual
seasor.

1959 - Oklahoma State continued its dynasty in 1959 with its 21st NCAA Championship. Led by national
champions Dick Beattie and Ted Eilis, the Cowboys edged Iowa State for the title. Along with Beattie and Ellis,
seven Pokes earned All-America honors. OSU also won its first Big Eight Championship after joining the league in’
1958. The dual season saw the Cowboys post a 9-0-1 record with the tie coming against the Oklahoma Sooners.

1961 - Phil Kinyon and Bob Johnson turned in national-championship performances as Oklahoma State won its
22nd NCAA title. Eight Cowboys wrestled to All-America finishes, including runner-up performances from Masaaki
Hatta, Bruce Campbell and Ted Eliis. Roderick's Pakes brought home their second Big Eight title and finished the
dual season with an 8-0 record.

1962 - Oklahoma State's 23rd NCAA Championship came in 1962 under the direction of Myron Roderick. The
Cowboys finished with seven All-Americans and three national champlons. Masaak! Hatta, Ronnie Clinton and Bob
Johnson won the 123, 167 and 177-pound weight classes, respectively. During the dual season, Oklahoma State
went 12-0 and captured its third Big Eight Championship.

‘ 1964 - Once again, Oklahoma State ventured to the NCAA Championships, and for the 24th time, the Cowboys
returned victorious. Led by national champions Yojiro Uetake and Joe James, along with six other All-Americans,
the Pokes cruised past runner-up Okiahoma. The Cowbays also notched their fifth Big Eight Championship while
posting a3 10-0-1 record.

1966 - Yojiro Uetake wrapped up his career at Oklahoma State with his third NCAA title and a 58-0 record, while
the Cowboys recorded their 25th NCAA Championship. Along with Uetake, Gene Davis and Bill Harlow won
individual titles, as the Pokes finished with eight All-Americans. OSU also won its seventh Big Eight
Championship, while recording a 13-1 dual mark.

1968 - The last of Myron Roderick's seven national championshipships came In 1968. Dwayne Keller was the
lone Cowboy to capture an NCAA title, but six other Pokes finished in the top five as OSU won its 26th NCAA
Championship. The Cowboys took home their eighth Big Eight title as they tied for first place with an 11-1 dua!l
season record.

1971 - Tommy Chesbro, now at the helm of the Oklahoma State Cowhoy wrestling team, led OSU to its.27th

NCAA title. The Pokes sailed through the dual season with a 12-2 record and claimed its 10th Big Eight title in 14
years. Darrell Keller was named the NCAA tournament's outstanding wrestler, winning the 142-pound weiéht
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class, while Yoshiro Fujita captured the 126-pound title and Geoff Baum won at 177 pounds.

1989 - with Joe Seay as head coach, Oklahoma State won its 28th NCAA Championship in 1989. Led by Kendall
Cross at 126 pounds and Chris Barnes at 177 pounds, OSU edged out Arizona State in reclaiming the title. In all,
Sle:’okes earned All-America honors. The Cowboys also posted a dual record of 22-2 and won their 20th Big

Eight title.

1990 - Oklahoma State repeated in 1990 behind national championship performances from freshmen Pat Smith
and repeat champion Chris Barnes. Kendall Cross, Chris Owens, Chuck Barbee, Robby Hadden, Randy Couture
and Kirk Mammen also earned All-America honors as the Cowboys captured their 29th NCAA Championship. OSU
finished the season with an 18-1 dual record and its 21st Big Eight Championship.

1994 - John Smith, in his second year at the helm of the Cowboy program, led OSU to its 30th NCAA
Championship in 1994. Smith's younger brother Pat Smith became the first wrestler to ever win four NCAA
Individual Championships, while Alan Fried and Mark Branch both recorded their first NCAA titles. In all, six
Cowhboys earned All-America honors. During the dual season, OSU posted a 13-1 record and notched Its 23rd Big
Eight title.

2003 - Big 12 Coach of the Year John Smith led the Cowboys to thelr 31st team title in 2003. Oklahoma State
wan in convincing fashion by scoring 143 team points, 38.5 points ahead of second-place Minnesota. The
Cowboys' 143 points scored were the mast ever scored by an OSU team. Johnny Thompson and Jake Rosholt
also captured individual titles for the Pokes. The Cowboys ended the year as National Champions, Big 12
Champlons, and owning a perfect 17-0 dual record.

2004 - Oklahoma State successfully defended its national championship winning its 32nd trophy in school
history. The Cowboys had ane national champion in Chris Pendleton and two runner-up finishes by Zack Esposita
and Tyrone Lewis. OSU beat second-place Iowa by 41.5 points.

2005 -Oklahoma State blistered the field defeating runner-up Michigan by a schoal record margin of 70 points.
The Cowboys also set a school mark by scoring 153 points, and they tied an NCAA mark of five individual
champions. OSU wrestlers posted an unbelievable record of 38-9 during the NCAA Championships. The Cowboys
won everything winning the National Duals and Big 12 Championship on their way to a 21-0 record.

