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On March 19, 2012, opposer filed a motion to substitute
ArtBanc International, Ltd., Inc., as the party opposer in
this proceeding. Inasmuch as opposer filed a merger
document with the Assignment Services Division of the Office
at Reel 4279, Frame 0410, and applicant did not object to
the substitution, the motion is granted as conceded.
Trademark Rule 2.127(a); TBMP 8 512.01 (3d ed. 2011).
