APPLICANTS’ BRIEF IN OPPOSITION TO PETITIONER’S/OPPOSER’S MOTION FOR
SUMMARY JUDGEMENT

Applicants, Najib Yatim and Rim Yatim, submit this brief in opposition to Petitioner/Opposer‘s
Motion for Summary Judgment on likelihood of confusion. To prevail on its motion, an opposer moving for
summary judgment, on a Section 2(d) claim and as the party with the burden of proof,

¢ must establish standing to maintain proceeding

) must demonstrate that there is no genuine dispute of material fact, and Petitioner is

entitled to judgment as a matter of law,

3) must prove, among other things, the essential element of likelihood of confusion, and

must demonstrate that its alleged mark is distinctive, and that contemporaneous use of the

parties’ respective marks would likely cause confusion, mistake or deception.

On these issues, petitioner has not demonstrated entitlement to judgment as a matter of law.
Therefore, and for the reasons set forth below, the Board should deny Petitioner’s motion resulting in the

rejection of petitioner’s opposition.
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SUMMARY OF ARGUMENT

In its Motion for summary judgment (Petitioner’s Motion for summary judgment Exhibit 4,
Declaration of Lindsey Furtado, herein “Furtado Decl.” and included also as Exhibit 4), Petitioner provided
proof evidence of the different meaning of the word “Coco”, which references coconut (Exhibit 4 AND
Exhibit A clearly shown to reference “coconut” in applications filed with the USPTO) used in opposer’s
alleged mark and the word “Cocoa” used in the applicant’s mark. As such, a genuine dispute of material fact
exist between the meaning and commercial impression of the marks. And because this is a summary judgment
context, Petitioner’s proof of similarity or likelihood of confusion, must rise to such a level that no reasonable
finder of fact could conclude otherwise. Petitioner has failed to satisfy this standard.

Petitioner must also specifically prove that its alleged mark is distinctive to its product offerings,
namely chocolate and chocolate confections, and its use of the alleged mark, created a “secondary meaning”
in the alleged mark (i.e, an association in the minds of the purchasing public between its Coco Delice mark
and its chocolate and chocolate confections product offerings. As such, Petitioner’s mark must be distinctive
with linking the mark to the source of goods. And gain, because this is a summary judgment context,
Petitioner’s proof must rise to such a level that no reasonable finder of fact could conclude otherwise.
Petitioner has failed to satisfy this standard.

Furthermore, Petitioner’s alleged mark, as adopted, with no differentiating factor or design, is not
considered “fanciful” with a design, and neither is it “coined”. At best, and as is shown (in Exhibit B),
Opposer’s mark, and notably the suggestive word Delice used in both applicant and opposer’s marks, is weak
has been so widely used in the confection and chocolate industry.

As a further proof of Petitioner’s alleged mark dilution in the confection industry, weakness and lack
of distinction, the exact alleged mark “Coco Delice” has been and is currently used by several other parties,
some multi-national confectionary conglomerates (e.g Lindt, Leonidas) on identical products, namely
chocolate bars and chocolate confections with Coconut filling (Exhibit D). Furthermore, the “coco delice”
mark is also adopted by another co. under the “Coco Delice Truffles & Bakery” mark, operating the website

www.delicestruffles.com , and operating in Northern California, in the same geographical region as

opposer’s business. A Fourth company operates under the mark “delice Chocolate” based in New York, and

operating a website under www.delicechocolate.com as well as a fourth based in San Antonio Texas, also




uses the mark “delice Chocolatier” and operates the website www.delicechocolatier.com. Another company

that operates under the “coco-luxe” mark is essentially in the exact same geographical San Francisco location
and often attends the same industry shows as opposer. Lastly, a company operating under the US Registered
mark Cocoa Dolce (Registration No. 78944766) also operates in the confectionary business with a major

online presence www.cocoadolce.com and store location in Wichita, KS. These examples (provided in

Exhibit D, herein) further prove that opposer’s distinction claim is weak and its mark’s weakness faces
confusion from other parties’ marks, that are essentially identical, and offered within the same geographical
region (namely California) and through the same trading channels, more so than applicant’s mark AND
design, in its entirety, which clearly differentiated from opposer’s.

