Cisco Technology, Inc., a California Corporation, having its business at 170 West
Tasman Drive, San Jose, California 95134, (“Opposer”), believes that it will be damaged by the
registration of the mark shown in Application Serial Number 85/005,441, and hereby opposes
that application, alleging as grounds for the opposition that:

1. As is evidenced by the publication of the CIFCO application in the August
24, 2010 issue of the Official Gazette, Lawrence Yuan Tian (“Applicant”), seeks to register
CIFCO, as a trademark for “Securities brokerage; brokerage houses in the field of stocks,
commodities, and futures; brokerage for trading of options” in International Class
(“Application”). Applicant’s Application was filed on April 2, 2010, based solely on
Applicant’s alleged intent to use the mark.

In view of tr@milarities of the respective marks and the related
nature of the goods and services of the respective parties, it is alleged that Applicant’'s CIFCO
mark so resembles Opposer’'s CISCO marks as to be likely to cause confusion or mistake or to
deceive, thereby causing loss, damage, and injury to Opposer and the purchasing public, and to
dilute the distinctive quality of Opposer’s famous CISCO marks, thereby causing loss, damage,
and injury to Opposer and the purchasing public.

4. Opposer is in the business of designing, manufacturing, marketing, selling,
and providing a range of goods and services throughout the United States and worldwide,
including computer hardware and software for interconnecting, managing, securing and
operating local and wide area networks and telephony systems. Since at least as early as

February 13, 1997, Opposer has offered and prdwidancing services, and has marketed and
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sold these services in connection with the CISCO trade name and trademark. Since at least as
early as December 27, 1984, Opposer has marketed and sold computer hardware and software
products in connection with the CISCO trade name and trademark. Since at least as early as
April 1992, Opposer has offered and provided, throughout the United States, educational
services in the fields of network communioats, managing, operating and using local, wide and
global area networks, and has marketed and sold these services in connection with the CISCO
trade name and service mark. Since at least as early as August 1993, Opposer has offered and
provided testing services to determine professional skills in the computer field, and has marketed
and provided these services in connection with the CISCO trade name and trademark. Since at
least as early as July 29, 1996, Opposer as offered and provided, throughout the United States,
customer support services in connection with computer hardware and software, and has marketed
and sold these services in connection with the CISCO trade name and trademark. Since at least
as early as August 1996, Opposer has offered and provided telecommunications services and on
line services, including providing information via local and global computer networks in the
fields of technical consultation and reseasylstems design, engineering and customer support
services, and has marketed and sold these services in connection with the CISCO trade name and
trademark. Since at least as early as August 1996, Opposer has marketed and sold a wide
spectrum of goods in International Classes 6, 9, 14, 16, 18, 20, 21, 24, 25 and 28, including
decorative boxes, computer accessories, jewelry, office supplies, briefcases, picture frames,
housewares, cloth banners, sports equipmesthioly and toys, in connection with the CISCO
trade name and trademark. Since at least as early as April 25, 1997, Opposer has marketed and
sold books and manuals regarding the interconnecting, managing and operating of local and wide
area networks in connection with the CISCO trade name and trademark. Since at least as early
as November 2001, Opposer has offered and prdwidasulting services and has marketed and
sold these services in connection with the CISCO trade name and trademark

5. The aforementioned nationwide trademark and service mark use of the
CISCO marks by Opposer has been valid and continuous since the date of first use of each and
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has not been abandoned. As a consequence of Opposer’s extensive marketing, promotion,
advertising, and sales activity, Opposer’s CISCO marks have come to be identified as
designators of Opposer’s goods and services, and as a result, have become valuable assets of
Opposer, principal symbols of its goodwill, andhfaus. In view of the similarity of the
respective marks and the related nature of the goods and services of the respective parties, it is
alleged that Applicant’s CIFCO mark so resembles Opposer’s CISCO marks previously used in
the United States, and not abandoned, as to be likely to cause confusion or mistake or to deceive,
or to disparage and falsely suggest a connection with Opposer, thereby causing loss, damage,
and injury to Opposer and the purchasing public, and to dilute the distinctive quality of
Opposer’s famous CISCO marks, thereby causing loss, damage, and injury to Opposer and the
purchasing public.

WHEREFORE, Opposer prays that this notice of Opposition be sustained and that the

Application be rejected.
