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On March 3, 2012, proceedings were suspended pending 

disposition of applicant's motion for involuntary dismissal 

under Trademark Rule 2.132(a).  Thereafter, on April 27, 2012, 

opposer was ordered to show cause why default judgment should 

not be entered against it for its apparent loss of interest in 

this case.  The record shows no response by opposer to 

applicant's motion or to the Board's show cause order.  In view 

thereof, applicant's motion is granted as conceded, judgment is 

entered against opposer for failure to prosecute and for a loss 

of interest, and the opposition is dismissed with prejudice. 
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
