OPPOSER'S MOTION FOR SUSPENSION PENDING
OUTCOME OF ANOTHER PROCEEDING

PRELIMINARY STATEMEMENT

Opposer, Deer Stags Concepts Inc. (“Deer Stags™), moves for suspension of the
captioned opposition proceeding pursuant to 37 C.F.R. 2.117(a) and TBMP 510.02(a), in light of
a civil action pending before the U.S. District Court for the District of Maryland.

“Ordinarily, the Board will suspend proceedings in the case before it if the final
determination of the other proceeding will have a bearing on the issues before the Board.”
TBMP 510.02(a). Here, the outcome of Opposer’s trademark infringement and false designation
of origin civil action will have a direct bearing on the outcome of this opposition proceeding.

Both proceedings involve Deer Stags and the Applicant, B & S Partners, Inc. DBA Pilgrim



Shoes (“B & S Partners”), the same marks, and the same likelihood of confusion issues.
Accordingly, Opposer’s Motion for Suspension of Proceedings should be granted pending the

outcome of the civil action before the District Court in Maryland.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

On May13, 2011, Deer Stags filed a Notice of Opposition with the Trademark Trial and

Appeal Board (“the Board™) opposing B & S Partners® U.S. Application Serial No. 85/100,262

(the ““262 Application”) for the mark Deer@Tracks for “shoes made in substantial part of deerskin™
in International Class 25. This opposition proceeding is based on Deer Stags’ assertion of all
right, title, and interest in the prior used and registered DEER STAGS mark of U.S. Trademark
Registration No. 3,252,841 for “footwear” in International Class 25 and in the prior used and
registered DEER .2=STAGS mark of U.S. Trademark Registration No 3,252,835 for “footwear”
in International Class 25. Deer Stags alleges that it promotes and sells footwear in the U.S.
under its DEER STAGS and DEER.2XSTAGS marks, and that it has continuously used its
distinctive DEER STAGS and DEER.Z~STAGS marks in connection with footwear in U.S.
commerce since at least as early as April 1974 and December 15, 1989, respectively, dates which
are long prior to the filing date of, or any first use date alleged by B & S Partners in, the ‘262
Application.

Deer Stags and B & S Partners had been negotiating settlement since December 2012,
and this opposition proceeding was suspended for settlement twice. Settlement negotiations

recently brokedown, so Deer Stags is proceeding with a district court action to address B & S
Partners’ infringing use of its DEER TRACKS and Deer @Tracks marks.

Deer Stags filed and served a Complaint in the U.S. District Court for the District of

Maryland based on the manufacture and sale of footwear under the marks DEER TRACKS and



Deer @Tracks by B & S Partners et al. The case has been assigned Civil Action No. 1:13-cv-
01885-WDQ. A copy of the Complaint is attached as Exhibit A. The Complaint alleges (a)
trademark infringement in violation of the Trademark Act of 1946, 15 U.S.C. § 1114 and (b)
false designation of origin and unfair competition in violation of the Trademark Act of 1946, 15

U.S.C. § 1125(a). Significantly, the Complaint seeks the adjudication of the only two issues

presented in this opposition proceeding: 1) does B & S Partners’ Deer @TrackS mark as used with

footwear so resemble Deer Stags’ prior used and registered DEER STAGS mark that it is likely

to cause confusion, or to cause mistake, or to deceive and (2) does B & S Partner’s Deer WTracks
mark as used with footwear so resemble Deer Stags’ prior use and registered PEER.2~STAGS

mark that it is likely to cause confusiorn, or to cause mistake, or to deceive.

LEGAL ARGUMENT

A. This Opposition Proceeding Should Be Suspended Because the Civil Action
Will Have a “Bearing On” and Be Dispositive of Registration (Likelihood of
Confusion) Issues Presented Herein

The Board has discretion to suspend its proceedings pending the final resolution of a civil
action where the outcome of the civil action may have a bearing on the Board case. 37 C.F.R. §
2.117(a) and TBMP 510.02(a) (“Ordinarily, the Board will suspend proceedings in the case
before it if the final determination of the other proceeding will have a bearing on the issues
before the Board.”); Other Telephone Co. v. Connecticut National Telephone Co., 181 USPQ
125,127 (TTAB 1974).

