NOTICE OF OPPOSITION

Opposer Viking Range Corporation., a Mississippi corporation having its
principal place of business at 111 Front Street Greenwood, Mississippi 38930
(“Opposer™), believes it will be damaged by the registration of the mark VIKING RIVER
CRUISES & Design, which is the subject of U.S. Application Serial No. 85/136,505
(hereinafter “Applicant’s Mark” or “the Application”), and hereby opposes the same. As
grounds for the opposition, Opposer alleges the following:

1. Opposer is now, and its predecessors in interest and licensees have been,
engaged in the manufacture, distribution, sale and offering of cooking products and

cooking services.
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2. For many years, and long prior to Applicant’s filing date, Opposer,
Opposer’s predecessors in interest, and Opposer’s licensees have used the inherently
distinctive mark VIKING in interstate commerce throughout the United States in
connection with the sale and offering of cooking goods and cooking services, including,
but not limited to, cooking schools, cooking classes, and wine and food tastings.

3. In addition to the VIKING mark, Opposer, Opposer’s predecessors in
interest, and Opposer’s licensees have, for many years, and prior to Applicant’s filing
date, used other inherently distinctive marks which contain the component “VIKING” in
interstate commerce in connection with cooking goods and cooking services, thereby
developing a family of “VIKING” marks (hereinafter collectively referred to as the
“VIKING Marks”).

4, Ever since the adoption and use of the VIKING Marks as aforesaid,
Opposer, Opposer’s predecessors in interest, and Opposer’s licensees have widely and
extensively advertised and sold cooking goods and offered cooking services in
connection with the VIKING Marks. As a consequence, the consuming public and trade
have come to recognize and do recognize the VIKING Marks as being used by Opposer
or by a single source, and to associate and identify said marks with Opposer or with a
single source, and Opposer derives substantial goodwill and value from the aforesaid
identification by the consuming public and trade.

5. Opposer is the owner of the following federal registrations for the

(Current printouts from the electronic database records of the USPTO showing the
current status and title of these registrations are attached as Exhibit A.) The aforesaid
registrations are valid and subsisting, and Opposer is the owner of them and the marks
shown thereby and all of the business and goodwill represented thereby. Registration
Nos. 1,437,211; 1,565,774; 1,598,452; 1,798,615; 1,885,831; 1,805,114; 2,196,291;
2,196,439; 2,724,541; and 2,493,555 have become incontestable pursuant to 15 U.S.C. §
1065.

6. Applicant, a Bermuda company located at Clarendon House, 2 Church
Street, Hamilton, Bermuda HM 11, filed intent-to-use Application Serial No. 85/136,505
(the “Application”) on September 23, 2010 to register the mark VIKING RIVER
CRUISES & Design for “Arranging, organizing and hosting social entertainment events;

entertainment and education services in the nature of live dance and musical
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performances; entertainment information; entertainment services, namely, organizing and
conducting parties, wine and food tastings, contests, live stage performances, namely,
plays, concerts, piano recitals, vocal recitals, comedy shows, monologue performances,
poetry and narrative readings, nightclub shows, namely, plays, concerts, piano recitals,
vocal recitals, comedy shows, monologue performances, poetry and narrative readings,
variety and comedy shows, and theatrical and musical floor shows provided at
performance venues; entertainment services, namely, casino gaming; educational
services, namely, conducting lectures and seminars in the fields of music, theatre, and
film; video arcade services; libraries; provision of in-cabin interactive television
programming; health club services, namely, providing instruction, classes, and equipment
in the field of physical exercise; organizing and hosting cultural and arts events;
organization of exhibitions for cultural or educational purposes” in International Class 41
(“Applicant’s Services”).

