record that Velocity's application to trademark the phrase

BY MR. SEEVE:

0. Have you heard the term Marathon Monday before?

A. Yes.

0. What does the term Marathon Monday refer to?

MR. BROSS: Objection, vague.

A. It refers to the Boston Marathon.

Q. Why is the Boston Marathon called Marathon
Monday?

A. Because the Boston Marathon is held annually on
the third Monday in April each year. Has been the case
since 1968.

Q. Do you know how long the term Marathon Monday has
been used to refer to the Boston Marathon?

A. Since 1968.

Q. How many people come to watch the Boston Marathon?

" A. On site annually, it's estimated 500,000 along
the course.

0. Is the Boston Marathon broadcast on television?

A. It is broadcast live locally, nationally and
internationally to more than 125 countries annually.

Q. And do you have any sense of how many viewers

watch the Boston Marathon on television nationally and

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internationally?
A. More than tens of millions. Probably more
than -- Closer to a hundred to 200 million
internationally.

Q. What does the Boston Athletic Association or the
BAA do?

A. We are a nonprofit organization that promotes
fitness through events, especially running events, and our
major event is the Boston Marathon -- or our premier event
is the Boston Marathon.

0. So if there were one event for which you would
say the BAA is best known, it would be the Boston Marathon?

A. That's correct.

Q. What do your job responsibilities at the BAA
entail?

A. I'm responsible for licensing, sponsorship,
marketing, internal and external communications. Those
are the major responsibilities.

| Q.  Have your responsibilities evolved over the years
since you joined in 1991°?

A. Yes.

Q. In what way?

A. I began as an assistant -- Actually, I began as

an intern. Then I was an assistant media communication --

media coordinator -- sorry, assistant media coordinator.

We license our name for the sale of
goods.

A. Wide-ranging spectrum from T-shirts, apparel,
accessories, lithographs, posters, fine jewelry, office
gift items, replica signage. And‘uﬁder that first
category, which.is the largest, meaning the apparel, maybe
50 items from shorts, jackets, eye wear, wrist watches,

socks, soft goods.

Marathon.

Also, there's an affinity within the local
community so there's interest beyond strictly
participants, so community members, especially in this
geographical area.

0. Would it be correct to say that in the local
community especially, a large number of purchasers are not
direct participants in the Boston Marathon, but spectators
and generally fans?

A, Yes.

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Q. And is that true nationally as well or --
A We do sell nationally, ves.

Q. Approximately what percentage of your sales are
in the local area, local to Boston?

A. There are -- The majority of the sales are --
occur locally on the occasion of the Boston Marathon.
There is also -- There are also online sales which are
national throughout the year, and in the lead-up, I would
say 90 percent of the sales are on the occasion of Boston
Marathon weekend each year.

Q. So the‘BAA grants licenses to third parties to

produce BAA-associated goods; is that correct?

A That's correct. We license our name, logo and
marks.
0. To whom have you licensed your name, logo and

marks for the production of goods?

A. Adidas, Marathon Photo, Fond Memories, AMI,
Long's Jewelers. Was there anybody -- That's for the
production of goods. We license our name in other areas
for other reasons.

Q. Do any of those third parties that you just named
have exclusive licenses to produce particular types of
goods?

A. Yes.

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BY MR. SEEVE:

Q. Is there currently any business relationship
between Velocity and the BAA?

A. No.

Q. Has there ever been any business relationship
between Velocity and the BAA?

A. - Yes. |

0. What sort of business relationship?

MR. BROSS: Objection, ambiguous.

A. We have -- had previously used Velocity to screen
and embroider certain apparel items which we would use
promotionally as opposed to for retail. So these are --
Promotional refers to items that are distributed free
to -- whether it be participants in our race, our
organization because they're a participant or to the
volunteer corps or to the organizing committee or to the
staff.

Q. And when did you first grant the license to
produce these goods that you just mentioned to Velocity?

MR. BROSS: Objection, ambiguous.

A. We did not ever grant a license to Velocity, but
we did utilize Velocity to screen items that we needed to
be screened on occasion.

A, Approximately two years ago. I don't have an
exact date.

Q. Has the BAA ever been approached by Velocity or a
representative of Velocity regarding the possibility of --
of getting a license to produce further merchandise?

A. Yes.

0. When was that?

A. Approximately two -- two, three years ago.

Q. Did you personally speak with a representative of
Velocity --

A. I did.

Q. -- at that time?

Do you remember who?

A. His name, I believe, 1s C. Tuite. I'm not
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exactly sure of the pronunciation of his last name.

Q. And what was Mr. Tuite's proposal at that time?

A. He wanted to -- He was inquiring about the
possibility of Velocity producing items, specifically
apparel items, with the Boston Marathon name and/or logo.

0. And just to clarify, you mean with the name
and/or logo, quote, Boston Marathon, end quote?

A. Yeg, but he was also -- It was a sales call and
he was interested in knowing whether we would be receptive
to him selling Boston Marathon-related items.

Q. What was your response to Mr. Tuite's proposal?

A. I explained to him that while we were
appreciative of the work that we had been doing with
Velocity, in other words, the screening, the embroidery of
our promotional items which would come as -- on occasion
as blanks and they would screen and then we would take
them back and distribute, that we had an exclusive
relationship with Adidas in that area for any retail items
or items sold at retail, and so we could not entertain --
entertain giving a license to use the Boston Marathon

name, logo, marks to anyone else in that space.

Q. So you refused Mr. Tuite's request --
A. Yes.
0. -- for a license?
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A. That's correct.

Q. And did -- Did you -- Sorry. Let me start that
one again.

Did you have a counterproposal for Mr. Tuite at
the time?

A. I simply told him that while we couldn't
entertain anything in that space, meaning apparel,
accessories and items that were in conflict with what we
were doing exclusively with Adidas, that if he had
nonconflicting items, then we could entertain something.

What's a nonconflicting item? That might be --
Well, that was -- I didn't give a whole lot of
suggestions. I just told him that there are a lot of
items that exist, and if he wanted to come back with a
proposal on nonconflicting items, then we could take a
look.

Q. Did Mr. Tuite or anyone else from Velocity, LLC,
ever come back with a proposal to license these
nonconflicting items?

A. No. He told me that he was only interested in
the T-shirts and apparel items.

Q. Are you aWare of any further business dealings
with Velocity, LLC, after that time that the -- Sorry.

Let me ask that question again.
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Are you aware that the BAA had any future
business dealings after that time with Velocity, LLC?

A. I am not aware of any future business that the
BAA did with Velocity after that.

Q. And you testified earlier that currently there is
no business relationship of any kind between Velocity,
LLC, and the BAA.

A. That's correct.

Q. Does the BAA own any trademarks related to the

Boston Marathon?

A, Yes.
0. Can you describe these trademarks?
A. These are -- There's a series of trademarks that

relate to the Boston Marathon name, logo, Boston Marathon
itself that -- Is this what you mean?

0. Yeah. Yeah.
