NOTICE OF OPPOSITION

The United States Olympic Committee, a Congressionally chartered corporation having
its principal place of business at One Olympic Plaza, Colorado Springs, Colorado 80909
(hereinafter “USOC” or “Opposer”), believes that it will be damaged by the registration of the
mark that is the subject of Application Serial No. 85/339,356, and thus opposes the same.
Opposer alleges as follows, in opposition to the registration of the above-referenced mark:

1. Marc A. Takacs, an individual citizen of the United States (“Applicant”), filed an
application for the mark LET THE GAMES BEGIN, THEN, SCORE IT! (“Applicant’s Mark™)
in the United States Patent and Trademark Office (“PTO”) on June 9, 2011, which was assigned
Serial No. 85/339,356 (the “Application”).

2. Applicant based the Application on its intent-to-use Applicant’s Mark in
connection with a “Non-electric, plastic sports scoring device using manual dials that allow

spectators to keep track of scores and other data at sports events,” in International Class 20

(“Applicant’s Goods™).



3. The Application was published for opposition on December 13, 2011. On
December 13, 2011, Opposer electronically filed a Request for Extension of Time to Oppose the
Application, requesting a 90-day extension until April 11, 2011. This request was granted by the
Trademark Trial and Appeal Board (the “Board”) on the same day. This Notice of Opposition is
being served by first class mail on the Applicant and is timely filed.

4. The Olympic Games ére an international multi-sport event taking place every two
years. Over the last century, the Olympic Games have grown in popularity, and countries from
around the globe vie with each other in highly publicized international competitions to be
selected for the honor of hosting the Olympic Games. From the 245 participants from 15 nations
in the 1896 Olympic Games, the Olympics has grown to include over 11,000 athletes from over
200 countries.

3. The Olympic Games are highly anticipated by athletes and observers alike, and
are among the largest media events worldwide, attracting over 16,000 broadcasters and
journalists, and billions of television viewers throughout the United States and the world that
watch the Olympic Games’ sporting events and ceremonies. The Olympic Games are also the
subject of countless books, magazines, newspaper articles, and movies, as well as a myriad of
stories on Internet websites and blogs.

6. The International Olympic Committee (“IOC”), based in Lausanne, Switzerland,
was created by Baron de Coubertin in 1894 to organize the modern Olympic Games. The IOC is
composed of 203 National Olympic Committee members, including Opposer, the USOC. The
USOC is a Congressionally chartered corporation, established for, among other things: to create
national goals for amateur athletic activities and encourage the attainment of those goals; to
coordinate and develop amateur athletic activity in the United States, directly related to
international amateur athletic competition; to promote and support amateur athletic activities

involving the United States and foreign nations; and to promote and encourage physical fitness
and public participation in amateur athletic activities.

7. Opposer owns a wide variety of United States Trademark registrations, in various
classes, relating to the Olympic Movement and to the Olympic Games, in whole or in part,

including, but not limited to, the following:

Attached hereto as Exhibit A are true and correct copies of the current printouts of information

from the TARR electronic database records of the PTO showing the current status and title of the

registrations listed above.

8.

The above-referenced trademarks and service marks (collectively, the “Olympic

Marks”) have been associated with the Olympic Movement and have been recognized by the

public since the inception of the Olympic Games. The use and recognition of the Olympic



Marks have flourished since the first televised display of the Olympic rings and the Olympic
Marks at the 1936 Olympic Games in Berlin, Germany.

9. In particular, Opposer owns Registration Number 3,914,588 for LET THE
GAMES BEGIN in International Classes 35 and 36, which has been registered since 2010 and
which was first used in commerce by Opposer at least as early as June 21, 2010. The services
described in the registration for Opposer’s mark LET THE GAMES BEGIN are “promoting
public awareness of the Olympic Movement and its ideals” in Class 35 and “fundraising
activities on behalf of athletes aspiring to compete in international competitions, by means of
soliciting donations” in Class 36. A copy of the TARR record for Registration Number
3,914,588 is submitted herewith as Exhibit A.

10.  The famous phrase “Let the Games Begin” officially announces the start of each
Olympic Games at the Opening Ceremonies. The broadcast of the Opening Ceremonies and the
Olympi.c Games is viewed by hundreds of millions of people around the world, who have come
to associate the words “Let the Games Begin” with the Olympic Movement over an extended
period of time.

11. Opposer considers the LET THE GAMES BEGIN mark to be part of its family of
Olympic Marks. The Opposer regards its Olympic Marks, including LET THE GAMES
BEGIN, to be among its most valuable assets.

12. Since long before Applicant filed its Application in the PTO, Opposer and its
partners, sponsors, and licensees have used the mark LET THE GAMES BEGIN in commerce in
connection with the Olympic Games, the Olympic Movement, and merchandise and services
connected therewith.

13.  This includes Opposer’s rights in the LET THE GAMES BEGIN mark based on

its use and licensing of LET THE GAMES BEGIN with various articles of clothing beginning at

least as early as 1996 and based on its historical trademark registration for LET THE GAMES
BEGIN, Registration Number 2,823,385, for clothing, namely, T-shirts, hats and caps in Class

25, which registered on March 16, 2004 and was first used in commerce at least as early as
February 28, 1996. Although Registration Number 2,823,385 was cancelled on October 22,
2010, Opposer has common law rights in the LET THE GAMES BEGIN mark due to use of the
mark with articles of clothing.

14.  The Applicant uses the Applicant’s Mark on its website at www.scoreitsports.com
in conjunction with an image of a torch. The Olympic Torch, in particular the torch relay,
whereby the Olympic flame from Greece is transported by a running relay to the site of Olympic
Games, is one of the primary symbols of the Olympic Games and the Olympic Movement, thus
furthering the connection between the Applicant’s Mark with Opposer. A true and correct copy
of a printout of Applicant’s business website at www.scoreitsports.com is attached hereto as
Exhibit B.

