JOHN GERARD MARINO,
Opposer, having been first duly sworn, upon his oath,
testifies as follows:
THE WITNESS: Yes.
DIRECT EXAMINATION
BY MR. HARDERS:

Q. Mr. Marino, have you ever had your deposition
taken before?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. Can you describe to me maybe the Kkinds,
unless they are numerous?

A. Just one about thirty years ago for a car
accident.

Q. Okay. Well, I'll just kind of refresh some of
the ground rules. They probably haven't changed that
much. But it is important that we use verbal
communications, so, you know, head shakes, uh-hums,
un-uhs, don't really work as the court reporter has to
take all of this down. And it is also important just so
that we don't step on each other, it is especially
difficult in a telephonic deposition because we can't
really see each other and take those verbal cues, so
I'11l let you finish your answers, you let me finish your

guestion. Is that fair?
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A. Sure.

Q. If you don't understand a question or it is
confusing or compound, I mean, it is probably my fault,
so you can just ask me to rephrase or repeat and I'll be
happy to do that. Is that okay?

MR. HARDERS: Okay. Thank you.

MR. ANNUNZIATA: You're welcome.

THE WITNESS: Under category one, I have been

using the trade name Mr. Laguna Lakes since 2004.
BY MR. HARDERS:

Q. Okay. Any others?

A. I agree with number two.

MR. BEHREN: Well, no, he is asking you
anything you disagree with.
THE WITNESS: Yeah. Okay. Disagree with.

Number four would be 2004. Those are the two

matters, the two dates, one year prior at least.
BY MR. HARDERS:

Q. Okay. And is that it?

A. Yes.

Q. All right. Do you have a three, four, page
five, it appears to be an Exhibit with what appears to
be your business card?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. Can you describe this Exhibit to me?

A. Yes. It is a photograph of Laguna Lakes with
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myself, my name on the right-hand side, in quotes, Mr.
Laguna Lakes and the company I was working for at the
time.

Q. Is that the only information on this Exhibit?

A. There is a receipt, credit card receipt.
Pretty well it.

Q. Is there any particular relevance of the
receipt, why it was included?

A. Establish a date.

Q. What was the date that this is to establish?

A. Unreadable on the document.

Q. Does your document have little call-outs with

rectangular boxes with information in them?

A. Yes.
Q. And even that's not readable on this document
for you?

A. It is very light, very poor quality copy.

MR. ANNUNZIATA: I have a clearer copy.

THE WITNESS: You have a clearer? Good. Let
me see. There we go. Okay. Excellent. Now we
have a clear copy. Yes, I can see it now.

MR. ANNUNZIATA: Then trade it out.

BY MR. HARDERS:
Q. You said the receipt was provided, I'm just

paraphrasing here, correct me if I'm wrong, to establish
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a date, and I wondered what that date was?

A. 8-3-04.

Q. Okay. And that's inconsistent with the
allegation in the Notice of Opposition; is that right?

A. Yes. As I previously mentioned the notice of
allegation should be one year earlier.

Q. And on the next page, can you describe to me
what this Exhibit is?

A. Yes. That is an invoice for a company that I
hired to take photographs of Laguna Lakes, professional
photographs that I used in my advertising.

Q. And the relevance of this document?

A. Establish that I was actively working within
the community, marketing the community, using the Laguna
Lakes name and Mr. Laguna Lakes and promoting the
welfare and best interests of the community.

Q. Does this Exhibit include the words Mr. Laguna
Lakes anywhere?

A. No, it does not.

Q. Okay. Let's go ahead and move on to what we
have previously marked as Exhibit D.

MR. BEHREN: Are you actually marking these?

Is this supposed to be marked as an Exhibit?

MR. ANNUNZIATA: That should be marked as

Exhibit C. Let's pop that in there. Give it to
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the court reporter. It is marked as Exhibit C.
MR. BEHREN: Why don't you just mark it as
Exhibit 1 to the deposition? Are you planning on
making that an Exhibit to the deposition or not?
MR. HARDERS: We are. We can go ahead and
mark it with the court reporter, if you've got
labels there, we can mark the previously discussed

Direct Imagining does it refer to Mr. Laguna Lakes?

