NOTICE OF OPPOSITION

Opposer, the Government of the Principality of Monaco (the “Principality”), having an

address at Place de la Visitation, MC-98000, Monaco, (“Opposer”) believes that it would be

damaged by registration of Application Serial No. 85/293,399 (the “Application”) for the

trademark MONACO WORLD'S MOST PRESTIGIOUS VODKA SINCE 1863 & Design

(“Applicant’s Mark”), filed by Plaksin Yaroslav ("Applicant"), and published in the Official

Gazette on October 23, 2012, and hereby opposes the same.

As grounds for this Opposition, Opposer relies upon the rights developed by it, and

alleges upon information and belief as follows:

Opposer and Opposer’s Marks
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1. On October 19, 1982, pursuant to Article 6ter of the Paris Convention, the

Principality of Monaco deposited seventeen federal trademark applications to protect various

items of national insignia, including, inter alia, the emblem of the Principality of Monaco, the

prince’s flag, the prince’s crown, and the grimaldi shield (“the Article 6ter designations”).

Attached as Exhibit A are TESS records identifying the Article 6ter designations.

2. The United States transmitted no objections to the Article 6ter designations.

3. By virtue of its Article 6ter designations, Opposer in its sovereign capacity has

standing to oppose the registration of Applicant’s mark, as explained in more detail below.

4. On December 1, 2010, prior to Applicant's filing its Application, the Principality

of Monaco filed a federal trademark application for the trademark MONACO in International

Classes 9, 12, 14, 16, 18, 25, 28, 35, 38, 39, 41, and 43 (Application No. 79/094,390) and an

application for the trademark MONTE-CARLO in International Class 12 (Application No.

79/094,336), both under Section 66(a) claiming a priority filing date of June 2, 2010. Attached

as Exhibit B are TESS records showing status and title of the pleaded applications.

5. Opposer has a substantial interest in opposing the registration of Applicant’s

mark.

6. A timely request for extension of time to oppose Applicant’s Application was

filed by Opposer on November 9, 2012 and was approved by the Board.

Applicant and Applicant’s Mark

7. Opposer hereby incorporates by reference the allegations in Paragraphs 1 through

6 hereof as if fully set forth herein.

8. Upon information and belief, Applicant is an individual having an address at 1965

South Ocean Drive, # 11-d, Hallandale, Florida, 33009, United States.
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9. Upon information and belief, Applicant has no affiliation with the Principality of

Monaco.

13. On April 12, 2011, Applicant filed its Application for “vodka” in International

Class 33.

14. Applicant’s applied-for mark contains a design portion that resembles a Coat of

Arms and depicts, inter alia: a red and golden crown; a helmet; a central pattern of red and white

diamonds; a lion; a horse; and a banner containing the words “SINCE 1863” (hereinafter,

“Applicant’s Coat of Arms”).

Count I: False Connection with an Institution

14. Opposer hereby incorporates by reference the allegations in Paragraphs 1 through

13 hereof as if fully set forth herein.

15. Applicant’s Mark consists of matter that may falsely suggest a connection with an

institution, namely, the government of Monaco.

16. The government of Monaco qualifies as an institution, as the term “institution” in

Section 2(a) is intended to have an expansive scope. See In re N. Am. Free Trade Ass’n, 43

USPQ2d 1282, 1285-86 (TTAB 1997).

17. Applicant’s Mark falsely suggests a connection with the government of Monaco

by its: (1) incorporation of the word MONACO; (2) inclusion of the year 1863; and (3) use of a

Coat of Arms that is visually similar to the emblem of the government of Monaco.

