Applicant’s Combined Opposition and Cross Motion for Summary Judgment 

 

INTRODUCTION 

 Applicant United Priority Distributors brings this Combined Opposition and Cross 

Motion for Summary Judgment on the question of whether the trademark WEEPING 

ANGEL is merely descriptive of funerary urns. Opposer has not demonstrated that the 

phrase “weeping angel” has any specific significance in connection with funerary urns or 

that the consuming public would immediately understand the qualities or features of urns 

offered under the mark. Opposer has however attempted to direct Applicant’s consumers 

to its own website by selling nearly identical urns under an identical name and using 
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misleading or fabricated consumer reviews to do so. Opposer can not demonstrate that it 

is using or needs to use WEEPING ANGEL in a truly descriptive manner.  

FACTS 

 Applicant Susan Fraser has been in the business of selling memorial urns for 12 

years and has created a number of original products. (Fraser Decl. ¶1). She has created 

and hosts podcast shows for aimed at funeral directors such as the “Funeral Radio” 

nework and “Funeral Dirctors Chat.” (Fraser Decl. ¶ 2). Ms. Fraser began using the 

trademark WEEPING ANGEL on a new line of urns on July 25, 2010 and has sold urns 

under that trademark continuously since. The WEEPING ANGEL trademark was selected 

because at the time there were no other urns being sold under that name or anything 

similar. (Fraser Decl. ¶4). One of the urns sold under the WEEPING ANGEL trademark 

is shaped like an original interpretation of the “Angel of Grief” sculpture.  

At the time Applicant began selling urns under the WEEPING ANGEL trademark, 

there were no commercially available urns modeled after the “Angel of Grief” sculpture. 

(Fraser Decl. ¶8). In addition to having never been used in connection with urns, the 

phrase “weeping angel” has no specific meaning or significance within Applicant’s 

business or trade. (Fraser Decl. ¶6). “Weeping Angel” does not describe any function, 

feature, or characteristic of urns. (Fraser Decl. ¶7). Even as to Applicant’s urns modeled 

after the “Angel of Grief” sculpture, a consumer would not immediately assume that 

WEEPING ANGEL describes the products sold by Applicant.  

 Approximately one year after Applicant began selling its WEEPING ANGEL brand 

urns, Opposer announced that it was releasing a “Weeping Angel” urn and that 
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consumers could save “up to 71%” suggesting that identical goods were already offered 

elsewhere, presumably by applicant. (Godfread Decl. Ex. A). It appears that today, only 

uses of “Weeping Angel” in connection with urns relate to either Applicant or Opposer 

and that Opposer is also now advertising savings of 80% on urns. (Godfread Decl. Ex. B). 

Shortly after Opposer first offered its own WEEPING ANGEL brand urns, it already had 

a large number of reviews available on its website, many of which are dated May or June 

of 2011, thus predating the “unveiling” date of July 2011, suggesting that they are not 

legitimate consumer reviews. (Godfread Decl. Ex. C, compare unveiling in Ex. A). Some 

of Opposer’s urns offered under WEEPING ANGEL name also have an unusually large 

number of reviews, some as many as 1,011 compared to 22 for related similar products 

offered by Applicant, suggesting again that Opposer is gaming search results to obtain 

sales of its own products. (Godfread Decl. Ex. B). Opposer appears to be offering its 

goods in a way that is deliberately confusing to consumers and has in fact caused 

consumer confusion in at least one case where a consumer has mistaken Opposer’s goods 

for that of Applicant. (Fraser Decl. ¶11). Opposer admits that it intends to compete not 

only on price, but on “quality” suggesting that its goods may not be identical in quality to 

those sold by Applicant. (Opposer’s Motion at 2).   

 Applicant filed its application for WEEPING ANGEL in connection with funerary 

urns on September 6, 2012 and the examining attorney did not raise any grounds for 

refusal under Section 2(e).  

