MOTION FOR SUSPENSION FOR SETTLEMENT WITH CONSENT

OCC Establishment hereby moves, with consent, to suspend the discovery and trial
deadlines in this matter by sixty (60) days pursuant to 37 C.F.R. § 2.117 and T.B.M.P. § 510.

Pursuant to the Board’s order of January 19, 2016, as good cause therefor, the parties
state that they have actively been engaged in settlement discussions and provide the following
detailed report. Specifically, counsel for OCC Establishment, Respondent, has received a
counterproposal from EMI, which EMI had discussed both internally and with an unaffiliated

entity, Sony Music Entertainment UK (which owns the NOW Marks within the European



Economic Area). In turn, OCC has taken EMI’s counterproposals to its management for further
consideration. OCC’s management has reviewed the counterproposal and OCC expects to
provide substantive commentary to EMI’s counsel in the coming days. Given the scope of the
counterproposal and the scope of the rights at issue, the parties seek more time to review and
discuss the current proposal and counterproposal.
The parties have tentatively agreed on several outstanding issues and expect that continued
negotiations will result in a final resolution of this dispute.

OCC Establishment has secured the express consent of all other parties to this proceeding
for the suspension requested herein.
