having been first duly sworn,

was examined and testified as follows:

MR. BEGAKIS: All right. I will start by having
everybody in the room identify themselves ending with the
witness.

MR. WILSON: Ron Wilson, CEO of Hylete.

MR. KOSMA: Michael Kosma with Whitmyer IP Group, on
behalf of Hybrid Athletics.

THE WITNESS: James Wardlow, director of marketing at

Hylete.

EXAMINATION
BY MR. BEGAKIS:

0 Good morning, Mr. Wardlow. I'm John Begakis,
attorney for Tsircou Intellectual Property Law, counsel
for Hylete, Inc. This is a deposition in which I will ask
questions, you must answer them truthfully. Although no
judge is present, this is a formal legal proceeding Jjust
like testifying in court and you are under the obligations

to tell the truth, the whole truth and nothing but the
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truth. If you don't understand any of my questions,
please feel free to say so and I will be happy to rephrase
them. Before the deposition can be used in court, you
will have the opportunity to read over and correct any
mistakes.
Do you understand?
A Yes.
(Applicant's Exhibit A was marked for
identification by the court reporter.)
BY MR. BEGAKIS:
Q Mr. Wardlow, I am handing you what's been marked
Exhibit A into evidence.

Do you recognize this document?

A I do.

Q What is this document?

A This is "Applicant's Notice of Trial Deposition."
Q Is this why you are here today?

A Yes.

@) Mr. Wardlow, where do you live?

A I live in San Diego, California.

Q What is your current job?

A Director of Marketing at Hylete.

Q Mr. Wardlow, what is your educational background

starting with high school?

A I went to high school in Maui, Hawaii. I
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graduated from King Kekaulike High School in Pukalani,

Hawaii.
Q Can you spell that for the record?
A No, I can't, without embarrassing myself.
Q Okay. And where did you go to college?
A I went to San Diego State University.
Q After college, where did you work?
A After college, I worked at -- my first real Jjob

in online marketing was at H20 Audio in 2007.

Q So you started in 2007; what was your title at
H20 Audio?

A I started as the online marketing coordinator.

Q And what was your role as online marketing
coordinator?

A Initially, I was hired as the online marketing
coordinator, so it consisted of an overall director of
communication of our online marketing, starting with
social media, e-mail, and that kind of tailed into me
actually running the e-commerce portion of it, which --

then I got a title shift into e-commerce manager of H20

Audio.
0 Approximately, when did that title shift happen?
A Approximately, six months into my first year at
H20 Audio.
Q How big -- to your knowledge, how big was H20
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Audio when you first started?

A As far as revenue? Size of employees?
0 As far as revenue.
A Revenue, I -- best of my memory, I believe I --

honestly, as a whole of the company, I can speak more into
the online e-commerce portion of it. We were probably
about $500,000 a year in online revenue.

0 When you started?

A When I started.

MR. KOSMA: 1I'm going to object to the answer as
speculation and hearsay.
BY MR. BEGAKIS:

Q And when you left, how big was the company in
terms of e-commerce revenue?

A E-commerce was well over a million dollars.

MR. KOSMA: I will object again as speculation and
hearsay.

BY MR. BEGAKIS:

Q When did you leave H207?

A I left H20 in 2007.

Q From there, where did you go?

A I went to a company called Gathering Storm, which

was an umbrella company of sorts that held specific brands
under it that they either licensed or ran directly.

0 And what were some of these brands?
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A The main brands were TaylorMade golf accessories,
Adidas golf accessories. We had a U.S. license for Skins
and Arena. And we had Jaco Clothing as well as Looptworks

and some other smaller brands.

@) And what was your title at Gathering Storm?
A I was e-commerce manager.
@) And what was your role in that position as

e-commerce.

A My role was obviously to grow sales through all
of our e-commerce channels, but also, holistically, I had
the role of making sure our marketing communication was
sound for each channel as well as the social media
platforms: Facebook, Twitter -- Instagram was not around
the time, so those were our main driving things. But,
mainly, it was focused on driving sales through our direct
consumer.

Q When you started at Gathering Storm, how big was
the company in terms of commerce revenue?

A The e-commerce revenue for all brands, I mean, we
added brands as I was there so, as a whole, I am not sure
what that number was, but I can tell when I left, it was
over $3 million.

MR. KOSMA: I am going to object to the answer as
hearsay and speculation.

s
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BY MR. BEGAKIS:

0 When did you leave Gathering Storm?

A I left Gathering Storm in 2011.

