ORA History

The Omaha Restaurant Association began [n 1944 with a small group of restaurateurs that met at tha Castle Hotel. Seven falthful
members agread to serve on the first Board of Directors and began meeting every month to discuss the purpese of the ORA as welt as the
welfare of thelr members and of the hespltality Industry, In genaral. One of the early purposes was to prcmote “eating out”, and they did
suceeed, as Omaha Is known to this day as a city of great food, and great restaurants...

In the early years, the ORA did not have pald staff, and was operated solely by the elected board. In the early 19B80’s that was changed by the
Board, resulting in the hirlng of Mr. Harold Narman to be the first Executive Director. Hareld, with his wife Dorothy, were very instrumental In
the growth, and stature of the ORA. Perhaps one of Harcld's blggest achlevements was the thousands of dollars he raised for scholarships.
Upan Haroid's retirement in 2008, Jennle Warren was named the new Executlve Directar and remains In that position 12 years later, as the
ORA continues to thrive.

The ORA has served the community well through the promotion eating at Omaha's great restaurants. The ORA also works with many local
groups and agencies to Insure that Omaha s always known for great food and service. Some of the agericles the ORA has worked with Include
the Douglas County Health Department, the Nebraska Restaurant Association, The American Culinary Federatlon, and the Institute for the
Culinary Arts at Metropolltan Community College.

The ORA has addltionally served the residents of the area by offering schelarships to those outstanding Ir dividuals who are Interested In
making a career In the food industry.

What was once a committee of the ORA (The Scholarshlp Cammittee), In 1991 became the Omaha Restadrant Association Foundation (ORAF).
1t Is now an afflilated but separate organlzaticn that promotes and distributes scholarships. )

The ORA can look with pride at the reputation that Omaha restaurants have developed in the greater melre arga. It is proud of Its members
who have risen to positions of national prominence, Perhaps unprecedented, the ORA has had three Indi/iduals who have gone an to be
President of the Natlonat Restaurant Assoclation. We owe a great debt of gratitude to these Individuals, as well as all of those wha have served
on the ORA Board, especlally our presidents, and our two Executive Directors, If not for thelr dedlcation, Jerhaps Omaha would not be so wel
known for its wonderful restaurants.

An Interview with Henry Davis, President of Greater
Omahn Packing and Son of Pennie Z. Davis

Greater Omaha Packing Com-
pany has been in the cattle
processing business since 1920.
It has grown from a small
startup company into a com-
pany that now employs over
B50 team members processing
more than 2,400 head of cattle
per day. Greater Omaha did
not expand its business by acci-
dent; it was the vision and work
of three generations starting
with the founder of the com-
pany, Herman Cohen, We had
the opportunity to sit down
with Henry Davis to discuss the
impact Pennie Z. Davis, his
father, made upon him and the
industry leader, Greater Omaha
Packing Company, Inc.

Wit is your background aid
the history of Greater Omalia
Pucking?

Greater Omaha Packing was
started in 1920 by my grandfa-
ther, Herman Cohen, who im-
migrated to the United States
from Russia. My grandfather
started the company and ran it
for over 30 years until he sold
it to my father, Pennie Z.
Davis, who owned and oper-
ated the business for another 30
years. | attended Central High
School and worked at tlie plant
during summers while in high
school and college. 1 gradu-
ated from the University of
Denver in 1973, with a Bache-

i

lor of Science degree in busi-
ness administration and imme-
diately started my career with
Greater Omaha Packing Com-
pany. In the mid 1980"s, I be-
came President of Greater
Omaha Packing Company,
which at that time was located
at 26" and Q. In 1992, T began
the transition of our company
into & boxed beef and value
added processor which led to
the opening of our current loca-
tion at 30th and L S8t, Tn 2000,
we opened a2 new catile har-
vesting plant that allowed us to
increase production to 2,400
liead a day of the highest qual-
ity steers and heifers which are
marketed to more than 50
countries. We have an efficient
and modern beef production
facility which is focused on
food- safety, allowing us to
compete in the global market,

WWhat do pou like most about
your work?

“The people”. I enjoy the peo-
ple of Greater Omaha Packing
Company, “They are all a part
of the company,” One may
look nt this business and see
hundreds of thousands of
square feet of plant and mil-
fions of dollars of equipment,
but what 1 see are great people.
My dad always understood that
it was the people that made our
company successful. He re-
lated to everyone very well,

Many employees would come
io my dad and confide in him.
They would tallk to him about
their family, their kids and their
education. My dad always en-
couraged his employees and
their family members to further
their education, and pursue
their dreams even if thal meant
they would leave Greater
Omaha. He always encouraged
people to better themselves
through education. It was one
of the wonderful ways my dad
led his life.

