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I. FACT BACKGROUND 

A. Opposer and Its Trademark TENCENT 

1. Delson is a corporation, duly organized and existing under the laws of the 

state of Delaware, having its principal business office at 1218 Bubb Road, Cupertino, 

California 95014.  

2. Delson is in the business of organizing international conferences and 

conducting research and development related to mobile wireless technologies and 

products.  Delson�s co-founder, Prof. Willie Lu, is a renowned international expert on 

mobile wireless technology and standards.  Prof. Lu was a member of the United States 

Federal Communications Commission�s Technological Advisory Council, and the 

principal inventor of Open Wireless Architecture (OWA) and Mobile Cloud core 

platform, which are widely used in mobile handheld devices, mobile portable devices, 

and mobile chipsets, etc. Through Delson, Prof. Lu founded �TENCENT R&D Service,� 

which is a research and development (R&D) service platform on mobile wireless 

technology and other information and communication technologies (�ICT�). Delson also 

founded many world-class R&D technology events, including WORLD WIRELESS 

CONGRESS, GLOBAL MOBILE CONGRESS, and MOBILE WORLD CONGRESS, 

with numerous global mobile and wireless professionals involved in these events as well 

as in the R&D services.  

3. Delson started to market TENCENT for its R&D service on OWA and 

related ICT technologies to local residents and communities in March 2011 (Exhibit 1). 

The R&D service has been established in Santa Clara County, California, since March 

2011. Subsequently, Delson continuously marketed and advertised its TENCENT R&D 

services.    
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4. Delson frequently used TENCENT to market and promote its R&D 

services, technologies, and service platforms in the ICT sector (Exhibit 2), including 

research and development, online social networking, online publications, trainings, 

consultancy and advisory, broadcasting during conferences, business consulting and 

management, technical and business networking, hardware and software, design 

documents and technical publications, etc.  

5. Delson also marketed, promoted, and advertised its TENCENT services 

through Delson's conferences including World Wireless Congress, Mobile World 

Congress, as well as Delson�s meetings and events with its various business partners and 

conference sponsors. 

6. By virtue of Delson�s continuous and substantial use since March 2011, 

the TENCENT mark has become the identifier of Delson's R&D service in the field, and 

it distinguishes Delson�s goods/services from those of others. As a result, Delson has 

built up, at a great expense and effort, valuable goodwill and consumer recognition in its 

trademark. 

7. On February 9, 2012, Delson filed the trademark application for 

TENCENT for class 042 with Serial Number 85538374 (Exhibit 3).  Though Delson had 

marketed the mark to the public locally since March 2011, at the time of filing the 

application, Delson, represented by Prof. Lu, misunderstood the meaning of �commercial 

use date� in the application process and mistakenly thought that �commercial use� must 

be in the form of final commercial sale of products or services, a mistake that will be 

corrected soon.   

B. THL and Its TECENTWEIBO Application  

8. Tencent Holdings Limited (�THL�) is a corporation organized under the 

law of the Cayman Islands, with the address of Cricket Square Hutchins Dr., George 

Town, P.O. Box 2681 GT, Century Yard, Grand Cayman, Cayman Islands.  THL's 
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business headquarters and principal business operation centers are located in the People's 

Republic of China. 

9. THL�s application for the mark TENCENTWEIBO (�THL�s 

Application�) was filed on October 25, 2011, claiming a priority date of October 17, 

2011, with Serial Number 85455475, based on Sections 1(b) and 44(d)  of the Trademark 

Act., i.e., 15 U.S.C. § 1051(b) & 1126(d).  See Exhibit 4.  The filing under Section 1(b) 

shows that THL had not yet started using the mark TENCENTWEIBO as of October 25, 

2011, the filing date of THL�s Application. The THL Application was published for 

opposition on March 25, 2014. 

10. On information and belief, THL�s mark TENCENTWEIBO, to the extent 

it has been used at all, has only been used in China as of October 25, 2011. 

11. On information and belief, THL�s central data centers or servers for its 

Goods/Services of TENCENTWEIBO have always been hosted and based in China as of 

October 25, 2011. 

