OPPOSER’S RESPONSE TO THE TRADEMARK TRIAL AND APPEAL BOARD ORDER

(8/12/16 - Before Cataldo, Mermelstein, and Shaw, Administrative Trademark Judges) TO SHOW

CAUSE WHY SUMMARY JUDGEMENT SHOULD NOT BE ENTERED AGAINST OPPOSER
ON THE FRAUD CLAIM AS WELL

Maurice D. Landers (“Opposer”) representing itself hereby submits this response to the Trademark Trial
and Appeal Board order (8/12/16) to show cause why summary judgement should not be entered against
Opposer on the fraud claim as well (Fed. R. Civ. P. 56(f)), and respectfully requests that the Trademark
Trial and Appeal Board not enter summary judgement against Opposer on the fraud claim as well.

Opposer believes that Applicant committed fraud and intended to deceive for the following reasons (i.e.
Opposer will show cause why summary judgement should not be entered against Opposer on the fraud
claim as well):

Regarding TTAB Decision 8/12/16 - Before Cataldo, Mermelstein, and Shaw, Administrative Trademark
Judges (Page 7, second paragraph).

“By the Board:

Opposer’s fraud claim is based on Applicant’s alleged false averment that “to the best of its knowledge
and belief no other person, firm, corporation, or association has the right to use the mark in commerce,
either in the identical form thereof or in such near resemblance thereto as to be likely, when used on or in
connection with the goods/services of such other person, to cause confusion, or to cause mistake, or to
deceive.” Such averment is made as part of a declaration of bona fide intent to use the mark in commerce
that is attached to a request for extension of protection of an international registration when such request
is received by the International Bureau for transmittal to the USPTO. See Trademark Act Sections 60(5)
and 66(a), 15 U.S.C. §§ 1141(5) and 1141f(a); TMEP §§ 1902.05 and 1904.01(c) (April 2016).”




Therefore, bona fide intent is required of Applicant.

The word “doubt” is neither implicit nor explicit in the words “bona fide” and “intent” (used separately or
together).

Applicant, in an email to Opposer on 10/17/11 (Notice of Opposition, Exhibit 3) stated in part:

“The last thing on our minds would be to discommode you in your efforts by causing any confusion for
you. Our prescence in New York will be minimal, unless we have another reception such as the one on
24" in Lily O’Briens I doubt the name will reappear as Jack and Jill is our banner. There is no intention to
have a permament being in NYC.”

Since Applicant stated that *“...I doubt the name will reappear...”, the Applicant did not have a bona fide
intent to use the Shamrock Fund mark three days after its 10/14/11 declaration, as the word “doubt” is
neither implicit nor explicit in the words “bona fide” and “intent”. Regardless of whether Applicant had
“another reception such as the one on 24™ in Lily O’Briens” (which I don’t believe it had), “doubt”
represented the then current state of mind of the Applicant. Because Applicant had a doubt about its use
of the trademark only three days after its 10/14/11 declaration, Applicant did not have a bona fide intent
to use the mark in commerce.

Words such as “objective”, “goal”, “target”, “plan”, “ambition”, “aspiration”, “purpose” are related to the
word “intent”. Source - Thesaurus.com. Therefore, the word “intent” has a temporal element that implies
continuity, whereby Applicant is required to have a bona fide intent to use the Shamrock Fund mark from
the time Applicant made its declaration on 10/14/11. Because Applicant did not have a bona fide intent on
10/17/11, its intent therefore was not continuous (and its claim of mark invalidated), and Applicant
knowingly made a false, material misrepresentation in connection with its application to register the
Shamrock Fund on 10/26/11. Intent is not a momentary state of mind, rather an ongoing commitment post
declaration in this case.

Additionally, by latest 10/17/11, Applicant knew that Opposer was using the Shamrock Fund mark, yet
Applicant failed to disclose (omission) this information in its application/declaration on 10/26/11. (Notice
of Opposition, Exhibit 3 “I got a signal via the Ireland Fund last week about Failte 32& Shamrock Fund”)
See also:

Notice of Opposition and Notice of Opposition (Exhibit 2),

Exhibit A, “Letter 101014” under heading “FRAUD”,

Exhibit B, “To Jonathan Irwin” (Opposer’s reply to Exhibit A above),

(Exhibit B, Exhibit E and Exhibit C (page. 4, from paragraph 4) constitute Opposer’s answer to
Applicant’s Interrogatory No. 28).

Interrogatory No. 28 Applicant’s Response to Opposer’s Interrogatories.

Applicant had a responsibility to declare this information in its application/declaration on 10/26/11
regardless of whether it is claiming 10/14/11 as its filing date. This information is material, and the only
reason a person of sound mind would not disclose it is not because it would cause a great deal of burden
to Applicant but rather to deceive. Even if Applicant is claiming 10/14/11 as its filing date, by latest
10/17/11 Applicant knew of Opposer’s use of the same mark. Since Applicant knew that Opposer was
using the mark (and therefore might have the right to use the mark in commerce), Applicant should not
have declared on 10/26/11 that “to the best of its knowledge and belief no other person, firm, corporation,
or association has the right to use the mark in commerce, either in the identical form thereof or in such
near resemblance thereto as to be likely, when used on or in connection with the goods/services of such
other person, to cause confusion, or to cause mistake, or to deceive.” as Applicant knew by this stage that
Opposer was claiming the right to use the mark in commerce. The Applicant cannot make such a
declaration once another person (Opposer) has made known to Applicant its (Opposer’s) claim to the
mark, without first confirming the validity of Opposer’s claim via the USPTO/TTAB. Had Applicant not
received “...a signal via the Ireland Fund...” and not communicated with Opposer on 10/17/11,
Applicant’s declaration would have been true. Therefore, Applicant’s declaration was knowingly false.

According to Notice of Opposition (Exhibit 3), by latest 10/17/11, or possibly as early as 10/10/11 (“I got
a signal via the Ireland Fund last week about Failte 32& Shamrock Fund”), Applicant knew there was in
fact another use of the same or a confusingly similar mark at the time the oath/declaration was signed by
Applicant on 10/26/11, and quite possibly before the oath was signed by Applicant on 10/14/11 (“The last
thing on our minds would be to discommode you in your efforts by causing any confusion for you.”)

If Applicant believed that Opposer was not “possessed of a superior or clearly established right to use the
same or a substantially identical mark for the same or substantially identical goods or services as those in
connection with which registration is sought” (TTAB Decision 8/12/16, By the Board, footnote 11),
Applicant could not have made this statement i.e. “The last thing on our minds would be to discommode
you in your efforts by causing any confusion for you.”. Since Applicant was aware of the possibility of
confusion in its use of the Shamrock Fund mark (attesting to Applicants state of mind) Applicant could
only have believed that Opposer had superior rights over the mark because the Applicant has placed the
Opposer in a position of priority by admitting that it does not want to cause Opposer “any confusion”. If
Applicant believed it had precedence over the mark, it would have stated that Opposer is causing
confusion. The above statement therefore would have read “The last thing on your mind should be to
discommode us in our efforts by causing any confusion for us”. And how could Applicant “discommode”
Opposer if it didn’t believe that Opposer had rights in the mark superior to applicant’s. Additionally,
Applicant clearly knew that Opposer was claiming ownership of “the same or a substantially identical
mark for the same or substantially identical goods or services as those in connection with which




registration is sought”. See Notice of Opposition (Exhibit 3), and Exhibit A, “Letter 101014”, under
“CONCLUSION”

Therefore, Applicant knew that the other user (Opposer) had rights in the mark superior to applicant’s,
and believed that a likelihood of confusion would result from Applicant’s use of the Shamrock Fund
mark.

Additionally, it would seem reasonable to assume that if Applicant was cognisant of another person using
what Applicant deemed belonged to it, it would have made it clear to Opposer at this stage that Opposer
could not use the Shamrock Fund mark, rather than state that “The last thing on our minds would be to
discommode you in your efforts by causing any confusion for you.” See Notice of Opposition (Exhibit 3).

Opposer would then have had a fair opportunity to challenge Applicant’s claim prior to Applicant’s filing
on 10/26/11.

Since Applicant has claimed 10/14/11 as its priority date, and stated in an email to Opposer three days
later that “There is no intention to have a permament being in NYC.” (Notice of Opposition, Exhibit 3),
Applicant’s declaration of bona fide intent on 10/26/11 was false. Is not Applicant required to use, or
intend to use, its mark in all 50 States without having the intention not to use it in one or more States? If
this is not the case, Applicant could have no intention of using its mark in 40, indeed 49, of the 50 States
and still lawfully retain its Federal trademark. See Exhibit F, Letter from Dixon 021015 under “iii
PRIORITY DATE” and “iv THREATENED INVALIDATION OF THE MARK?” particularly paragraph
2 sentence 1.

