Opposer, Kansas City Royals Baseball Corporation (“Opposer”), a Missouri corporation, 

with offices at Harry S. Truman Sports Complex, 1 Royal Way, Kansas City, Missouri 64129,  

believes that it will be damaged by registration of the mark ROYALSINC and Design as shown 

here:   (“Applicant's Mark”) for “Hats; Shirts; Sweatshirts” in International 

Class 25 as shown in Application Serial No. 86/412,211 (the “Application”), and having been 

granted an extension of time to oppose up to and including July 8, 2015, hereby opposes the 

same. 

As grounds for opposition, it is alleged that: 
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1. Opposer is the owner of the renowned KANSAS CITY ROYALS MAJOR 

LEAGUE BASEBALL club. 

2. Since long prior to October 1, 2014, Applicant’s constructive first use date, 

Opposer and its predecessors, and their affiliated and related entities, licensees and/or sponsors 

have used the names or marks ROYAL or ROYALS and/or various crown designs, alone and/or 

with other word, letter and/or design elements, including, without limitation, in the following 

distinctive script stylizations and designs: ,   ,  , 

 ,  and   

(collectively, “Opposer’s ROYALS Marks”), in connection with baseball games and exhibition 

services and a wide variety of goods and services, including, but not limited to, apparel, 

including, without limitation, hats and caps, shirts, sweatshirts, pants, jackets and footwear; 

jewelry; paper goods and printed matter; toys and sporting goods; and novelty items. 

3. Opposer owns United States Federal registrations for Opposer’s ROYALS Marks 

in International Classes 6, 14, 16, 20, 21, 24, 25, 26, 28, 30, 34 and 41 and U.S. Class 200, 

namely, Registration Nos. 893,939, 940,214, 1,034,779, 1,505,238, 1,520,765, 1,522,388, 

1,522,533, 1,538,005, 1,552,486, 1,607,457, 1,774,283, 2,623,374, 2,665,338, 3,363,256 and 

3,370,316 and Application Serial Nos. 86/417,843, 86/417,845, 86/417,850, and 86/418,174.  All 

of the foregoing registrations are incontestable. 
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4. Since long prior to October 1, 2014, Applicant’s constructive first use date, 

Opposer and its predecessors, and their affiliated and related entities, licensees and/or sponsors 

have promoted and advertised the sale and distribution of goods and services bearing or offered 

in connection with Opposer’s ROYALS Marks, including, but not limited to, hats and caps, 

shirts, sweatshirts, pants, jackets and footwear; jewelry; paper goods and printed matter; toys and 

sporting goods; and novelty items, and have offered such goods and rendered such services in 

commerce.  

5. As a result of the sales and promotion of its goods and services bearing or offered 

in connection with Opposer’s ROYALS Marks, Opposer has built up highly valuable goodwill in 

Opposer’s ROYALS Marks, and said goodwill has become closely and uniquely identified and 

associated with Opposer. 

6. On October 1, 2014, Applicant filed the Application for Applicant’s Mark for 

“Hats; Shirts; Sweatshirts” in International Class 25, based on an intent to use. 

7. Upon information and belief, Applicant did not use Applicant's Mark for the 

goods covered in the Application in United States commerce prior to its constructive first use 

date of October 1, 2014. 

8. The goods covered by the Application are identical and/or closely related to the 

goods offered and services rendered in connection with Opposer’s ROYALS Marks. 

9. The word “ROYALS” in Applicant’s Mark is identical to certain of Opposer’s 

ROYALS Marks. 

10. The word “ROYALS” in Applicant’s Mark is in a script stylization as are certain 

of Opposer’s ROYALS Marks. 
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11. Applicant’s Mark contains a crown design that resembles certain of the crown 

designs in Opposer’s ROYALS Marks. 

12. Applicant’s Mark so resembles Opposer’s ROYALS Marks as to be likely, when 

used in connection with Applicant’s goods, to cause confusion, to cause mistake, and to deceive 

the trade and public, who are likely to believe that Applicant’s goods have their origin with 

Opposer and/or that such goods are approved, endorsed or sponsored by Opposer or associated in 

some way with Opposer.  Opposer would thereby be injured by the granting to Applicant of a 

certificate of registration for Applicant’s Mark. 

WHEREFORE, Opposer believes that it will be damaged by registration of Applicant’s 

Mark and requests that the opposition be sustained and said registration be denied.
