NOTICE OF OPPOSITION 

Third Estate LLC, dba Dope and Dope Couture (“Opposer”), a limited 

liability company organized and existing un der the laws of the State of Indiana, 

having an address at 1451 East Fourth Street, Los Angeles, California, believes it 

will be damaged by the registration of the mark DOPE ENTERTAINMENT, 

Application Ser. No. 86569993, published in the Official Gazette on August 11, 

2015 and currently pending registration in the name of Baked Ziti LLC 

(“Applicant”), a limited liability comp any organized and existing under the 

laws of the State of Florida, having an address at 520 Middle River Drive, Fort 

Lauderdale, Florida. 

As grounds for this Opposition, Opposer, by its attorneys Robins Kaplan 

LLP, alleges as follows: 
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BACKGROUND 

1. Opposer is a widely recognized designer and retailer of 

contemporary and high end street-wear fashion, including, but not limited to, 

men’s and women’s shirts, jackets, coats, shorts, hats, pants, sweaters and other 

apparel and accessories. 

2. Opposer has been in the business of designing and selling 

contemporary and high end street-wear fashion since at least July 2007, and has 

emerged as a global power in the industry, including worldwide sales and 

distribution. 

3. Opposer has obtained several United States registrations for its 

marks, including, but not limited to: 

a. DOPE, Reg. No. 4403067 for “Hats” in International Class 

25, claiming a date of first use in commerce of July 27, 2007; 

 

b. DOPE COUTURE and   , Reg. No. 4075682 for 

“men’s and women’s shirts, jackets, coats, wind resistant jackets, shorts, 

and headwear” in International Class 25, claiming a date of first use in 

commerce of January 1, 2008;

The above-identified marks in Paragraph 3(a)-(m) are collectively 

referred to as the “DOPE Marks.”  Copies of the Registration Certificates and, 

where applicable, assignment recordation histories, for the DOPE Marks are 

attached hereto as Exhibits A-M and incorporated by this reference as if fully 

set forth herein. 

4. Opposer’s use of the DOPE Marks on its street-wear fashion, 

including, but not limited to, men’s and women’s shirts, jackets, coats, shorts, 

hats, pants, sweaters and other apparel and accessories, has been nationwide 

through both an on-line retail store outlet located at www.dope.com  (“DOPE 

Website”), and a physical retail store located at 454 N. Fairfax Avenue, Los 

Angeles, California (“DOPE Store”). 

5. Additionally, Opposer operates a blog located at 
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www.dope.com/blogs/dope  (“DOPE Blog”), a Facebook page located at 

www.facebook.com/dope?_rdr=p , a Twitter page located at 

www.twitter.com/dope , and an Instagram page located at 

www.instagram.com/dope/  (collectively “DOPE Social Media Sites”), all of 

which feature on-line journals and blogs featuring articles, commentary, 

pictures, and reviews covering various subjects, including, music, fashion, 

urban lifestyle, celebrities, technology, social events, news, travel, jewelry, 

interior design, fashion designers, photography, fashion models, cars, finance, 

company announcements and new clothing and product releases. 

6. Opposer has a long history of promoting concerts and 

entertainment events through its DOPE Blog and Dope Social Media Sites, 

among other outlets. Evidence of Opposer’s promotion of concerts and 

entertainment events is attached hereto as Exhibit N and incorporated by this 

reference as if fully set forth herein. 

7. Since adopting the DOPE Marks, Opposer has continuously 

promoted and used the marks throughout  the United States in interstate 

commerce, and has expended considerable sums in exerting every effort to 

maintain and develop the DOPE Marks.  As such, Opposer has created 

substantial and extremely valuable goodwill among the pu rchasing public 

under the DOPE Marks.  As a result of Opposer’s continuous and extensive use 

of the DOPE Marks, the DOPE Marks have become and continue to function as 

Opposer’s core business and marketing asset, and serve to indicate to the trade 

and consuming public the products and services originating from Opposer. 

8. Opposer’s ongoing investment and effort to develop its 

intellectual property in the DOPE Marks since 2007 has resulted in widespread 

world-wide recognition of the DOPE M arks.  The DOPE Website and the DOPE 

Social Media Sites, which feature the DOPE Marks, are widely known and 
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recognized in the United States, in particular by consumers of street-wear 

fashion, apparel and accessories.  This tremendous organic growth recognition 

reflects Opposer’s substantial effort and expense in promoting the DOPE 

Marks. 

9. Opposer’s world-wide recognition has also been fueled by its 

popularity with music recording artists .  Indeed, numerous world-renown 

artists have appeared in music videos, concerts and various public events 

wearing fashion bearing the DOPE Mark s, including the following industry 

giants:

10. By wearing Opposer’s fashion in  public performances and 

appearances, these artists have connected Opposer with their extensive fan 

bases across the world, bringing further world-wide fame and notoriety to 

Opposer and the DOPE Marks.  Indeed, Opposer has sold goods and provided 

its on-line journal and blogging services  under its DOPE Marks, including in 

connection with the promotion of conc erts and entertainment events, to 

consumers worldwide, and Opposer’s cu stomers from across the world have 

visited the DOPE Store, the DOPE Website and the DOPE Social Media Sites.  

