2. Since well prior to the filing date of thgpplication and any claimed date of first
use upon which Applicant may rely, Opposer has used its BUD and BUD-formative marks in
connection with the marketing and sale of ke®at a variety of prootional and collateral

merchandise.

9. The BUB mark set forth in the Applicati so closely resembles Opposer’s prior
used and registered BUD Markstase likely, when used iroanection with the goods set forth
in the Application, to cause cardion, or to cause mistake,tordeceive under Section 2(d) of
the Lanham Act, 15 U.S.C. § 1052(d).

COUNT Il

Likelihood of Dilution
(15 U.S.C. 8§ 1125(c))

10. Opposer realleges and incorporates by reference the preceding allegations.

11. The BUB mark set forth in the Applicath so closely resembles Opposer’s prior
used and registered BUD Marks as to dilute dyedikely to cause dilution of the distinctive
guality of the BUD Marks by blurring underct®mn 43(c) of the Lanham Act, 15 U.S.C. §
1125(c).

WHEREFORE, Opposer believaswill be damaged by registration of the mark shown in
the Application and respectfullygaests that the opposition be suiséd and that registration to
Applicant be refused.
