On May 11, 2016, Applicant filed a proposed amendment to his application 

Serial No. 86490497, with Opposer's consent. 

By the proposed amendment, Applicant seeks to amend the identification of 

services from:  

"Entertainment services in the nature of live audio performances by a rock 
music group; Entertainment services in the nature of live musical 
performances; Entertainment services in the nature of live visual and audio 
performances by a rock music group; Entertainment services in the nature of 
live visual and audio performances, namely, musical band, rock group, 
gymnastic, dance, and ballet performances; Entertainment services in the 
nature of presenting live musical performances; Entertainment, namely, live 
music concerts; Entertainment, namely, live performances by rock groups; 
Live performances by a musical group; Multimedia entertainment services in 
the nature of recording, production and post-production services in the fields 
of music, video, and films; Music composition services; Music production 
services; Music publishing services; Organization of exhibitions for musical 
entertainment; Production of musical sound recording; Theatrical and 
musical floor shows provided at performance venues."  
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to: 

 "Entertainment services in the nature of live audio performances by a rock 
music group; Entertainment services in the nature of live musical 
performances; Entertainment services in the nature of live visual and audio 
performances by a rock music group; Entertainment services in the nature of 
live visual and audio performances, namely, musical band, rock group, 
gymnastic, dance, and ballet performances; Live performances by a musical 
group; Music production services; Production of musical sound recording."

Trademark Rule 2.71(a), and because Opposer consents thereto, the amendment is
