Opposer, Chicago Cubs Baseball Club, LLC (“Opposer”), a Delaware limited liability 

company with offices at 1060 West Addison Street, Chicago, Illinois 60613, believes that it will 

be damaged by registration of the stylized mark C CTUIT as shown here:  

(“Applicant’s Mark”) and in Application Serial No. 86/615,893 (the “Application”) for 

“Business consultation for restaurants in the field of evaluation and implementation of labor, 

food, and beverage cost control practices and solutions and business operations, excluding the 

evaluation and implementation of computer hardware and software” in International Class 35, 

“Application service provider featuring software for providing an online data management 
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system in the fields of data polling, financial analysis and reporting, general business intelligence 

and decision support, transaction processing to upload transactional data, statistical analysis, 

production of dashboards, reports, and email notifications, extraction of sales and labor data; 

application service provider, namely, developing, providing, hosting, reporting, managing, and 

maintaining software, websites, and databases of others in the fields of restaurants, hospitality 

and retail; computer technology support services, namely, help desk services; Application 

service provider featuring software for providing an online data management system in the fields 

of extraction of accounting data; Application service provider featuring software for providing an 

online data management system in the fields of inventory control and extraction of inventory 

data; Application service provider featuring software for providing an online data management 

system in the fields of labor scheduling and data integration; Software as a service (SaaS) 

services featuring software for extraction of accounting, inventory, sales and labor data, for 

providing an online data management system in the fields of data polling, inventory, accounting

 As grounds for opposition, it is alleged that: 
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1. Opposer is the owner of the renowned CHICAGO CUBS MAJOR LEAGUE 

BASEBALL club. 

2. Since long prior to April 30, 2015, Applicant’s constructive first use date, 

Opposer and its predecessors, and their affiliated and related entities, licensees and/or sponsors, 

have used marks comprising or containing the letter C, including, without limitation, various 

distinctive C stylizations, including, but not limited to, the following: , 

, ,  , and , alone or with other word, 

letter and/or design elements (“Opposer’s C Marks”), in connection with baseball games and 

exhibition services and a wide variety of goods and services, including, without limitation, 

computer application programs; computer game programs; restaurant services; food and 

beverage concession services; apparel; toys and sporting goods; paper goods and printed matter 

and novelty items. 

3. Opposer owns U.S. federal registrations for Opposer’s C Marks in 

International Classes 6, 9, 11, 14, 16, 18, 20, 21, 24, 25, 26, 28, 30, 34 and 41; namely, 869,838; 

1,042,652; 1,183,876; 1,297,664; 1,536,262; 1,538,033; 1,538,193; 1,612,016; 1,916,572; 

2,506,407; 2,667,880; 3,231,135; 3,320,037; 3,320,038; 3,320,039; 3,320,040; 3,326,192; 

3,395,907; 3,403,043; 3,403,046; 3,545,454 and 3,854,382.  Registration Nos.  869,838; 

1,042,652; 1,183,876; 1,297,664; 1,536,262; 1,538,033; 1,538,193; 1,612,016; 2,506,407; 

2,667,880; 3,231,135; 3,320,037; 3,320,038; 3,320,039; 3,320,040; 3,326,192; 3,395,907; 
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3,403,043; 3,403,046 and 3,545,454 are incontestable.  Registration No. 1,916,572 is partially 

incontestable. 

4. Since long prior to April 30, 2015, Applicant’s constructive first use date, 

Opposer and its predecessors, and their affiliated and related entities, licensees and/or sponsors 

have promoted and advertised the sale and distribution of goods and services bearing or offered 

in connection with Opposer’s C Marks, including, but not limited to, computer application 

programs; computer game programs; restaurant services; food and beverage concession services; 

apparel; toys and sporting goods; paper goods and printed matter and novelty items, and have 

offered such goods and rendered such services in commerce.  

5. As a result of the extensive sales and promotion of its goods and services bearing 

or offered in connection with Opposer’s C Marks, Opposer has built up highly valuable goodwill 

in Opposer’s C Marks, and said goodwill has become closely and uniquely identified and 

associated with Opposer. 

6. On April 30, 2015, Applicant filed the Application for Applicant’s Mark for 

Applicant’s Services, based on an intent to use. 

7. Upon information and belief, Applicant did not use Applicant’s Mark for the 

services covered in the Application in United States commerce prior to its constructive first use 

date of April 30, 2015.  

8. The services covered by the Application are closely related to the goods and 

services offered in connection with Opposer’s C Marks. 

9. The most prominent component of Applicant’s Mark contains a stylized C 

element that is virtually identical to Opposer’s C Marks as shown below:

10. Applicant’s Mark so resembles Opposer’s C Marks as to be likely, when used in 

connection with Applicant’s services, to cause confusion, to cause mistake, and to deceive the 

trade and public, who are likely to believe that Applicant’s services have their origin with 

Opposer and/or that such services are approved, endorsed or sponsored by Opposer or associated 

in some way with Opposer.  Opposer would thereby be injured by the granting to Applicant of a 

certificate of registration for Applicant’s Mark. 

WHEREFORE, Opposer believes that it will be damaged by registration of Applicant’s 

Mark and requests that the opposition be sustained and said registration be denied.
