PETITION TO CANCEL

In the martter of U.S. Trademark Registration No. 3,305,603 registered October 9,
2007 to NuVision U.S., Inc. (“Registrant™ for the mark HIGH DEFINITION LIVING for
home theatre products, namely televisions, LCD televisions, plasma televisions, flat panel
televisions and DVD players in International Class 9 (“the ‘603 Registration”), Panasonic
Corporation of North America, a corporation organized and existing under the laws of
Delaware, having a place of business at One Panasonic Way, Secaucus, New Jersey
07094 (“Petitioner”) believes that it is or will be damaged by the ‘603 Registration
owned by Registrant and hereby petitions to cancel the same.
1. The ‘603 Registration should be canceled pursuant to 15 U.S.C.
§ 1052(e)(1) since the mark covered by the ‘603 Registration, HIGH DEFINITION
LIVING (the “Subject Mark”), is merely descriptive of the consumer electronic products

covered by the ‘603 Registration. Specifically, as pleaded below, “high definition” is
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descriptive of the nature of the goods covered by the ‘603 Registration, and the word
“living” in this context refers to the lifestyle of users of Registrant’s consumer electronic
products.

The Subiect Mark Is Descriptive

2. “High definition” is a well known descriptive phrase used to describe
consumer electronic products using a particular format which provides higher resolution
than previously available. See  www.en.wikipedia.org/wiki/High-definition video
(“High-definition (HD) video generally refers to any video system of higher resolution
than standard-definition (SD) video.”).

3. Registrant has acknowledged the descriptive nature of “high
definition” in the ‘603 Registration by disclaiming the phrase “high definition” apart from
the mark as shown.

4. The word “living” is defined as “a manner or style of life” (see
www.thefreedictionary.com/living).

5. The composite “high definition living” is descriptive since it
describes a lifestyle which incorporates the use of high definition consumer electronic
products.

6. Upon information and belief, the descriptive nature of the Subject
Mark is underscored by the use by numerous third parties of the word “living” in
connection with “high definition” (or its well known abbreviations, such as “HD” or “hi-
def”). Examples of such descriptive use include, without limitation, the following
Articles which are currently on the Internet: (1) an article entitled “Brought to you in
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living ... HD?” on the subject of “the continuing transition from analog to HDTV”; (2) an
article entitled “Living Life in HD” in connection with an article about purchasing HD
displays; (3) an article entitled “HD Living” relating to HD televisions as an analogy to
spirituality; (4) an article entitled “Are you living in Hi-Def or Staying With Standard
def” in connection with televisions; and (5) an article entitled “High Definition Living:
Are We Sacrificing Our Sanity for the Chance at Luxury Living?” Copies of these Articles
are annexed hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit A.

7. During prosecution before the Patent and Trademark Office of the
‘603 Registration, Registrant did not allege that the Subject Mark has acquired secondary
meaning; and upon information and belief, Registrant will not be able to establish that
the Subject Mark has acquired secondary meaning.

Petitioner Has Standing To Petition To Cancel The ‘603 Registration

8. Petitioner is a well known seller of a wide range of consumer
electronic products and related accessories which are sold under the world famous
PANASONIC trademark.

9. Recently, Petitioner began to use the descriptive phrase “Living In
High Definition” in connection with programs designed to explore how high definition
television and video technologies can enrich the American family lifestyle (i.e., Living In
High Definition”). The description, Living In High Definition, has been used by
Petitioner in connection with other descriptive text such as “Panasonic is looking for

families to live in HD™ and “Find out how to become a Living in HD family.”
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10.  On or about October 8, 2007, Registrant filed a Complaint against
Petitioner in the United States District Court in the District of Arizona alleging that
Petitioner’s descriptive use of “Living In High Definition” infringes the Subject Mark.
11.  Based on Petitioner’s descriptive use of the phrase “Living In High
Definition” and Registrant’s assertion of the Subject Mark and the demands which
Registrant has made with respect thereto, Petitioner has been, is and will continue to be
damaged by the existence of the ‘603 Registration for the Subject Mark on the Principal
Register.
WHEREFORE, Petitioner requests the cancellation of U.S. Trademark Registration
No. 3,305,603.
