Petitioner, Pine Ridge Imports of Naples, Inc., a Florida corporation located and
doing business at 5340 Jaeger Road, Naples, Florida 34109, believes that it is or will be
damaged by Registration No. 3602009, and hercby Petitions to cancel same. To the best
of Petiti;ﬁer’s knowledge, the ﬁame and address of the éurreﬁt owné:f of the regisfration
is: Michael James, LL.C d/b/a Pineridge Coach Works, 5360 Jaeger Road, Naples, Florida
34109,

The grounds for cancellation are as follows:

1. Petitioner seeks cancellation of said trademark pursuant to 15 U.S.C.A.
§10064.

2. Said trademark registration is for “PINERIDGE COACH WORKS.” The

Examining Attorney for Respondent’s said trademark application with the USPTO

required Respondent to disclaim rights to COACH WORKS, finding that it was purely




descriptive and not entitled to trademark protection. Thus, the only part of Respondent’s
trademark given protection is the term “PINERIDGE”.
A Cancellation Based on Fraud Pursuant to 15 US.C.A. §1064

3. As grounds of this Petition, it is alleged that Respondent's registration was
obtained fraudulently in that Respondent falsely represented (1) that it had exclusive
rights to register and use the term “PINERIDGE™ and (2) that the term “PINERIDGE”
had no geographical connotation.

4. The statements within Respondent’s Application were false since (1)
PINERIDGE is a geographically descriptive term which describes a neighborhood and a
main highway in Naples, Florida where several hundred if not thousands of business
incorporate the term “Pine Ridge” to describe their location; and (2) Petitioner was using
the “PINE RIDGE” mark in connection with the same services offered by Respondent at
the time this application was filed, and Respondent was patently aware df Petitioner, as
Petitioner was using this mark in commerce at the business directly next door to
Respondent.

5. First, Respondent submitted in response to an office action issued by the
examining attorney for Respondent’s said trademark application that the term “Pineridge”
did not describe a geographic area. See Composite Exhibit “A”.

6. However, Pine Ridge is a popular geographic area, where Petitioner and
Respondent’s businesses are located, in Naples, Florida. There is no reasonable
explanation for Respondent’s denial of the fact that PINERIDGE is a geographic term
that describes a geographic location. For Respondent to represent such while operating a

business in this location, near the “Pine Ridge” road, which likely coined the entire area’s

name, is nothing short of a deliberate misrepresentation. Simply driving down the main
thoroughfare “Pine Ridge Road” and other connecting roqu in this area one will clearly
see the term “Pine Ridge” used extensively on several business signs. See Exhibit “B”.
In fact, both Pine Ridge Imports and Pineridge Coach Works are located on Jaeger Road,
a small dead-end road running perpendicular from Pine Ridge Road, which is a major
thoroughfare through Naples, Florida. Attached as Exhibit “C” is a map of the area
where both stores are located.

7. Morcover, the previous owner of Pineridge Coach Works, from whom the
Respondent purchased the business, testified under oath on March 30, 2010 (see attached
Exhibit “D” — Depos. of Joseph Craciun', page 51), that he selected the name “Pine
Ridge” because of Pine Ridge Road.

Page 51:

14 Q Why did you use the word "Pine Ridge"?

15 A Why?

16 Q Yes,

17 A [Iliked the name. It was Pine Ridge Road.
18 Q Soit was associated with Pine Ridge Road?
19 A Yes.

8. Additionally, Pine Ridge is a census-designated place totaling
approximately 25.2 square miles and containing close to 5,490 people as of the 2000

census. A copy of the Wikipedia article and 2000 Census Profile for Pine Ridge, Florida

is attached hereto as Composite Exhibit “E.” The Pine Ridge area is adjacent to the
Petitioner and Respondent’s storefronts.

