PETITIONER’S PETITION FOR CANCELLATION

Petitioner, Emad Hillo, a U.S. citizen, whose principal business address is located
at 11770 Seminole Circle, Northridge, California 91326 hereby petitions to cancel the
registration of the mark STONEY STRAPS PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN and Design
by Tony Chavez, United States citizen, with their principal place of business located at
22702 Peach Court, Santa Clarita, California 91390, that is the subject of U.S.
Registration No. 3,635,144, and requests that the registration be cancelled.

As grounds in support of its Petition for Cancellation, Petitioner asserts as
follows:
COUNT 1

Likelihood of Confusion

1. Petitioner is the owner of United States Serial No. 85/298,038 for the trademark LET
DIRTY EDDIE PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN! used in connection with boot straps
that hold your pants down while riding a motorcycle. Petitioner’s effective filing date
was April 18, 2011. Petitioner’s effective date of first use in interstate commerce was

December of 2004.

2. Registrant is the owner of United States Registration No. 3,635,144 for the trademark
STONEY STRAPS PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN and Design filed used in
connection with a motorcycle riding boot strap that holds pant legs down while
riding. Registrant’s effective filing date was November 10, 2008. Registrant’s
application registered on June 9, 2009.

Registrant’s mark, STONEY STRAPS PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN and Design, so
resembles Petitioner’s LET DIRTY EDDIE PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN!
trademark, when considered together, as to be likely, when applied to the goods set
forth in Registrant’s application, to cause confusion, mistake, or deception within the
meaning of Section 2(d) of the Trademark Act.

Registrant’s Mark contains the identical phonetic term PULL YOUR PANTS
DOWN, which is the primary and dominant feature of Petitioner’s LET DIRTY
EDDIE PULL YOUR PANTS DOWNL!.

Registrant’s goods are identical or closely related to the goods of Petitioner, and flow
in the same or related channels of trade.

There is no dispute as to priority. Petitioner’s effective first use of the LET DIRTY
EDDIE PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN! mark in interstate commerce occurred on or
around December of 2004. Registrant’s effective filing date was November 10, 2008
and his date of first use in interstate commerce was allegedly February 1, 2005. Thus,
Petitioner’s Mark has clear priority over the Registrant’s Mark.

Through extensive use, advertising, marketing and promotion of Petitioner’s mark,
Petitioner has built up, at great expense and effort, a valuable reputation and goodwill
symbolized by its strong and distinctive marks.

The damage to the Petitioner’s Mark is undeniable as the registration of Petitioner’s
Mark has been refused on the basis of a likelihood of confusion with the Registrant’s
Mark.

COUNT 2
False Suggestion of Connection

Registrant’s trademark is a phonetically identical combination of the dominant feature
of Petitioner’s LET DIRTY EDDIE PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN! trademark.
Registrant’s STONEY STRAPS PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN trademark falsely
suggests a connection with Petitioner in violation of Section 2(a) of the Trademark
Act, because Registrant’s mark points uniquely to Petitioner and purchasers will
assume that goods sold under Registrant’s trademark are connected with Petitioner.

Petitioner will be damaged by the use and registration of Registrant’s trademark as it
will deprive Petitioner of the ability to protect its reputation, persona and goodwill.

Petitioner will be damaged by the continued registration of Registrant’s trademark as
it will narrow the scope of trademark protection accorded to Petitioner’s LET DIRTY
EDDIE PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN! trademark, such that others may use the
words PULL YOUR PANTS DOWN and other phonetically similar designations in
