1. Registrant claimsthey were the first user of the word marks"NATO" and "NATO
G10" asthe termsrefer to watchbands and watch straps.

2. These word marks were used for many years in the United States prior to the
registrants claimed dates of first use of Feb 2, 2002 and first dates of commerce of May
15, 2003

3. Further more the word marks were and have become a generic and descriptive term
for al ballistic nylon, military NATO style watchbands as far back as 1998.
A simple Google search for NATO watch bands brings back 2,140,000 resullts.

4. Theterm "NATO watch straps” is based upon the standard watch strap issued by the
British Ministry of Defense (MOD). Called the "G10" by members of the British military
because of the form used to requisition the strap (and other items) from inventory, the
reason it got its"NATQO" name is because the strap hasa NSN or NATO Stock Number
which identifies this type of strap. And there are actually TWO NATO stock numbers for
the straps: Army/Navy (6645-99-124-2986) and RAF (6645-99-527-7059).
