PETITIONER’S MOTION TO DEFER CONSIDERATION OF  
REGISTRANT’S MOTION FOR SU MMARY JUDGMENT TO ALLOW  

TIME FOR PETITIONER TO TA KE DISCOVERY AND OBTAIN  
DEPOSITION TESTIMONY TO ACQ UIRE FACTS ESSENTIAL  
TO JUSTIFY ITS OPPOSITION  (RULE 56(d)); REQUEST FOR 

EXTENSION OF TIME TO CONCLUDE DISCOVERY 
 

Comes Petitioner Edge Games, Inc. (“Petitioner”) and moves under Rule 56(d) to defer 

consideration of Registrant’s Motion for Summary Judgment to allow time for Petitioner to take 

discovery and obtain deposition testimony to acquire facts essential to justify Petitioner’s 

opposition to Registrant’s motion. 

Concurrent with the filing of this motion, Petitioner has also filed an initial, partial, response 

to Registrant’s, which response includes a motion under 36(b) to permit Petitioner to withdraw 

the effective admissions and submit actual admissions. As was made clear in that partial 

response, Petitioner cannot file a full and proper response at this time since full justification for 

Petitioner’s opposition to Registrant’s motion can only be completed once Petitioner has 

concluded the subpoena process recently started. In order for Petitioner to fully respond to 

Registrant’s motion, Petitioner needs discovery from its licensee, Velocity Micro, regarding 



sales, marketing, and other data relating to the licensee’s use of the mark EDGE in United States 

inter-state commerce since 1998.  

Since it has proven not to be possible to obtain this discovery without issuing subpoenas, 

Petitioner has issued and is in the process of serving both a document production subpoena on 

Velocity Micro and a deposition subpoena on Velocity’s President, Randall (“Randy”) Copeland. 

Proof that these subpoenas have been issued and are in process of being served is attached in 

Exhibit A1  to the attached statement by Dr Tim Langdell in support of this motion (Exhibit A ). 

The reason this motion is required before Petitioner can file its full response to Registrant’s 

motion is because Petitioner needs to rely on the evidence of sales and marketing in United 

States commerce carried out by its licensee Velocity in respect to the mark EDGE and goods 

essentially the same as those of Registrant. Petitioner’s primary grounds for opposing 

Registrant’s motion are that Petitioner should be permitted to withdraw the effective admissions 

(the ones entered in default) and submit new actual admissions. In order to support this basis for 

opposition, Petitioner needs to support its argument regarding its historic use of the mark EDGE 

for the goods in question, and in order to do that Petitioner must have the documentary and 

testimonial evidence which will be gained from Velocity through the subpoenas just issued. 

Petitioner thus respectfully requests that this motion under Rule 56(d) be granted, that the 

Board defer consideration of Registrant’s Motion for Summary Judgment accordingly, and that 

time be permitted for Petitioner to gain the evidence and further discovery it requires by the 

completion of the subpoena process. Unfortunately, Petitioner cannot predict how long this 

process will take since there are numerous factors impacting it (degree of compliance by 

Velocity and its President, court timing for any issues that require the Federal Court to rule, and 

so forth). Thus Petitioner asks for time until the subpoena process is completed, and the 



additional discovery has been obtained, with Petitioner required to promptly notify the Board 

when this has occurred. 

In the alternate, should the Board decide in Petitioner’s favor on Registrant’s motion prior to 

Petitioner gaining this additional discovery through subpoena, then since Petitioner will still 

require this subpoena evidence to submit at trial, Petitioner asks that the Board grant an 

extension to the period for Discovery until this subpoena process is concluded and the additional 

discovery acquired. That is, this additional discovery through subpoena is required both to give 

full responses to Registrant’s motion and in order for their to be a full consideration of this case 

on its merits at trial.
