PETITION TO CANCEL 

 
 Petitioners adidas AG, a joint stock company organized under the laws of the Federal 

Republic of Germany with a principal place of business at Adi-Dassler-Strasse 1, 

Herzogenaurach, 91074, Federal Republic of Germany, and adidas America Inc., a corporation 

organized and existing under the laws of the State of Delaware with a principal place of business 

at 5055 N. Greeley Avenue, Portland, Oregon 97217 (collectively, “adidas”), will be damaged by 

the continued registration for the trademark shown in Supplemental Registration No. 4,733,403 

(the “Registration”) and hereby petition to cancel the same. 

 As grounds for its petition under 37 C.F.R. §§ 2.111 and 2.112(a), adidas alleges as 

follows, with knowledge concerning its own acts, and on information and belief as to all other 

matters: 

1. adidas is currently, and for years has been, one of the world’s leading 

manufacturers of athletic footwear, sportswear, and sporting equipment.  Over sixty years ago, 

adidas first placed three parallel stripes on its athletic shoes, and the Three-Stripe Mark came to 

signify the quality and reputation of adidas footwear to the sporting world early in the company’s 

history. 



2. At least as early as 1952, adidas began using the Three-Stripe Mark on footwear 

sold in the United States and worldwide.  The Three-Stripe Mark quickly came to signify the 

quality and reputation of adidas footwear.  

3. As early as 1967, adidas began using the Three-Stripe Mark on apparel sold in the 

United States and worldwide. 

4. adidas’s Three-Stripe Mark is well-known and famous and has been for many 

years.  adidas has used the Three-Stripe Mark in connection with its frequent sponsorship of 

athletic tournaments and organizations, as well as professional athletes and collegiate sports 

teams.  For example, adidas has had longstanding relationships with the University of California 

at Los Angeles, the University of Nebraska, the University of Louisville, and the University of 

Miami.  Among many others, adidas sponsors: (a) 2012 NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year 

Robert Griffin III; (b) NBA stars Tim Duncan, Damian Lillard, and Derrick Rose; (c) 

professional golfer Sergio Garcia; and (d) internationally famous soccer players David Beckham 

and Lionel Messi.  For decades, adidas also has sponsored the world-famous Boston Marathon, 

along with many other events, teams, and individuals.  Recently, for example, adidas was an 

official sponsor of the 2014 FIFA World Cup in Brazil, watched by millions in the United States 

and around the world. 

5. adidas also has used the Three-Stripe Mark in connection with its frequent 

sponsorship of musical artists, including pop-stars Katy Perry and Selena Gomez and iconic 

rappers B.o.B, Snoop Dogg, Pharrell Williams, and Kanye West.    

6. The Three-Stripe Mark is nonfunctional, and the public recognizes and 

understands that the Three-Stripe Mark distinguishes and identifies adidas’s merchandise.  

Indeed, unsolicited media coverage has referred to “the iconic adidas three stripes” (Brettman, 



Allan, “World Cup Brings New Shoes, Uniforms from Adidas, Nike,” The Oregonian, Feb. 17, 

2014), adidas’s “trademark three-stripe sneakers” (Brettman, Allan, “Adidas lifts 2012 forecast 

as sales in China soar in Q1,” The Oregonian, May 1, 2012), “the adidas stripes” (Brettman, 

Allan, “A $35 Swoosh of Genius,” The Oregonian, June 16, 2011), adidas’s “ubiquitous three 

stripes” (Brettman, Allan, “Going ‘All In’ Against Nike,” The Oregonian, March 15, 2011), the 

“trademark three-stripe logo” (Pennington, Bill, “Belts That Do More Than Hold Up Pants,” 

New York Times, July 27, 2009), the “iconic three stripes” (“Game Time,” Footwear News, June 

16, 2008), the “signature three stripes” (Moore, Booth, “Ringing Endorsements; Form Follows 

Function with Much Olympic Wear, but Fashion and Funding are also at Play,” L.A. Times, 

August 13, 2004), the “famous brand with the three stripes” (Whiting, Sam, “Must Have,” San 

Francisco Chronicle, July 7, 2002), and the “legendary Adidas three stripes” (“Coty Inc.,” Brand 

Strategy, September 27, 1999).   

7. For decades, adidas extensively and continuously has used and promoted the 

Three-Stripe Mark in connection with footwear and apparel.  In recent years, annual sales of 

products bearing the Three-Stripe Mark have totaled in the billions of dollars globally and in the 

hundreds of millions of dollars within the United States.  The Three-Stripe Mark has achieved 

international fame and tremendous public recognition. 

8. Since introducing its Three-Stripe Mark, adidas has spent millions of dollars 

promoting the mark and products bearing the mark.  For example, in March 2011, adidas 

launched an advertising campaign in the United States “featuring Chicago Bulls guard Derrick 

Rose, rapper B.o.B and pop singer Katy Perry, among others,” that “highlights [adidas’s] imprint 

on the world of sports, music and fashion,” and “show[s] the breadth and depth of the Adidas 

brand.”  Similarly, adidas has recently launched its “Sport 15” advertising campaign, which will 



be adidas’s biggest ever ad spend in the United States.  The campaign features soccer superstar 

Lionel Messi, Derrick Rose of the Chicago Bulls and DeMarco Murray of the Dallas Cowboys.  

As a result of adidas’s continuous and exclusive use of the Three-Stripe Mark in connection with 

its products, the mark enjoys wide public acceptance and association with adidas, and has come 

to be recognized widely and favorably by the public as an indicator of the origin of adidas’s 

goods. 

