But, absent compelling circumstances or the consent of the opposing party, the Board will not change a hearing date
if the request to reschedul e is made within two weeks of the scheduled hearing date. A party who wants to
reschedule an oral hearing should first notify the Board by telephone [(571) 272-8500] and then submit to the
Board, by fax [(571) 273-0059], awritten request to reschedul e, stating the reasons for the request and whether the
opposing party has consented to the rescheduling.
