NOTICE OF OPPOSITION

Zoup! IP, L.L.C. (“Zoup! IP”) and Zoup! Systems, L.L.C. (“Zoup! Systems”), Michigan
limited liability companies, with the registered address of 28290 Franklin Road, Southfield,
Michigan 48034, and through their counsel, Frasco Caponigro Wineman & Scheible, PLLC,
oppose the above identified application filed by LaZoupa AG (“LaZoupa” or “Applicant”).

Zoup! IP and Zoup! Systems (collectively “Zoup!” or “Opposers”) believe that they will
be damaged by the registration of LaZoupa Creative Cuisine by the Applicant, and hereby
opposes the same.

The grounds for opposition are as follows:

1. LaZoupa filed a trademark application assigned Application Serial
No. 79-165, 576 in the United States Patent and Trademark Office (“PTO”) on or about June 7,
2016 (“Application”), to register the mark LaZoupa Creative Cuisine (“Applicant’s Mark™) for
use in connection with “(INT. CL. 29) Pre-cooked dishes based on meat, fish, vegetables and
potatoes, particularly in soups and salads (INT. CL. 30) Pre-cooked dishes based on pasta and

rice, particularly sauces (INT. CL. 32) Non-alcoholic beverages, namely fruit juices, fruit



flavoured [sic] beverages, non-dairy soy beverages not being milk substitutes, non-dairy almond
beverages, coffee-flavored soft drinks, soft drinks flavored with tea, non-alcoholic carbonated
drinks; beverages based on fruit and vegetables juices; syrups for beverages (INT. CL. 43)
Services for providing food and drink; food and drink catering; restaurant, bar and coffee house
services; services providing foodstuffs and beverages to take away” (“Applicant’s Goods”).

s The Application filed by LaZoupa was based on the Applicant’s intent to use the
Applicant’s Mark under Lanham Act, Section 1(b), Intent to Use.

3. The Applicant did not list an alleged use of the Applicant’s Mark in the
Application.

4. Upon information and belief, the Applicant has not used the Applicant’s Mark in
the United States.

5. The Application for the Applicant’s Mark was published for opposition in the
Official Gazette on June 7, 2016. On June 24, 2016, Zoup! timely filed a request for a thirty (30)
day extension of time to oppose the Application for Applicant’s Mark (Exhibit A), which was
granted until August 6, 2016 (Exhibit B).

6. Zoup! is a well-known chain of franchised restaurants with numerous locations
throughout the United States and Canada. The first Zoup! restaurant opened in 1998 in
Southfield, Michigan (a Detroit suburb). In the last eighteen (18) years, Zoup! has opened
ninety-five (95) locations across the northern half of the United States and in Ontario, Canada.
Zoup! restaurants offer a daily menu of soups and also feature a distinctive array of

made-to-order salads and sandwiches.



7. During the eighteen (18) year period the Opposers’ Mark has had substantial and
continuous use in the northern half of the United States. Furthermore, expansion is expected in
other parts of the United States in the near future through the use of franchises.

8. Zoup! has earned acclaim from media and industry leaders. For example, Zoup!
consistently receives accolades from local and national organizations, including Bloomberg
Businessweek, Fast Casual Magazine, FOX Business, INC Magazine, HOUR Detroit Magazine,
and Nation’s Restaurant News.

9. Because Zoup! has had a substantial and continuous use throughout the northern
half of the United States since October 16, 1997, and expansion of Zoup! is expected throughout
the entire United States through the use of franchises, the Opposers have a senior common law
right to that of the Applicant’s Mark.

10.  Zoup IP is also the owner of U.S. Registration Number 2797972 for the mark
Zoup! (“Opposers’ Mark”) filed in the PTO on March 27, 1998 (“Opposers’ Filing Date”) based
on its use of the Opposers’ Mark since October 16, 1997 (“Opposers’ First Use Date™) in
connection with restaurant services (“Opposers’ Goods”) (Exhibit C). The Opposers’ Mark was
registered as U.S. Registration Number 2797972 on December 23, 2003 (“Opposers’
Registration”).

