This exhibit is relevant, at least, for the purpose of 

showing the goods Opposer advertises, offers for sale, and sells under its AIRPRO mark, the trade 

channels through which Opposer advertises, offers for sale, and sells its AIRPRO-branded goods, 

and the industries to which Opposer advertises, offers for sale and sells its AIRPRO-branded 

goods, which are relevant to Opposer’s likelihood of confusion claim.

purpose of showing that Applicant is not currently using Applicant’s AEROPRO mark on 

Facebook, which is relevant to Opposer’s non-use claim. 

26. Attached hereto as Exhibit 24 is a true and correct copy of a screenshot of 

Applicant’s Amazon page, dated November 2, 2022. This exhibit is relevant, at least, for the 

purpose of showing that as of November 2, 2022 Applicant is not offering for sale any goods under 

the AEROPRO mark on Amazon, which is relevant to Opposer’s non-use claim.  

27. Attached hereto as Exhibit 25 are true and correct copies of screenshots of third-

party websites offering for sale the alleged AEROPRO-brand products, Bates-labeled 

GRACO0000001-69, GRACO0000074-103, dated January 15, 2020. This exhibit is relevant, at 

least, for the purpose of showing the relatedness of parties’ goods and for the purpose of showing 

that Applicant has not used the AEROPRO mark on Applicant’s products in the United States, 

which are relevant to Opposer’s likelihood of confusion and nonuse claims. 

28. Attached hereto as Exhibit  26 are true and correct copies of online dictionary 

definitions of the word “aero,” dated November 2, 2022. This exhibit is relevant, at least, for the 

purpose of showing that the word “aero” is identical in meaning to the word “air,” which is relevant 

to Opposer’s likelihood of confusion claim.  

29. Attached hereto as Exhibit 27 are true and correct copies of screenshots of the 

website tcpglobal.com, to whom Applicant has allegedly contracted to sell product, dated 

November 2, 2022. This evidence is relevant, at least, for the purpose of showing that the TCP 

Global San Diego location closed is permanently closed and that TCP Global does not advertise 

or offer for sale AEROPRO-branded products on its website, which is relevant to Opposer’s 

likelihood of confusion and nonuse claims. 
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30. Attached hereto as Exhibit 28 are true and correct copies of screenshots of the 

archive.org captures of tcpglobal.com from May 30, 2017, August 31, 2018, and  

February 18, 2019, to whom Applicant has allegedly contracted to sell product, dated November 

2, 2022. This evidence is relevant, at least, for the purpose of showing that the TCP Global website 

has not advertised, promoted, or offered for sale AEROPRO-branded products, which is relevant 

to Opposer’s likelihood of confusion and nonuse claims. 

31. Attached hereto as Exhibit  29 is a true and correct copy of screenshots from 

Applicant’s website, aeroprotools.com, dated January 15, 2020 (Bates-labeled GRACO0000070-

71) and November 2, 2022. This evidence is relevant, at least, for the purpose of showing that the 

alleged AEROPRO-branded goods do not display the AEROPRO mark anywhere on the good 

itself, which is relevant to Opposer’s nonuse claim.

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and Applicant’s alleged AEROPRO-branded goods, which is relevant to Opposer’s likelihood of 

confusion claim.  

34. Attached hereto as Exhibit  32 are true and correct copies of screenshots of third-

party websites offering for sale and selling paint guns, spray guns, and painting machines under or 

in connection with a single mark, Bates-labeled GRACO0000144-186. This evidence is relevant, 

at least, for the purpose of showing the relatedness between Opposer’s AIRPRO-branded goods 

and Applicant’s alleged AEROPRO-branded goods, which is relevant to Opposer’s likelihood of 

confusion claim.
