SUMMARY OF ISSUES:

Mark on Drawing and Specimen Differ

 
MARK ON THE DRAWING AND SPECIMEN DIFFER
 
Registration is refused because the specimen does not show the mark in the drawing in use in commerce in International Class 9, which is
required in the statement of use.  Trademark Act Sections 1 and 45, 15 U.S.C. §§1051, 1127; 37 C.F.R. §§2.34(a)(1)(iv), 2.56(a); TMEP §§904,
904.07(a), 1301.04(g)(i).  The mark appearing on the specimen and in the drawing must match; that is, the mark in the drawing “must be a
substantially exact representation of the mark” on the specimen.   See37 C.F.R. §2.51(b); TMEP §807.12(a). 



 
In this case, the specimen displays the mark as a jigsaw puzzle piece, the right side in red, the left side in blue with a white jagged line running
vertical through the middle featured on a background with the right side featured in red and the left side in blue with three white spots featured on
the upper left side, two in the middle, and two white spots on the lower left side and one white spot on the upper right side, two in the middle, and
four white spots on the bottom right side.  However, the drawing displays the mark as a jigsaw puzzle piece, the right side in red, the left side in
blue with a white jagged line running vertical through the middle featured on a background with the right side featured in red with back
horizontal lines and the left side in blue with black horizontal lines with six white spots featured on the upper left side and three white spots on
the lower left side and four white spots on the upper right side and eight white spots on the bottom right side.  The mark on the specimen does
not match the mark in the drawing because it does not feature the black horizontal lines on the background and the white spots are different in
amount and placement.  Applicant has thus failed to provide the required evidence of use of the mark in commerce.  See TMEP §807.12(a).
 
Applicant may respond to this refusal by satisfying one of the following:
 

(1)       Submit a new drawing of the mark that shows the mark on the specimen and, if appropriate, an amendment of the description
and/or color claim that agrees with the new drawing. See37 C.F.R. §2.72(b).  The following amended description is suggested, if
accurate:  “The mark consists of a three-dimensional design of a jigsaw puzzle piece oriented with notches on right and left
sides and tabs on top and bottom sides; the puzzle piece is light blue on the left side and red on the right side, with a jagged
thick white line running vertically through its center; the puzzle piece has white highlights on its edges to emphasize its
three-dimensional shape; the puzzle piece appears on a rounded corner square background that is blue on the left side and
dark red on the right side; a shaded black edge surrounds the square background; seven white spots are scattered on both
the left and right side of the background.”   Applicant may amend the mark in the drawing to match the mark on the specimen
but may not make any other changes or amendments that would materially alter the drawing of the mark. See37 C.F.R. §2.72(b);
TMEP §807.14.

 
(2)       Submit a different specimen(a verified“substitute” specimen) for each applicable international class that (a) shows the mark in

the drawing in actual use in commerce for the goods and/or services in the statement of use, and (b) was in actual use in commerce
prior to the expiration of the deadline for filing the statement of use. 

 
Examples of specimens for goods include tags, labels, instruction manuals, containers, photographs that show the mark on the
actual goods or packaging, and displays associated with the actual goods at their point of sale. SeeTMEP §§904.03et seq. 
Webpages may also be specimens for goods when they include a picture or textual description of the goods associated with the
mark and the means to order the goods.  TMEP §904.03(i).  Examples of specimens for services include advertising and
marketing materials, brochures, photographs of business signage and billboards, and webpages that show the mark used in the
actual sale, rendering, or advertising of the services.  See TMEP §1301.04(a), (h)(iv)(C).

 
Applicant, however, may not respond by withdrawing the statement of use.  See 37 C.F.R. §2.88(f); TMEP §1109.17.