2006 - The Cowboys suffered a couple of setbacks during the 2006 season to rival Minnesota. Oklahoma State
was even considered a slight underdog to the Gophers entering the NCAA Championships. OSU quickly put that
thought to rest leading from start to finish. The Cowboys pinned 11 appanents as they racked up 122.5 points to
Minnesota's 84.

TEN NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

1963 - Oklahoma State's first national golf title came at the Wichita Country Club as the Cowboys claimed a
one-stroke victory over Houston in the two-round event. George Hixon led OSU individuaily, finishing one shot
out of first place after posting a first-round 67 to lead the tournament after one day. The championship was
sandwiched between a pair of runner-up finishes in 1962 and 1964 for former coaching legend Labron Harris, Sr.
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1976 - The first national crown for Mike Halder as well as the second for the OSU golf program came at
Albuquerque, New Mexico, In 1976. The Cowboys notched a seven-shot triumph over Brigham Young. A pair of
Cowboys, Lindy Miller and Jaime Gonzalez, tied for 10th piace after finishing the four-round tournament at two-
over-par.

1978 - OSU's third golf title came in dominating fashion as the Cowboys outdistanced Georgia by 17 strokes to
lay claim to the crown. Eugene, Oregon, was the site of Mike Holder's second title in three years. David Edwards
fueled the OSU charge, taking medalist honors by a two-stroke margin. All five Cowboys that competed in the
event finished in the top 25 individually.

1980 - The Cowboys grabbed their fourth NCAA Championship and their third in five years at the famed Scarlet
Course in Columbus, Ohio. OSU entered the final round in a three-way tie with Brigham Young and Ohio State,
before carding an even-par 288 on the final day for a four-shot win ahead of BYU. Individually, Rafael Alarcon led
the Cowboys, finishing two strokes out of first place and in sole passession of third place.

1983 - The 1983 NCAA Championship took the Cowbays to Fresno, Calif., where OSU defeated Texas by seven
strokes for the school's fifth title. Freshman Scott Verplank finished tied for first individually through 72 holes
after firing a one-under-par total of 287 but lost in a four-way playoeff and finished the tournament tied for
second.

1987 - OSU's 1987 NCAA title came on familiar territory, the Scarlet Course In Columbus, Ohio where the
Cowboys won the championship in 1983. OSU’s sixth championship, a 16-strake win over Wake Forest, was
boistered by a trio of top-10 finishes. Brlan Watts earned medalist honars after firing a 66 on the final day.
Michael Bradiey and Tim Fleming had outstanding tournaments as well, finishing fourth and tied for sixth,
respectively.

1991 - At the 1991 NCAA Championship, OSU battled rough, windy conditions at Poppy Hills Country Club in
Pebble Beach, California, during the first round. The Cowboys held the lead after two rounds before seeing North
Carolina take a third-round {ead. However, OSU erased UNC's three-shot margin, including two strokes over the
final nine holes, to earn the school's seventh team title. For the 21st time in 22 years, the Cowboys produced at
least one top-10 finisher as Craig Hainline tied for fourth and Scott De Serrano tied for 10th.

1995 - OSU's golf team made history en route to winning the 1995 NCAA title as the Cowboys won the first
playoff in NCAA Championship history over Stanford on a thrilling 73rd hole of goif. QSU preduced a miraculous
comeback in what appeared to be a two-team race between Stanford and Texas. The Cowboys made up a seven-
stroke deficit late in the fourth round with five birdies in the last three holes to force the playoff. OSU won the
playoff despite being a man down as Lelf Westerberg, who had left for the airport to catch a plane to compete in
the British Amateur, did not participate in the extra hole. Chris Tidland finished as the event's runner-up,
finishing one stroke out of first place.

2000 - The Cowboys entered the 2000 NCAA Championship's final round with a three-stroke advantage over
Texas, but needed seven birdies over the final five holes to pull even with hard-charging Georgia Tech to force a
playoff. Charles Howell blistered the Grand National Golf Club in Opelika, Alabama, breaking the NCAA scoring
mark by six strokes with a 23-under-par performance. Howell ran away with medalist hanors, outdistancing the
field by eight strokes to become OSU's seventh individual NCAA winner,

2006 -The Cowboys made their first season under head coach Mike McGraw a memarable one, claiming their
10th NCAA title at Crasswater Golf Club in Sunriver, Oregon. Sitting in seventh place at the tournament's halfway
point, the Cowboys rallied during the third round to get back into contention. Battling adverse conditions, OSU
carded an even-par 288 round to move into second place with 18 holes remaining. The Cowboys were able to
fend off hard-charging Florida on the final day with a 5-under 283 team score to finish three shats clear of the
Gators. Jonathan Moore became just the seventh freshman to win the NCAA title, posting a four-shot victory,
while Pablo Martin turned in a fifth-place showing to mark OSU's first time with two players in the top five at the
natlonal tournament since 1987.
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1945 - Okiahoma A&M's first appearance in the NCAA Toumament proved to be a successful one as the Aggies
claimed the national title, defeating Utah and Arkansas en route to the championship game against New York
University. ABM crushed Utah, 62-37, and Arkansas, 68-41, in the NCAA Regionatl at Kansas City to advance to
the title game against New York. There, the Aggies claimed a 49-45 victory for its first of two-consecutive
national titles. Bob Kurland led A&M with 22 polnts in the champlonship game.