Therefore, and for the reasons set forth below, the Board should deny Petitioner’s motion resulting in

the rejection of petitioner’s opposition.

A. STANDING AND PRIORITY
I Opposer claims damage by his inability to proceed to registration because Applicant’s Mark is cited
as a bar to registration of Opposer’s Mark.

a. Applicants’ related entity, filed application No. 77395277, to register the COCOA DELICES
mark on February 12, 2008 and was granted priority date of December 27, 2007. This earlier
filed application was later abandoned in favor of and after application No. 77509239 (subject
to opposition) to register Applicant’s mark COCOA DELICES CHOCOLATERIE and
Design, was filed on June 26, 2008 and granted same priority data of earlier application, of
December 27, 2007. Opposer filed its application No. 77402783 on February 21, 2008, 9 days
following applicant’s related entity’s earlier filing and 57 days after applicant’s priority date.
Furthermore, Opposer claims that leveraged “social websites such as Facebook”. As a matter
of fact, Applicant’s “Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie” mark established a Facebook presence
with a fan page, 10 months earlier than opposer, with First entry, of October 15, 2008, almost
10 months prior to Opposer “Coco Delice” establishing its Facebook fan page, which has a

first entry date of August 19, 2009.




b. Opposer has not shown interest in a resolution that could facilitate approval of its alleged

mark. During a discovery conference call, initiated by applicants, on November 21, 2010,
Applicants proposed a settlement, in which both parties would agree to a sign a coexistence
agreement, under which, applicants will facilitate and refrain from opposing the “Coco
Delice” mark. Opposer’s attorney declined the verbal offer. Opposer never served applicant’s
with discloures, or conducted or participated in any discovery following the initial discovery

conference, opting for an attempt at a quick resolution, via a motion for summary judgement.

II. - Opposer claims that its mark COCO DELICE has established a certain level of goodwill is widely

known and that applicant’s mark COCOA DELICES CHOCOLATERIE and design will allow it to

trade on Opposer’s goodwill and cause confusion.

a.

Applicants began using the Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie mark in Canada in July 2007, as
claimed in the Canadian trademark filing (herein included as exhibit E). Cocoa Delices
Chocolaterie has since built a loyal following and received very positive reviews by its
customers as well as won acclaim by media outlets and critics. Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie
was a sponsor of Montreal’s Nutcracker Ballet. Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie was also featured
in Air Canada’s on board magazine publication “EnRoute” (Exhibit F). Since establishment,
Cocoa Delices has marketed its brand through traditional media in Canada and by placing ads
in Local newspapers as well as leveraging online marketing tools like Google’s AdWords and
creating a Facebook Fanpage presence. Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie has since its adoption and
use of its mark, continuously promoted and expanded its product and brand and built a loyal
client base. Opposer claims in its motion that he attended the New York Chocolate Show in
November 2007 and 2008 and competed in the San Francisco International Chocolate Salon
consumer show in July 2007, April 2008 and March 2009, “occasionally announcing its
presence through newspaper advertisements” (Opposer’s Exhibit J ). These claims are not
relevant in the context of establishing brand recognition before applicant’s adoption of its
mark “Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie” as Almost all the evidence that was provided as

evidenced by the dates stated, with the exception of a February 7, 2007, article in the San




Francisco Examiner’s, suggest that they were subsequent to applicant’s adoption of its mark
in July 2007, when Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie began operations in Canada. As such, it is
unclear to what extent, Opposer’s alleged mark achieved wide recognition, if any, before
Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie adopted its mark. In addition Opposer claims that leveraged
“social websites such as Facebook”. As a matter of fact, Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie
established a Facebook presence with a fan page and with First entry, on October 15, 2008,
almost 10 months prior to Coco Delice establishing its Facebook fan page, which has a first

entry date of August 19, 2009.

B. LIKELYHOOD OF CONFUSION

L Petitioner’s Mark is Weak. Opposer Claims that its “COCO DELICE” mark is inherently

distinctive because it is suggestive.

a.