The Board is authorized to suspend proceedings even if the civil action was commenced
after the commencement of the Board proceeding. Midland Coop., Inc. v. Midland Int’l Corp.,
421 F.2d 754, 756 (3d Cir. 1970) (Board suspended proceedings pending outcome of subsequent

civil action because it was “apparent that a decision favorable to plaintiff in said action will be



dispositive of the issues of the opposition” and that “it is inferred that the outcome of said civil
suit will be determinative of the issues involved in the instant proceeding.”).
Here, the only issues presented in this opposition proceeding are also before the district

court. Specifically, the district court will determine whether B & S Partners’ use of the

UEBT“TTHCRS mark is likely to cause confusion, or to cause mistake, or to deceive in view of Deer
Stags” prior used and registered DEER STAGS and DEER.Z~STAGS marks. The resolution of
these likelihood of confusion issues will definitely “have a bearing on the case” before the
Board, and indeed will be “dispostive of the issues in this proceeding.” General Motors Corp. v.
Cadillac Club Fashions, Inc., 22 USPQ.2d 1933, 1936 (TTAB 1992) (indicating that motion to
suspend “well taken” since district court decision would be “dispositive” of the cancellation
proceeding before the Board).

In short, TTAB proceedings should be suspended where the court will resolve issues that
overlap with and therefore having a bearing on the resolution of the issues before the Board.
Alfred Dunhill of London, Inc. v. Dunhill Tailored Clothes, Inc., cert. denied, 369 U.S. 864
(1962) (noting that “[i]t appears to be the usual practice to stay registration proceedings pending
the outcome of court actions between the same parties involving related issues.”) (citations
omitted); McCarthy, Trademarks and Unfair Competition § 32.47 (2007) (indicating that “[i]t is
standard procedure for the Trademark Board to stay administrative proceedings pending the
outcome of court litigation between the same parties involving related issues.”).

Accordingly, because the pending civil action includes the same likelihood of confusion
issues raised before the Board, its outcome has a direct bearing on and is dispostive of the

likelihood of confusion issues presented in this opposition proceeding.



B. Suspension of TTAB Proceedings Will Avoid Duplicative Proceedings and
Unnecessary Burden to the Parties and to This Board

The TTAB’s practice of favoring suspension of opposition proceedings pending the
outcome of civil actions reflects a policy of favoring the efficient adjudication of all issues
presented in a single forum, rather than piecemeal adjudications that waste the resources of the
parties and the Board itself. To further these goals, the TTAB has stated that “it is better policy
to suspend proceedings...until the civil suit has been finally concluded.” Tokaido v. Honda
Associates, 179 USPQ 861, 862 (TTAB 1973). Also, because “the decision of the Federal
district court is often binding upon the Board, while the decision of the Board is not binding
upon the court,” suspension of this opposition proceeding is appropriate. TBMP 510.02(a). See
also Goya Foods Inc. v. Tropicana Products Inc., 846 F.2d 848, 853-854 (2d Cir. 1988) (holding
that the doctrine of primary jurisdiction is not appropriate “where, as in the pending case, a
district court suit concerns infringement, [and] the interest in prompt adjudication far outweighs
the value of having the views of the PTO.”).

Suspension of this opposition proceeding will avoid unnecessary duplication of
proceedings on the issues of likelihood of confusion (which will have a bearing on B & S
Partners’ ability to register its mark). Such issues, among others, are now pending before the
district court and their resolution will have a direct bearing on the outcome of this opposition
proceeding. Accordingly, this opposition proceeding should be suspended to conserve the

resources of the Board and the parties alike.

CONCLUSION

For the foregoing reasons, Opposer’s Motion for Suspension of Proceedings pursuant to
37 C.F.R. § 2.117 and TBMP 510.02(a) pending the outcome and termination of the civil action

now pending before the U.S. District Court for the District of Maryland should be granted.

COMPLAINT

Plaintiff Deer Stags Concepts Inc. (“Deer Stags”) for its complaint against defendants
B&S Partners, Inc. dba Pilgrim Shoes (“Pilgrim”), Arkady Altskan (“Altskan”), and Boris

Borisov (“Borisov”) (Pilgrim, Altskan, and Borisov together, “Defendants”) alleges as follows:

I Deer Stags is, and at all relevant times has been, a corporation organized and

existing under the laws of the state of New York, with its principal place of business at 902

Broadway, New York, New York 10010.