7. In addition to the Application at issue here, Applicant has filed six other
U.S. applications for VIKING marks for “cooking classes” and/or “wine and food
tastings.” See Application Serial Numbers 85/136,757; 85/136,552; 85/136,726;
85/133,778; 85/133,747; and 85/276,774. The USPTO issued Office Actions refusing
registration for four of Applicant’s applications, including the Application opposed here,
because of a likelihood of confusion with Opposer’s Registration No. 3,326,880 for
VIKING, which covers “educational and entertainment services, namely, conducting a
cooking school and providing cooking classes and demonstrations” and other related

services. See Office Actions attached as Exhibit B. In response to these Office Actions,
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Applicant deleted “cooking classes” from four of its applications that were initially
refused registration. See Applicant’s Responses to Office Actions attached as Exhibit C.
GROUND I - LIKELIHOOD OF CONFUSION

8. Opposer repeats and realleges each and every allegation above as if fully
set forth herein.

9. Applicant seeks to register the VIKING RIVER CRUISES & Design mark
for “wine and food tastings,” among other services. Such services are identical and/or
closely related to the goods and services for which Opposer has registrations and/or upon
which it uses the VIKING Marks.

10.  Opposer’s VIKING Marks and Applicant’s Mark are confusingly similar
in sight, sound, meaning, and commercial impression.

11.  Applicant’s Mark is confusingly similar to Opposer’s VIKING Marks and
is likely to cause confusion and mistake and to deceive, with consequent injury to
Opposer, the consuming public, and the trade.

12.  Opposer will be damaged by the registration sought by Applicant because
such registration will support and assist Applicant in the confusing and misleading use of
Applicant’s mark sought to be registered, and will give color and exclusive statutory right
to Applicant in violation and derogation of prior and superior rights of Opposer.

GROUND I1 - DILUTION

13. Opposer repeats and realleges each and every allegation above as if fully
set forth herein. Opposer and its predecessors in interest have spent to date a substantial

amount of money marketing, advertising and promoting the sale of cooking goods and
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cooking services, including, but not limited to, cooking classes and other related services,
under the VIKING trademark.

14.  Opposer’s VIKING trademark and service mark (hereinafter the “VIKING
Mark™) is extremely well known in the United States. Because of the high degree of
inherent and acquired distinctiveness of the VIKING Mark, the length of time and extent
to which Opposer has used the VIKING Mark, the vast advertising and publicity the
VIKING Mark has received, the nationwide trading area in which the VIKING Mark is
used, and the high degree of consumer recognition of the VIKING Mark, the VIKING
Mark is a famous trademark pursuant to 15 U.S.C. § 1125(c)(1).

15.  Applicant’s Mark would lessen the capacity of Opposer’s famous
VIKING Mark to identify and distinguish Opposer’s goods and services offered and sold
thereunder and, as such, would dilute the VIKING Mark in violation of 15 U.S.C. §
1125(c).

16. Opposer will be damaged by the registration sought by Applicant because
such registration will support and assist Applicant in diluting the distinctive quality of
Opposer’s famous VIKING Mark.

GROUND 1II - LACK OF BONA FIDE INTENTION TO USE IN COMMERCE

17.  Applicant is a Bermuda cruise line company that offers river cruises in
Europe, Asia, and Egypt. According to Applicant’s website, Applicant only provides
cruises outside of the United States. Upon information and belief, Applicant does not

provide any cruises or other services in the United States.
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18.  Upon information and belief, Applicant did not have a bona fide intention
to use Applicant’s Mark in commerce with Applicant’s Services pursuant to 15 U.S.C.
§§1051 and 1127 when it filed the Application because it does not provide any services
in the United States.

19.  Upon information and belief, Applicant was not rendering any services in
the United States at the time it filed its Application and it lacked a bona fide intent to use
its Mark in commerce. Therefore, the Application is void ab initio.

WHEREFORE, Opposer believes it will be damaged by registration of

Applicant’s Mark and requests that registration be refused.

Mark is Likely to Cause Confusion



The examining attorney refuses registration under Trademark Act Section 2(d), 15 U.S.C. Section
1052(d), because the applicant's mark, when used on or in connection with the identified goods, so
resembles the mark in U.S. Registration No. 3326880 as to be likely to cause confusion, or to cause
mistake, or to deceive. TMEP section 1207. See the enclosed registration.