15. Opposer and the IOC and their licensees, partners, and sponsors have a long and
continuous history of use of the Olympic Marks in merchandising the Olympic Movement and
the Olympic Games. In addition to the registered trademarks identified above, the USOC has
acquired extensive common law rights to use the Olympic Marks in connection with a variety of
goods and services.

16.  The USOC, and its predecessors-in-interest, have used the Olympic Marks for
more than one hundred years in connection with the Olympic Games and the USOC’s associated
merchandising, licensing, and sponsorship programs related to the Olympic Games. Consumers
in the United States naturally associate the Olympic Marks with the Olympic Games, the USOC,

and its goods and services. The USOC and its licensees, partners and sponsors use the Olympic



Marks in connection with international athletic competitions and a panoply of goods and services

that support these competitions.

FIRST GROUND FOR RELIEF
LIKELIHOOD OF CONFUSION (15 U.S.C. §1052(d))

17. Opposer incorporates by reference paragraphs 1 through 16 as if fully set forth
herein.

18.  Because of Opposer’s long and continuous use of its Olympic Marks in
connection with the Olympic Movement and the Olympic Games, international athletic
competitions, and supporting goods and services, consumers associate the Olympic Marks with
Opposer, and the goods and services of Opposer’s partners, sponsors, and licensees.

19. Opposer, its partners, its sponsors, and its licensees engage in sales of
merchandise bearing the Olympic Marks, iﬁcluding the mark LET THE GAMES BEGIN. They
also advertise and promote these marks in connection with the Olympic Games.

20.  Applicant’s Mark is nearly identical to Opposer’s LET THE GAMES BEGIN
mark and highly similar to Opposer’s other Olympic Marks.

21.  The Applicant’s Goods—a sports scoring device—are associated with athletic
competitions like the Olympic Games and are closely related to come of the many goods that
Opposer, its licensees, its sponsors, and its partners offer in connection with Opposer’s Olympic
Marks. The Goods are likely to be sold in the same channels of trade and to the same customers
as the goods and services offered by Opposer, its licensees, its sponsors, and its partners in
connection with the Olympic Marks.

22.  In order to fulfill its Congressionally-mandated responsibility of fielding, training
and sending the U.S. Olympic Team to the Olympic Games, and the U.S. Paralympic Team to

the Paralympic Games, Opposer obtains most of its funding through its licensing and

sponsorship fees. Typically, the product or service category designated for a USOC sponsor or

supplier is granted to them on an exclusive basis—meaning that no other sponsor or supplier is
granted the right to engage in advertising and promotions related to the Olympic Games or the
Paralympic Games in their category. Applicant’s unauthorized use of Applicant’s Mark
threatens Opposer’s relationships with its licensees, partners and sponsors, and thereby, its main
source of revenue to support U.S. athletes.

23. Registration and use of Applicant’s Mark is likely to cause severe injury to
Opposer’s business reputation and to injure and impair Opposer’s rights in its trademarks and
service marks by causing confusion, mistake, and/or deception as to the respective rights of the
parties and as to the source of Applicant’s Goods.

24.  Applicant’s use of an image of a torch, one of the primary symbols of the
Olympic Games and the Olympic Movement, together with Applicant’s Mark on Applicant’s
Goods, is likely to exacerbate and cause increased confusion, mistake, and/or deception as to the
respective rights of the parties and as to the source of Applicant’s Goods.

25.  In addition, any failure or fault with respect to Applicant’s Goods used with
Applicant’s Mark would erode the valuable goodwill associated with Opposer and its Olympic
Marks. Opposer wili be harmed to a greater degree if Applicant’s Goods do not meet the strict
quality standards consumers normally associated with the Olympic Games, namely, elite
competition at the highest level.

26.  Opposer has not authorized Applicant to use or register Applicant’s Mark, nor
does Opposer exercise any control over Applicant’s use of Applicant’s Mark or Applicant’s
Goods. If Applicant’s Goods are falsely associated with Opposer, Opposer will be damaged
simply by virtue of the fact that the goodwill normally associated with the Olympic Marks will

be taken out of Opposer’s control.



27.  In sum, Applicant’s Mark so resembles Opposer’s mark LET THE GAMES
BEGIN and other Olympic Marks, such that consumers familiar with Opposer and Opposer’s
goods and services and the goods and services of its licensees, sponsors, and partners, are likely
to believe, mistakenly, that Applicant’s Goods are sponsored by, authorized, endorsed, or
otherwise approved by Opposer, its licensees, sponsors, or partners within the meaning of
Section 2 of the Lanham Act, 15 U.S.C. §1052(d).

SECOND GROUND FOR RELIEF
DILUTION (15 U.S.C. §1125(c))

28. Opposer incorporates by reference paragraphs 1 through 27 as if fully set forth
herein.

29. Opposer’s Olympic Marks, including its mark LET THE GAMES BEGIN, are
strong and famous and have been from a date prior to the filing date of the Application.

30.  The Applicant’s Mark is nearly identical in appearance and commercial
impression to Opposer’s LET THE GAMES BEGIN Mark.

31.  Applicant’s Mark so resembles Opposer’s mark LET THE GAMES BEGIN, such
that the provision of goods by Applicant in connection with Applicant’s Mark would cause
dilution to the distinctive quality of Opposer’s Olympic Marks, within the meaning of Section 43
of the Lanham Act, 15 U.S.C §1125(c).

For the reasons set forth above, Opposer requests that judgment be entered sustaining this
Opposition by refusing registration of Application Serial No. Serial No. 85/339,356 for the
above-referenced goods in International Class 20.