A. It doesn't. 1It's an invoice.

Q. So how could this invoice support the

allegation that you have been using it since 20057

Mr.

A. Because it shows that I was marketing as

Laguna Lakes at least as early as July 2005.

Q. Can you point to me where the invoice supports

your conclusion that you were marketing as Mr. Laguna

Lakes as of the date of the invoice?
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A. Well, attached to the opposition, page four,
clearly shows Mr. Laguna Lakes and page seven clearly
shows Mr. Laguna Lakes, so what we are establishing in
the Notice of Opposition is that I was using Mr. Laguna
Lakes as early as the first use of that we could
document, which was as early as, whatever date is on the
business card.

Q. What date do you see on the business card?

A. It is not clear, but it appears to be 8-2004.

Q. Where on the business card is that date?

A. It is a copy, that's the date the call-out box
from the invoice.

Q. Okay. So your testimony is there 1is a receipt
attached next to the business card that has the date,
but the business card itself does not contain a date?

A. No. Business cards generally do not contain
dates.

Q. And the business card has Mr. Laguna Lakes on
it, is that true?

A. That's correct.

Q. Okay. And the invoice doesn't refer to
business cards, is that true?

A. Can't read the invoice so I don't know.

Q. Let's go back, if we can, to what we have used

as Exhibit 1 with a clearer copy.
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MR. ANNUNZIATA: Yes. It was a clearer copy.

I'm presenting him with a clearer copy, first his

counsel and then him, a clearer copy. Exhibit 1.
BY MR. HARDERS:

Q. Can you identify on the receipt where it says
business cards or Mr. Laguna Lakes? Strike that. We'll
just say can you identify on the receipt where it refers
to business card?

A. It doesn't anywhere because it is a registered
receipt. A credit card receipt doesn't, it doesn't
itemize anything. It is just permission to charge my
credit card.

Q. Okay. We will refer back now to Defendant's
Exhibit 2. And aside from the business card, is there
anything in Defendant's Exhibit 2 that is your Notice of
Opposition that supports use of Mr. Laguna Lakes as
early as August 20047

A. No. The credit card receipt from the company
that made the business cards is the support.

MR. BEHREN: Object anyway. I don't know -~

this is an original. This has been amended so I

don't even know that this is relevant, asking him

about the contents of an amended pleading. It is

not the controlling pleading at this point in time.
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MR. HARDERS: Objection is noted. Let's go
ahead and look at -- actually, that's a good segue,
Mr. Behren, thank you.

It is previously marked as Defendant's Exhibit
E and we will just have the court reporter mark it
with the next consecutive Defendant's Exhibit 3.

MR. ANNUNZIATA: Let me present that -- while
I'm doing that, do you want to clarify for the
record what happened with regard to the testimony
with regard to the two Exhibits 1 and 2 so there is
clarification, Scott?

MR. HARDERS: Yes. So Exhibit, just for the
record, Exhibit 1 was previously marked as
Defendant's Exhibit D as in Delta.

Q. Okay. And is this Laguna Lakes website
referring to the development known as Laguna Lakes where
you sell?

A. Yes, it is referring to the development that
will become Laguna Lakes. It does not exist at this
time.

Q. As of 2002 you say?
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A. That's correct.

Q. How do you know that Laguna Lakes doesn't
exist as of 20027

A. Because they did not start selling until 2003
and start developing, start selling homes until 2004.

Q. When did the development begin; when did they
start building?

A. The end of 2003.

Q. Okay.

A. They sold from a trailer. Development was a
field with cows 1in it.

Q. So it was kind of pre-sales to get the
financing?

A. I don't know if it is getting financing. I
wasn't privy to that. But it was pre-sales.

Q. What was the area called?

A. Don't know that it had a specific name. It
was a field.

Q. All right. I'm looking to see if I have any
other questions on this whole stack. Chad was just
helping me find the Exhibit.