18. In 1863, Prince Charles III of Monaco established the Societe des Bains de Mer, a

company that today owns the Monte Carlo Casino, the Opéra de Monte-Carlo, and the Hotel de

Paris in Monte-Carlo. As Monaco is a constitutional monarchy, Prince Charles III’s

establishment of this company in 1863 is necessarily tied to the government of Monaco.
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19. Applicant’s Coat of Arms is strikingly similar to the emblem and coat of arms of

the government of Monaco, as depicted in Opposer’s Article 6ter designation Nos. 89/000,312;

89/000,625; and 89/000,624. Both Applicant’s Coat of Arms and Opposer’s insignia include

similar elements such as: (1) a gold and red crown on top of the design; (2) curtains, or the

illusion of curtains, which cascade from the crown; (3) a red and white checked design in the

center; (4) a figure on each side of the checked design; and (5) a “U”-shaped banner at the

bottom of the design. A side-by-side comparison of Applicant’s Coat of Arms and Opposer’s

related insignia is shown in Exhibit C.

20. Accordingly, Applicant’s Mark is likely to deceive the public into believing that

Applicant’s goods are somehow affiliated with, associated with, connected to or sponsored by an

institution, the government of Monaco, in violation of Section 2(a) of the Lanham Act.

21. If Applicant is permitted to register or use its mark, persons familiar with the

nation of Monaco will be likely to purchase Applicant’s goods, believing them to be affiliated or

associated with, connected to or sponsored by the government of Monaco. Likewise, people

exposed to Applicant’s Mark who subsequently become acquainted with Opposer are likely to

conclude that the goods and services offered by Opposer are in some manner affiliated,

associated with, connected to, or sponsored by Applicant. Any such confusion as to connection

inevitably would result in damage and injury to Opposer.

22. Opposer will be damaged by registration of Applicant’s Mark because such

registration will support and assist Applicant in the confusing and misleading use of its mark,

and will give color of rights to Applicant in violation of Opposer’s prior and common-law rights

in the Article 6ter designations and in the MONACO name and mark.

Count II: Coat of Arms
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23. Opposer hereby incorporates by reference the allegations of Paragraphs 1 through

22 hereof as if fully set forth herein.

24. Applicant’s Mark consists of or comprises the coat of arms of the foreign nation

of Monaco, or is a simulation thereof.

25. Applicant’s Coat of Arms is strikingly similar to the emblem and coat of arms of

the government of Monaco, as depicted Opposer’s Article 6ter designation Nos. 89/000,312;

89/000,625; and 89/000,624. Both Applicant’s Coat of Arms and Opposer’s insignia include

similar elements such as: (1) a gold and red crown on top of the design; (2) curtains, or the

illusion of curtains, which cascade from the crown; (3) a red and white checked design in the

center; (4) a figure on either side of the checked design; and (5) a “U”-shaped banner at the

bottom of the design. A side-by-side comparison of Applicant’s Coat of Arms and Opposer’s

related insignia is shown in Exhibit B.

26. Accordingly, Applicant’s Mark is in violation of Section 2(b) of the Lanham Act.

27. Opposer will be damaged by registration of Applicant’s Mark because such

registration will support and assist Applicant in the confusing and misleading use of its mark and

will give color of rights to Applicant in violation of Opposer’s prior and common-law rights in

the Article 6ter designations and in the MONACO name and mark.

Count III: False Geographical Indication on Spirits

28. Opposer hereby incorporates by reference the allegations of Paragraphs 1 through

27 hereof as if fully set forth herein.

29. Applicant’s Mark consists of or comprises a geographical indication, namely,

“Monaco,” which, when used on or in connection with spirits, identifies a place other than the

origin of the goods. Upon information and belief, Applicant first used its mark in connection
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with spirits more than one year after the date on which the WTO Agreement entered into force

with respect to the United States.

30. Upon information and belief, Applicant is an individual residing in Florida.

31. Upon information and belief, Applicant’s goods do not originate in Monaco.

32. Accordingly, Applicant’s Mark consists of a geographic indication that is not the

place of origin of Applicant’s spirits, and is in violation of Section 2(a) of the Lanham Act

pursuant to the WTO Agreement.