 Other than as described above, Applicant concedes the facts not in dispute as 

described by Opposer in its motion on pages 3-6, except that at ¶ 16 on page 5, Opposer 
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suggests that urns are sold in a descriptive sense through Google, whereas that sole 

reference to urns in fact relates to Opposer’s own use, not any third party use. Applicant 

is unaware of any use of “Weeping Angel” in connection with urns prior to its own 

adoption of the WEEPING ANGEL trademark in 2010. 

 

ARGUMENT 

I. Legal Standard for Summary Judgment 

Summary judgment is an appropriate method of disposing of cases only where 

there are no genuine disputes as to material facts, thus leaving the case to be resolved as a 

matter of law. See Fed. R. Civ. P. 56(c). In deciding motions for summary judgment, the 

Board must follow the well-established principles that, in considering the propriety of 

summary judgment, all evidence must be viewed in a light favorable to the non-movant, 

and all justifiable inferences are to be drawn in the nonmovant’s favor. The Board may 

not resolve disputes of material fact; it may only ascertain whether such disputes are 

present. See Lloyd's Food Products Inc. v. Eli's Inc., 987 F.2d 766, 25 USPQ2d 2027 

(Fed. Cir. 1993); Opryland USA Inc. v. Great American Music Show Inc., 970 F.2d 847, 

23 USPQ2d 1471(Fed. Cir. 1992); Olde Tyme Foods Inc. v. Roundy's Inc., 961 F.2d 200, 

22 USPQ2d 1542 (Fed. Cir. 1992). 

A motion for summary judgment should be granted when "the pleadings, the 

discover y and disclosure materials on file, and any affidavits show that there is no 

genuine issue as to any material fact and that the movant is entitled to judgment as a 

matter of law." Celotex Corp. v. Catrett, 477 U.S. 317, 322 (1986) (citing Fed. R. Civ. P. 
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56(c)). The party moving for summary judgment "bears the burden of demonstrating 

absence of all genuine issues of material fact." SRI Intern. v. Matsushita Elec. Corp. of 

America, 775 F.2d 1107, 1116, 227 U.S.P.Q. 557 (Fed. Cir. 1985). The moving party 

may meet this burden by demonstrating "that there is an absence of evidence to support 

the nonmoving party's case." Celotex, 477 U.S. at 325. 

 

II. Legal Standard For Finding A Mark To Be Merely Descriptive 

A descriptive mark is one that “forthwith conveys an immediate idea of the 

ingredients, qualities or characteristics of the goods.” Abercrombie & Fitch Co. v. 

Hunting World, Inc., 189 U.S.P.Q. 769, 537 F.2d 4, 189 U.S.P.Q. 769 (2nd Cir. 1976). A 

term is suggestive “if it requires imagination, thought and perception to reach a 

conclusion as to the nature of goods.” Id. The category of “suggestive” marks was 

spawned by the felt need to accord protection to marks that were neither exactly 

descriptive on the one hand nor truly fanciful on the other. Id. The Trademark Board has 

adopted a three part test to determine whether a mark is descriptive: degree of 

imagination; competitors' use; and competitors' need. No Nonsense Fashions, Inc. v. 

Consolidated Foods Corp., 226 U.S.P.Q. 502 (TTAB 1985).  

“The word ‘merely’ in the Act apparently means that if the mark clearly does not 

tell the potential customer only what the goods are, their function, characteristics, use or 

ingredients, then the mark is not ‘merely descriptive.’” 2 J. Thomas McCarthy, McCarthy 

on Trademarks and Unfair Competition, §11.51 at 11-123 (4th ed. 2008). There is 

nothing about the phrase “weeping angel” that would immediately communicate to a

consumer anything about an urn, what urns are made of, or any of the functions of urns. 

Even where applied to an urn shaped as Applicant’s specimen, a consumer would not 

immediately know anything about the product, without the aid of imagination. Under the 

three part test, Applicant’s mark is not merely descriptive. 