Q And from there, where did you go?

A I went to Nixon Incorporated. It's a
manufacturer of watches.

Q What was your title at Nixon?

A E-commerce manager.

0 And what was your role in that position?

A It was similar to Gathering Storm. It was the

direct consumer running Nixon.com and all our social media
platforms as well as interacting with your independent
online retailers, so different shop owners may have a "dot
com" presence.

0 Did you manage anyone in this position?

A I had one person directly under me, but mainly, I
worked with internal managers to get my resources
completed as well as major third party vendors that were
website developers, front end to back end, and social
media consultants.

Q How big was the company? How big was Nixon in
terms of e-commerce revenue when you were there?

A When I arrived, it was 9 million. And upon
leaving Nixon, we were well over 15 million.

MR. KOSMA: I am going to object to answer again as

11
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speculation, hearsay.
BY MR. BEGAKIS:

@) When did you leave Nixon?

A I left Nixon in 2013, April of 2013.

Q And when you left Nixon, where did you go?

A I went to Hylete.

Q So you started Hylete in April 20137

A Yes.

Q What was your title when you started?

A E-commerce manager.

0 When you started, what did the e-commerce team at
Hylete look like?

A It was myself. And that -- as the e-commerce
team, that was it, basically. I had assistance from other

people in the company where it needed, where slack was
needed to be picked up but, essentially, it was a small
team.

Jenn Null helped with some of the social media
strategy and it was a group effort kind of with getting
collateral out, et cetera.

Q And how big is the team at Hylete today?

A My marketing team directly under me consists of
myself, a marketing manager, a photographer, slash,
graphic designer, and a graphic designer.

0 How has your role evolved from e-commerce

12
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manager?

A I am now the director of marketing, so along with
the e-commerce portion of the business, I am also
responsible for the holistic marketing communication of
Hylete from the print creative to our online creative, the
consistency there, our customers facing marketing
communications, all the assets in between.

0 What is your role as director of e-commerce?

A Well, my role as director of marketing, but as
far as director of e-commerce and directing the
e-commerce, I should say, it consists of maintaining
Hylete.com, so working off of our e-commerce platform. We
are on a Magento eCom platform. It's an open source
platform, which means that we do pay for a yearly
licensing for the enterprising of Magento, but the nuts
and bolt of it are open source, meaning, we can work with
third-party developers to get the aesthetic or
functionality that our website needs.

(Applicant's Exhibit B was marked for
identification by the court reporter.)

MR. BEGAKIS: Exhibit B.

MR. KOSMA: I will object to this exhibit as it's
never been produced before. This is a new document. The
Board's order that we had for sanctions said, no more new
exhibits can be introduced into evidence that have not

13
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been produced before.

MR. BEGAKIS: From?

MR. KOSMA: The Board sanction order from the TTAB
says Hylete cannot use any documents that have not been
produced before. This is a new document.

MR. BEGAKIS: Okay. Objection noted.

BY MR. BEGAKIS:
Q I am handing you what's been marked as Exhibit B.
Do you recognize this document?

A I do.

MR. KOSMA: Just for the record, I'm going to object
to the whole line of testimony also that goes off of this
document.

BY MR. BEGAKIS:

Q Okay. Okay. What is this document?

A It's a screenshot of hylete.com.

Q So you mentioned the platform that hylete.com
uses. That's the platform where you run the e-commerce

from the site?

A Yes. So Magento that I mentioned, it's our
e-commerce platform, but it also contains what's called a
content management system. And what you see in here is a
screenshot of that home page that's run from Magento's
content management system and all the subsequent product

categories from that.

14
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Q How much was the license used at Magento?
A It's recently increased to -- it's near -- I

believe it's around $18,000 a year.

0 How much did it cost to create this e-commerce
platform for Hylete?

A Well, we've worked with a lot of freelance front
end and back end developers in the past, so it's an
accumulation of that as well as any new development within
the last year. It's well over a hundred thousand dollars
in just this website platform.

0 How many views has the website received?

A We are going to cap out at about million views
for this year.

Q What is the key driver to people viewing and
visiting the site?