What do you Iifie least? What
tepes of pressures do ypou see
in your career?

Therz isn’t anything 1 don’t
like nbout my business. 1 have
such great people managing
and operating the company.
Smaller compenies trying te
grow have greater pressures
that are unique to growth. I can
say that there was more pres-
sure when we were a smaller
company, Throughout the
years that 1 have witnessed,
Greaier Omaha has grown from
40 people to 850 people. When

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we were a smaller company,
the pressures of doing it all in-
cluded addressing HR issues,
insurance  issues, healthcare
issues, sales, procurement, fu-
ture growth end much, much
more. As a business experi-
ences growth, an owner must
realize that you need to add
competent people to assist you
with the growih of the com-
pany as every aspect of running
a prowing business becomes
more complicated. Time is very
valuable as the business de-
mands more of it. Now that 1
have the right people in place,
the pressure has diminished.
The beef industry is made up of
four companies that comprise
84% of the market. Greater
Omaha is the seventh largest
producer of beef in the U.S,
We are about 2% of the marlet
and generate over §1 biltion in
domestic and international
sales,

Very  generally,  when  pou
think af ethics what does it
mean fo you?

Ethies is “conforming to ac-
ceptable standards™. Everyone
has their own interpretation as
to what is ethical behavior; it is
very subjective. I feel that my
personel ethics were developed
by seeing and modeling my
father's actions, who “always
did things right,” My Dad
treated people with respect and
he demanded that he be treated
the same. He set a high stan-
dard for everyone. Treating
people fairly is not only the
right thing to do, but it creates a
great culture that leads to a
high quality product, low turn-
over, an excellent safety record

I~

while maintaining compatitive
costs.

Has Greater Omaha Packing
always  been  based out of
Omuala? Do the moral values
in The Ethical Legacy Project
{Integrity, Community Re-
sponsibility, Accountability,
Financial Vitality & Moral
Conrage) typify the Omala
business commmnity?

Yes, Greater Omaha Packing
has always been based in
Omaha, I'm net familiar with
the business practices of other
Omaha companies.  Doing
business internationally with
customers in aver 50 countries
does expose our business to
customers and cultural ethics
that are different when com-
pared to those that are practiced
in our country and here in the
Midwest. Greater Omaha will
not do business in countries or
with customers, if agreements
are of no value and commit-
ments are not honored. It may
be accepted business ethics in
certain couniries, but it is not
acceplable to Greater Omaha.

Descrifie an ethical sitmation
Jyou have faced that was rela-
tively easy ro rundle?

Back in the late 1950's, the
federal government came out
with the Basic Pilot Program,
which allows employers to ver-
ify their employees’ right to
waork in the United States. A
pilot program was given to beef
processing companies in the
five states with the largest im-
migrant population, of which
Nebraska was not one. The
companies with plants in those

states had software that could
quickly check who had the
right to work. These compa-
nies clearly had a hiring advan-
tage. The beef companies in
Omaha, who were unable to
participate in the Basic Pilot
Program, became a magnet for
those applicants who did not
have a lepal right to work, 1
contacted then Senator Kerry of
Nebraska to explain the situa-
tion which our company faced.
He erranged a conference call
with the Deputy Director of the
Immigration and Naturalization
Services, INS, Doris Misner. 1
expluined my concern to Mrs.
Misner about the problem that
had been created by the INS.
Shorly thereafter, all beef
processing companies in Ne-
braska were allowed to utilize
the Basic Pilot software pro-
gram. This was an important
ethical issue for me because |
felt that all employers should
have the same opportunity to
hire “hose with a legal right ta
work in the U,S. and [ felt that
all amployers should be using
every available tool Lo only hire
those with a legal right to work.

Da emplinyees have a puile fo
fake if they see yomething un-
ethical in your business?

Yes, we have an employee
“open-door policy,” within our

PP et O T, V1
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company. If there is an issue,
an employee is to discuss the
situation with their supervisor
first; if the employee is not sat-
isfled with the outcome they
may talk to the Vice President
of the company and if they are
still not satisfled they can come
and tallk with me. It is a very
clear path for all employees to
use. It is interesting to note
that several years ago 1 put to-
pether a mission statement for
the company. As the company
grew I was unable to spend as
much time with the manage-
ment team as [ wanted. In the
past, standards were set by my
example.  As our company
grew, 1 felt it was important to
lay out a standard for all em-
ployees to follow, so | created a
mission statement, All employ-
ees are Instructed to follow the
mission stalement which is part
of our orientation and our
handbook. If they encounter a
situation that is not addressed
by our mission statement they
are instructed to bring the issue
directly to me. So far, I've
never had anyone not be able to
male a decision vsing our mis-
sion statement as the pguide.
The Mission Statement is stated
in three sentences;

Greater Omaha Packine Com-

pany will produce the finest
beef producis_in a manner that

is _uncompromising__in food

safety.