12. On information and belief, THL's central data centers or servers for its 

Goods/Services of TENCENTWEIBO have been fully open to, accessible by, and/or 

controlled by a foreign government as of October 25, 2011. 

13. On information and belief, THL's central data centers or servers for its 

Goods/Services of THL's other trademark applications, including Serial Numbers 

85455432, 85876114, 85767185, 85980053, 85687478, 85725040, 85888910, were fully 

open to, accessible by, and/or controlled by a foreign government as of the filing dates of 

THL's applications. 

14. On information and belief, to the extent that THL had any Goods/Services 

of TENCENTWEIBO in the U.S. market, it did not have export control permits required 

by U.S. laws before exporting technologies of related Goods/Services to certain 

countries, including China, as of the filing date of THL's Application. 
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C. THL and Its Opposition to the TENCENT Application 

15. On or about October 16, 2012, THL filed a Notice of Opposition to 

Delson�s application for the TENCENT Mark, on the ground of likelihood confusion 

(Opposition No. 91207516). 

16. On or about August 21, 2013, THL filed a motion for summary judgment, 

which the Board denied.  The opposition proceeded to its trial stage.  

17. On or about January 22, 2014, toward the end of its trial period, THL filed 

a motion to suspend its own opposition proceeding on the basis that its 

TENCENTWEIBO application had been allowed for publication.  The Board granted the 

motion to suspend the proceeding, with the understanding that Delson would file a notice 

of opposition when TENCENTWEIBO was published, and that the two oppositions 

would then be consolidated. 

II. CLAIM ONE: LIKELIHOOD OF CONFUSION 

18. Delson incorporates by reference the foregoing paragraphs as if they are 

fully set forth herein. 

19. Delson�s common law right in the TENCENT mark predates both the 

filing date and the priority date of TENCENTWEIBO under Section 7(c) of the 

Trademark Act, 15 U.S.C. § 1057(c).  Delson�s right in the TENCENT mark is superior 

to THL�s right in TENCENTWEIBO. 

20. TENCENTWEIBO is the combination of TENCENT and WEIBO.  

�WEIBO� means �microblog� in Chinese and is thus generic.  Adding WEIBO to 

TENCENT does not distinguish TENCENTWEIBO from TENCENT. 

21. Delson and THL have the same or similar Goods/Services in the field of 

information and communication technology.  Delson frequently used TENCENT to 

market and promote its research and development, online social networking, online 

publications, trainings, consultancy and advisory, broadcasting during conferences, 

business consulting and management, technical and business networking, hardware and 
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software, design documents, and technical publications.  These businesses of Delson 

under TENCENT overlap considerably with TENCENTWEIBO�s scope of use.  

22. Allowing THL to register TENCENTWEIBO would create confusion 

among U.S. consumers to associate TENCENTWEIBO with Delson and TENCENT with 

THL.  Customers would mistakenly believe that the Goods/Services offered by Delson 

and THL are related, associated, co-branded, or marketed in the same or similar channels 

of sales and channels of marketing and advertising.  THL�s application for 

TENCENTWEIBO should be rejected based on Section 2(d) of the Trademark Act, 15 

U.S.C. § 1052(d). 

III. CLAIM TWO: DECEPTION AND FALSE CONNECTION 

23. Delson incorporates by reference the foregoing paragraphs as if they are 

fully set forth herein. 

24. Delson had established the association between TENCENT and itself in 

the relevant areas of goods and services prior to the priority date of THL�s Application.  

25. By using TENCENTWEIBO to mark its goods and services, THL 

misrepresents to the public that the goods and services are from the same source as those 

offered by Delson under the mark TENCENT, thus falsely suggesting a connection to the 

public between Delson�s and THL�s goods and services.   

26. THL�s Application for TENCENTWEIBO should be rejected under 

Section 2(a) of the Trademark Act, 15 U.S.C. 1052(a). 

IV. PRAYER FOR RELIEF 

The Board should sustain Delson�s objection to U.S. Trademark Application 

Serial No. 85455475, and should reject and strike the registration.