Additionally, since Applicant’s U.S. launch of “The Jack and Jill Shamrock Fund” was held in New
York, and Applicant stated seven days before its launch on October 24, 2011 that “There is no intention to
have a permament being in NYC.” (Notice of Opposition, Exhibit 3), Applicant therefore did not have a
bona fide intent to use the mark in U.S. commerce. See also Exhibit C, “Letter to Dixon 012815-1-1”
(Exhibit 9).

“Opposer alleges in paragraphs 8 through 14 of the notice of opposition (1 TTABVUE 5-6) that, in view
of e-mail exchanges between Opposer’s representative and Applicant’s officers prior to the filing of
Applicant’s involved application, Applicant knew, when it filed that application, that “Opposer was using
[his] trademark for SHAMROCK FUND, and claiming trademark rights to the same for [his] chartiable
fundraising services” and therefore committed fraud by making the aforementioned false averment in its
application. Although these allegations do not expressly refer to an intent to deceive, we find that, taken
together, they allege enough factual matter to constitute a sufficient pleading of a fraud claim. See
DaimlerChrysler Corp., 94 USPQ2d at 1088-89.”.

See TTAB Decision 8/12/16, By the Board, page 9, second paragraph.

I would like to make a correction to the allegation made in paragraph 10 of the Notice of Opposition.
Applicant did not receive a copy of the email in Exhibit 1 (Notice of Opposition) prior to October 26,
2011. My previous lawyer made this error. I hope this doesn’t affect Board’s decision above that
“Although these allegations do not expressly refer to an intent to deceive, we find that, taken together,




they allege enough factual matter to constitute a sufficient pleading of a fraud claim. See DaimlerChrysler
Corp., 94 USPQ2d at 1088-89.”.

I don’t believe it should based on remaining paragraphs 8, 9, 11, 12, 13 and 14.

I believe the reason for my previous lawyer’s error is becausm

Applicant’s response to Opposer’s Interrogatory No. 3 (in Applicant’s Response to Opposer’s
Interrogatories) states in part that “The Applicant launched a new fundraising appeal, called The
Shamrock Fund, in New York on 24" October 2011 at Lily O’Brien’s Chocolate Café in Manhattan.”

This answer by Applicant is false. The Applicant launched “The Jack and Jill Shamrock Fund”, a totally
different trademark. See also Exhibit C, “Letter to Dixon 012815-1-1" (Exhibit 9), an email inviting
recipients to the launch of “The Jack and Jill Shamrock Fund” in New York.

Note 1: Applicant’s communications with Opposer were made through both Forde Campbell LLC

(www .fordelaw.com) and Lewis & Lin LLC (www.ilawco.com). I assume therefore that both law firms
represent Applicant? On TTABVUE, “NOTICE AND TRIAL DATES SENT; ANSWER DUE:” has a
date of 9/10/2014. The Applicant’s lawyer on this notice is Roberto Ledesma of Lewis & Lin LLC. Forde
Campbell is the Applicant’s lawyer in communications received by Opposer from Applicant on 10/10/14
(Exhibit A, “Letter 101014”) and 02/10/15 (Exhibit F)

Note 2: Applicant’s Response to Opposer’s Interrogatories is signed by a Daniel Murphy, Director, Jack
and Jill Foundation Limited. However, Interrogatory No. 5 does not have a Daniel Murphy listed as a
person involved in The Shamrock Fund? Should not the Answers to the Interrogatories be signed by one
or more of those listed in Interrogatory No. 5?7

Note 3: Since the copy provided by Applicant in its Motion for Summary Judgement of Applicant’s
Response to Qpposer’s Request For Production does not include the actual Opposer requests, rather only
the Applicant’s responses, I have included the original complete copy of Opposer’s First Set Of
Document Requests To Applicant, just in case it might add clarity to my case. Exhibit H

“In addition, a plaintiff claiming that the declaration or oath in defendant’s application for registration
was executed fraudulently, in that there was another use of the same or a confusingly similar mark at the
time the oath was signed, must allege particular facts which, if proven, would establish that: (1) there was
in fact another use of the same or a confusingly similar mark at the time the oath was signed; (2) the other
user had legal rights superior to applicant’s; (3) applicant knew that the other user had rights in the mark




superior to applicant’s, and either believed that a likelihood of confusion would result from applicant’s
use of its mark or had no reasonable basis for believing otherwise; and that (4) applicant, in failing to
disclose these facts to the Patent and Trademark Office, intended to procure a registration to which it was
not entitled.11 * : “a -

Foot note 11: “A declaration “is phrased in terms of a subjective belief, such that it is difficult, if not
impossible, to prove objective falsity and fraud so long as the affiant or declarant has an honestly held,
good faith belief.” J. Thomas McCarthy, McCarthy on Trademarks and Unfair Competition, § 31:76 (4th
ed. 2015) (emphasis in original). An applicant’s failure to disclose to the USPTO the asserted rights of
another party is not fraudulent unless the applicant knew that the other party was possessed of a superior
or clearly established right to use the same or a substantially identical mark for the same or substantially
identical goods or services as those in connection with which registration is sought. Thus, if the parties’
respective marks and goods or services are not substantially identical, then the applicant may have a
reasonable basis for believing that contemporaneous use of such marks by the parties, on or in connection
with their respective goods or services, is not likely to cause confusion. Intellimedia Sports Inc., 43
USPQ2d at 1207.”

The Applicant has not provided any evidence of ‘use’ so far, so I'm not quite sure how it can claim not to
have ever ceased use?”

Since Applicant voluntarily gave an example of an email (Exhibit S, RS5. JJ Use) sent to a number of
recipients to substantiate its use of the mark (even though Opposer understands that Applicant does not
bear the burden of proof), therefore Opposer’s email on September 1, 2011 (See Notice of Opposition,
Exhibit 1) to a number of recipients must also substantiate Opposer’s use of the same mark prior to
10/14/11, because Opposer’s email effectively serves the same purpose as that of Applicant’s i.e. launch,
invite (in the case of Opposer’s email, IWT J-1 visa holders were invited to apply).

Applicant states in Exhibit A, “Letter 101014”, page 1 (not the cover letter), last paragraph, last sentence,
“We note that an email dated 1% September 2011, which purports to launch a fund called the “Shamrock
Fund” is annexed to the Opposition. While this may be evidence of an intention on your client’s part to
use the unregistered Mark, it does not evidence actual use of the mark — a trademark cannot simply be
‘reserved’ by sending an email including the text to a number of recipients.”, yet Applicant provides “RS.
JJ Use” (i.e. an email including the text sent to a number of recipients) as evidence of its use of the mark.




Applicant can’t claim its email as evidence of use (per signed interrogatories), while dismissing
Opposer’s email as evidencing only an intention to use the mark. Applicant is contradicting itself.

Therefore, Opposer respectfully requests that the Trademark Trial and Appeal Board not enter summary
judgement against Opposer on the fraud claim as well.

We are the lawyers for Jack and Jill Foundation Limited {our client), the applicant for registration of the
text, THE SHAMROCK FUND’ (the Mark) as a trademark in the US (such application, Application). We have
recently received a copy of the opposition (Opposition) filed by your firm on behalf of Mr. Maurice D.
Landers (your client/ the Opposer). We do not believe that the grounds on which the Opposition is based
are sustainable for the reasons set out below. :

PRIOR RIGHTS

From the points pleaded in the Opposition, your client does not appear to be the proprietor of a registered
trademark either identical with or similar to the Mark. Your client’s position {which our client disputes) is
that he has acquired rights in and to the text, “THE SHAMROCK FUND’ within the United States on the basis
of his use of the text “in interstate commerce” for “the business of offering charitable services and
charitable fundraising services” (the mark claimed by your client, the Unregistered Trademark). His use, it
is claimed, predates the filing date (26 October 2011) and priority date (14" October 2011) of our client’s
Application. It is also claimed that his use of the Unregistered Trademark has been “continuous” and
“serves to indicate to the trade and consuming public the services originating from the Opposer.”

On the basis that your client has a prior right in the Unregistered Trademark, it is claimed that registration
and use of the Mark by our client is likely to cause “confusion, deception and mistake” and that its use of
the Mark “interferes” with your client’s use of his Unregistered Mark. in addition, it is claimed that our
client’s use of or the registration of the Mark will “seriously damage” your client.