Opposer has also enjoyed a tremendous fan base within the Los Angeles hip 

hop and street-wear scene, and was the recipient of the prestigious CitySearch 

Award for Best Men’s clothing boutiq ue in Los Angeles in December, 2012. 

11. Through such extensive use, advertising, marketing and 

promotion of the DOPE Marks, Opposer has built up, at great expense and 

effort, a valuable reputation and g oodwill symbolized by its strong and 

distinctive marks.  By reason of the adoption and continuous  use of the DOPE 

Marks in U.S. interstate commerce, Opposer has established valuable public 

recognition in the DOPE Marks as identifying Opposer as a trusted source of 

high quality street-wear fashion, a pparel and accessories, as well as the 

provider of on-line journals and blog s, including in connection with the 

promotion of concerts and entertainment events. 

12. Notably, Opposer has aggressively protected its trademark rights 

in the DOPE Marks through numerous successful lawsuits, including, for 

example:

and skiing; sports and leisure shoes and boots” in International Class 25, 

among other classes; 

b. I’M DOPE, Application Ser. No. 86600324 for “Gloves; 

Hats; Scarves; Shirts” in International Class 25; 

c. DOPE DOLLS, Application Ser. No. 86207942 for 

“Clothing, namely hats, sweatshirts and t-shirts” in International Class 

25; and, 

d. DOPE TOPS, Application Ser. No. 85922070 for “Beanies; 

Crew necks; Sweaters; Sweatshirts; T-shirts; Tank tops” in International 

Class 25. 

15. Applicant promotes its goods and services nationwide through an 

on-line website located at www.dopeent.com  (“Applicant’s Website”), among 

other possible channels, including but not limited to, a Facebook page located at 

www.facebook.com/RealDopeEnt , and a Twitter page located at 

www.twiter.com/RealDopeEnt . Primarily, Applicant promotes concerts and 

other live musical performance events. App licant also sells or has sold apparel 

and possibly other merchandise in the past bearing Applicant’s Mark, or an 

iteration thereof, on Applicant’s Website. 

16. Because Applicant’s use of Applicant’s Mark in connection with 

its goods and services infringes on the DOPE Marks, on or about February 24, 

2015, counsel for Opposer sent a letter to Applicant demanding that Applicant 
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cease and desist from infringing the DOPE Marks in connection with 

Applicant’s sale of apparel and other un authorized uses of the DOPE Marks. 

On or about February 25, 2015, counsel for Opposer sent a second letter to 

Applicant demanding that Applicant furth er cease and desist from infringing 

the DOPE Marks in connection with Appl icant’s promotion and presenting of 

live musical performances. 

17. On or about March 10, 2015, counsel for Applicant responded to 

Opposer’s cease and desist correspondence, indicating that more information 

was needed “in order to advise our client and to provide a substantive response 

to [Opposer’s] letter…” Even more si gnificantly, counsel for Applicant 

indicated that Applicant was “willing to cooperate with [Opposer] to reach an 

amicable resolution that avoids any possibility of consumer confusion.” A copy 

of this correspondence is attached hereto as Exhibit O and incorporated by this 

reference as if fully set forth herein. 

18. However, rather than wait for th e information that Applicant’s 

counsel requested, and rather than cooperating with Opposer to reach an 

amicable resolution as expressly promised, Opposer immediately filed 

Application Ser. No. 86569993 for DOPE ENTERTAINMENT on March 19, 2015 

– barely more than a week after the March 10, 2015 letter from Applicant’s 

counsel – for “Entertainment services in the nature of presenting live musical 

performances” in International Class 41 (“Applicant’s Mark”).  The application 

claims a date of first use in commerce of October 1, 2010 – more than 3 years 

later than Opposer’s date of first use of the DOPE Marks. 

Count I: Likelihood of Confusion  

19.  Opposer hereby incorporates by reference the allegations in 

Paragraphs 1 through 18 above as if fully set forth herein. 

20. Applicant’s Mark is highly sim ilar in appearance and commercial 
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impression to the DOPE Marks and there is a direct overlap between Opposer’s 

goods and services and Applicant’s goods and services, such that they are 

closely related, if not identical. 

21. Opposer’s rights in the DOPE Mark s are prior and superior to any 

rights that Applicant may claim in Applicant’s Mark. 

22. Use and registration of Applicant’ s Mark in connection with the 

specified goods and services is likely to cause confusion, cause mistake or 

deceive consumers, and cause them to believe that the goods and services 

offered by Applicant emanates from, or  are sponsored by, endorsed by or 

otherwise connected with Opposer, in viol ation of Section 2(d) of the Lanham 

Act, 15 U.S.C.A. § 1052(d). Indeed, use of Applicant’s Mark has already caused 

confusion in the market place amongst Opposer’s loyal fan base. 

23. Opposer will be damaged by the registration of Applicant’s Mark 

by reason of the foregoing, and because such registration will support and 

assist Applicant in the confusing and misleading use of Applicant’s Mark, and 

will give color of rights to Applican t in violation of Opposer’s prior and 

superior rights in the DOPE Marks. 

WHEREFORE, Opposer respectfully requests that this Opposition be 

sustained and that the application for registration of Applicant’s mark be 

refused.