0. Furthermore, there are several uses of the term “Pine Ridge” by schools
and many local businesses in or near Pine Ridge, Florida using the geographically
descriptive term Pine Ridge in their business names. For example, the online white pages
lists the following in addition to Petitioner and Respondent’s business names: Pine Ridge
Chevron; Pine Ridge Farm; Pine Ridge Hairstyling; Pine Ridge Crossings Shopping; Pine
Ridge Dental Office, Goodlette Pine Ridge, LILC; Pine Ridge Middle School; Pine Ridge
Custom Cavas; Pine Ridge Mini Storage; Pine Ridge Pawn and Jewelry; North Naples
Pine Ridge Self Storage; Pine Ridge Chiropractor Clinic; Pine Ridge Medical Group; and
Pineridge & Livingston Nursery. Attached as Exhibit “B” is a copy of the online white
pages search for businesses using the ngme Pine Ridge in the Naples, Florida area.

10.  Thus, Respondent fraudulently obtained the registration for “Pineridge
Coach Works”, Registration No. 3602009, by representing that PINERIDGE was not
geographically descriptive.

11 Second, pursuant to 37 C.F.R, §2.33, Respondent verified, “that to the best
of the [Respondent’s] knowledge and belief, no other person has the right to use the mark
in commerce, either in the identical form or in such near resemblance as to be likely,
when applied to the goods or services of the other person, to cause confusion or mistake,
or to deceive; and that the facts set forth in the application are true.” See Composite
Exhibit “A” Respondent’s Trademark Application. At the time Respondent filed its
application for “PINERIDGE COACH WORKS” in 2008, it knew that Petitioner was

using the mark “Pine Ridge Inports” and “Pine Ridge Imports of Naples, Inc.” in United




States commerce since the Petitioner was operating NEXT DOOR to Respondent at 5340
Jaeger Road, Naples, Florida, Respondent’s place of business, as represented in its
trademark application, is 5360 Jaeger Road, Naples, Florida. In order to reach
Respondent’s business if is necessary to drive past Petitioner’s place of business located
at 5340 Jaegar Road. Moreover, Petitioner conducted business in its current location
before Pineridge Coach Works opened, thus was a prior user of the term “Pine Ridge”
and at the time Respondent opened its business it was aware of Petitioner’s operation of
Pine Ridge Imports next door. Thus, not only is the term “Pine Ridge” geographically
descriptive, but Petitioner first used the term and was in operation prior to Respondent’s
opening of Coach Works, which was directly adjacent to it. In other words, Respondent
purchased the business directly next door to Petitioner, who was using the term “Pine
Ridge” at the time of Respondent’s purchase, and then filed for a trademark registration
and falsely represented there were no other uses of the term “Pineridge”.

12.  Furthermore, the fact that Respondent knew of other uses of the term
Pineridge at the time of the filing of said trademark application is supported by the
testimony of Joseph Craciun, from whom Petitioner purchased Pine Ridge Imports.
During his deposition, Mr. Craciun testified that certain letters received from Petitioner to
Mt. Craciun and to Mz, Craciun’s attorney Peter Flood were presented to Respondent and
that Respondent was aware of Petitioner’s objection to his use of “Pine Ridge” for
operation of an automobile repair shop at 5360 Jaegar Road. See Exhibit “D” Depos. of
Joseph Craciun, pages 105-106:

Page 105:

21 Q@ Do you recall if you gave him a copy of the




22 letters from Bravieri to you and Mr. Flood, which has

24 MS. WHITELAW: Objection. The question said

Page 106:

Clearly, at the time Respondent filed its trademark application in 2008 for the
instant disputed trademark, it knew of Petitioner’s objection to its use of such mark and
of Petitioner’s prior use of that term. Thus, the representations made by Respondent in its
trademark application were fraudulent.

13, Therefore, Respondent’s statement that no other party has the right to use
the mark in commerce at the time the application was filed was a fraud on the USPTO.

14.  The above-referenced statements in Respondent’s Trademark Application
file were made by an autherized agent of Respondent with the knowledge and belief that

said statements were false.




15.  Moreover, said false statement. was made with the imtent to induce
authorized agents of the U.S. Patent and Trademark Office to grant said registration, and,
reasonably relying upon the truth of said false statements, the U.S. Patent and Trademark
Office did, in fact, accept Respondent’s Application.