9. As a result of adidas’s extensive use and promotion of the Three-Stripe Mark, 

adidas has built up and now owns extremely valuable goodwill that is symbolized by the mark.  

The purchasing public has come to associate the Three-Stripe Mark with adidas. 

10. adidas is the owner of numerous United States Registrations on the Principal 

Register for the Three-Stripe Mark, including, without limitation, the following registrations:

11. The above-identified registrations are valid and in full force and effect.  Indeed, 

affidavits have been filed and accepted pursuant to Sections 8 and 15 of the Lanham Act for 

Registration Nos. 870,136, 961,353, 1,674,229, 1,815,956, 1,833,868, 2,016,963, 2,058,619, 

2,278,589, 2,278,591, 2,284,308, 2,909,861, 2,999,646, 3,029,129, 3,029,127, 3,029,135, 

3,063,742, 3,063,745, 3,087,329, 3,183,656 and 3,183,663, rendering such registrations 

incontestable. 

12. Notwithstanding adidas’s prior rights, and well after adidas’s Three-Stripe Mark 

became famous, on April 10, 2014, Respondent Cougar Sport, Inc. (“Respondent”) filed to 

register on the Principal Register Application Serial No. 86/248,195 (the “Application”) for 

“pants, shorts, shirts, jackets” in International Class 25 and claiming a first-use date of March 

1983 for the design mark shown below (“Cougar Sport’s Mark”): 



 

13. On July 28, 2014, the Application received an Office Action, citing a likelihood 

of confusion with Registration No. 2,284,308 covering “sports and leisure wear, namely pants” 

and owned by adidas for the design mark shown below: 

 

14. On March 2, 2015, the Application was amended to seek registration on the 

Supplemental Register, and on May 5, 2015, the Application was registered on the Supplemental 

Register. 



15. adidas hereby petitions to cancel the Registration on the basis that Cougar Sport’s 

Mark is likely to cause confusion under Section 2(d) of the Lanham Act, 15 U.S.C. § 1052(d) 

and likely to cause dilution under Section 43(c)(1) of the Lanham Act, 15 § 1125(c)(1). 

16. There is no issue as to priority.  adidas began using the Three-Stripe Mark in 

commerce in connection with footwear at least as early as 1952 and in connection with apparel at 

least as early as 1967, well prior to Respondent’s March 1983 claimed date of first use.    

17. Consumers familiar with the footwear and apparel long associated with adidas’s 

Three-Stripe Mark are likely to assume that the goods offered under Cougar Sport’s Mark 

originate from the same source, or that they are affiliated, connected, or associated with adidas.  

Cougar Sport’s Mark includes a dominant design element comprising four parallel stripes, which 

appears on the outer seams of apparel.  Viewed as a whole, Cougar Sport’s mark is nearly 

identical to adidas’s Three-Stripe Mark in appearance and commercial impression. 

18. The goods cited under Cougar Sport’s Mark, namely pants, shorts, shirts, and 

jackets, are identical to the products adidas long has offered in connection with the Three-Stripe 

Mark and to goods cited under existing registrations for adidas’s Three-Stripe Mark, including  

Reg. No. 2,284,308 covering “sports and leisure wear, namely pants,” Reg. No. 2,278,591 

covering “sports and leisure wear, namely shorts,” Reg. No. 2,058,619 covering “sports and 

leisure wear, namely shirts,” and Reg. No. 3,029,127 covering “clothing, namely, T-shirts, 

sweatshirts, jackets and coats.”  

19. Cougar Sport’s Mark so closely resembles adidas’s Three-Stripe mark that the use 

of Cougar Sport’s Mark is likely to cause confusion, deception, or mistake as to the affiliation, 

connection, or association of Cougar Sport with adidas, or the origin, sponsorship, or approval of 



Cougar Sport’s goods by adidas in violation of Section 2(d) of the Lanham Act, 15 U.S.C. § 

1052(d), with consequent injury to adidas and the public. 

20. Additionally, continued registration of Cougar Sport’s Mark is likely to dilute the 

distinctiveness of adidas’s Three-Stripe Mark by eroding consumers’ exclusive identification of 

the Three-Stripe Mark with adidas, and otherwise lessening the capacity of the Three-Stripe 

Mark to identify and distinguish the goods of adidas, in violation of Section 43(c)(1) of the 

Lanham Act, 15 U.S.C. § 1125(c)(1). 

21. If Cougar Sport is permitted to maintain its Registration, consumer confusion 

resulting in damage and injury to adidas would be caused and would result by reason of the 

similarity between Cougar Sport’s Mark and adidas’s Three-Stripe Mark.  Persons familiar with 

adidas’s Three-Stripe mark would be likely to purchase Cougar Sport’s goods as and for goods 

associated with adidas.  Further, any defect, objection, or fault found with Cougar Sport’s 

products marketed under Cougar Sport’s Mark necessarily would reflect on and seriously injure 

adidas’s reputation. 

22. If Cougar Sport is permitted to maintain its Registration, such registration would 

be a source of damage and injury to adidas. 

WHEREFORE, adidas requests that Supplemental Registration No. 4,733,403 be 

cancelled in its entirety. 

The fee in the amount of $600.00 for the petition for cancellation is filed herewith.  If for 

any reason this amount is insufficient, it is requested that adidas’s attorneys’ Deposit Account 

No. 11-0860 be charged with any deficiency.  This paper is filed electronically.