11.  The original registrant of the Opposers’ Mark was Zuppa Corp., a Michigan
Corporation. Zoup! IP became the subsequent owner after registration (See, e.g., Exhibit D).

12.  Zoup! IP and Zoup Systems entered into a License Agreement dated June 24,
2008 (“License Agreement”) (Exhibit E). Under the terms of the License Agreement, Zoup
Systems has the exclusive right and license to utilize the Opposers’ Mark. Also under the terms

of the License Agreement, Zoup! Systems is obligated to sue for infringement (Exhibit E, § 6.1).

! The serial number assigned to the Application for Opposers’ Mark was 75457722.
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Accordingly, as a result of the License Agreement, both Zoup! IP and Zoup! Systems have
standing to challenge the Application.

13.  On April 11, 2013, Zoup IP filed a Combined Declaration of Use and/or
Excusable Nonuse / Application for Renewal of Registration of a Mark under Sections 8 & 9
(Exhibit F).

14.  The Opposers have used the Opposers’ Mark in association with the Opposers’
Goods in commerce since at least as early as October 16, 1997, and the Opposers’ Mark is
currently in use in connection with Opposers’ Goods.

15.  The Opposers’ Filing Date and the Opposers’ First Use Date for the Opposers’
Mark are earlier than the Applicant’s Filing Date for the Applicant’s Mark.

16.  Priority is not an issue in this case because both the Opposers’ Filing Date and the
Opposers’ First Use Date for the Opposers’ Mark precede the Applicant’s Filing Date and the
Applicant does not have a first use date for the Applicant’s Mark.

17.  Applicant’s Mark LaZoupa Creative Cuisine is nearly identical to the Opposers’
Mark Zoup!. The Applicant’s Mark is confusingly similar in sound to the Opposers’ Mark. The
Applicant’s registration and use of the LaZoupa Creative Cuisine mark would likely create
confusion, mistake, or deception in the minds of prospective purchasers as to the origin or source
of the Opposers’ Goods association with the Zoup! Mark.

18.  The Applicant’s Goods are closely related to and/or are in the natural zone of
expansion of the Opposers’ Goods. The Opposers’ Goods are sold in restaurants and features

soups, salads, sandwiches, and beverages. The Applicant’s Goods include the same.



19.  The Opposers’ Goods and the Applicant’s Goods travel in the same channels of
trade and would be viewed by the same customers. Applicant’s Goods are, therefore,
substantially similar to Opposers’ Goods with which the Opposers’ Mark is used.

20.  Purchasers familiar with Opposers’ Goods are likely to mistakenly believe that
the Applicant’s Goods are sponsored by, authorized, endorsed, affiliated with, or otherwise
approved by the Opposers because the Applicant’s Mark sought to be registered by the Applicant
is confusingly similar to the Opposers’ Mark.

21.  For the foregoing reasons, the registration sought by Applicant is contrary to
provisions of Section 2 of the Lanham Act, and Opposers believe they would be damaged by the
registration of the Applicant’s Mark.

WHEREFORE Zoup! IP, LLC and Zoup! Systems, LLC respectfully request that the
application Serial No. 79-165, 576 for the mark LaZoupa Creative Cuisine published in the
Official Gazette on June 13, 2016, be refused and that this Opposition be sustained in favor of
Zoup! IP, LLC and Zoup! Systems, LLC.