1946 - The 1946 Oklahoma A&M team was one for the record baoks. The Aggies produced the best record in
school history, going 31-2, and A&M became the first school to win back-to-back NCAA basketball titles. All five
of OSU's starters were named to the All-Missouri Valley Canference first team. A&M closed the season with 15-
straight wins and the nationai title. In the championship game, the Aggies edged North Carolina, 43-40, for their
second-straight championship. )

CWS APPEARANCES

1959 - Oklahoma State surprised the collegiate baseball community by winning the 1959 NCAA Champlanship.
Led by skipper Toby Greene, the Pokes finished with a 27-5 record. OSU captured the regular-season Big Eight
Championship with a 17-3 mark. OSU went 5-1 in Omaha, including a 5-3 win over Arizona in the championship
game of the Coliege World Series. The Cowboys were led on the mound by a starting rotation of Roy Peterson,
Joel Horlen and Dick Soergel. At the plate, Jim Dobson turned in an outstanding season, finishing second on the
team in home runs and RBIs, and winning the Most Valuable Player award at the College World Series.
Centerfielder Ben Bancroft led OSU in home runs and RBIs, while hitting .314.

1954 NATIONAL CHAMPIONS

1954 - Head coach Ralph Higgins ied Oklahoma A&M torthe 1954 NCAA Men's Cross Country Championship. The
Aggies finished the seasan with an 8-0 record., OSU was untouchable by season's end, wlhning the national
championship in East Lansing, Mich. A&M landed three runners in the top 10 with all five scorers in the top 23
finishers. The Aggies' winning tota! of 61 paints outdistanced second-place Syracuse by 57 points.

2000 NATIONAL THAMPIONS

2000 - In its first year of full competition, 0SU's newly formed equestrian team captured its first national
championship at the IHSA National show. Casie Cavanaugh won the team beginning western horsemanship class
and Kristen Thomas won the team advanced western horsemanship class to lead OSU to the western national
championship. In the individual classes, Meghan Walentine was the champion in advanced western
horsemanship.

They long have been regarded as the
Skyline's most frequent championship
contender and most colorful lootball
team.

Seniors of Oklchama State, playing
their final game on Lewls field today,
are Everett Woed, Ba.nsdall; Johnny
Jacob, Texarkana: Tommy Fine, Lind.

Like a bomb, Joe Masterogiovanni, of
Wyoming, brought the Laramies back
to life, hitting Chick Magagna for a
80-yard louchdown pass and run as the
first hall ime ran out and It was 137 at
inlermission.

A blocked punt in the third, followed
by Mastrogiovanni's touchdown burst,
and Wyoming led 14-13. Then came a
crushing drive of 72 yards in 12 plays.
{eaturing the great Ear! Lunsford and
Bobby Greene, with Dorsey Gibson
scoring, and Oklahoma State was back
on top 20-14.
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With its yard-munching
ground game in full gear,
Oklahoma comes into Lewis
Stadium today to try to wear
down coach Jimmy Johnson's
injury-troubled but surprising
Cowboys.

The Sooners need today’s
game to keep pace with co-
leader Nebraska as the two
teams march toward their Big
Eight Conference showdown
later this month. Heisman
trophy winner,Billy Sims, has
already tallied 16 touchdowns
and rookie rocket, Stanley
Wilson, has picked up enough
experience to compliment Sims
with powerful fullback shots
between the tackles,

OU has a top heavy series
advantage (55-12-6) including a
“take no prisioners” §2-7
shellacking of the Cowpokes in
Norman last year.

Despite 10 starters out for the
season and three more
questianable for today's game,
Johnson’s first OSU football
edition is easily the unexpected
happening in the Big-8 this
autumn. Ticketed for last place
by pre-season pollisters, the
Pokes surprisingly but
deservedly own sole possession
of third place in the conference
race.

Contrary to OU’s schedule,
the Cowboys will have faced all
the pre-season favorites after
today but take the treacherous
trip to Boulder next week. On
the other hand, the Saoners
have been tuning up their
arsenal of weapons with the
comforting thought they don't
face their most serious
challengers until Missouri
{Nov.17) and Nebraska (Nov.
24).

Regardless this is the first
varsity chapter of the great
rivalry between two of the
league’s athletic giants, we
hope the game lives up to your
expetations and your
enjoyment is exceded only by
the goad sportsmanship
displayed by fans of both
persuasions.