This claim is categorically rejected, as Petitioner’s alleged mark, as adopted, with no
differentiating factor or design, is not considered “fanciful” with a design, and neither is it
“coined” and thus weak. At best, and as is shown (in Exhibit B), Opposer’s mark, and
notably the suggestive second word “Delice” used in both applicant and opposer’s marks
(in plural form), has been so widely used in the confection and chocolate industry.

As a further proof of Petitioner’s alleged mark dilution in the confection industry, weakness
and lack of distinction, the exact alleged mark “Coco Delice” has been and is currently
used by several other parties, some multi-national confectionary conglomerates (e.g Lindt,
Leonidas) on identical products, namely chocolate bars and chocolate confections with
Coconut filling (Exhibit D). Furthermore, the “coco delice” mark is also adopted by another
co. under the “Coco Delice Truffles & Bakery” mark, operating the website

www.delicestruffles.com , and operating in Northern California, in the same geographical

region as opposer’s business. A Fourth company operates under the mark “delice

Chocolate” based in New York, and operating a website under www.delicechocolate.com

as well as a fourth based in San Antonio Texas, also uses the mark “delice Chocolatier” and

operates the website www.delicechocolatier.com. Another company that operates under the




“coco-luxe” mark is essentially in the exact same geographical San Francisco location and
often attends the same industry shows as opposer. Lastly, a company operating under the
US Registered mark Cocoa Dolce (Registration No. 78944766, also included in exhibit D)
also operates in the confectionary business with a major online presence

www.cocoadolce.com and store location in Wichita, KS. These examples (provided in

Exhibit D, herein) further prove that opposer’s distinction claim is weak and its mark’s
weakness faces confusion from other parties’ marks, that are essentially identical, and
offered within the same geographical region (namely California) and through the same
trading channels, more so than applicant’s mark AND design, in its entirety, which clearly

differentiated from opposer’s.

IL. - Opposer alleged that Applicant’s Mark will cause consumers to mistakenly believe that COCOA

DELICES CHOCOLATERIE products are related to, associated with, or sponsored by Opposer.

a.

Opposer has not provided any such evidence as to actual cases of confusion. Opposer has
not conducted any market research to prove the likelihood of confusion between the marks.
A simple google search of the terms “Coco Delice” (Exhibit C herein), does not even
suggest any likelihood of confusion. The “Cocoa Delices Chocolaterie” mark did not
appear in any of the first 100 result hits, when conducting the search (Exhibit C). As such,
consumers searching for Opposer’s product or mark, are unlikely to encounter applicant ‘s
mark and or website and thus be directed to purchase applicant’s products, which are
exclusively sold in Applicant’s Store in Montreal and through its website

www.cocoadelices.com, which clearly displays applicant’s Canadian address on every page

and is both in English AND French (Exhibit G). The dual language format of applicant’s
website, further alleviate any likelihood of confusion as to the source of the products.
Furthermore, since applicant’s products are not sold through third parties, all products ship
from its store in Montreal Canada and as such, consumers located in the United States pay
the relevant shipping charges from Canada. This limited distribution, limits the channels in
which both applicants’ and opposer’s product travel, and therefore, further diminish alleged

confusion.




III. Applicants’ mark in its entirety, is distinctive and the differences in meaning and impression

as well as distinctive design, ensure no likelihood of confusion. Opposer Claims that Cocoa

Delices Chocolaterie AND Design Mark is nearly identical, “save for a design feature”, to its

alleged mark Coco Delice. Opposer also claims that COCO DELICE and COCOA DELICES

CHOCOLATERIE are virtually identical” since the first word differs only by the letter “A”.

a.