PARTIES



2. On information and belief, Pilgrim is, and at all relevant times has been, a
corporation organized and existing under the laws of Maryland, with its principal place of
business at 6710 Whitestone Road, Baltimore County, Baltimore, Maryland 21207.

3. On information and belief, Altskan is an individual who resides at 6530
Copperfield Road, Baltimore County, Baltimore, Maryland 21209.

4. On information and belief, Borisov is an individual who resides at 2222
Dalewood Road, Baltimore County, Lutherville-Timonium, Maryland 21093.

JURISDICTION AND VENUE

5. This Court has jurisdiction over this matter pursuant to 15 U.S.C. § 1121 and 28
U.S.C. §§ 1331 and 1338 because it involves an action under the laws of the United States.

6. This Court has personal jurisdiction over Defendants because acts that give rise to
this suit occurred in this judicial district.

. This Court also has personal jurisdiction over Defendants because Defendants
regularly transact business in this judicial district by, among other things, their offers to sell, sale,
and distribution of products into this district.

8. Venue is proper pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1391 because a substantial part of the
events giving rise to the claims in this action occurred in this judicial district and because
Defendants are deemed to reside in this district either as a corporation or as individuals subject to
this Court’s personal jurisdiction under 28 U.S.C. § 1391.

STATEMENT OF THE CLAIM

9. This case involves Defendants’ use of the trademarks DEEr@TaCkS and DEER
TRACKS in connection with Defendants’ manufacture, offer to sell, sale, advertising, marketing,

and promotion of footwear.



10. Deer Stags manufactures and sells footwear under the trademarks DEER.Z~STAGS
and DEER STAGS.

11. This action seeks permanent injunctive relief for (a) trademark infringement in
violation of the Trademark Act of 1946, 15 U.S.C. § 1114 and (b) false designation of origin and
unfair competition in violation of the Trademark Act of 1946, 15 U.S.C. § 1125(a).

STATEMENT OF THE FACTS
Deer Stags’ Footwear Business and Its Marks

12. Deer Stags designs, manufactures, and sells comfort footwear in a wide variety of
styles for men, women, and boys (“Deer Stags’ Footwear”).

13. Deer Stags’ Footwear is sold in various shoe stores, department stores, and
chains, on various e-commerce sites, and on a home-shopping network.

14. Deer Stags is the record owner of U.S. Registration No. 3,252,835 for the mark
DEER.2STAGS, as registered for use with “footwear” (the 835 Registration). A print-out of the
TSDR record for the ‘835 Registration is attached as Exhibit A.

15. The ‘835 Registration is valid, in force, and incontestable.

16. Deer Stags’ rights in and to the DEER.STAGS mark as first used in commerce
with footwear date to at least as early as December 15, 1989, and Deer Stags’ use of the
DEER.2~5TAGS mark has been continuous from that date to the present.

17. Deer Stags’ DEER.ZZSTAGS mark, as registered on the Principal Register under the
‘835 Registration, is inherently distinctive and entitled to a broad scope of protection.

18.  The DEER.&STAGS mark is a valuable indicator of source, and Deer Stags has

developed substantial goodwill in the DEER4STAGS mark by investing significantly in the



promotion, distribution, and sale of footwear under the DEER.&5TAGS mark. Exhibit B shows use
of the DEER.&5TAGS mark on footwear.

19. Deer Stags is the record owner of U.S. Registration No. 3,252,841 for the mark
DEER STAGS for “footwear” (the ‘841 Registration”). A print-out of the TSDR record for the
‘841 Registration is attached as Exhibit C.

20. The ‘841 Registration is valid, in force, and incontestable.

21.  Deer Stags’ rights in and to the DEER STAGS mark as first used in commerce
with footwear date to at least as early as April 1974, and Deer Stags’ use of the DEER STAGS
mark has been continuous from that date to the present.

22. Deer Stags’ DEER STAGS mark, as registered on the Principal Register under the
‘841 Registration, is inherently distinctive and entitled to a broad scope of protection.