Trademark Act Section 2(d) bars registration of an applied-for mark that so resembles a registered mark
that it is likely that a potential consumer would be confused or mistaken or deceived as to the source of the
goods and/or services of the applicant and registrant. See 15 U.S.C. §1052(d). The court in In re E. I du
Pont de Nemours & Co., 476 F.2d 1357, 177 USPQ 563 (C.C.P.A. 1973) listed the principal factors to be
considered when determining whether there is a likelihood of confusion under Section 2(d). See TMEP
§1207.01. However, not all of the factors are necessarily relevant or of equal weight, and any one factor
may be dominant in a given case, depending upon the evidence of record. In re Majestic Distilling Co.,
315 F.3d 1311, 1315, 65 USPQ2d 1201, 1204 (Fed. Cir. 2003); see In re E. I. du Pont, 476 F.2d at 1361-
62, 177 USPQ at 567.

The examining attorney must analyze each case in two steps to determine whether there is a likelihood of
confusion. First, the examining attorney must look at the marks themselves for similarities in appearance,
sound, connotation and commercial impression. n re E. I. DuPont de Nemours & Co., 476 F.2d 1357,
177 USPQ 563 (CCPA 1973). Second, the examining attorney must compare the goods or services to
determine if they are related or if the activities surrounding their marketing are such that confusion as to
origin is likely. In re August Storck KG, 218 USPQ 823 (TTAB 1983); In re International Telephone and
Telegraph Corp., 197 USPQ 910 (TTAB 1978); Guardian Products Co., v. Scott Paper Co., 200 USPQ
738 (TTAB 1978).

Analysis of Applicant’s Mark and Registered Mark

First, a comparison of the respective marks show that they are comprised either in whole or significant
part of the term “VIKING.” Accordingly, the applicant’s mark, “VIKING RIVER CRUISES,” is
similar in sound, appearance, connotation and commercial impression to Registration No. 3326880°s
mark “VIKING.” Similarity in any one of these elements alone is sufficient to find a likelihood of
confusion. In re Mack, 197 USPQ 755 (TTAB 1977).

It is well settled that in some circumstances, it is appropriate to recognize that one component of a
particular mark may, for some reason, have more significance than other components in determining the
commercial impression which is generated by the mark. Jn re National Data Corp., 753 F.2d 1056, 224
USPQ 749 (Fed. Cir. 1985). Although the determination of whether or not confusion is likely must be
based on a comparison of the marks in their entireties, the dominance of such a significant element must
be taken into account in resolving this issue. Ceccato v. Manifattura Lane Gaetano Morzotto Figli Sp.A.,
32 USPQ 1192 (TTAB 1994). Disclaimed matter is typically less significant or less dominant.

Applicant’s mark is “VIKING RIVER CRUISES.” In the comparison above, the mark was viewed and
considered as a whole. “RIVER CRUISES,” however, is descriptive of the services and is of less
trademark significance than “VIKING.”

Analysis of Services

Second, the relationship of the services is evident because both marks are for educational services focused
on cooking. The overlapping identifications evidence the relationship.



The examining attorney must also consider any goods or services in the registrant's normal fields of
expansion to determine whether the registrant's goods or services are related to the applicant's identified
goods or services under Section 2(d). In re General Motors Corp., 196 USPQ 574 (TTAB 1977).
Accordingly, the mark is likely to cause consumer confusion as to source.

The refusal pertains to the educational cooking services and not the other identified services, however, if
these services are not deleted from the application the whole class will be refused.

Other Considerations

Although the examining attorney has refused registration, the applicant may respond to the refusal to
register by submitting evidence and arguments in support of registration. If applicant chooses to respond
to the refusal to register, the following issues must also be addressed.

The Recitation of Services is Indefinite

The wording used as the recitation of services is unacceptable as indefinite. It is unclear from the current
wording exactly what services are used in conjunction with the mark. Applicant may adopt the following
identification of services, if accurate (suggested wording appears in italicized print):

Arranging, organizing and hosting social entertainment events; entertainment and education
services in the nature of live dance and musical performances; entertainment information;
entertainment services, namely, organizing and conducting parties, contests, live stage
performances, namely, (indicate specific type, e.g. plays, concerts), live nightclub shows
namely, (indicate specific type, e.g. plays, concerts), variety and comedy shows, and
theatrical and musical floor shows provided at performance venues; entertainment services,
namely, casino gaming; educational services, namely lectures and seminars in the fields of
music, theatre, and film; video arcade services; libraries; production of in-cabin interactive
television programming; health club services, namely providing instruction, classes, and
equipment in the field of physical exercise; organizing and hosting cultural and arts events;
organization of exhibitions for cultural or educational purposes in Class 41. See TMEP
§1402.01.