I think on your copy the page is marked G-24
in the lower left-hand corner. It is a photograph.

A. I only have Gs. I don't have Js.

MR. ANNUNZIATA: No. He said G-24.
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BY MR. HARDERS:

Q. Up at the top it is marked Exhibit 20 as your
production.

A. Uh-hum.

Q. Do you see the photograph?

A. Oh, yeah. 1It's a good one. I remember that
well.

ANNUNZIATA: Are you making -- are you
submitting all of this, the whole Exhibit G or G-1
to G-107? He wants to know if you want to break it
out, just those two pages.

MR. BEHREN: I'm happy to do it either way.
If we took the time to review the whole Exhibit,
you know, I mean --

MR. ANNUNZIATA: 1It's all here. I have to
break it all out. It is all part of G. Why don't
you make Exhibit 4 G as it stands, that way you
have it all?

MR. BEHREN: You are going to mark the whole
thing, is that what you are telling me?

PREAMBLE

TRANSEASTERN LAGUNA LAKES, LLC, a Florida limited liability company {("DECLARANT"},
owns certain property in Lee County, Florida (the "SUBJECT PROPERTY"}, and intends to execute and
record a Master Declaration for Laguna Lakes (the "DECLARATION™) which will affect the SUBJECT
PROPERTY. This association is being formed as the association to administer the DECLARATION, and
to perform the duties and exercise the powers pursuant to the DECLARATION, as and when the
DECLARATION is recorded in the Public Records of Lee County, Florida, with these Articles of
Incorporation attached as an exhibit. All of the definifions contained in the DECLARATION shall apply
to these Articles of Incorporation, and to the Bylaws of the COMMUNITY ASSQCIATION,

ARTICLE 1. - NAME AND ADDRESS

The name of the corporationis LAGUNA LAKES COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION, INC., hereinafter
referred to as the "COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION.” The initial address of the principal office of the
COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION and the initial mailing address of the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION is 3300

University Drive, Coral Springs, Florida 33065,
ARTICLE 2. - PURPOSE

The purposes for which the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION is organized are as follows:
2.1 To operate as a corporation not-for-profit pursuant to Chapter 817 of the Florida Statutes.

2,2 To enforce and exercise the duties of the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION as provided in the
DECLARATION.

2.2.1 Topromote the health, safety, welfare, comfort, and social and economic welfare
of the members, and the QWNERS and residents of the SUBJECT PROPERTY, as authorized by the
DECLARATION, by these ARTICLES, and by the BYLAWS.

ARTICLE 3. - POWERS AND DUTIES

3.2.4 To make, establish and enforce reasonable rules and regulations governing the
use of COMMON AREAS, LOTS, UNITS and other property under the jurisdiction of the COMMUNITY
ASSOCIATION.

3.2.5 To grant and modify easements, and to dedicate property owned by the
COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION to any public or quasi-public agency, authority or utility company for
public, utility, drainage and cable television purposes.

3.2.8 To borrow money for the purposes of carrying out the powers and duties of the
COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION.

3.2.7 Toexercise control over exterior altérations, additions, improvements, or changes‘
in accordance with the terms of the DECLARATION.

3.2.8 To obtain insurance as provided by the DECLARATION.

ARTICLE 4. - MEMBERS

4.1 MEMBERS.

4.3 The BYLAWS shall provide for an annual meeting of the members of the COMMUNITY
ASSOCIATION and shall make provision for special meetings.

7.1 The property, business and affairs of the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION shall be managed
by a BOARD which shall consist of not less than three (3) directors, and which shall always be an odd
number. The BYLAWS may provide for a method of determining the number of directors from time to
time. In the absence of a determination as to the number of directors, the BOARD shall consist of three
{3) directors. Directors are not required to be OWNERS.