33. Opposer will be damaged by registration of Applicant’s Mark because such

registration will support and assist Applicant in the confusing and misleading use of its mark,

and will give color of rights to Applicant in violation of Opposer’s prior and common-law rights

in the MONACO name and mark.

Count IV: Geographically Deceptively Misdescriptive

34. Opposer hereby incorporates by reference the allegations of Paragraphs 1 through

33 hereof as if fully set forth herein.

35. Applicant’s Mark consists of a term, namely, MONACO, that when used on or in

connection with the goods of Applicant is primarily geographically deceptively misdescriptive of

them.

36. Monaco is internationally known as a luxury vacation destination and for its

entertainment and casino services—services which are generally associated with wines and

spirits. As such, consumers would be likely to form the mistaken belief that Applicant’s vodka

originated in Monaco.

37. Accordingly, Applicant’s Mark is likely to deceive the public into believing that

Applicant’s goods originate in or have a connection with Monaco, in violation of Section 2(e)(3)

of the Lanham Act.
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38. Opposer will be damaged by registration of Applicant’s Mark because such

registration will support and assist Applicant in the confusing and misleading use of its mark,

and will give color of rights to Applicant in violation of Opposer’s prior and common-law rights

in the MONACO name and mark.

Count IV: Likelihood of Confusion

39. Opposer hereby incorporates by reference the allegations in Paragraphs 1 through

38 hereof as if fully set forth herein.

40. Applicant’s Mark, as set forth in the Application, is highly similar in sight, sound,

connotation, and commercial impression to Opposer's MONACO Mark. The additional words in

Applicant’s Mark, “WORLD’S MOST PRESTIGIOUS VODKA” and “SINCE 1863” are

disclaimed. Accordingly, the element “MONACO” in Applicant’s mark, the element shared

with Opposer’s MONACO mark, is the dominant element of the mark.

41. Applicant’s Mark and Opposer’s mark cover related goods and services.

Applicant’s Mark is for vodka in International Class 33. Opposer’s MONACO application

covers, inter alia, bars and night clubs in International Class 43. To the extent that the goods and

services listed in Opposer’s application for its MONACO mark do not directly overlap with the

goods listed in the Application, they are closely related.

42. Applicant’s choice to incorporate the word “MONACO” prominently within its

mark, given that the Principality is not associated with Applicant, demonstrates Applicant’s bad

faith intent to confuse or deceive consumers by creating the false appearance of a connection or

association with Opposer.

43. Applicant’s choice to include the year 1863 in its mark, the year of establishment

of the company that owns the Monte Carlo Casino, the Opéra de Monte-Carlo, and the Hotel de
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Paris in Monte-Carlo, is a further deliberate attempt to deceive consumers into thinking that there

is an association or connection between Applicant and Opposer.

43. Accordingly, Applicant's Mark is likely to cause confusion, mistake, or to deceive

the public into believing that Applicant's goods are somehow affiliated or associated with,

connected to, or sponsored by Opposer, in violation of Section 2(d) of the Lanham Act.

44. If Applicant is permitted to register or use its mark, there would be a likelihood of

confusion as to the source of Applicant’s goods, resulting in damage and injury to Opposer.

Persons familiar with Opposer’s MONACO mark will be likely to purchase Applicant's goods,

believing them to be affiliated or associated with, connected to or sponsored by Opposer.

Likewise, people exposed to Applicant’s Mark who subsequently become acquainted with

Opposer’s MONACO mark are likely to conclude that the goods and services offered by

Opposer under its mark are in some manner affiliated, associated with, connected to, or

sponsored by Applicant. Any such confusion as to source or sponsorship inevitably would result

in damage and injury to Opposer.

45. Opposer will be damaged by registration of Applicant’s Mark because such

registration will support and assist Applicant in the confusing and misleading use of its mark,

and will give color of rights to Applicant in violation of Opposer's prior and common-law rights

in the MONACO name and mark.

WHEREFORE, Opposer prays that this Opposition be sustained and that the application

for registration of Applicant’s Mark be in all respects denied.