 

a. Degree of Imagination 

A mark is registerable on the Principal Register without a showing of acquired 

distinctiveness, if imagination, thought or perception is required to reach a conclusion on 

the nature of the goods or services. See In re Gyulay, 3 U.S.P.Q.2d 1009, 1009, 820 F.2d 

1216 (Fed. Cir. 1987). Moreover, in order to be descriptive, the mark must immediately 

convey information as to the ingredients, qualities or characteristics of the goods with a 

“degree of particularity.” Plus Products v. Medical Modalities Associates, Inc., 211 

U.S.P.Q. 1199 (TTAB 1981). Upon seeing or hearing the mark, WEEPING ANGEL, an 

ordinary consumer would not immediately understand that it was referring to an urn. 

Even upon seeing the mark in connection with the goods, a consumer would have no 

reason to conclude anything about the products sold under that mark. A consumer who 

encounters Applicant’s mark in connection with Applicant’s goods may, with some 

imagination conclude that a weeping angel is being depicted, but because some degree of 

imagination is required, it is not merely descriptive.  

In support of its motion, Opposer offers Internet evidence that a sculpture has been 

known as the “Angel of Grief” can also described as a “weeping angel.” However, there 

would be no reason to conclude that an average consumer would be aware of the 
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references found by Opposer on the Internet. It is quite possible to find just about 

anything on the Internet, but obscure references should not be given serious consideration 

as evidence of what consumers would understand. See In re Country Music Association 

Inc., 100 USPQ2d 1824, 1830 (TTAB 2011). “It is indeed remarkable to see the 

thoroughness with which NEXIS can regurgitate a placename casually mentioned in the 

news.”In re Societe Generale des Eaux Minerales de Vittel S.A., 824 F.2d 957, 3 USPQ2d 

1450, 1451 (Fed. Cir. 1987). 

Additionally, none of the example evidence in the numerous exhibits provided by 

Opposer use of the phrase “weeping angel” is in reference to the cited goods, namely 

“urns.” Of the hundreds of pages of screenshots offered as exhibits to Opposer’s 

complaint and motion, none have any reference to urns, outside of those showing either 

Applicant’s or Opposer’s products. As such, they carry no weight to demonstrate whether 

“weeping angel” can be said to be merely descriptive of urns. In fact, the absence of urns 

despite what appears to be a very thorough search indicates that WEEPING ANGEL is 

inherently distinctive when applied to urns, even those modeled after the Angel of Grief 

sculpture. Opposer has failed to demonstrate that any consumers would know or 

understand that “weeping angel” describes urns generally or Applicant’s urns specifically 

and therefore has failed to establish that the mark is not inherently distinctive. 

The third party usage offered as evidence by Opposer does demonstrate that 

consumers would describe products like those offered by Applicant as a weeping angel. 

b. Competitor’s Use 

Applicant’s mark is not merely descriptive in part because at the time it adopted 
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the mark, no other competitors had used any similar name. Where a word is frequently 

used in relation to products within an industry “the inference is warranted that it is not 

purely arbitrary; that it would be likely to be understood by purchasers as identifying or 

describing the merchandise itself, rather than the source thereof, and hence as having little 

or no trademark significance.” Shoe Corp. of America v. Juvenile Shoe Corp., 121 

U.S.P.Q. 510, 512-513, 266 F.2d 793, (C.C.P.A 1959). Here, the opposite inference is 

warranted. No other businesses in the funerary industry were using the name “weeping 

angel” nor anything similar in connection with urns at the time applicant adopted the 

mark. (Fraser Decl. ¶ 4,5). Oposer itself only adopted the use of the name “Weeping 

Angel” one year after applicant. Opposer’s use and advertising suggested that it intended 

to use the name “Weeping Angel” as a trademark for itself, capitalizing the name. 