A It's a combination of things; so we have a chunk
of our social media endeavors, which is our Facebook,
Instagram, Twitter. We also have a strong affiliate
program, which includes strategic partners for Hylete as
well as our train/compete and service league team. And
the train/compete and service league, their individuals,
they hold no ownership of the business or anything. They
are simply brand advocates that fall into a bucket of
highly competitive athlete or a first responder of current

service personnel and an active trainer as well as events

15
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on a tangible level. So events where users are prompted
to sign up create accounts or visit hylete.com for added
promotional value.

Q Does social media play a factor in driving
viewers to the website?

A Yes, very much so.

MR. BEGAKIS: C.

(Applicant's Exhibit C was marked for
identification by the court reporter.)

MR. KOSMA: I am going to object again to this exhibit
as it's never been produced before.

MR. WILSON: (Indicating.)

MR. BEGAKIS: What's that?

MR. WILSON: Can we take a break?

MR. BEGAKIS: Sure. Let's a break real quick.

THE REPORTER: Off the record.

(Recess taken.)

MR. BEGAKIS: Back on the record.

MR. KOSMA: I just want to make sure my objection is
on the record. Again, this document was not produced
previously. You know, I object to it as never being
produced and also under the TTAB sanction order.

BY MR. BEGAKIS:
0 Okay. Taking a step back, Mr. Wardlow, I showed

you an exhibit referring to the Hylete website; correct?

16
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A Yeah.

Q Your testimony today, is that based exclusively
on the presented exhibit or on your knowledge of --

A It's my knowledge.

0 And with regards to the exhibit that was just
introduced as Exhibit C, which I am handing you now that
was objected to, the questions I am going to ask you, are
they based on this exhibit exclusively or your knowledge

as director of marketing and e-commerce of hylete.com?

A Based on my knowledge. I know the system inside
and out.
Q Okay. Great.

MR. KOSMA: I am also going to object to the testimony
that Mr. Wardlow gave to you. It's new information that
was previously requested under our document request,
interrogatory request that were the reason for the
sanctions under the TTAB order.

If you want me to keep it as a standing
objection, just to keep it easy, we can do that.

MR. BEGAKIS: It's a standing objection as to new
exhibits.

MR. KOSMA: And for new testimony that was previously
requested, information on -- I will keep a standing
objection if you want to keep this.

MR. BEGAKIS: Sure.

17
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BY MR. BEGAKIS:
0 Mr. Wardlow, how many followers does the Hylete
Facebook page have?
A It grows every day. Last time I checked was
150,000.
0 Can you tell me, this week, how many people on

Facebook Hylete's posts reached?

A That is a good question. I mean, so we have
different kinds of posts. We have our organic posts where
somebody posts to our timeline, which will reach only the
people that like our page. And the reach is only as
relevant as the content, so if the content is good, then
the reach will be higher in the organic field.

We also boost post, which typically, they come in
the form of an offer or a promotion or possibly an article
that we really want to get awareness to, and so boosting
said posts leads to more drive towards, not just our
organic traffic, and -- so that can be targeted towards
users outside Facebook.

Q How would you target those boosted posts?

A Through a Facebook ad manager. So Facebook has
an ad manager in which I can either create an offer, I can
specify specific conversion tasks I want the user to
complete, or simply just bring awareness to a certain
article or content.

18
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If we are posting an offer, it's based off the
claims of the offer and I pay Facebook based off the
claims.

If T am directing users to a conversion task on
hylete.com, it's based off the impression and/or the

clicks that that content receives.

0 Can you target individuals with boosted posts?
A You can target individuals with boosted posts.
Q How would you do that?

A Inside the ad manager, we can target users to

just like our page, users who like our page and their
friends. We can get down to -- we use an e-mail service
provider called MailChimp. It collects all our e-mail
list, segments the data and sends out e-mails for us. We
can actually import these lists per segment into
Facebook's ad creator and send communication directly to
those users based off the data they provide.

And there's also another tool in there. It's
called "Interests," in which we can target a user based
off their interest so based off of keywords, essentially.

Q So what would be, for example, a keyword that
Hylete would use?

A So the keyword that we use -- the keywords need
to be broad enough to have a large audience, so, you know,
I wouldn't -- the keywords are not specific. They are

19
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very broad, casting -- trying to cast the largest net
possible to warrant the post clicks through our contents.
So one of the keywords we often use is CrossFit as an
interest or obstacle course racing as an interest or mud
run as an interest, olympic weightlifting as an interest,
anything that is thought of as a broad interest.

0 So i1f someone has an interest in CrossFit, they
could receive -- they could see sponsor boosted posts from
Hylete; correct?