With that one statement, it is
clear that if any employee has a
concern for a product or proe-
ess, they have to take action.
We will not compromise food
safety in any manner.

We will respect our customers
and suppliers by treating them
fairly with every commitment
we make.

Our point is this — it does not
matter what our customers or
suppliers do on their end. On
our end, we are always going to
honor our commitments. We
may choose to not do any fur-
ther business with a customer
or supplier, but we will always
hanar our commitments.

We will provide a proper work
environment for everyone at
Greater Omaha Packing Com-
pany and have an unvielding
focus on the health, safety and
betterment of our employees

and their families.

I'm not familiar with the focus
of other companies on their
employees but that is what we
do here. A few years ago, we
opened up a free health clinic
for all employees and their
familtes staffed by bilingual
UNMC doctors. I felt it was a
very good benefit for our em-
ployees to offer a greater level
of preventive health care; it fits
our mission statement,

When you consider the wide
variely of benefits you provide
Jor your emplayees, haw much
is driven from the side of “this
muakes  business sense”  and
henv mueh from “this is the
maral thing to do”'?

That is the hardest business
ethics question, We provide
very low cost health care for all
our empioyees and their fami-
lies. We provide scholastic
scholarships, a health fair at the

Centurylink Center, a citizen-
ship program for our employ-
ees with on-site ESL teachers
four days a weelk and a summer
family event at Funplex Water-
park, 'When fuel prices sky-
rocketed out of control a few
years agoe, we provided a cash
fuel supplement to ofiset fuel
expenses for our employees,
Greater Omaha Packing spends
a great deal of money to pro-
vide these programs. The value
of these programs is strictly to
assist our employees. It is im-
possible to measure the finan-
cial zenefit to Greater Omaha
from these programs., [ know
that 1 want fo have the best
workplace. The payback will
come if our health care pro-
grams prevent a complicated
birth, prevent a life threatening
eveni by preventative health
care and if our employees have
healthier Tamilies. The payback
lns already been realized as
Greater Omaha continues to
attract the best in the industry.

Greater Omaha wouldn’t have
experienced success withaut its
great team members and this
community. Certainly you
have to balance benefits with
the financial success of the
company.

"Il share with you an interest-
ing cccurrence — many times
I've had the teachers that in-
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struct our bilingual classes say
1o me; “Thank you for letting
me teach at your plant™ Ii's
extremely satisfying to know
that not only are our employees
benefiting  from these pro-
grams, but the instructors are
impressed and feel like they
have helped the community by
the achievements of the partici-
pants.

Huve you hd an athics men-
tor? If so, who ad wihy?

My father was my mentor in
many ways but ceriminly my
mentor in ethics. He never had
to sit down and tell me right
and wrong, [ saw what he did.
I remember one time in the
1970's an employee that
worked in the plant with me
said, “You know, Henry, my
son is going to be 8 manager at
the Marriott national reserva-
tions center. | worked here, put
my kids through school and
your dad encouraged me to
hiave my son go to college. My
son has graduated from college,
and starls his job next week”,
Here was a man who worked
on the production line his
whole life. He worked hard to
provide for his family and ac-
complished his goals for both
himself and his family, The
employees’ stories are much
more valuable than the stories
I'm telling you. Can you imag-
ine the total impact of further
education on the future genera-
tions of that family?

We continue to provide many
educational services, including
a scholarship program for
bachelors, tech and vocational

deprees. We also provide ser-
vices through EduCare 1o help
the dependants of our employ-
ees complete school and schol-
arship applications,

Do you see any cennection
between low pou were raised
and how you handle ethical
sitnationys at work?

My dad always said that being
a good citizen was very impar-
tant. He was a very charitable
man and made significant
monetary contributions  to
many organizations such as the
Child Savings Institute, Belle-
vue University and the Pennie
Z. Davis Child Development
Center to name a few. My own
personal charitable giving and
that of Greater Omaha as a cor-
poration are direcled mainly
towards helping children in our
community,

What are the bhiggest ethical
challenges that you think face
the younger business profes-
Stonnlys foday? Advice?

I think what you have to do is
figure out your personal equa-
tion for happiness and for lead-
ing a satisfying life. You have
to decide what you want out of
life and what will make you
happy. If you want to be a
leader in your organization you
will have to dedicate the time
necessary to learn all you can
about the organization you
work for and be one of the
most valuable employees.

Will pou be able to find bal-
anece between  your profes-
simal goals and your personal
and or fumily life?