Our client does not accept that your client has prior rights as claimed. Firstly, your client has not provided
any evidence substantiating his claim to have made use of his Unregistered Trademark. We note that an
email dated 1 September 2011, which purports to launch a fund called the ‘Shamrock Fund’ is annexed to
the Opposition. While this may be evidence of an intention on your client’s part to use the Unregistered
Mark, it does not evidence actual use of the Mark — a trademark cannot simply be “reserved’ by sending an
email including the text to a number of recipients.
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Secondly, even if your client were able to prove actual use of the Unregistered Mark for the purpose of
providing charitable services, he would still need to substantiate his claim that such use has been
continuous. No evidence is provided in the Opposition to show that the Unregistered Trademark is
currently being used. We note that the domain name, ‘shamrockfund.org’, which is owned by your client, is
currently being used to promote car hire in Hawail. A screenshot of the website accessible via the domain
name in question is appended hereto at Annex 1. If this is the only use which is currently being made of
your client’s Unregistered Trademark, his claim as to continuous use is untenable, and undermines any
argument that he is the proprietor of any current rights in and to the Unregistered Trademark.

If this is the case, it is also difficult to see how our client’s use of the Mark for charitable services could
generate any “confusion, deception and mistake” on the part of the public; how it could interfere with your
client’s use of the Unregistered Trademark; or cause any “serious damage” whatsoever to your client by
confusing the public.

DILUTION

A further ground claimed by your client in the Opposition is that the use or registration of the Mark will
“lessen or diminish the capacity of the Opposer’s fomous Trademark SHAMROCK FUND to identify and
distinguish the services offered by the Opposer...”

To be “famous” under the Lanham Act, a trademark must be “widely recognized by the general consuming
public of the United States as a designation of source of the goods or services of the mark’s owner.” Factors
such as the duration, extent and geographical reach of advertising of the mark as well as the extent of
actual recognition of the mark will be considered. No evidence of extensive use by vour client of the
Unregistered Trademark is provided in the Opposition. Indeed in the email correspondence from vour
client to Senator Mary Ann O’Brien and Jonathan Irwin (attached as exhibit 2 in the Opposition), your client
describes his organisation, Failte32, as:

“o purely voluntary initiative that was organized by a few business people in the Irish Americon
community in New York, with the support of over 20 affilioted Irish American organizations and
numerous strategic partners...”

and expresses his view that “the announcement of the Shamrock Fund * would have been communicated
to most of the main players in the Irish American community in New York.” It is extremely unlikely that
awareness of the Unregistered Trademark by the main players in that very distinct community would meet
the requisite threshold to be considered “famous” for the purpose of the Lanham Act. As such, our client
does not accept the dilution of the Unregistered Trademark as a valid ground upon which to oppose its
Application.

FRAUD
The third ground claimed by your client in his Opposition, is that our client made a fraudulent declaration

when submitting the Application. In order to make the Application, our client was required to certify, under
penalty of perjury, that to the best of its knowledge and belief the Applicant was entitled to use the Mark in

b
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commerce, and that no other entity had the right to so use the Mark {Declaration). Your client claims that
this Declaration was made falsely by our client. Three emails are appended to the Opposition which purport
to evidence your client’s claim that, at the time of making the Application, our client was aware of your
client’s rights in the Unregistered Trademark. The first exhibit is a copy of an emall sent to a number of
recipients on 1 September 2011, announcing the launch of a fund called the ‘Shamrock Fund ™. Our client
does not appear to be included among the list of recipients of the email.

Exhibit 2 is a copy of an email dated 16 October 2011, sent from your client to Senator Mary Ann O’Brien
and Jonathan Irwin, the CEO of our client. In the body of the email, your client claims that the Shamrock
Fund has recently been launched, and states that your client has applied for the registration of the
Unregistered Trademark in New York state; that he owns the domain name, shamrockfund.org, and that he
has filed for reservation of the “Shamrock Fund” as a corporate name with the New York State Department.
It is not stated whether the domain name, corporate name or state registration were intended for use in
connection with the fund itself or for other purposes (as aforementioned the domain name does not
appear to have been used in connection with the provision of any charitable services). Our client does not
deny receiving the email. However, we would highlight the fact that the email was received by our client
after the Application was filed on 14 October 2011. A copy of the Declaration is attached hereto at Annex 2.

The third exhibit attached to the Opposition is a copy of an email sent from Mr. Irwin to your client, dated
17 October 2011. In the email, our client indicates that he heard about the Shamrock Fund from
conversations “last week”. It is unclear why this email would be exhibited as evidence of our client’s
knowledge of the rights claimed by your client. The 17 October was a Monday. As such, this email proves
nothing more than that our client became aware of vague facts prior to 17 October — which could clearly
have been after the Declaration was signed. In any event, speculation about what our client knew or did
not know about your client prior to 17 October is neither here nor there and completely academic. What is
clear from the email exhibited, however, is that our client had instructed his lawyers {our firm) to file the
Application some months prior to the date of the email in question. Indeed instructions were first received
by our firm on 29 August 2011. A copy of the instructing email sent by our client to this firm together with
our response is attached hereto at Annex 3.

To put the matter into context, the idea to use the Mark had originated with our client at the start of
August 2011 - almost 4 weeks prior to any announcement which may have been made by yvour client. The
idea was conceived by Mr. Irwin after he spotted a photograph of a 1917 poster bearing the slogan, ‘the
Shamrock Fund’, which appeared in the Irish Times on 6 August 2011. In or around 25 August, our client
instructed a designer to adapt the poster for our client’s use. In other words, our client’s decision to
register the Mark originated from ideas completely independent of your client. A copy of the article in the
newspaper, along with the email thread between our client and the designer is attached at Annex 4.

CONCLUSION

We have advised our client that the grounds upon which your client’s Opposition is based are not
sustainable. As such, our client is determined to fight the Opposition should it be necessary to do so.
However, our client is mindful that both parties work for charitable purposes and that their funds could
therefore be much better directed than fighting a trademark opposition.

o
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If your client were able to show that it has continuously used the Unregisterad Trademark for charitable
purposes (including the geographical extent of such use) from a date prior to our client’s origination of its
Mark, then our client would be prepared to enter into negotiations with your client to see if some kind of
co-existence agreement could be agreed. To this end, our client has requested that vour client provide
further information in respect of its use of the Unregistered Trademark in order to assist the parties in
ascertaining whether an agreement might be a possibility.

In light of the proximity of the deadline for responding to the formal Opposition, we would request that the
information be provided as a matter of urgency and in any event within 5 working days of the date of this
letter. If we do not receive the information requested within this timeframe, our client will file a formal
rebuttal to the Opposition, which will have cost implications for both parties. Our client very much hopes to
avoid this outcome and looks forward to finding an amicable resolution between the parties.

In the meantime, all of our client’s rights are reserved.

| would first like to refer back to your email reply to me on October 17 2011, and | will
then address your lawyer's reply to my lawyer's opposition to your registration of the
Shamrock Fund.

In your email, you had told me that “.../ doubt the name will reappear as Jack and Jill is
our banner”, but you then proceed to register the Shamrock Fund with the USPTO on
October 26, 2011, approx. 2 weeks later. Why would you do that?

| was also under the impression that you were temporarily going to use the words
Shamrock Fund in conjunction with the words Jack and Jill:




“We are using the name solely as an addition to The Jack and Jill Childrens

Foundation....”.

After all, that is how you had worded it for your reception on October 24th 2011 "The
Jack and Jill Shamrock Fund".

| will now address your lawyer's reply to my lawyer's opposition to your registration of
the Shamrock Fund.

Page 1 of your lawyer's reply, paragraph 3 under heading PRIOR RIGHTS, second to
last line:

“... - a trademark cannot simply be 'reserved' by sending an email including the text to a
number of recipients.”

Yes, | agree, a trademark cannot necessarily be reserved by just sending an email, but
your lawyer's statement would only apply to a situation where | have not yet offered or
received donations. | did offer financial support under the Shamrock Fund when |
launched it, so your lawyer's point is a moot one. And although | did receive requests for
financial support almost immediately after the launch of the Shamrock Fund, even if |
didn't, 7-8 weeks is not a reasonable time for you to claim that the Shamrock Fund is
not in use, as the offer of financial support was continuously out there. The below link is
a newsletter | sent out on October 24, 2011 (coincidentally 2 days before you registered
my Shamrock Fund name)

| will substantiate my claim (particularly "use" from the time | launched the Shamrock
Fund on September 1, 2011 to the time you filed an application to register the
Shamrock Fund on October 26, 2011), but regardless, your claim of my Shamrock Fund
name seems very aggressive 7-8 weeks after | launched the Fund. After a first
charitable fund is launched, it seems quite predatory for another established charitable
organization to claim ownership of the same name just 7-8 weeks later.