16.  Petitioner was damaged by said false statements and the registration issued
in reliance thereon in that Petitioner, through its predecessors in interest, since 1995 has
continuously used the marks “Pine Ridge Imports” and “Pine Ridge Imports of Naples,
Inc.” in connection with automobile repair services, and Petitioner's continued and legal

use of their business name will be impaired by the continued registration of said mark of

Respondent.

17.  Moreover, Petitioner will be harmed by the continued registration of
“Pineridge Coach Works” since the registration grants a presumption of rights in and to
the name “Pine Ridge” on Respondent in connection with automobile repair services.

18.  As a result, Petitioner believes that it will be damaged by the continued
registrétion of the mark at issue. Therefore, Petitioner seeks cancellation of said
trademark pursuant to 15 USCA §1064 based on Registrant’s fraud upon the USPTO.

Il Cancellation Based on Geographic Descriptiveness

19.  Petitioner reasserts paragraphs 6 — 9 above, which clearly show that Pine
Ridge is a geographic neighborhood in the Naples, Florida area.

20.  As stated above, the Examining Attorney for Respondent’s said trademark
application with the USPTO required Respondent to disclaim rights to COACH WORKS,
finding that it was purely descriptive and not entitled to trademark protection. Thus, the

only part of Respondent’s trademark given protection is the term “PINERIDGE”,




21.  The trademark registration was granted only based on Respondent’s false
statement of fact that PINERIDGE did not represent a geographic place.

22.  As aresult, since Pine Ridge is a geographic area, Respondent’s mark for
Pineridge Coach Works (which disclaims all rights to the terms Coach Works) is not
entitled to trademark protection.

23.  Petitioner believes that it will be damaged by the continued registration of
the mark at issue. Therefore, Petitioner seeks cancellation of said trademark pursuant to
15 USCA §1064 since the mark is entirely geographically descriptive of the area in which
Respondent conducts business.

IIl.  Cancellation based on Prior Use

24.  Petitioner also moves to cancel said trademark registration on the grounds
that Petitioner was using a similar mark in commerce for automobile repair services prior
to Respondent’s use of the said trademark and prior to Respondent’s filing of the said
trademark application.

25.  Specifically, Petitioner under the names Pine Ridge Imports and Pine
Ridge Imports of Naples, Inc. has offered high quality automotive maintenance and auto
body repair services to the Naples, Florida community continuously at 5340 Jaeger Road,
Naples, Florida since its incorporation in 1995 by and through its successor in interest,
the previous owner, Joseph Craciun (“Craciun”). Attached as Composite Exhibit “F” is
the Florida Department of State, Division of Corporations filings indicating that Pine
Ridge Imports, Inc. was incorporated on November 8, 1995 and its annual reports for

1996 through 2002,




26.  Years prior to the time Respondent alleges it began use of the term “Pine
Ridge” in 2004 for auto body repair services, between 1995 and 2002, Pine Ridge
Imports established a strong customer base and a reputation in the community for
providing quality automobile repair services including body repair services under the
terms ‘“Pine Ridge” and “Pine Ridge Imports”. Attached as Exhibit “G” are estimates for
automobile body repair work in 2002 through Pine Ridge Imports, Inc., when it was
owned by Joseph Craciun.

27.  In addition, Petitioner reasserts Paragraph 12 above which quotes
deposition testimo_ny of Craciun establishing that the Respondent knew of Petitioner’s
objection to their use of the term “Pine Ridge” prior to the time of the filing of
Respondent’s trademark application on August 27, 2008.

28.  Moreover, prior to purchasing the Pine Ridge Imports business, the current
owners incorporated Pine Ridge Imports of Naples, Inc. Attached as Composite Exhibit
“H” is the Florida Department of State, Division of Corporations filings, Articles of
Incorporation indicating that Pine Ridge Imports of Naples, Inc. was incorporated on
March 18, 2002 and its annual reports from 2002 through the present.