LICENSE AGREEMENT

THIS LICENSE AGREEMENT, entered into this 24 day of June, 2008, is by and between
ZOUP! 1P, LLC (“Licensor”), a Michigan limited liability company with offices located at 28290
Franklin Road, Southfield, Michigan 48034, and ZOUP! SYSTEMS, L.L.C. (“Licensee™), a
Michigan limited liability company with offices located at 28290 Franklin Road, Southfield,
Michigan 48034.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Licensor is the owner of certain registered and common law trademark rights
and other proprietary rights relating to Zoup® restaurants;

WHEREAS, pursuant to the terms of the Operating Agreement for Zoup! Of North
America, LLC, a Michigan limited liability company (“Zoup NA”) dated the same date as this
Licensed Agreement, Licensor and Licensee desire to enter into this License Agreement, upon the
terms and conditions set forth herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual covenants contained
herein, Licensor and Licensee agree as follows:

ARTICLE I
DEFINITIONS

As used herein, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

1.1 “Licensed Marks” shall mean the registered and common law trademarks set forth
on Schedule I attached hereto.

1.2 “Proprietary Rights” shall mean, collectively, the Licensed Marks and all trade
names, know-how, trade secrets, technology, skills, ideas, inventions, improvements,
specifications; data;; processes; designs; sketches; photographs; samples; prototypes; concepts;
restaurant designs, layouts, modes of operation, research and development; customers, contacts;
sales and marketing; sources of supply, price lists; and business plans owned or otherwise used
by Licensor in connection with the franchising of Zoup® restaurants.

ARTICLE II
GRANT OF LICENSE

2.1  Licensor hereby grants to Licensee (a) the exclusive, irrevocable, fully paid-up and
perpetual right and license to utilize the Licensed Marks and Proprietary Rights to sublicense
those right to the existing Zoup!® franchises granted by Licensee as of the date hereof under
existing franchise agreements (the “Current Franchise Agreements”) at their current locations
listed on Schedule I hereof (the “Current Franchised Stores”) or any other location the Board of
Managers of Zoup NA permits the existing franchisee to relocate their restaurant, until such time
as the businesses of any such Current Franchised Stores are sold or otherwise transferred to a



third party other than an owner of a Current Franchised Store (at which time such locations shall
be converted to franchisees of the Zoup NA at no cost to Zoup NA); and

(b) the exclusive, irrevocable, fully paid-up and perpetual right and license to utilize
the Proprietary Rights to sublicense those rights to any Zoup!® franchises opened by any existing
franchisees under any existing area development agreements (the “Current Area Development
Agreements”) but only in those locations listed on Schedule III hereof (the “Committed
Franchised Stores”) and any existing Zoup! franchisee of Licensee that opens a new location will
be a franchisee of Licensee until such time as the business of any such new locations are sold or
otherwise transferred to a third party other than an owner of a Current Franchised Store (at which
time such locations shall be converted to franchisees of Zoup NA at no cost to Zoup NA).

22 It is expressly acknowledged and agreed between the parties that Licensor retains
full ownership of the Proprietary Rights and any registrations granted therefor. During the term of
this Agreement, Licensor shall at all times take all actions as may be necessary to maintain the
Licensed Marks registered, valid and effective in the United States.

2.3 Licensor hereby represents and warrants to Licensee that:

(a) Licensor owns all right, title and interest in and to the Proprietary Rights
free and clear of all liens, encumbrance and claims;

(b)  Licensor has the right to enter into this License Agreement;

(c)  The Proprietary Rights are valid and effective in accordance with their
terms;

(d)  The Proprietary Rights and the use thereof by Licensee and its franchisees
as contemplated herein does not and will not infringe upon any third party’s trademarks,
trade names, trade secrets or other intellectual property rights;

(e) Licensor has not at any time received any notice that the Proprietary Rights
infringe upon any third party’s trademarks, trade names, trade secrets or other intellectual
property rights; and

® To Licensor’s knowledge, no third party is infringing upon any of the
Proprietary Rights.

ARTICLE III
LICENSEE FEE

3.1 In consideration of the licensed rights granted hereunder by the Licensor to
Licensee, Licensee shall pay to Licensor a one-time only lump sum license fee in the amount of
One Hundred ($100) Dollars, which shall be paid in conjunction with the execution of this