Opposer’s mark has no distinctive design and includes the word "coco" which is defined as
a fruit of the coco palm, that has no reference to chocolate. In petitioner’s Motion for
summary judgment (see Fortado declaration, herein Exhibit 4), Petitioner provided proof
evidence of the distinct meaning of the word “Coco”, which references coconut (as also
shown in most marks containing the word “coco” filed with the USPTO—Exhibit A), as
opposed to “Cocoa” used in the applicant’s mark which has a very different meaning and
references the CacaoTree fruit, from which chocolate is extracted. F urthermore, opposer
has already disclaimed any right to the exclusive use of the term cocoa in the United States
Patent and Trademark Office. The COCOA DELICES CHOCOLATERIE mark contains a
very distinctive “Cocoa” Tree Design that makes up and occupies approximately half of the
dimensions of the mark’s design dimensions. That symbol is followed by the wording -
COCOA DELICES CHOCOLATERIE, which as a whole, make up the full mark and
design of applicants’ mark. In considering a likelihood of confusion, the mark as a whole is
considered rather than certain elements. In a test of likelihood of confusion, an added
emphasis is added on the first word appearing in the mark. In the respective marks, the
difference in the wording of both marks is significant, since the word “Cocoa” and “Coco”
have two distinct meanings. As such, a genuine dispute of material fact exist between the
meaning and commercial impression of the marks, with a special emphasis on the different
meaning of the first word of the marks “Cocoa” and “coco”, providing proof evidence of
the distinct meaning of the word “Coco” used in its alleged mark, which references
coconut, and the word “Cocoa”, which reference the cocoa pods of the cacao tree, from
which Chocolate is extracted. Furthermore, Applicant’s mark when seen as a whole, with

the word Chocolaterie (which means chocolate factory--Exhibit 4, Declaration of Lindsey




Furtado, herein “Furtado Decl.” and included also as Exhibit 4), as well as the presence of
the distinctive tree design are sufficient to distinguish the marks. The second word in the
marks “DELICE” and “DELICES” although similar in sound and appearance and both as
translated from French, mean “Delight” and “Delights”, these words are merely suggestive
and very widely used in the Confection industry in connection with the sale of fine foods
and delicacies such as pastries, baked goods, cheeses, chocolates and similar items. There
are countless marks adoptéd and used that contain “Delice”, “Delices” and “Delight” as
part of the mark (Exhibit B), and as such, the main differentiating factors between
applicant’s COCOA DELICES CHOCOLATERIE mark and Opposer’s COCO DELICE
mark, remain the “Cacao” tree design element and the word “Cocoa” which clearly
reference the Cocoa Tree and Cocoa Pods Fruit, from which Chocolate is extracted, which
is totally different from the coconut meaning reference, adopted in Opposer’s mark.
Furthermore, Opposer has never provided any evidence of use or claims in its mark to the
words “Chocolaterie” or “Chocolate Factory”. As such, the world “Chocolaterie”, which is
contrary to Opposer’s assumption, is always used as part of the mark both spoken and
written (with the exception of a printed logo on a piece of chocolate, due to size limitation),
further adds another distinctive element to the mark as a whole. In summary, the use of the
cacao tree along with "chocolaterie" which means chocolate store along with the word
COCOA referencing cacao tree , from which chocolate is extracted and opposer’s use of
the word coco which is related to coconut, not chocolate along with the use of the weak
term “delice” which is a translation from French to delight, ensures that there is no
likelihood of confusion between the marks or parties as purveyors of their respective goods.
In view of the fact that opposer disclaimed cocoa in the United States Patent and
Trademark Office the only possible éinlilarity between the two marks is the word “Delice”
and “Delices”, present in both marks, that is at worst a very weak similarity, where both
marks may be used in the sale of chocolates. As Presented (in EXHIBIT B), the term

“delice” is widely used in connection with delightful food items.




D. CONCLUSION

For all the reasons set forth above, opposer has failed to demonstrate that there is no genuine dispute
of material fact as to the similarity of applicant’s and opposer’s marks, and an as such, entitled to judgment as
a matter of law. Opposer has also failed to establish beyond doubt that a likelihood of confusion exists
between the marks and his claim was not supported by any evidence of actual confusion cases or at least, a
market research study substantiating his claim.

Therefore, Applicants’® pray that the Board should deny Petitioner’s motion resulting in the rejection

of petitioner’s opposition.