23. The DEER STAGS mark is a valuable indicator of source, and Deer Stags has
developed substantial goodwill in the DEER STAGS mark by investing significantly in the
promotion, distribution, and sale of footwear under the DEER STAGS mark. An image showing

use of the DEER STAGS mark on footwear can be seen in Exhibit D.

Defendants’ Deer@liacks Footwear

24. Upon information and belief, Defendants manufacture, use, promote, offer for
sale, sell, and distribute footwear under the mark Deer @Tracks Images of promotional materials
and footwear bearing the Deer@TrackS mark are attached as Exhibit E.

25.  Upon information and belief, Defendants commenced use of the Deer@Tracks mark
with footwear on or around 2010, long after Deer Stags commenced use of its DEER.#5TAGS and

DEER STAGS marks.



26.  Upon information and belief, footwear bearing the Deer@Tracks mark is sold and
distributed nationwide through conventional channels of trade for such goods, including in
various shoe stores and department stores, and on various e-commerce sites.

27.  Upon information and belief, Defendants use the DEER TRACKS mark in
connection with the promotion and sale of footwear. Images of promotional materials showing
use of the DEER TRACKS marks are attached as Exhibit F.

28. Upon information and belief, Defendants’ promotional materials bearing the

Deer@Tracks and DEER TRACKS marks are distributed nationwide through conventional means,

including on the Internet, at trade shows, and in print advertising.

29.  Defendants’ use of the Deer@Tacks mark in connection with the manufacture,
promotion, offer for sale, sale, and distribution of footwear infringes Deer Stags’ rights in and to
the DEER.2=STAGS mark of its ‘835 Registration, and has caused, or is like!y to cause, confusion
in the marketplace.

30. Defendants’ use of the DEER TRACKS mark in connection with the promotion
and sale of footwear infringes Deer Stags’ rights in and to the DEER STAGS mark of its ‘841

Registration, and has caused, or is likely to cause, confusion in the marketplace.

31.  Defendants’ use of the Deer@TrackS and DEER TRACKS marks falsely suggests to
consumers that some connection or affiliation exists between the origin or source of Defendants’

footwear and the origin or source of DEER.&STAGS or DEER STAGS-branded footwear.

32.  Defendants’ use of the Der@TackS and DEER TRACKS marks, which infringe the
DEER.2-STAGS mark of the ‘835 Registration and the DEER STAGS mark of the ‘841

Registration, has irreparably harmed Deer Stags and, if not enjoined by this Court, will continue



to irreparably harm Deer Stags and the reputation and goodwill of its DEER.&STAGS and DEER
STAGS marks.
COUNT I - INFRINGEMENT OF FEDERALLY REGISTERED DEER.2~5TAGS AND
DEER STAGS MARKS BY DEFENDANTS’ FOOTWEAR
(Federal Trademark Infringement Under Lanham Act 15 U.S.C. § 1114)

33. Deer Stags incorporates by reference the allegations contained herein in

Paragraphs 1-32 as if set forth in full.

34, Defendants’ use of the DEEr@TIACKS mark with footwear so resembles the
DEER.5TAGS mark of Deer Stags’ ‘835 Registration that it has caused or is likely to cause
confusion, or to cause mistake, or to deceive as to affiliation, connection or association of
Defendants’ footwear with Deer Stags, or as to the origin, sponsorship, or approval of
Defendants’ footwear and their activities.

3s. Defendants’ actions have caused and, unless enjoined by this Court, will continue
to cause irreparable harm to Deer Stags.

36. Defendants’ use of the DEER TRACKS mark with footwear so resembles the
DEER STAGS mark of Deer Stags® ‘841 Registration that it has caused or is likely to cause
confusion, or to cause mistake, or to deceive as to affiliation, connection or association of
Defendants’ footwear with Deer Stags, or as to the origin, sponsorship, or approval of
Defendants’ footwear and their activities.

37. Defendants’ actions have caused and, unless enjoined by this Court, will continue

to cause irreparable harm to Deer Stags.