Disclaimer of “RIVER CRUISES” Required

Applicant must disclaim the descriptive wording “RIVER CRUISES” apart from the mark as shown.
See 15 U.S.C. §1056(a); TMEP §§1213, 1213.03(a). A “cruise” is defined as an act or instance of

cruising; especially: a tour by ship.[-l-1 A river is defined as a watercourse 2L Taken as a whole the term
can be interpreted as a tour by ship on a waterway. This appears merely descriptive of the identified

cruise services. As the specimen indicates, “ River cruising — a better way to explore (bold and italics
added)”

The word “RIVER CRUISES” is merely descriptive of the applicant’s services and does not serve as an
indication of the source of the services. TMEP Section 1213.03(a).

As to the design element, when a mark consists of a word portion and a design portion, the word portion is
more likely to be impressed upon a purchaser’s memory and to be used in calling for the goods and/or
services. Therefore, the word portion is normally accorded greater weight in determining likelihood of
confusion. In re Dakin’s Miniatures, Inc. , 59 USPQ2d 1593, 1596 (TTAB 1999); In re Appetito
Provisions Co., 3 USPQ2d 1553, 1554 (TTAB 1987); Amoco Oil Co. v. Amerco, Inc., 192 USPQ 729, 735
(TTAB 1976); TMEP §1207.01(c)(ii).

It is well settled that in some circumstances, it is appropriate to recognize that one component of a
particular mark may, for some reason, have more significance than other components in determining the
commercial impression which is generated by the mark.

cruising; especially: a tour by ship.[l—l A river is defined as a watercourse.[21 Taken as a whole the term
can be interpreted as a tour by ship on a waterway. This appears merely descriptive of the identified
cruise services. As the specimen indicates, “River cruising — a better way to explore (bold and italics
added)”



The word “RIVER CRUISES” is merely descriptive of the applicant’s services and does not serve as an
indication of the source of the services. TMEP Section 1213.03(a).

See Herbko Int’l,
Inc. v. Kappa Books, Inc., 308 F.3d 1156, 1164-65, 64 USPQ2d 1375, 1380 (Fed. Cir. 2002); Han Beauty,
Inc. v. Alberto-Culver Co., 236 F.3d 1333, 1336, 57 USPQ2d 1557, 1559 (Fed. Cir. 2001); TMEP

Regarding the issue of likelihood of confusion, all circumstances surrounding the sale of the goods and/or
services are considered.

The applicant’s mark, VIKING TOURS, is similar to the registered mark, VIKING, in that the
applicant’s mark is the same as the registered mark with the addition of the term TOURS. The mere
addition of a term to a registered mark generally does not obviate the similarity between the marks nor



does it overcome a likelihood of confusion under Trademark Act Section 2(d). See In re Chatam Int’l
Inc., 380 F.3d 1340, 71 USPQ2d 1944 (Fed. Cir. 2004) (GASPAR’S ALE and JOSE GASPAR GOLD);

(C.C.P.A. 1967) (THE LILLY and LILLI ANN); In re Toshiba Med. Sys. Corp., 91 USPQ2d 1266 (TTAB
2009) (TITAN and VANTAGE TITAN); In re El Torito Rests., Inc., 9 USPQ2d 2002 (TTAB 1988)
(MACHO and MACHO COMBOS); In re Corning Glass Works, 229 USPQ 65 (TTAB 1985)
(CONFIRM and CONFIRMCELLSY); In re U.S. Shoe Corp., 229 USPQ 707 (TTAB 1985) (CAREER
IMAGE and CREST CAREER IMAGES); In re Riddle, 225 USPQ 630 (TTAB 1985) (ACCUTUNE and
RICHARD PETTY’S ACCU TUNE); TMEP §1207.01(b)(iii).