7.2 All of the duties and powers of the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION existing under the
DECLARATION, these ARTICLES and the BYLAWS shall be exercised exclusively by the BOARD, its
agents, contractors or employees, subject to approval by the members only when specifically required,

7.3 The DECLARANT shall have the right to appoint all of the directors so long as DECLARANT
owns any portion of the SUBJECT PROPERTY or any property that may be added to the SUBJECT
PROPERTY, or as otherwise provided by law. The DECLARANT may waive its right to elect ons or
more directors by written notice to the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION, and thereafter such directors shall
be elected by the members. When the DECLARANT no longer owns any portion of the SUBJECT
PROPERTY or any property that may be added to the SUBJECT PROPERTY, all of the directors shall
be elected by the members in the manner provided in the BYLAWS,

7.4 Directors may be removed and vacanciss on the BOARD shall be filled in the manner
provided by the BYLAWS, however any director appointed by the DECLARANT may only be removed
by the DECLARANT, and any vacancy on the BOARD shall be appointed by the DECLARANT if, at the
time such vacancy is to be filled, the DECLARANT is entitled to appoint the directors.

9.1 The COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION shall indemnify any person who was or is a party, or is
threatened to be made a party, to any threatened, pending or contemplated action, suit or proceeding,
whaether civil, criminal, administrative or investigative (other than an action by or in the right of the
COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION) by reason of the fact that he is or was a director, employes, officer or
agent of the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION, against expenses (including attornays’ fees), judgments,
fines and amounts paid in settlement actuailly and reasonably incurred by him in connection with the
action, suit or proceeding if he acted in good faith and in a manner he reasonably believed ta be in, or
not opposed to, the best interest of the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION; and with respect to any criminal
action or proceeding, if he had no reasonable cause to believe his conduct was unlawful; except, that
ne indemnification shall be made in respect to any claim, issue or matter as to which such person shall
have been adjudged to be liable for gross negligence or wiliful misfeasance or malfeasance in the
performance of his duties to the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION unless and only to the extent that the
court in which the action or suit was brought shall determine, upon application, that despite the
adjudication of liability, but in view of all the circumstances of the case, such person is fairly and
reasonably entitled to indemnity for such expenses which the court shall deem proper. The termination
of any action, suit or proceeding by judgment, order, settlement, conviction, or upon a plea of nolo
contendere or its equivalent, shall not, in and of itself, create a presumption that the person did not act
in good faith and in a manner which he reasonably believed to be in, or not opposed to, the best
interest of the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION; and with respect to any criminal action or proceeding, that
he had no reasonable cause to believe that his conduct was unlawful,

9.2 To the extent that a director, officer, employee or agent of the COMMUNITY
ASSOCIATION has been successful on the merits or otherwise in defense of any action, suit or
proceeding referred to in Paragraph 1 above, or in defense of any claim, issue or matter therein, he shall
be indemnified against expenses (including attorneys’ fees and appellate attorneys’ fees} actually and
reasonably incurred by him in connection therewith.

9.3 Expensss incurred in defending a civil or criminal action, suit or proceeding may be paid
by the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION in advance of the final disposition of such action, suit or
proceeding as authorized by the BOARD in the specific case upon receipt of an undertaking by or on
behalf of the directors, officer, employee or agent to repay such amount uniess it shall ultimately be
determined that he is entitled to be indemnified by the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION as authorized
herein.

9.4 The indemnification provided herein shall not be deemed exclusive of any other rights to
which those seeking indemnification may be entitled under the laws of the State of Florida, any
BYLAW, agreement, vote of members or otherwise, and as to action taken in an official capacity while
holding office, shall continue as to a person who has ceased to be a director, officer, employes, or
agent and shall inure to the benefit of the heirs, executors and administrators of such a person.

9.5 The COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION shall have the power to purchase and maintain insurance
on behalf of any person who is or was a director, officer, employee or agent of the COMMUNITY
ASSOCIATION, or is or was serving at the request of the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION as a director,
officer, employee or agent of another corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust or other enterprise,
against any liability asserted against him and incurred by him in any such capacity, as arising out of his
status as such, whether or not the COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION would have the power to indemnify
him against such liability under the provisions of this Article.