(Godfread Decl. Ex. A, B, C). Additionally, Opposer’s advertising makes direct reference 

to pricing by Applicant, deceptively suggesting to consumers that they could obtain 

Applicant’s goods at reduced prices. Opposer’s use does not suggest descriptive use, but 

rather infringing use. Because the name had no use by competition prior to Applicant’s 

adoption of the mark, the mark should be considered arbitrary, not merely descriptive. 

Opposer’s own attempts at palming off its goods as those of Applicant do not suggest that 

there was any use of the mark in the industry before it was adopted by Applicant.  

c. Competitor’s Need 

Opposer has not demonstrated any need to use the trademark to describe urns and 

therefore has not demonstrated any basis for a finding of mere descriptiveness under the 

third test. “The imagination test enquiry naturally leads into the competitors' need test: 
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‘The more imagination that is required to associate a mark with the product, the less 

likely the words used will be needed by competitors to describe their products.’” 2 J. 

Thomas McCarthy, McCarthy on Trademarks and Unfair Competition, § 11.68 at 11-

150 (4th ed. 2008) quoting Union Carbide Corp. v. Ever-Ready, Inc., 188 U.S.P.Q. 623, 

531 F.2d 366, (7th Cir. 1976). Opposer cannot demonstrate a need to use the name 

WEEPING ANGEL to describe funerary urns and in fact, there is sufficient evidence to 

conclude the name was chosen precisely because it was identical to Applicant’s 

trademark.  

III. Sculpted Angel Design Would Itself Be Registerable As A Trademark 

Though Applicant’s WEEPING ANGEL is a standard character mark, to the extent 

Opposer is arguing it describes features of Applicant’s products, those features that 

Opposer identifies could themselves be used to identify source. The product in question 

has a unique and easily recognizable shape that was unlike anything offered previously. 

While it is more difficult to establish trademark rights in a product design, product 

designs, including the shape of a product can be used as source indicators.  In re The 

Procter & Gamble Co., 105 USPQ2d 1119 (TTAB 2012); In re Honeywell, Inc., 328 

F.2d 925 (CCPA 1974). Because the urn itself is shaped like an angel, the shape offers no 

functional purpose it could in fact be used to identify source. This particular shape was 

not used by any others in the industry prior to applicant’s use and may be inherently 

distinctive, or at least distinctive upon continued use by applicant.  

That one trademark is a “description” of another, does not address the legal issue 

in section 2(e). It is quite common for a logo and a name to be similar in meaning or for 
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one to describe the other. See e.g. Reg. No. 4,037,333 (BIG GREEN EGG for use on 

“barbeque smoker and grill” those grills being shaped like a “big green egg.”) Here, 

applicant’s mark in no way describes any of the features of urns and consumers would 

not immediately sense what the characteristics of the product are upon seeing or hearing 

applicant’s trademark. 

IV. Opposer’s Misconduct Is Directly Related to The Opposition Proceding 

Opposer alleges in its motion that Applicant’s unclean hands defense is unavailable 

because it does not relate to the opposition proceeding. This is patently untrue or at best 

an attempt to avoid the underlying competitive issue. Unclean hands is a viable defense 

where, as here, it directly relates to the opposer’s claims. See Tony Lama Company, Inc. 

v. Anthony DiSefano, 206 U.S.P.Q. 176 (TTAB 1980). Both Applicant and Opposer have 

sold urns and related products. It is not in dispute that Opposer began selling what is 

essentially a replica of Applicant’s product under the exact same name shortly after 

Applicant adopted the trademark WEEPING ANGEL. (Fraser Decl. ¶ 9). That Opposer is 

seeking freedom to impersonate Applicant is not an issue of free market competition. 

Opposer is in essence seeking to deceive consumers without restraint. Opposer has in fact 

succeeded in confusing some customers as to the source of WEEPING ANGEL urns. 

(Fraser Decl. ¶ 11). Additionally, the only descriptive uses of “weeping angel” in reference 

to urns that Opposer has found on the Internet seem to be uses by Opposer itself. 