A Yes. If they have an interest in CrossFit,
there's a potential based on me selecting that interest in
the ad manager's interest field, that they could see it.
The likelihood of them seeing it will increase if it
correlates with the -- them liking our page and liking
CrossFit as an interest or being interested in CrossFit, I
should -- not "liking" CrossFit specifically, and
whether -- or if their friend likes our page, and they
have an interest in CrossFit.

0 Is there any other way an individual would see

hylete.com advertising on Facebook?

A There is actually. We actually -- we use a
third-party resource. It's a software service called
AdRoll. And what AdRoll is, it's a -- it's a pixel,

tracking pixel on our website that collects data from the
user when they land on our website and it's not invasive

data. It's simply data that tracks them across our
website, so depending on what interest page they came
from, what exit page they left from, and also what portion
the shopping cart area, if they interact with our shopping
cart. And it takes that data and actually presents what's
called "retargeting marketing ads" across AdRoll's
network. And AdRoll's network is actually defined as all
of the joint ventures on the web. So if I had a website
and I worked with AdRoll for them to place a banner, a web
banner on their website -- on my website, AdRoll will
actually pay me for that space. And so if they travel --
if the user travels to hylete.com, travels to said
website, then they will actually see a hylete.com ad, and
that goes for Facebook as well. So that ad can be shown
to them whether they -- whether we targeted them through
the ad creation as well.

Q Has Facebook advertising -- has Facebook
advertising always been this way?

A No. It's evolved a lot over the last few years,
mainly due to Facebook trying to clean up your timeline,
if you will. So Facebook made it so there were -- there
was a consensus that there was too many things going on
people's timelines.

MR. KOSMA: Objection, speculation, hearsay.

THE WITNESS: And Facebook, trying to clean that up,

21
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they only want to present things that are relevant to you,
so they built an algorithm that will show you relevant
content. So what that means for advertisers, that if
you're not extremely relevant in their space, you need to
pay a little more to be customer-facing or user-facing, if
you will.

MR. BEGAKIS: Understood.

MR. KOSMA: I am going to object to that whole answer.
Lacks foundation, speculation.

MR. BEGAKIS: Lacks foundation?

MR. KOSMA: And hearsay.

MR. BEGAKIS: Okay. 1I'll also put on the record that
Exhibits A and B are matter of public record.

Introducing into evidence exhibit -- excuse me.
Exhibits B and C are matter of public record.
Introducing into evidence, Exhibit D.
(Applicant's Exhibit D was marked for
identification by the court reporter.)

MR. KOSMA: I would like to point out that Exhibit B
seems to be coming from a user account that has access to
the Hylete Facebook page that includes nonpublic
information.

MR. WILSON: (Conferring with counsel in sotto voce.)

MR. BEGAKIS: I will also put on record that all --

I take that back. Strike that.

22
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BY MR. BEGAKIS:

Q All right. Mr. Wardlow, I am handing you what
has been marked as Exhibit D into evidence.

Do you recognize this document?

A That is Hylete's Instagram page.

0 From your knowledge, not relying on this exhibit,
how many followers does Hylete's Instagram page have?

A We are at 21,000.

Q Does Hylete's Instagram page help drive users to

the Hylete website?

A It does.
0 In what way?
A There's a couple of different ways. We -- we

have our organic community that likes our Instagram page.
We also —-- amongst our other platforms, so Facebook and
Twitter, we often drive traffic back to our Instagram
page, trying to create that, again, that holistic feel.
We love to have every user on every platform that Hylete
is part of.

We also have a tool that we call a third party --
another third-party resource called ReadyPulse, which
ReadyPulse is a software -- is a service that pulls data
based off specific hash tags into an album creator to
which we can then create albums and share them on
different platforms. So on our website, currently, we

23
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have an album on our homepage that pulls Instagram -- not
with our Instagram photos, but Instagram photos of users
that have either tagged us or mentioned us in a post that
we found to be relevant to us and we are hosting them. We
also have a mechanism called "like it, want it," to where
a user can shop the Instagram feed.

Q How does that work when you say they shop the
Instagram feed?

A We direct the user to our Instagram page with the
promise that anything they see on Instagram page, they can
actually shop it. So by clicking a link on our profile,
they will be presented with a page identical to our
Instagram page in which, whatever product is present or
showcased in the image, they can actually click on it and
go back to hylete.com.

Q One of the things about the Instagram page, we
discussed previously a change in Facebook's algorithm.