Same paragraph, line 4:

"We note that the domain name, 'shamrockfund.org’, which is owned by your client, is
currently being used to promote car hire in Hawaii."

My website has not yet been developed, and although my hosting company (Network
Solutions) is advertising for various types of businesses, this does not detract from my
use of the Shamrock Fund for my services since September 1, 2011. As you are
probably aware, operation of a website is not required to maintain trademark rights.

Paragraph 5, your lawyer states:

"...it is also difficult to see how our client's use of the mark for charitable services could
generate any "confusion, deception and mistake" on the part of the public; how it could
interfere with your client's use of the Unregistered Trademark; or cause any "serious
damage" whatsoever to your client by confusing the public."

| will refer back to your email to me on October 17, 2011 where you state "The last thing
on our minds would be to discommode you in your efforts by causing any confusion for
you.” Your very own words! Clearly, you also recognized that my use predated your
October 17, 2011 e-mail to me. This is going to be an easy one.

Under the heading DILUTION, second paragraph, your lawyer's statement that | can't
claim the Shamrock Fund to be "famous” under the Lanham Act, | will have to check
this with my lawyer. Perhaps your lawyer is right, but this claim is not the main basis for
my opposition. And the Irish and Irish American community whom | sent my newsletter
out to would certainly represent a large readership here in the U.S. that might very well
render the Shamrock Fund "famous”.

Under the heading FRAUD, (longest section in your lawyer's reply), paragraph 2, line 6:

"It is not stated whether the domain name, corporate name or state registration were
intended for use in connection with the fund itself or for other purposes (as
aforementioned the domain name does not appear to have been used in connection
with the provision of any charitable services)."

Your lawyer certainly seems to be scraping the bottom of the barrel with that one. Try
telling that to a judge! And again, the portal page that Network Solutions set up as a
default website has very little to do with me, so your lawyer's point is again a moot one.

Same paragraph, second to last line:

| notice that your lawyer provides the DECLARATION OF INTENTION TO USE THE

In response to your letter to me dated October 2, 2014, and your more recent follow up letter,
please accept my apologies for the delay in getting back to you. I have had a number of personal
difficulties these past few months (including the toss of my step father and my mother’s health
issues).

We can certainly proceed with the opposition if your client would prefer, but there really
won’t be much hope for it before the TTAB. As you are aware, Mr. Landers has prior common law
rights over the trademark SHAMROCK. FUND (with or without THE) in the United Statcs. My
client provided additional evidence of his priotity to your client directly through his ¢-mail to
Jonathan Irwin dated November 24, 2014. A review of the facts will leave no doubt about the issue
of priority.

Exhibit 1 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail and accompanying newsletter which was first
published by Maurice Landers on August 22, 201 1. Therein, Mr. Landers stated that his organization
would soon Jaunch the SHAMROCK FUND, and provided further information about the scope of
the charitable services to be offered using the SHAMROCK FUND trademark. Although the printed
newsletter shows the date that I prinied it (i.e., January 23, 2013), the identical newsletter was
published and made available through the e-mail from August 22, 2011, which appears in Exhibit 1.
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Exhibit 2 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail chain from August 29, 2011 through August
31, 2011 between Maurice Landers, Fionuala Pender and Conor Foley. In this e-mail chain, Mr.
[Landers told Mr. Foley about the availability of the SHAMROCK FUND on August 29, 2011. Ms.
Pender offered a reduced rate for IIBN membership for those applying through the SHAMROCK
FUND.

Exhibit 3 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail dated August 31, 2011, from Maurice
Landers to an individual named Dermot Hartigan. Therein, Mr. Landers stated:

We will soon be launching a new fund called the Shamrock Fund, to assist those who
have been finding it difficult to find employment in the U.S. Click on the link below
for further details.

In this exhibit, Mr. Hartigan had wrilten to Mr. Landers on August 30, 2011, inquiring about
the scope of services which were being offered by Mr. Landers.

The link provided in this exhibit is to Exhibit 1, which was available online as of August 22,
2011.

Exhibit 4 1s a true and correct copy of the e-mail sent on September 1, 2011, by Maurice
Landers to a host of individuals, annourcing the launch of the SHAMROCK FUND. This appears
in the Notice of Opposition.

Following the September 1, 2011 launch of the SHAMROCK FUND, Mr. Landers received
a litany of requests for information about the SHAMROCK FUND, and he began offering his
services to the national Irish-American and international communities at that time using this
trademark.

Exhibit 5 is a true and cotrect copy of an e-mail dated September 1, 2011 from Jim Lamb,
Honorary Consul General of Ireland and President of the Ireland Institute of Pittsburgh, to Dermot
Hartigan and Maurice Landers. In this e-matl, Mr. Lamb offers his help in any way he can. This e-
mail contains the earlier e-mail from Maurice Landers, indicating the impending launch of Mr.
Landers’ charitable fundraising services using the SHAMROCK FUND trademark.

Exhibit 6 is a true and cotrect copy of an e-mail dated September 2, 2011 from the Coalition
of Irish Immigration Centers to Maurice Landers, inquiring whether the Coalition can put the
information on the launch of the SHAMROCK FUND in its September, 2011 ncwsletter. As
provided in such e-mail, “it is very newsworthy!!”

Exhibit 7 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail dated September 2, 2011 from Tom Healy
to Maurice Landers, commenting on the SHAMROCK FUND and indicating that it should be very
hetpful.
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Exhibit 8 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail chain dated September 14, 2011 from
sSeamus McDaid to the webmaster of Failte 32 (Maurice Landers). In this e-mail, Mr. McDaid stated
that he wanted to apply for the SHAMROCK FUND. In this e-mail chain, Mr. Landers stated to Mr.
Mc¢Daid that the SHAMROCK FUND would pay for his annual membership to the Irish Business
Organization and the Irish Network.

Exhibit 9 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail dated October 7, 2011, sent by Lorctta
Brennan Glucksman, Chairman of the American Ireland Fund, to a host of people. In such e-mail,
Ms. Glucksman stated that the Jack and Jill Children’s Foundation and Jonathan Irwin, among
others, were launching The Jack and Jill Shamrock Fund in New York. This exhibit makes it clear
that by October 7, 2011, Mr. Irwin and your client had set a launch date to begin using The Jack and
Jill Shamrock Fund as a service mark.

Exhibit 10 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail chain dated October 9, 2011 from Donal
O’Conghaile to Maurice Landers. In this e-mail chain, Ms. O’Conghaile first wrote to Mr. Landers
on September 1, 2011 and stated, “The Shamrock fund is a brilliant idea and the timing of its launch
could not be better for me. I’d love to avail of the Fund...” Mr. Landers wrote further on September
6, 2011, and Ms. O’Conghaile thanked him for being included in the Shamrock Fund.

Exhibit 11 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail dated October 16, 2011, from Maurice
Landers to Senator Mary Ann O’Brien and Jonathan Irwin, You have already seen this e-mail in the
Notice of Opposition and this has been discussed at length between the parties.

Exhibit 12 1s a true and correct copy of an e-mail dated October 17, 2011, from Jonathan
[rwin to Maurice Landers. You have already seen this e-mail in the Notice of Opposition and this
has been discussed between the parties. Notably, Mr. Irwin recognized that Mr. Landers had already
been using THE SHAMROCK FUND, and Mr. Irwin did not want “to discommode you in your
efforts by causing any confusion for you. Qur prescence {sic] in New York will be minimal. ... 1
doubt the name will reappear as Jack and Jill is our banner. Thete is no intention to have a
permanent being in NYC.”

Exhibit 13 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail chain from October 19, 2011 through
October 21, 201 [, from Megan Maguire to Maurice Landers. In this e-mail chain, Mr. Landers told
Ms. Maguire about the launch of the SHAMROCK FUND, and Ms. Maguire told Mr. Landers that
the information has been most helpful.

Exhibit 14 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail chain from October 21, 2011 through
October 24, 2011, from Joseph Long to Maurice Landers. In this e-mail chain, Mr. Landers told Mr.
Long about the launch of the SHAMROCK FUND, and he offered various services using this
trademark.
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Exhibit 15 is a true and correct copy of an e-mail dated October 24, 2011 from Maurice
Landers to various individuals concerning an update to the SHAMROCK FUND. In such e-mail,
Mr. Landers summarized the progress of his charitable services using the SHAMROCK FUND
trademark.