29, Thus, prior to Respondent’s alleged use of the term “Pine Ridge” for auto
body repair services in 2004 as set forth in Respondent’s trademark application, on or
around April 29, 2002, the current owners purchased the Pine Ridge Imports business
from Joseph Craciun, including all then-existing business assets, goodwill, rights to the
business’ name, and customer lists. The business included general automobile repair
services including auto body repair services, A copy of the Bill of Sale Absolute of Pine

Ridge Imports Inc. is attached hereto as Exhibit “I”. That document clearly evidences




Petitioner’s purchase of the tradename “Pine Ridge Imports” and thus establishes
Petitioner as the prior user of “Pine Ridge” for automobile repair services.
30.  This is further established by testimony of Joseph Craciun. See Exhibit
“I¥” Depos. of Joseph Craciun, pages 63-66
Page 63:
21 Q Okay. Now, was the sale of Pine Ridge Imports
22 to the Bravieris before or after you opened up
23 Coachworks?
24 A The sale to Mr. Bravieri was after L had the
25 business registered and incorporated.
Page 64:
1 Q Wasitbefore or after you started operations at
2 Coachworks?

31.  After the purchase of Pine Ridge Imports from Craciun, the current
owners continued to operate the business under the already established name of Pine
Ridge Imports so as to capitalize on the already established goodwill and customer base
purchased from Cracian. Attached as Exhibit “J” is a copy of the Purchase and Sale
Contract for the business, with an Addendum thereto which specifically refernces the sale
of the tradename. Since their purchase of Pine Ridge Imports, Inc., the current owners
have increased their customer base by continuing to provide high quality services and
through extensive advertising which has included, as demionstrated by the exhibits
attached hereto, automobile repair services including automobile body repair services.

32.  Respondent began using the term “Pine Ridge” on February 18, 2004 ag
set forth in Plaintiff’s trademark registration, in which its first use of the term “Pine
Ridge” is established. See Composite Exhibit “A.”

33.  Petitioner is likely to be damaged by continuance of said registration in
that Petitioner, through its predecessor in interest, since 1995 has continuously used the
mark “Pine Ridge Imports” in commection with automobile repair services, and
Petitioner's continued- and legal use of said mark will be impaired by the continued
registration of said mark of Respondent.

34,  As a result, Petitioner believes that it will be damaged by the continued
registration of the mark at issue. Therefore, Petitioner seeks cancellation of said
trademark pursuant to 15 USCA §1064 based on Petitioner’s prior use of the “PINE
RIDGE” mark for automobile repair services in United States commerce.

WHEREFORE, Petitioner respectfully requests that Registration No. 3602009 be

cancelled and that this Petition for Cancellation be sustained in favor of Petitioner.

Tn regards to the parking, I spoke to the adjacent tenant. He and I were very upset to discover that
prior to his closing on the business, Mr.Craciun did not inform him of the parking clause in the
lease nor did he inform him of any restrictions on the use of the property due to my lease, The
neighbor and I each have a lease contract with Mr. Craciun, who owns both properties. There is
no agresment between adjacent business owners.

In regards to the use restrictions, paragraph 2 of the lease clearly prohibits vehicle repairs on the
adjacent property. The word “mechanics” that you incorporated in your lefter is not in the lease
and I never intended it to be in the lease. You also state in your letter that the “collision shop has
been established and operating for well over two years.” This is incotrect also. The shop opened
in early 2003 and T immediatefy objected. Mr. Craciun ignored these objections in the same
fashion that your letter was not provided to me until I wrote him two additional times. His shop
also closed or at least appeared closed (no cars, no employee cars, doors closed) shortly after
opening.

Semantics, such as “Body Shop” or “Collision Shop” do not change the fact that the repair work
is being done on vehicles, and repair work on vehicles is prohibited.

In regards to your last paragraph, Thave been soliciting and performing body repair work for a
year, with no objections from Mr. Craciun. This work is done on vehicles, thus it is allowable
under my lease, however this point does not need fo be addressed as the work is not done at 5340
Taeger. All work is performed at an entively separate location. The vehicle repair shop next door
is in direct competition with me. The avoidance of such a situation is precisely why I
incorporated the restrictions into the lease. '