COUNT 1I - INFRINGEMENT OF DEER.2STAGS AND DEER STAGS MARKS BY
DEFENDANTS’ FOOTWEAR
(Federal Trademark Infringement and
False Designation of Origin Under 15 U.S.C. § 1125(a))
38.  Deer Stags incorporates by reference the allegations contained herein in

Paragraphs 1-37 as if set forth in full.

39.  Defendants’ use of the DREr@TIaCKS mark with footwear has caused and/or is likely
to cause confusion, or to cause mistake with Deer Stags’ DEER.2STAGS mark, or is likely to
deceive as to the origin, affiliation, or sponsorship of Defendants’ footwear in violation of 15

U.S.C. § 1125(a).

40.  Defendants’ use of the DECT@TIBCHS mark falsely suggests to consumers that some
connection or affiliation exists between the origin or source of Defendants’ footwear and the
origin or source of Deer Stags’ DEER.&STAGS footwear, in violation of 15 U.S.C. § 1125(a).

41.  Asa direct and proximate result of Defendants’ willful conduct with respect to the

Deer @Tracks mark, Deer Stags has suffered and, unless Defendants’ conduct is enjoined by this
Court, will continue to suffer substantial injury to its business and to the goodwill associated
with DEER.STAGS footwear.

42. Defendants’ use of the DEER TRACKS mark with footwear has caused and/or is
likely to cause confusion, or to cause mistake with Deer Stags” DEER STAGS mark, or is likely
to deceive as to the origin, affiliation, or sponsorship of Defendants’ footwear in violation of 15
U.S.C. § 1125(a).

43. Defendants’ use of the DEER TRACKS mark falsely suggests to consumers that
some connection or affiliation exists between the origin or source of Defendants’ footwear and

the origin or source of Deer Stags’ DEER STAGS footwear, in violation of 15 U.S.C. § 1125(a).



44.  As a direct and proximate result of Defendants” willful conduct with respect to the
DEER TRACKS mark, Deer Stags has suffered and, unless Defendants’ conduct is enjoined by
this Court, will continue to suffer substantial injury to its business and to the goodwill associated
with DEER STAGS footwear.
PRAYER FOR RELIEF

WHEREFORE, Deer Stags requests that this Court:

L. Enter judgment declaring that Defendants’ use of the Deer@TrackS mark infringes
Deer Stags’ DEER.&5TAGS mark.

I1. Enter judgment declaring that Defendants’ use of the DEER TRACKS mark
infringes Deer Stags” DEER STAGS mark.

[II.  Enter a permanent injunction enjoining Defendants, and their licensees, affiliates,
subsidiaries, officers, agents, employees, representatives, privies, successors, assigns, and all
those acting directly or indirectly for them or on their behalf, or acting in concert directly or
indirectly, from:

(a) using in any manner, on, or in connection with any of Defendants’

footwear, the DEr@TaCkS or DEER TRACKS mark complained of herein, or any other mark
confusingly similar thereto; and

(b) using in any manner, on or in connection with any of Defendants’
footwear, the DEEE.&STAGS or DEER STAGS mark, or any other mark confusingly similar
thereto, in any manner that is likely to cause confusion, deception, or mistake, or that dilutes or is
likely to dilute the distinctive quality thereof, or that unfairly competes with the footwear of Deer

Stags, or that suggests a false designation of origin or source of Deer Stags.



IV.  Order that Defendants be required to deliver to Deer Stags for destruction any and
all footwear, labels, tags, signs, displays, prints, boxes, packages, packaging, wrappers, molds,

and advertisements in Defendants’ possession or control that use, in any manner, Defendants’

Deer@Tracks or DEER TRACKS mark or any other trademark confusingly similar to that of Deer
Stags.

V. Order that Defendants be ordered to notify their customers and any affiliates
thereof, in writing, that they are not to sell the infringing footwear of Defendants’ complained of
herein and that said customers are to impound and return all units of such infringing footwear.

VI.  Order Defendants to file with the Court and serve upon Deer Stags’ counsel
within 30 days after entry of judgment in this matter a report in writing, under oath, setting forth
in detail the manner and form in which Defendants have complied with said judgment, and the
manner and form Defendants will employ in the future to ensure that footwear made, used or
sold by Defendants do not infringe the trademarks of Deer Stags referred to herein or otherwise.

VII.  Award such other and further relief as may be just and proper under the

circumstances.