ARTICLE 10. - BYLAWS

The first BYLAWS shall be adopted by the BOARD and may be altered, amended or rescinded
by the DECLARANT, the Directors and/or members in the manner provided by the BYLAWS,

Amendments to these ARTICLES shall be proposed and adopted in the following manner:

11.1 A majority of the BOARD shall adopt a resolution setting forth the proposed amendment
and directing that it be submitted to a vote at a meeting of the members, which may be the annual or
a special meeting.

11.2 Written notice setting forth the proposed amendment or a summary of the changes to be
effected thereby shall be given to each member entitled to vote thereon within the time and in the
manner provided in the BYLAWS for the giving of notice of a meeting of the members. If the meeting
is an annual meeting, the proposed amendment or such summary may be included in the notice of such
annual meeting.

11.3 At such meeting, & vote of the members entitled to vote theresn shall be taken on the
proposed amendment.

11.4 Any number of amendments may be submitted to the members and voted upon by them
at any one meeting.

11.5 If all of the directors and all of the members eligible to vote sign a written statement
manifesting their intention that an amendment to these ARTICLES be adopted, then the amendment
shall thereby be adopted as though the above requirements had been satisfied.

11.86 No amendment shall make any changes in the qualifications for membership nor in the
voting rights of members without approval by all of the members and the joinder of all INSTITUTIONAL
LENDERS holding mortgages upon the LOTS. No amendment shall be made that is in conflict with the
DECLARATION. Prior to the closing of the sale of all LOTS within the SUBJECT PROPERTY, no

TOUSA Settles Transeastern Deal

Nearly two years after initial agreements were signed, TOUSA finally reaches a deal giving
them sole control of Transeastern Homes' assets.

It has taken almost two years, and will require the home builder to take out $500 million in debt from Citibank,
but TOUSA, Inc. is on the verge of acquiring outright the assets of its Transeastern Joint Venture, which in 2005
bought the assets of Transeastern Properties, inc.

The settlement, announced Friday, resolves disputes that occurred between Hollywood, Fla. -based TOUSA
and its partners in a joint venture to buy the assets and operations of Transeastern in August, 2005, as well as
between TOUSA and lenders who backed the deal. TOUSA expects to close the global settlement by July 31,
the company said in a statement.

Once complete, the Transeastern JV along with an additional 7,500 homesites, will be rolled into Engle Homes,
one of TOUSA's home building brands operating in Florida.

"This global settlement enables TOUSA to put the Transeastern JV issue behind us and removes the
uncertainty and distraction of a prolonged litigation," said Antonio Mon, president and CEO of TOUSA in a
statement.

In the statement, the company said the terms of the deal call for TOUSA to pay $422.7 million, including
interest, to its primary lender. TOUSA will issue other lenders $20 million in notes due in 2015, as well as
preferred stock carrying an aggregate liquidation preference of $117.5 million. TOUSA will issue additional
lenders warrants to purchase TOUSA common stock, carrying a value of $16.25 million, the company said.

The company also stated that it anticipates the settlement will increase its total losses brought on by the
Transeastern JV by roughly $38 million from the $354.3 million the company estimated in its fourth quarter
report.

"We intend to take aggressive action to reduce our debt, and while this will not happen overnight, we are
prepared to take the necessary steps to strengthen the company's capital structure and position it for the
future," Mon said in the statement.

TOUSA, along with partners The Falcone Group, formerly majority owners of Transeastern Homes, based in
Coral Springs, Fla., formed a joint venture to purchase the assets of Transeastern in the summer of 2005, with
each side receiving 50 percent voting interest. The deal, reportedly worth $857 million, was first announced on
August 1, 2005, and left TOUSA as the managing member of the venture.

To fund the purchase, the joint venture partners borrowed $675 million from Deutsche Bank, while TOUSA
contributed $90 million of equity, and the Falcone Group contributed another $75 million, according to TOUSA
statements.