Opposer has unclean hands because it intends to deliberately confuse consumers, rather 

than have the freedom to describe its own products.

CONCLUSION 

 The WEEPING ANGEL trademark is inherently distinctive when used in 

connection with urns. Opposer’s reliance upon a lack of evidence of secondary meaning is 

misplaced as the WEEPING ANGEL trademark is inherently distinctive. United Priority 

Distributor’s unclean hands affirmative defense should not be dismissed, except if 

dismissed as moot upon granting Applicant’s cross motion. 

Therefore, Applicant United Priority Distributors respectfully requests that the 

Board deny Opposer’s motion for summary judgment and grant Applicant’s cross motion 

as the undisputed facts lead only to the conclusion that WEEPING ANGEL is not merely 

descriptive of funerary urns.

APPLICANT’S AMENDED ANSWERS 

TO OPPOSER’S FIRST SET OF INTERROGATORIES

Interrogatory No.1: If you or anyone on your behalf has conducted any survey or poll

concerning matter relating to or impacting on any matter related to this opposition, then 

identify all people involved with conducting and documents related to said surveyor poll.

Answer No. 1: No surveys or polls were conducted by any third party. Susan Fraser and 

Rick Fraser for Applicant conducted online searches and determined that the WEEPING 

ANGEL trademark was not used in connection with funerary urns prior to Applicant’s 

use. No documents were kept relating to any searched conducted by Susan Fraser or Rick 

Fraser.

Interrogatory No.2: List all products manufactured, distributed, advertised, offered for

sale, or sold by Applicant under the WEEPING ANGEL trademark.

Answer No. 2: See online product catalog pages included in responses to document 

requests as well as product catalogs available online at: <unitedpriority.com>
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Interrogatory No.3: For each product listed in response to the previous interrogatory,

identify all intellectual property rights you contend you hold in each of said products.

Objection: Interrogatory No. 3 is not reasonably calculated to lead to discoverable 

evidence. 

Answer No. 3: Without waiving any objections, in addition to the trademark at issue in 

this proceeding, the urn is an adaptation of a statute, the !rst to be done in Lucite, and 

the !rst done as an urn. Applicant as the author of the adaptations retains any copyrights 

in the adaptations.

Interrogatory No.4: For each of the intellectual property rights identi!ed in response to

the previous interrogatory, state all facts that support your contention that you hold such

intellectual property rights.

Objection: Interrogatory No. 4 is not reasonably calculated to lead to discoverable 

evidence, is vague, and requests answers outside of the scope of discovery. 

Answer No. 4: Without waving any objections, all works were created by United Priority 

Distributors or are works for hire. The designs for the Weeping Angel brand urns are 

based on the 1894 “Angel of Grief” sculpture, but are original adaptations. To that 

extent, United Priority Distributors retains any copyright that may exist in the particular 

works, though no applications are pending before the U.S. Copyright Of!ce nor have any 

registrations been issued. The WEEPING ANGEL has been in use since July, 2010 and 

continues to be in use by United Priority Distributors. United Priority Distributors has 

been selling urns using the WEEPING ANGEL trademark nationwide as well as in 

Canada. See online product catalog pages included in responses to document requests. 

The WEEPING ANGEL trademark was not used by others when !rst used by United

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Priority Distributors. The WEEPING ANGEL trademark does not identify any quality, 

characteristic, function, feature, purpose, or use of funerary urns. Prior to United Priority 

Distributor’s use, “weeping angel” was not used or rarely used in connection with 

cremation urns. 

Interrogatory No.5: State all facts and identify each statement or document that you

claim supports, or that refutes, the allegation that Opposer is attempting to pro!t from

Applicant's success or is attempting to confuse the public. In answering this interrogatory,

provide the name, address, and telephone number of all persons who you claim have been

confused, deceived, or mistaken into believing that Opposer's product is af!liated 

connected,and/or associated with Applicant.