Has there been anything like that regarding
Instagram?

A Not that I know of. I have actually done
research recently on it and I haven't found anything that
would -- released by Instagram or Facebook that would say
that's true.

MR. BEGAKIS: I am handing what has been marked into
evidence as Exhibit E.
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BY MR.

(Applicant's Exhibit E was marked for

identification by the court reporter.)

BEGAKIS:

Do you recognize this?

I do.

What is this document?

This is the testimony of Ian Jentgen.

I will direct you to line 12 of the first page.

Can you read from line 12 to line 25 ending at

the period?

A

(Reading:)

"So we stopped using Facebook for
Hybrid Athletics primarily as it
relates to -- for a long time, we
stopped using it for anything just
because we are not reaching the people
who like our page.

"And why aren't you reaching the
people?"”

That was a question.

"ANSWER: Because the algorithm
changed, so it used to be organic and,
now, we would reach -- and we would
reach if we were logged in at Facebook
at the time when we posted, you would
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see it. Now, it's not like that. And
so we're not reaching our members with
the posts that we're doing, so it's
kind of not worth the same."

Q Based on your extensive experience in e-commerce
in social media marketing, what is your opinion of that
statement?

A My opinion of it is two-fold. One -- so,
Facebook's change, if you will, was related to, again,

relevant content, so it wasn't about killing organic

content. Organic content is the most important piece of
Facebook. You cannot survive as a brand just by throwing
money at it and paying for it to reach people. So

relevant content is what this so-called algorithm really

focuses on. It is relevant to the individual that's going
to be shown. And if it's not, Facebook chooses not to
show it to that individual. What Facebook posts do -- or

boosts, I should say. I apologize.

Facebook's boost gives a brand the -- the
opportunity with that content that was seen as not
relevant enough to put on the user's timeline, gave the
brand the opportunity to boost said post giving money or
paying for an ad to then show up in that user's timeline.

0 In your opinion, as someone with extensive
experience in online marketing e-commerce, 1is it important
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to boost posts on Facebook?

A It's extremely important to boost posts on
Facebook.

Q Why is it extremely important?

A Because sometimes the content you put out is not

going to be as relevant to the user as you'd like it to
be. There's power in content, but there's also power in
promotion, and there's power in being product-centric, and
sometimes that just needs a little bit of oomph to get in
front of the right user at the right time.

I would like to add, too, that boosting a post,
you are actually added to -- there are certain ad-relevant
sections of Facebook typically to the side of Facebook
when you are on a desktop, and it's folded into Facebook
on the mobile, but present as a suggested post. So
boosted ads will often show up differently from organic
ads. I'm sorry, not organic ads, but organic posts.

MR. KOSMA: 1I'm going to put an objection to this line
of testimony: That this document seems to be modified
from its original form. This is also just a partial
portion of Mr. Jentgen's transcript. And I will object,
hearsay and speculation.

MR. BEGAKIS: To Counsel and to the court reporter.

(Applicant's Exhibit F was marked for

identification by the court reporter.)
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BY MR. BEGAKIS:

Q Mr. Wardlow, I am handing you what's been marked
into evidence as Exhibit F.

Do you recognize this document?

A That is the Hybrid Athletics page.

0 As someone with extensive experience in online
marketing, e-commerce, what is your impression from
looking at this web page or a screenshot of this web page,
rather?

A My opinion of it -- my expert opinion of it is
that it is --

MR. KOSMA: Objection. The witness is not an expert.
Calls for speculation, narrative, and hearsay.

THE WITNESS: It looks very generic. It looks like a
template. It looks like a very low cost e-commerce
template.

(Applicant's Exhibit G was marked for
identification by the court reporter.)
BY MR. BEGAKIS:

Q Mr. Wardlow, I am handing you what has been

marked into evidence as Exhibit G.

Do you recognize this document?

A I do.
0 What is this document?
A It is a comparison between web traffic from
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SimilarWeb.com for Hylete and Hybrid Athletics.

@) Does SimilarWeb.com provide this information to
the public?

A It does.

@) So if I went to SimilarWeb.com right now, I could
pull this up?

A Yes.

0 Directing you to the right corner of the exhibit.

How many visits does SimilarWeb.com say that

Hylete has received?

A From April to September, Hylete: 30,000.

0 And how many visits has hybridathletics.com
received?

A Hybrid Athletics is 500.