As shown in these exhibits, there is more than enough evidence supporting Mr. Landers’ use
of the trademark SHAMROCK FUND for his charitable services at least as early as September 1,
2011. There 1s a lot of continuing evidence of use (representative samples of which are attached in
Exhibits 16-20). Your claim that there is no evidence of continuing use is without merit.

Exhibit 21 is a further showing of the goodwill which the SHAMROCK FUND trademark
has generated. This contains a letier dated November 10, 2014 from Philanthropy Ventures, LLC
to Maurice Landers at the Shamrock Fund. This letter evidences the HaloCard Visa giving platform
which has been in place since May, 2013, using the SHAMROCK FUND trademark for charitable
fundraising purposes.

The evidence firmly demonstrates that Mr. Landers began using his trademark SHAMROCK
FUND by September 1,2011. Moreover, the evidence is clear that Jonathan Irwin, the CEO of your
client, was aware of Mr. Landers’ prior use at a time when he could have made alternate plans to use
the trademark THE SHAMROCK FUND. In his e-mail of October 17,2011 (Exhibit 12), Mr. Irwin
stated that he did not want to “discommode” Mr. Landers, and that there was no intention by Mr.
[rwin’s company to “have a permanent being in NYC.” This might very well invalidate his
declaration from October 14, 2011 and his company’s resuiting application. In any event, it was
within Mr. Trwin’s power to change his business plans and not adopt the trademark THE
SHAMROCK FUND for his company’s charitable services. Instead, he proceeded forward with his
plans, taking the risk that he could later be found to violate Mr, Landers’ trademark rights. That is
where we are today.

Mr. Irwin’s statements to my client on October 17, 2011 are very troubling. Mr. Irwin told
Mr. Landers, in no uncertain terms, “I doubt the name [SHAMROCK FUND] will reappear as Jack
and Jill is our banner. There is no intention to have a permanent being in NYC.” If that is the case,
the company’s later application may be void as lacking a valid basis for filing.

Perhaps Mr. Irwin was operating on the mistaken belief that his company had applied for the
trademark THE SHAMROCK FUND “on a wotldwide basis” “some months ago.” This would have
been some months before October, 2011. Plainly, that is not the case. Your client’s international
application was filed beforc the Office for Harmonization in the Internal Market (OHIM) on October
26, 2011, the same date that it filed its extension of protection into the United States (the opposed
application). As you are aware, this is the earliest priority date that your client can rely upon for any
constructive use date in the United States. To date, we have scen no evidence of use predating our
client’s date of first use of the SHAMROCK FUND trademark. Thus, the cvidence points strongly
against your client when it comes to the issue of priority.
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As noted above, your claim that my client has not been using the trademark SHAMROCK
FUND for his charitable services because a website he owns, shamrockfund.org, is not in use, is
wholly without merit. A website is only one method of offering services under a trademark, and Mr.
Landers has offered his charitable services using SHAMROCK FUND through many different
means, including e-mail, telephone, newsletters, the mail, personal meetings, and the like. If a
website is used for click through revenue sharing by a third party, that does not detract from my
client’s trademark rights,

After you have reviewed the evidence of priority, let’s talk about the direction for this
opposition. We can certainly proceed forward, and the TTAB will be more than capable of deciding
the issue of priority on a motion for summary judgment.

Many of you are accustomed to our emails/newsietters. Some of you are seeing this for the firsttime. H you do
not have time to read our newsletter now, please print it out and read it later.

We would like to say that, since all Summer J1'ers will soon be heading back home, we at Fallte 32 were very
proud o have been able to offer them our support this Summer.

There certainly was a strong willingness to work among the students we came across. We think they were better
prepared this year based on the experience of those who came over last year. Many seemed to have a fallback
option of staying with or being employed by a contact from

home if all else failed, which was a smart strategy.

Although the current economic climate has made it more difficult to find work, the Irish can adapt very quickly and
can be very creative, as demonstrated by the number of J1'ers who found employment in a number of different
areas. This year and last, we found mostif not all J1‘ers to be highly motivated and great ambassadors for
Ireland in the U.S. The fact that they made the move to the U.S. in these dire times indicates how self-
metivated they are.

The Irish American community in NY reacted very positively this year to the influx of J1'ers. Many of our
affiliated organizations provided job search support through their Summer events, contacts and other resources
that helped put J1'ers in front of potential employers. This can only be complementary to the efforts of dedicated
organizations such as the Aisling Irish Community Center and Emerald Isle Immigration Genter which provide
amazing support all of the time.

The New York Irish Center is again offering a special rate to J1'ers to its upcoming ‘Guggenhaim Grotto in
Concert event (details below). We would like to thank the Arts and Community Center, Axis-Ballymun, for
offering a significantly discounted rate to J1'ers to its play in New York ‘the parling Glass’ by Dermot Bulger. Paul
Hurley, owner of O’Casey's, again this year provided weekly social evenings at O'Casey's, offering free food and
doliar beers to J1’ers, although it was not as well attended this year as last which might indicate that mast J1'ers
were too busy working, which is a good thing!

The Irish American media seemed to have had alot more coverage in their publications this Summer on the
challenges J1 visa holders face, and advice on how to overcome these challenges. Since Failte 32 launched its
unique community platform last year to iry to broaden |rish American community invelvement and engagementin
providing job support for J1 and other visa holders, it along with the Irish Examiner USA (spearheading the Failte
32 media effort) seems to be providing value to the Irish American media on this issue, including longer
established publications such as the Irish Voice who recently signed up for our Failte 32 newsletter, and
requested feedback from us for one of their recent J1 articles. This is certainly testament to the important rofe
Failte 32 has played since its launch only a year ago,
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We will soon launch our new Failte 32 support fund, called the Shamrock Fund . to support longer-term J1
visa holders who may be finding it difficult to find employment in the U.S. The Fund will subsidize {ar fully pay)
the membership of long-term visa hoiders to influential Irish American business arganizations in the U.S.
Generally speaking, criteria for eligibility will depend on how long one has been seeking employmentin the U.S.,

and a commitment from them to make full use of their membership by attending all of the organization’s events
and proactively networking.

We thank those of you who have contributed to establishing this Fund which will have ZERQ administrative costs
L.e. the Fund will have no paid employees hence all of your hard earned donations will be fully allocated to
supporting those in need, the intended recipients. However, at least initially, donations will not be solicited from
the general population {inc. those of you on this mailing list) as we believe everyone has enough on their plates
as itis, rather will be accepted on a discretionary basis from patential funders we have relationships with.
Overtime, we plan to expand the purpose of the Fund to include supporting other worthy causes, while always
keeping administrative costs at zero.

We have called the new fund the Shamrock Funds* (www.shamrockfund.org) after the famous Shamrock Fund

that sought funds from lrish and Irish Americans in the U.S. in support of Irish servicemen in America refurning to
Ireland from the Western Front, Foliowing is more information on its historical backround:

In November 1916, the New York Times reported that a Lady Kingston from Co Rescommeon had arrived in the
city fo set up a fund “for a tuberculosis home for the men whe have acquired the disease after having been
gassed in the trenches and are incurable . . . and for the disabled saldiers who have no pension or an
inadequate ona”,

Her appeal was directed at Irish people living in New York “who ought to be glad to do something to help their
own people”,

She had brought “a quantity of shamrocks to be tokens to those who make donations . . . paper ones with pins
for smali sums and finer ones of enamel: a button for the men and a pin for the women, for those who give $1 or
more”.

The Countess of Kingston, who lived at Kilronan Castle, Co Roscommon, had been dispatched to New York by
a committee in ireland which had already commenced a major public fundraising effort.

The intention was to establish a specialist hospital for Irish saldiers and sailors who had lost limbs. For the first
few years of the war, they were treated at hospitals in England .

The Shamrock Fund was one of many such European funds established in New York during the War and it
attracted support from, among others, the American poet Margaret Chanler Aldrich.

It is not known how much money was raised in New York but back in Ireland subscriptions poured in.

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Ireland may be wounded now by the global financial crisis, but we believe thatin 5 years or less, particularly with
the help of Irish Americans, Irefand will again be back on track as one of the most successful economies in
Europe.

Irefand.com) and the IDA (www.ida.ig) might have suggestions on how this can be facilitated.