Answer No. 5:  Perfect Memorials began making a series of products, some nearly 

identical to the WEEPING ANGEL brand urns sold by United Priority Distributors. A 

press release was issued by Perfect Memorial in August 2011, stating that it was unveiling 

its new “Weeping Angel” urns. “Weeping Angel” was capitalized throughout the press 

release as if the name were being used as a trademark. The press release also said that 

“Loved Ones Can Now Save up to 71% on Historic Replica Cremation Urns,” indicating 

that “Weeping Angel” brand urns could be had at considerable savings. United Priority 

Distributors does not know the names or addresses of any people who may have been 

actually confused.

 Perfect Memorials has also frequently employed the use of fake reviews both on its 

own website and on other websites such as Google and Amazon. Perfect Memorial’s 

“Weeping Angel” urns were not sold until sometime after August 2011, but a review of 

the Perfect Memorial website shows reviews predating the release of the product which 

would appear to be written by a customer who had already purchased a product that was 

not yet available. See enclosed screen shot of an archived image of the Perfect Memorials 

website obtained through the Wayback Machine at <archive.org>.

  

Interrogatory No.6: State all facts and identify each statement or document that you

claim supports, or that refutes, the allegation in Paragraph 4 of your Af!rmative Defenses 
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that Opposer has a long history of creating products that appear similar to that of 

Applicant that are similar or identical to those of Applicant in an attempt to palm off its 

own products as those of Applicant.

Answer No. 6: In addition to the Answer given to Interrogatory No. 5, Applicant 

believes that Perfect Memorials has used the names of United Priority Distributors 

products as Google Ad Words or other triggers for online advertising instead of generic or 

descriptive words for Perfect Memorials’ competing products. 

Interrogatory No.7: State all facts and identify each statement or document that you

claim supports, or that refutes, that Applicant has goodwill in goods Applicant sells under 

the WEEPING ANGEL trademark.

Answer No. 7: See Answer No. 4, Application serial number 85/722,100, and current 

advertising at https://unitedpriority.com/ and http://www.inthelighturns.com/. 

Furthermore, United Priority Distributors has been selling urns for over 10 years and 

makes signi!cant effort to maintain relationships with customers, distributors, and 

funeral homes. 

Interrogatory No.8: State all facts and identify each statement or document that you

claims supports, or that refutes, that Opposer has made a false representation to the 

public to have the public believe that Opposer's goods are that of Applicant's. Speci!cally 

identify any statement to Opposer or its employees or agents that you allege 

misrepresented either itsWeeping Angel urn, or your weeping angel urn.

Answer No. 8: Perfect Memorials uses the name “Weeping Angel” as product name 

though its product is best described as a replica of the Angel of Grief. There are any 

number of other ways to describe products offered by Pefect Memorials, but those 

products are frequently sold under names and descriptions to competing products sold, 

and offered !rst, by United Priority Distributors. The selection of the name “Weeping 

Angel” and the advertising described in Answer No. 5, demonstrate that Perfect 

Memorials intended to create the impression that it was selling goods identical to those

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sold by United Priority Distributors, when in fact its goods were of a signi!cantly inferior 

quality.

Interrogatory No.9: State all facts and identify each statement or document that you

claim support, or refutes, that there has been damage to the goodwill that Applicant has 

in the goods Applicant sells under the WEEPING ANGEL trademark, including loss or 

diversion of trade, or dilution of goodwill.

Answer No. 9: The very existence of sales of a competing product with an identical 

name or trademark is evidence of Discovery is ongoing and Applicant reserves the right to 

amend and supplement this answer.

Sharon Foster, of Columbus, and Carolyn Wright, a former Columbian now living

in Macon, are among artists inspired by the city’s resident angel.

“It’s all my mother’s fault,” smiles Foster, sorting through dozens of greeting

cards she has made using images of her whimsical paintings as well as

photographs she took of the angel.