MR. KOSMA: I will object to the answer. It doesn't
actually say what the website is that it's comparing to.
And I just don't know how you could testify when the
website is not even shown.

BY MR. BEGAKIS:
0 Mr. Wardlow, explain for the record exactly what

this document is displaying.

A It displays hylete.com versus
hybridathletics.com -- hybridathleticsapparel.com.
Q In comparing -- when you say, "hylete.com versus

hybridathleticsapparel.com," what are they comparing it
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to?
A They are comparing visitors, estimated monthly
visitors.
Q So this is saying that hylete.com has 30,000

visitors in a particular period of time?

A Yes.

0 Versus hybridathletics.com having 500 visitors at
a particular time?

MR. KOSMA: Objection. Again, you said,
"hybridathletics.com." I don't know where it came from.

I don't see the full website on this to show what is being
compared, so I am objecting to this whole line of
testimony.

MR. BEGAKIS: For the record, I apologize. I meant
hybridathleticsapparel.com versus hylete.com and the
number of visitors.

(Applicant's Exhibit H was marked for
identification by the court reporter.)
BY MR. BEGAKIS:

Q Mr. Wardlow, I am handing you what has been

marked into evidence as Exhibit H.

Do you recognize this document?

A I do.
0 What is this document?
A It is a Google Trends screenshot.
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0 Is Google Trends accessible to the public?
A Yes.
Q So if I went to Google Trends right now, I could

input various keywords and see how they are trending?
A You could put any keyword you want and see how

they're trending.

0 This exhibit refers to what keywords?

A Hylete compared to Hybrid Athletics.

Q And what is the graph displaying?

A It displays the Hylete keyword as having growth,

starting a little before 2013 there and growing as well as

the projected growth past 2015.

Q And what about the Hybrid Athletics keyword?

A It started somewhere before 2011 and
around -- it's projecting in negative, downward turn past
2015.

0 In your opinion, as someone with extensive

experience in online marketing and social media marketing,
what does this graph tell you?

MR. KOSMA: Objection, speculation.

THE WITNESS: It tells me that the keyword "Hylete" 1is
trending in an upward manner and that Hybrid Athletics is
trending down, simply.

BY MR. BEGAKIS:
Q And is there any importance to that?
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A Well, this correlates to Google searches, so the
number of users that are putting that specific keyword
into Google, that's what Google Trends is referencing, so
it's not referencing traffic per se, but just hits to hits
network with those specific keywords.

And this is telling me -- I deal a lot with, you
know, correlations, with a lot of positive correlation,
negative correlation, and also, typically, what I will
fall with is zero correlation. And the reason I'll fall
on zero correlation, more often than not, is because
without specific evidence that the two data points are
related, you need to go to zero correlation, or else, you
could be making the wrong decision. And this tells me
that there is zero correlation in these two keywords as
Hylete continues to grow and Hybrid Athletics goes down.

(Applicant's Exhibit I was marked for

identification by the court reporter.)
BY MR. BEGAKIS:

Q Mr. Wardlow, I am handing you what has been
marked into evidence as Exhibit I.

Do you recognize this document?

A I do.

0 What is this document?

A The Google Trends screenshot of compared
keywords: "Hylete" and "Rob Orlando."
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Q Just so we are clear for the record, I can access
Google Trends and input these two keywords to get this

information; correct?

A Yes. It's open to the public.
Q And what does this graph say or indicate?
A This graph tells me that, again, the Hylete

keyword is trending up and Rob Orlando is trending down,
which is interesting because Rob Orlando keyword trending

There are no defined
points. And there's also a thick border outlining, which
I'm going to say is outlining the interior of the logo.
It's hard for me to tell if these are two separate objects
or one constant object here. Moving to the top half of
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the Hylete logo, again, a very defined circular pattern,
with a defined point that, if going to completion, would
complete the circle at the top of the logo.

When I move to the Hybrid Athletics logo, there
is no circular definition. The two points would actually
create a triangle at the top, not a circle. Again,
there's a thick border of some sort around with no defined
edge at the end of each side. And so dividing the Hylete
logo straight down the middle, it has a defined edge with
defined curvature around the edge. The Hybrid Athletics
logo is broken up by a line, a bordering line that points
at the end therein starting a new portion of the logo
which has a defined curve and straight sides. I don't see
any similarities to these at all.

Based on your extensive experience working with
brands and in marketing, do you believe these two logos
create a distinctive brand impression?

A I do. They are distinct.