Anyone with any foresight will know that Ireland, like for exampie New York in the 70's/80's where property prices
were so depressed that they were almost giving buildings away (I'll bet your kicking yourself now for not investing
back then), will bounce back, and represents excellent value, particularly at present, as a European base no
matter what industry you're in. So take a more practical longer-term approach to investing in the future of your
company. ireland, particularly at the present time, represents a great opportunity for large, medium and small
size U.S companies looking to new diverse markets.

Even if you're considering investing in Irish companies, take a leaf out of Peter Lynch’s book, Manager of
perhaps the world's best known actively managed mutual fund, the Mageltan Fund. He created the investment
process commonly referred to as ‘Buy What You Know'. He applied a more practical common sense approach
to making his very successful investment decisions. He would for example call into retail stores and observe
over a period of fime consumer traffic, customer service, product etc. He became aware of Taco Bell after
sampling a burrito and La Quinta after spending a few nights on its firm mattresses.

Irish comparies, even in this unpredictable global economic environment, have maintained excellent
fundamentals in terms of the export potential of their products and their level of innovation, and has a highly
educated workforce with excellent skilis and a very strong work ethic. Ireland has always been an open

economy and tends to be more sensitive to impacts in the global economy, but has developed down through the
years the necessary political/business/Govt. skill sets which resuited in rapid economic growth between 1995
and 2007. This growth will occur again on a more sustainable basis. Just fook at the tremendous growth in Irish
exports last year.

Spouse and unmarried children of Lawful Permanent Resident:

» Siblings cannot petition for one another unless a sibiing is a U.S. Citizen
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= Parents cannot petition for their children if they are a Lawful Permanent Resident

» A Lawful Permanent Resident cannot petition for their parent (must be a U.3. citizen)

» A Lawful Permanent Resident can petition for their spouse and child (under 21 years). However the
spouse/child will not be deemed to be an immediate relative, and thus must wait for a visa number to become
current before being able to adjust their status. (August 2011 visa bulletin for ali chargeability areas July 22,
2008 - visa current date for spouse and children; therefore a wait period of approximately three years)

* A Lawful Permanent Resident can petition for their unmarried son/daughter (21 years or older). They must
also wait for their visa number to become current before being able to adjust their status. {August 2011 visa
bulletin for all chargeability areas July 1, 2003 visa current date; therefore a wait period of approximately of
eight years). Once you marry your Lawful Permanent Resident parent cannot petition for you.

Thank you for your email. I take it you are currently on a one year IWT J-
1 viga?

We launched Failte32.org last year in response to the problems Irish visa
helders (Summer J-1 and IWT one year J-1 visa types) were having finding
employment in the U.S. It's a voluntary initiative set up by a few
business people in NY to help work visa holders find employment in NY and
the US.

Failte 32 initially set out to Support Summer J-1 visa holders in their
search for employment, and having been succesgful in doing this, started
focusing its efforts on helping longer-term visa holders find employment
in their field of expertise. We will of course continue to support those
coming out on the Summer J-1 visa each year.

The main idea behind Failte 32 is to connect new arrivals to the main
Irish organizations in NY {affiliated organizations), and generally, to
the Irish American community as a whole. It does thisg through the
Failte32.org website, and also, quite uniquely, through the Irish
Restaurant and Bar network, places where traditionally the Irish have
soclalized and gathered information on job cpportunities.,

By connecting with our affiliated organizations through their monthly
events, new arrivals can gain access to their circle of influence in the
US i.e. fellow Irish and potential employers. This is very important in
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the current economic environment as job seekers need to give themselves
every chance possibkle of finding a job.

Failte 32 has over 20 affiliated Irish organizations who have committed to
offering their support. We ask all new arrivals to browse their websites
(under ‘'affiliations' tab on Failtel32.org) and make a note of their
upcoming events.

1 visa?

We launched Failte32.org last year in response to the problems Irish visa
holders (Summer J-1 and IWT one year J-1 visa types) were having finding
employment in the U.S. It's a veoluntary initiative set up by a few
business people in NY to help work visa holders find employment in NY and
the US.
Failte 32 initially set out to support Summer J-1 visa holders in their
search for employment, and having been successful in doing this, started

focusing its efforts on helping longer-term visa holders find employment
in their field of expertise. We will of course continue to support those
coming out on the Summer J-1 visa each year.

The main idea behind Failte 32 is to connect new arrivals to the main
Irish organizations in NY (affiliated organizations), and generally, to
the Irish American community as a whole. It does this through the
Failte32.org website, and also, guite uniquely, through the Irish
Restaurant and Bar network, places where traditionally the Irish have
soclalized and gathered information on job opportunities.

By connecting with our affiliated organizations through their monthly
events, new arrivals can gain access to their circle of influence in the
US i.e. fellow Irish and potential employers. This ig very important in
the current economic environment as job seekers need to give themselves
every chance possible of finding a job.

We alsoc own the shamrockfund.org domain name, and have filed an
application for reservation of the "Shamrock Fund" corporate name with the
New York State Department of State.

Failte 32 has finally come to the end of it's mission "to provide social and professional support to the newest members of
our Irish American community and connect them to networks in order to become established in New York"

Its mission expanded over the past 3 years from supporting Summer J-1 visa holders to supporting longer-term MWT J-1
and other visa holders in their search for employment in the U.S., and on visa matters through our immigration attorney
Caro Kinsella. We also took on the role of part lobbyist for immigration reform through our proposed IRE irish Immigration
Bill, and established the Shamrock Fund sm. Our website service included access to frequent newsletters and updates
{(pertinent job info, announcements, requests for jobs from visa holders etc. which we sent to everyone in the Irish and
Irish American community), a section on news/events appropriate for job networking, a visa support section, a job search
and support section through RendezVous353 (and more recently our resume post section), and last but not least, a
centralized point of access for job seekers to our affitiated organizations and strategic pariners. Our service also included
face to face meet ups, and email follow up, to give advice, tips, and contacts to job seekers and visa hoiders.

The plan, when discussed with Niall Burgess, the Consul General at the time, was to proactively keep the initiative going
for a year or two, but due to demand, the committee decided to continue into a third year. The great thing about ‘initiatives'
such as Failte 32 is that they have a beginning and an end, which means that unlike more formalized entities which can
go on forever and become institutionalized, 'initiatives' such as Failte 32 have a specific message to get out to the
community, and a specific goal to achieve in a certain period of time, which once achieved, the initiative ends.



We now feel that we have very effectively gotten cur message out to the community, have helped a (ot of people on both
sides of the Atlantic, and see many organizations and Irish American media reaching out further to support J-1 and other
visa holders.

Not leng after the launch of Failte 32 in 2010 (which garnered a lot of pubiicity at the time particularly under its original
'Save the Irish’ banner) and its efforts to highlight and resolve the difficulties J-1 visa holders were experiencing finding
employment in the U.S., a full time position was established in 2011 through the Irish International Immigration Center
(lliCenter) in Boston, funded in part by the irish Govt,, to find internships in various U.S. industries for those on the one
year IWT J-1 visa (not affiliated with Failte 32, but we're proud to have set precedent for the launch of a Govt. funded J-1
suppert pregram shortly after our launch). Megan Carroll, whe was hired for this position, assisted in successfully
placing close to 300 interns from Ireland over a 2 year period - a fine contribution. Failte 32 is also proud, having

been asked by the lltCenter on more than one occasion to assist placing some of their very urgent J-1 cases, to have
been willing and able to do so with some success. And our own immigration attorney, Care Kinsella, has certainly over the
past 2-3 years confributed in a very meaningful way to the availability and clarification of information on visa options
available to immigrants, and has helped many attain legal status here in the U.S. - another fine contribution.

But prior to the metapherical ashes of Failte 32, another important initiative was launched within the Failte 32 model back
in 2011, the Shamrock Fund sm, to provide some financial support to help visa holders network for employment.

Going forward however, the Shamrock Fund sm which was just recently incorporated as a non-profit charity, will no
longer provide financial support to visa holders, rather now help those whe can't help themselves, the most needy in our
society.

The Shamrock Fund sm is based on the original Shamrock Fund established back in 1918 to raise money in America for
irish servicemen who had been injured or disabled in World War [, In November 1916, the New York Times reported that Lady Kingston
from Co. Roscommon had arrived in the city to set up a fund to help TB sufferers and other {rish soldiers injured or disabled in the
trenches. Her appeal was directed at the Irish living in New York "who ought to be glad te do something to help their own people.”