Carolyn Wright is skilled at painting portraits and still life, but the Macon woman

doesn’t mind getting her hands dirty either. Wright began working with polymer

clay, natural woods and stone about eight years ago. Several of her pieces are on

display at the Craftsmen’s Guild of Mississippi sales gallery in Ridgeland.

Wright’s first interpretation of the fabled angel grew out of personal loss. When

her own brother passed away several years ago, she crafted a version of the

grieving figure around an 8-inch-by-10-inch frame holding his photograph to give

to her mother.

The original marks the

graves of Story and his wife Emelyn at the Protestant

cemetery in Rome, Italy.

I was surprised to come upon a full-sized weeping angel

while searching for another grave at small country

cemetery in Union County, Ohio. This angel weeps at the

grave of Nancy K. Faulk (b. 1946, d. 2002). Nancy’s

angel still holds the rose that Story’s angel has dropped.

The Weeping Angel monument in the Hingham (Massachusetts) Cemetery was placed in 1896 by

my great, great grandfather, John Sewall Hooper, for his beloved wife, Maria, a few years after her

death. My grandfather,

grandmother and

several other Hooper

ancestors are also

resting nearby.

During my own times of

personal difficulty I visit

our Angel to meditate

and ask for guidance.

The thoughts and

words that come to me

each time I visit her

strengthen my faith,

inspire my spiritual

growth and encourage

me to share her with as many people as I can. As I started to share my story, I found that many other

people had spent time with "Our Angel" and found her to be comforting in times of need.

I also became fascinated by the history of her sculptor, William Wetmore Story. Born in Salem, MA, in

1819, Story graduated from Harvard College and Harvard Law School and practiced law in Boston

before listening to his own angel and turning to his true calling as an artist, sculptor, writer and poet.

Story was the son of the prominent Boston lawyer and Associate US Supreme Court Justice, Joseph

Story, who is perhaps best remembered for presiding over the Amistad slave ship trial. William

originally followed his father’s path into law practice, but upon his father's death in 1845, William was

asked by The Trustees of the Mount Auburn Cemetery in Cambridge, MA to create a memorial

sculpture of his famous father. When he resisted due to his lack of formal training, they granted him

time and money to take his young family to Italy where he could learn how to become a master

sculptor. It would turn out to be a trip that would change his life dramatically. In Rome, he discovered

his passion for sculpture and the fine arts and abandoned his law practice and Boston residence

forever.

Perhaps best known for his marble sculpture of Cleopatra, on display in the Metropolitan Museum of

Art in New York City, Story captured the ill-fated Egyptian queen despondent, fidgety and disheveled in

the moment she came to grips with the fall of her empire. This was a radical departure for fine art

sculpture which had always been more romantic and ideal, but it made him world famous for his use

of emotion and psychological drama in sculpture and earned him praise as "the Michelangelo of his

time."

Other William Wetmore Story works of note include memorial sculptures of Francis Scott Key in San

Francisco, US Supreme Court Justice John Marshall in the US Supreme Court, Science Professor

Joseph Henry outside the Smithsonian Institution in Washington, DC, Edward Everett on the Boston

Common, philanthropist George Peabody in London, England and many others.

Upon the death of his dearly beloved wife, Emelyn, in 1895, he created the original weeping angel

monument which he called, "The Angel of Grief Weeping at the Dismantled Altar of Life." It sits where

she was laid to rest in the "Artist and Poets" cemetery in Rome. William Wetmore Story died later that

same year. Our weeping angel monument is the final work of one of America's greatest sculptors.

Since then many other replicas have been created, most notably the weeping angel at Stanford
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Since then many other replicas have been created, most notably the weeping angel at Stanford

University in California which was commissioned by the founder's wife, Jane Stanford upon the death

of her brother. She is more commonly known as "the Earthquake Angel" since she was severely

damaged and subsequently rebuilt after the Great Quake of 1906 in San Francisco.

I refer to her as "Our Weeping Angel" because I want to share this beautiful image and the powerful

healing, comfort and compassion she offers with everyone.