Our re-launch of the original Shamrock Fund back in 2011 has served to assist Faiite 32 members, and will serve similar and expanded
purposes as the original Shamrock Fund going forward.

As many of you know from our prior newsletters and updates, 100% of donations to the Shamrock Fund sm will be spent
on the most needy. All admin. costs, expenses etc. will be paid out of pocket (not out of donations}, and nobody
associated with the Shamrock Fund sm either formally or informally will be paid a salary or remuneration of any kind out
of donations. Are we the first charity to do this? We're simply following common sense on how charities should operate
properly in terms of how donations should be spent. I'm sure we've all heard the saying, 'charity begins at home'. | don't
remember my parents ever paying me or my siblings a salary (and certainly not an astronomical onet), bonus plus
expenses when, like many Irish parents, they were instilling a sense of charity in all seven of us, and getting us to practice
it. And the Oxford English dictionary defines charity as being 'voluntary' in nature.

We will still retain our lobbyist role by lobbying Congress and cther Governments for changes in the way many charities
and non-profits are run today. Some of these changes will include:

+ Asignificant reduction in salary levels charities can pay their officers (at most, low five figure salary, preferably
zero},

+ The immediate deployment of donations for the benefit of the needy (donations not allowed accumulate on the
charities balance sheet/financial statements beyond a reasonable short period of time i.e. there should be a high
furnover of donations),

+ Mandatory requirement to source 'barter' donations, and that the level of these 'barter’ donations at least equal
donations received in cash (this is a more efficient way of deploying donations i.e. take as much cash receipt out
of the donation process as possible).

« Emphasis on the creation of smaller charities, but more of them, by redirecting Govt. incentives towards the
creation of smaller charities. We don't need more 'toc big to fail' organizations, particularly ones that are meant to
be charitable. Lets protect the last bastion of social responsibility and compassion in this great country, the
charitable organization, from the for-profit mindset.



The Shamrock Fund sm will also be using the HaloCard Project platform to very efficiently reach donors (more below).
Mast of our donaticns will be received through barter and the HaloCard Project.

Our sincerest thanks to all of you who gave us your kind support, and supported our young new arrivals from Irefand.
We're certainly very impressed with the quality and professionalism of the young people coming ever from Ireland to live
and work in the U.S., and they certainly present a great opportunity for U.S. employers. This will be our last Failte 32
communication.

More on HaloCard......

Many of you will have noticed in our newsletters over the past few months our emphasis on the HatoCard
Project. We decided that, before we officially ended the Failte 32 initiative, we wanted to give back to our
affiliated organizations and help them achieve their goals by giving them a cost effective and efficient way to
reach new donors, and possibly re-engage past donors. The HaloCard project provides an excellent platform to
do this, and is founded and run by people with excellent business and community reputations.

Some of you have asked us how the HaloCard works i.e. how do they get the figs into the fig rolls!

How can you, a credit card holder, use your credit card (HaloCard) to give to the non-profits of your choice, including Irish
and Irish American non-profits, with no out of pocket costs to you? How is this possible? How does the HaloCard generate
donations for non-profits?

Well, in general, here's how they do it. It's quite unique.

The HaloCard ™ Project is an initiative to revelutionize charitable giving through the development of a cradit card platform that allows
users to provide donations in an amount squal to 1% of their transactions to the non-profits of their choice.

The 1% that you as a cardholder donate to the non-profits of your choice comes out of the credit card merchant
fee, not out of your pocket. It's as simple as that.

[n particular, the 1% comes cut of the perticn of the merchant fee that the bank that issues the HaloCard receives. Let me
explain further.

Re: Opposition of US Trademark Application, serial No. 79/107,704
We refer to your letter of 28 January 2014 and would respond as follows:-
i. PRIOR USE

We note that you maintain that your client has common law trademark rights over the text, ‘SHAMROCK
FUND’ (with or without the ‘THE’) (in either case, the Text) in the United States on the basis that the Text
was used by your client to promote a fund which (as set out in exhibit 1 of your letter) would “subsidize (or
fully pay) the membership of long-term visa holders to influential Irish American business organizations in
the U.S.” (the Fund) and that such use of the Text to promote the Fund pre-exists the priority date on our
client’s application to register the Text as a trademark in the U.S. (the Application, and such date, Priority
Date). However, the exhibits to your letter, which purport to evidence this use of the Text as a trademark,
simply do not substantiate this claim.

The first 3 exhibits, dated 22 August 2011, 29 August 2011 and 30 August 2011 respectively, for instance,
show only an intention to launch the Fund on 1* September 2011. Exhibits 4, 6 and 7 concern the launch of
the Fund, but do not provide any evidence of the Fund as an active service. Exhibit 5 is an email thread,
dated 30 August - 1 September 2011, between Mr. Dermot Hartigan, an individual seeking financial
assistance, your client and Mr. James Lamb. Mr. Hartigan makes no mention of the Fund in his email to
your client, and Mr. Lamb makes no reference in his response. The only reference to the Fund is a cursory
mention by your client at the end of his email, when he indicates his intention to launch the Fund on 1
September 2011. Exhibits 9, 11 and 12 are email correspondence between your client and our client’s Mr.
Jonathan Irwin in respect of each party’s launch of its respective fund — again this provides no evidence of
the Fund in action, or that it is intended to be a service.

Indeed the only inferences that the Fund may have actually been put to use at any point before the Priority
Date by your client are in exhibits 8 and 10, in which Mr. Seamus McDaid and Mr. Donal 0’Conghaile
request and appear to receive assistance from the Fund in or around 7 and 14 September 2011
respectively. Again, however, it is not clear that the Fund is actually a service which is being promoted
under the Text. If any goodwill has been established, this would appear to be under the ‘Failte 32’ brand. In
any event, in both cases, the parties who appear to be utilising the Fund are based in New York. As such,

and registered address at 1-3 Lombard Street, Belfast, BT1 1RB. Forde Campbell Limited is authorised and regulated by the Law Society of Northern Ireland. VAT Registration No. 88 2798 358
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even if the TTAB were to accept that those two examples meet the required threshold to establish the
existence of unregistered trademark rights in the Text based on prior use (which we dispute), any resultant
rights which might be established, would necessarily be limited geographically to New York.

ii. CONTINUOUS USE

Even if your client were able to provide sufficient evidence to show prior use of the Text as a trademark in
New York state or across the United States (which we doubt), the evidence provided in your letter does not
clearly show that the Text has been used continuously in this way by your client since the date of first use.

The only documents that even reference the possibility that a transaction may have taken place under the
Fund since the initial “flurry’ of activity in 2011, are set out in exhibits 13, 14 and 17. In each case, dating in
or around 21 October 2011, 21 October 2011 and 8 December 2012 respectively, the potential applicants,
in their emails make no mention of the Fund in their initial approaches to Failte 32 (your client’s trading
name). Indeed, as with exhibits 1 — 7, the only reference to the Fund is buried in the body of your client’s
responses to the individuals. There is no evidence whatsoever in each of these cases that the Fund was
actually applied — or, in consequence, that the Text was actually being used to promote a service.

No evidence of use of the Text to promote a live and functioning service is provided after 2012. Exhibits 18
and 19 show nothing more than passing references to the Fund in Failte 32 newsletters. The latter of which,
dated 6 September 2013, indicates that the Fund, “will no longer provide financial support to visa holders...”
Despite this, exhibit 20, which appears to show an individual asking for financial assistance in or around 26
April 2014, has for some bizarre reason been included to indicate use of the Text as a trademark. While it is
clear that a mailing list may still exist in respect of the Fund, the exhibit does nothing to evidence the actual
use of the mark to promote a live service. Once again, it merely indicates your client’s intention to use the
Text for “a charitable endeavour”.

The final exhibit — a letter from Philanthropy Ventures LLC, was drafted after the opposition against our
client’s Application was filed and as such is of limited value. The author indicates nothing other than the
fact that an entity called The Shamrock Fund “has been involved with Philanthropy Ventures, LLC, and its
HaloCard ® Visa giving platform since its inception in May 2013.” The nature or extent of its “involvement”
is unclear, although the author offers his “understanding that Mr. Landers had the intention at that time to
develop a portfolio of individuals who would use the HaloCard® Viga to generate donations for the
Shamrock Fund...” — a speculative comment laden with the suggestion that the intention was never
followed through.

iil. PRIORITY DATE

We note and dispute your comment that the priority date for our client’s Application to register the Text
has been incorrectly recorded as 14 October 2011 rather than 26 October 2011, which you claim to be the
filing date of our client’s application to register the Text as a trademark with the Office for Harmonization in
the Internal Market (OHIM). As can be seen from the public records available on the OHIM website, the
date on which our client’s original application was filed was 14 October 2011. A print out of the details of
the application held on the OHIM registry is attached herewith for your convenience.
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iv. THREATENED INVALIDATION OF THE MARK

We note (and strongly refute) your claim that remarks made by our client’s Mr. Irwin in an email to your
client, dated 17 October 2011, may be sufficient to invalidate his declaration from 14 October 2011 in
respect of the US Application. Specifically, you point to Mr. Irwin’s comments that our client’s “presence in
New York will be minimal...” and that he “doubt[s] the name will reappear as Jack and Jill is our banner.
There is no intention to have a permament [sic] being in NYC.”

As you will no doubt be aware, the declaration made by an applicant for a US trademark is in relation to an
intention to use the mark throughout the United States. It is not a declaration specific to use in any
individual city within the US. Whether or not our client was, at the time of making the declaration,
interested in using the Text within New York city is utterly irrelevant to the validity of the Application. In
any event, the comments were made subsequent to the declaration and in the context of seeking (with no
knowledge of the veracity of any unregistered trademark rights now claimed by your client) to maintain
harmonious relations with your client.

We also note that you have abandoned any reference to your original claim that the declaration made by
our client was false on the grounds (which we dispute) that our client knew at the time of filing the
Application that your client was claiming trademark rights in respect of the Text for charitable fundraising
services. We take it therefore that your client now acknowledges that our client’s selection of the Text
came about independently of your client and in fact prior to your client’s alleged use of the same.

CONCLUSION

On the basis of the information provided to date, we will be advising our client that your client’s opposition
to the Application is highly unlikely to be successful. If your client is unwilling or unable to propose any
reasonable terms of settlement between the parties within the next 7 days, we will be recommending that
our client file a Reply to the opposition forthwith. In the meantime, we reserve all of our client’s rights.

We look forward to hearing from you.

| have reviewed your discovery responses and documents production and found
several deficiencies. Pursuant to Trademark Rule 2.120, | request that you make a good-
faith effort to immediately supplement your discovery responses and document
production as set forth below.

Specific Deficient Interrogatories:

Interrogatory No. 3:

The Applicant states that it “launched a new fundraising appeal, called The Shamrock
Fund, in New York on October 24t 2011...”".

It did not. It launched “The Jack and Jill Shamrock Fund”. This is a totally different
trademark.

Additionally, the Interrogatory requests the Applicant to “identify all Services in
connection with which the Applicant has used a The Shamrock Fund mark in the United
States...”.

The Applicant has not identified any Services in its response, rather the Applicant states
in the first paragraph of its response to this Interrogatory that “The mark is to be used
for charitable fundraising and philanthropic services...”.

“...is to be used..” is a statement of future action, therefore, the Applicant has clearly
stated that it has not used The Shamrock Fund mark in U.S. commerce since its priority
date of October 26" 2011.



Although “Applicant is not and has not been required to submit evidence of use in the U.S.”,
the Applicant is still legally obligated to be continuously using the trademark in U.S.
commerce.

Please clearly state that the Applicant has been continuously using The Shamrock Fund
mark in U.S. commerce since October 26 2011 in accordance with its obligations under
U.S. trademark law.

Finally, incorporating a company does not necessarily result in the provision of a
Service.

Interrogatory No. 4:

Re. part sentence “..start of August..”.

Please specify the date?

Re. part sentence “In or around 25 August 2011..”.
Please specify the date.

Taking your response as it is, it seems the only possible documentation the Applicant
has of possible first use of The Shamrock Fund mark relates to the date ‘25 August
2011’, three days after the Opposer’s announcement on 22 August 2011 of its
impending Shamrock Fund launch.

Interrogatory No. 5:

Second paragraph, part sentence “Prior to the incorporation of the US entity...”.
Please specify the date.

Interrogatory No. 9:

Please provide examples: announcements, blogs, interviews, posts etc.

Interrogatory Nos. 11:

Please list all U.S. states and territories wherein Applicant has rendered the Services.

Interrogatory No. 14:

Please provide nature of the Services for which Mike Hannon and Ruth Croke received
compensation. Were these Services related to fundraising, marketing, advertising etc. of
The Shamrock Fund mark?

Interrogatory No. 19:




Please provide the U.S. state in which the mark was advertised, and date(s) of
advertising.

Interrogatory No. 20:

The Applicant requested the exact same information from Opposer?

Interrogatory No. 22:

Re. part sentence “..implied license”, is there a legal basis to the word “implied”?

Interrogatory No. 23:

Please provide location and address of all services offered under The Shamrock Fund
mark and the corresponding dates of use for each location (for each of the trade
channels listed under Interrogatory No. 9)

Interrogatory No. 24:

Please explain what you mean by “The Shamrock Fund mark has been the mark used to
promote the Applicant’s appeal since its US trademark application to register the mark
was filed. What do you mean by “appeal’?

The Applicant has not provided any evidence of ‘use’ so far, so I'm not quite sure how it
can claim not to have ever ceased use?

Interrogatory No. 31:

Please provide documentation which will demonstrate the provision of current Services
(proof of service) i.e. emails or other communications, receipts, disbursements etc. that
will verify the service provided by the Applicant in the normal course of business under
The Shamrock Fund (for example emails and receipts similar to those provided by
Opposer). Please feel free to redact commercially sensitive information as long as the
documentation can still demonstrate proof of service.

Specific Deficient Document Requests:

Response Nos. 1-12, 14, 16-24:

How can the Applicant object to the Requests made by Opposer, having made the exact
same Requests of Opposer in its (Applicant’'s) Document Requests, and which the
Opposer made a good-faith effort to provide? How can the Applicant object to, on grounds
of being vague, overbroad, unduly burdensome etc., Requests that Applicant itself made



of the Opposer? The documents/Responses provided by the Applicant are ‘severely’
deficient including when compared to the responses provided by Opposer to the
Applicant’s document requests (and the Opposer is a relative novice compared to the
Applicant’s lawyer). Applicant must supplement its responses to these requests.

For example:

1. Re. Response No. 11 — the document provided (R11. Accounts) seems to
predominately detail costs associated with applying for The Shamrock Fund
trademark as opposed to identifying costs associated with advertising, marketing or
promotion of Services offered by Applicant under The Shamrock Fund mark.

Response No. 15:

How can you be legally using The Shamrock Fund mark if you cannot provide documents
sufficient to identify the geographic scope of the consumer base to which Applicant markets
and offers Services under THE SHAMROCK FUND mark?

Re. documents submitted titled R5. JJ Use & R1. ML USE

I’'m curious as to why you would include such a limited document evidencing ‘use’ (R5. JJ
Use) if you’re then going to claim in your answers to interrogatories relating to ‘use’ that
“...Applicant is not and has not been required to submit evidence of use in the U.S.”?

Is this because the Applicant has never used The Shamrock Fund in U.S. commerce since
it trademarked (stole) The Shamrock Fund mark, and has no other documents evidencing
‘use’?

| find it troubling that the Applicant would include reference to a website in Hawaii as
representing use by the Opposer (R1. ML Use). The Opposer made it clear in its
communications with the Applicant that it has no connection whatsoever with this website,
which is most likely a default website used by domain companies when a registered domain
name does not yet have a website. This approach by the Applicant attests to either its
ignorance of the domain name business or the Applicant’s propensity to mislead; in this
case try to win this opposition based on the provision of a seemingly misleading discovery
document that implies something that is not true. This type of seemingly misleading
approach by the Applicant may even add credence to the Opposer’s allegation of fraud on
the part of the Applicant.

We have reviewed your deficiency letter dated February 2, 2016. I note that your
discovery requests and your deficiency letter have all been mirrored requests based on the
discovery requests and deficiency letter we sent you. That is to say, you have basically copied
our requests and deficiency concerns and reissued them to us. While you may ask us the same
questions, we have no obligation to respond in kind. This is because you are the Opposer in this
matter (in the position of the plaintiff) — my client is the defendant. You bear the burden of proof
in this dispute and the evidence needed to support that burden is not shared by both parties.
Please understand the following: (1) my client owns a constructive date of first use based on a
trademark application filing date with a priority claim of October 14, 2011 (not October 26,
2011, which you repeatedly inaccurately reference); and (2) my client does not need to
demonstrate use in U.S. commerce after October 14, 2011 to defend this dispute and the claims
you have brought.

That being said, we respond to the deficiencies raised as follows:
