NOTICE OF OPPOSITION

Opposer, RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS, INC. (hereinafter “Opposer”), a
Delaware corporation with an address of 7440 N. Oracle Road, Bldg. 1 Tucson, AZ
85704, believes that it will be harmed by the registration of the mark RADIANCE
shown in Application Serial No. 90/471,600 filed January 18, 2021, by ReCor
Medical, Inc. (“Applicant”) for goods classified in International Class 010 and
hereby opposes the same. A description of the Applicant’s application is as follows:

Grounds for Opposition

As grounds for the instant Opposition, Opposer believes and avers that it will be

harmed by the registration of Applicant’'s RADIANCE mark because the mark would be

likely to cause confusion with Opposer’s prior-filed RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS word mark

and logo and RADIANCETX word mark, each of which retain priority of use over

Applicant’s RADIANCE mark by virtue of their prior use in interstate commerce in the

United States.



Statement of Facts

The grounds for this opposition are as follows:

1. Opposer is the owner of the marks RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS word mark
and logo and RADIANCETX word mark, each of which are used for or in connection with
medical devices, namely, ophthalmological brachytherapy devices in the nature of medical
radiation apparatus.

2. On February 9, 2018, Opposer filed the application to register the word
mark RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS, Serial No.87/791,631. On July 31, 2018, Opposer filed
the application to register the word mark RADIANCETX, Serial No. 88/059,737. On
December 12, 2018, Opposer filed the application to register the RADIANCE
THERAPEUTICS logo, Serial No. 88/227,171. On March 1, 2019, Opposer filed the
application to register the word mark RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS for IC 037, Serial No.
88/322,430. On March 1, 2019, Opposer filed the application to register the RADIANCE
THERAPEUTICS logo for IC 037, Serial No. 88/322,467.

3. Opposer has continuously used the marks RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS word
mark and logo and RADIANCETX word mark in connection with the above-identified
goods and services in interstate commerce since at least as early as April 2020.

4, Opposer has invested significant amounts of time, money and other
resources in the promotion of the marks RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS word mark and logo
and RADIANCETX word mark in conjunction with the Opposer’s goods and services in the

United States.



5. As a result of the aforesaid, Opposer has established and continues to
develop a valuable reputation and goodwill in its RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS word mark
and logo and RADIANCETX word mark.

6. By Suspension Notice dated September 2, 2021 (See Exhibit A), the
Examining Attorney of RADIANCERX, Serial No. 90/521,507 issued an initial refusal to
register Opposer’s subsequently filed mark (hereinafter “Subsequent Mark
RADIANCERX”) based upon the Examining Attorney’s belief that, if registered, Opposer’s
Subsequent Mark RADIANCERX would be likely to interfere with Applicant’s pending mark
RADIANCE, pending U.S. Application No. 90/471,600, under Trademark Act Section 2(d).

7. Based upon information and belief, Applicant is a Delaware Corporation
located and doing business at 1049 Elwell Court Palo Alto, CA 94303. Applicant filed the
mark RADIANCE in connection with Medical apparatus and instruments for renal
denervation, treating and reducing hypertension, controlling blood pressure, and treating
arrhythmia, heart failure, chronic kidney disease, atrial fibrillation, end stage renal disease,
myocardial infarction as treated in a medical setting, contrast nephropathy, diabetes,
metabolic disorder and insulin resistance; Medical device systems consisting of medical
devices for renal denervation, treating and reducing hypertension, controlling blood
pressure, and treating arrhythmia, heart failure, chronic kidney disease, atrial fibrillation,
end stage renal disease, myocardial infarction as treated in a medical setting, contrast
nephropathy, diabetes, metabolic disorder and insulin resistance; ultra-sound-emitting
catheters used to perform denervation in human beings; medical devices for treating
hypertension, arrhythmia, heart failure, chronic kidney disease, atrial fibrillation, end

stage renal disease, myocardial infarction as treated in a medical setting, contrast



nephropathy, diabetes, metabolic disorder and insulin resistance; medical devices used to
perform denervation; medical device systems consisting of devices used in a medical
setting to perform intravascular denervation; Medical device systems for use in renal
denervation and other forms of neuromodulation of the autonomic nervous system,
consisting of medical devices, catheters, electrical generators, glass cartridges for medical
fluids, plastic cartridges for medical fluids, connection cables, carts, guiding catheters,
medical guidewires, medical introducers, and remote controls for medical devices for use
in performing denervation of human beings; ultrasound renal denervation systems
consisting of medical devices for renal denervation; energy emitting catheter-based
systems consisting of medical devices and devices for medical procedures in the nature of
neuromodulation and denervation of the autonomic nervous system for use in treating a
variety of medical conditions, including hypertension, arrhythmia, heart failure, chronic
kidney disease, atrial fibrillation, end stage renal disease, myocardial infarction, anxiety as
treated in a medical setting, contrast nephropathy, diabetes, metabolic disorder and
insulin resistance, and also consisting of catheters, electrical generators, glass cartridges
for medical fluids, plastic cartridges for medical fluids, connection cables, carts, guiding
catheters, medical guidewires, medical introducers, and remote controls for medical
devices used in connection with the preceding systems and devices; medical devices for
sensing nerve activity and for performing denervation; guiding catheters; Medical devices
used in a medical setting to perform intravascular denervation, the foregoing devices are
used to lower high blood pressure or treat vascular or cardiovascular conditions and

diseases and are not for use in urological procedures in International Class 010.

8. Applicant’s trademark application is identified more fully in U.S. Serial No.

6



90/471,600 and was filed with the United States Patent and Trademark Office on January
18, 2021.

9. Upon information and belief, Applicant had not used its mark in commerce
under 15 US.C. § 1127 at the time of filing its application with the United States Patent and
Trademark Office on January 18, 2021 because its application was filed under Section
1(b).

10.  Opposer’s rights in the marks RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS word mark and
logo and RADIANCETX word mark have priority over Applicant’s rights in the mark
RADIANCE, USS. Serial No. 90471600, inasmuch as Opposer filed applications for the
RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS word mark and logo and RADIANCETX word mark prior to the

Applicant filing its RADIANCE word mark, as shown below.

11.  Opposer’s rights in the marks RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS word mark and
logo and RADIANCETX word mark have priority of use over Applicant’s rights in the mark
RADIANCE, U.S. Serial No. 90471600, inasmuch as Opposer is actively using the marks
RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS word mark and logo and RADIANCETX word mark in
connection with its services in interstate commerce, while, upon information and belief,
Applicant did not use its RADIANCE mark prior to Opposer’s first use of its RADIANCE

THERAPEUTICS word mark and logo and RADIANCETX word mark.

12.  Opposer asserts that Applicant’s pending mark RADIANCE is confusingly
similar to Opposer’s marks RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS and RADIANCE TX. This is at least

based on the following:

a. Trademark Act Section 2(d) bars registration of an applied-for mark that is so similar to a
registered mark that it is likely consumers would be confused, mistaken, or deceived as to
the commercial source of the goods and/or services of the parties. See 15 U.S.C.
§1052(d). Likelihood of confusion is determined on a case-by-case basis by applying the
factors set forth in In re E. I. du Pont de Nemours & Co., 476 F.2d 1357, 1361, 177
USPQ 563, 567 (C.C.P.A. 1973) (called the “DuPont factors™). In re i.am.symbolic, lic,
866 F.3d 1315, 1322, 123 USPQ2d 1744, 1747 (Fed. Cir. 2017). Any evidence of record
related to those factors need be considered; however, “not all of the DuPont factors are
relevant or of similar weight in every case.” In re Guild Mortg. Co., 912 F.3d 1376,
1379, 129 USPQ2d 1160, 1162 (Fed. Cir. 2019) (quoting In re Dixie Rests., Inc., 105 F.3d

1405, 1406, 41 USPQ2d 1531, 1533 (Fed. Cir. 1997)).



Opposer highlights the following DuPont factor:

e The similarity or dissimilarity of the marks in their entireties as to appearance,

sound, connotation, and commercial impression.

Marks are compared in their entireties for similarities in appearance, sound, connotation,
and commercial impression. Stone Lion Capital Partners, LP v. Lion Capital LLP, 746
F.3d 1317, 1321, 110 USPQ2d 1157, 1160 (Fed. Cir. 2014) (quoting Palm Bay Imps., Inc.
v. Veuve Clicquot Ponsardin Maison Fondee En 1772, 396 F.3d 1369, 1371, 73 USPQ2d
1689, 1691 (Fed. Cir. 2005)); TMEP §1207.01(b)-(b)(v). “Similarity in any one of these
elements may be sufficient to find the marks confusingly similar.” In re Inn at St. John's,
LLC, 126 USPQ2d 1742, 1746 (TTAB 2018) (citing In re Davia, 110 USPQ2d 1810,
1812 (TTAB 2014)), aff ’d per curiam, 777 F. App’x 516, 2019 BL 343921 (Fed. Cir.

2019); TMEP §1207.01(b).

Opposer asserts that with regard to the appearance, the mark RADIANCE is confusingly
similar to Opposer’s marks RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS and RADIANCETX as both
feature the word "Radiance" as an indicator of source. Opposer also asserts that with
regard to connotation and commercial impression, the marks are confusingly similar.
Both marks are used or intended for use with similar goods or services, namely medical
devices and/or treatments. The word "Radiance" is defined by Oxford Languages as
meaning "light or heat as emitted or reflected by something." Consumer confusion is
likely, at least in part because Applicant's goods and services that are likely to be used in
connection with the mark RADIANCE rely on the emission of sound waves to ablate

renal nerves (https://www.recormedical.com/our-technology/) as used in minimally



invasive procedures, while Opposer's technology that has been used in connection with
the marks RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS and RADIANCETX rely on the emission of
radiation to ablate diseased tissues of the eye as also used in minimally invasive
procedures. Both Applicant’s applied-for RADIANCE mark and Opposer’s RADIANCE
THERAPEUTICS and RADIANCETX mark are likely to be used, or are used, in
connection with medical devices that rely on a physical phenomenon (sound waves or
radiation, respectively) that “radiates” out from the medical device in question, as used in

minimally invasive procedures.

Secondly, Applicant’s pending mark is entirely encompassed by the Opposer’s
registered mark, with the common matter in the marks appearing first. Consumers
are generally more inclined to focus on the first word, prefix, or syllable in any
trademark or service mark. See Palm Bay Imps., Inc. v. Veuve Clicquot Ponsardin
Maison Fondee En 1772, 396 F.3d 1369, 1372, 73 USPQ2d 1689, 1692 (Fed. Cir.
2005) (finding similarity between VEUVE ROYALE and two VEUVE CLICQUOT marks
in part because “VEUVE. ... remains a ‘prominent feature’ as the first word in the
mark and the first word to appear on the label”); Century 21 Real Estate Corp. v.
Century Life of Am., 970 F.2d 874, 876, 23 USPQ2d 1698, 1700 (Fed Cir. 1992)
(finding similarity between CENTURY 21 and CENTURY LIFE OF AMERICA in part
because “consumers must first notice th[e] identical lead word”); see also In re
Detroit Athletic Co., 903 F.3d 1297, 1303, 128 USPQ2d 1047, 1049 (Fed. Cir. 2018)
(finding “the identity of the marks’ two initial words is particularly significant

because consumers typically notice those words first”). In this case, the dominant
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element of the registered mark is identical to Applicant’s mark. As such, the marks

are confusingly similar in nature.

Thirdly, the USPTO already holds the position that the mark RADIANCE is
confusingly similar to the mark RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS. As shown in the
Suspension Notice for RADIANCERYX, Serial No. 90/521,507 (see Exhibit A), the
Examining Attorney stated the belief that, “[i]f the mark in the application below
[referring to Applicant’s mark RADIANCE] registers, the USPTO may refuse
registration of Applicant’s mark [referring to Opposer’s Subsequent Mark
RADIANCERKX] under Section 2(d) because of a likelihood of confusion..”
Therefore, because the Office believes that the mark RADIANCERX would be likely
to interfere with the mark RADIANCE, the Office must also believe that the mark

RADIANCE would be likely to interfere with the mark RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS.

Opposer highlights the following DuPont factor:

e The similarity or dissimilarity and nature of the goods . . . described in an

application or registration or in connection with which a prior mark is in use.

The goods in connection with Applicant’s and Opposer’s marks are medical devices.
More specifically, the goods in connection with Opposer’s marks RADIANCE
THERAPEUTICS and RADIANCETX are brachytherapy applicators used in minimally
invasive procedures. Opposer’s applicators feature a shaft and a component for delivery
of the therapeutic at the distal end of the shaft. Beta particles radiate from the component
at the distal end of the shaft. Like Opposer’s goods, the goods in connection with
Applicant’s mark RADIANCE also feature a component for delivery of a therapeutic at

the distal end of a catheter as used in minimally invasive procedures. In the case of the

Applicant, ultrasonic energy radiates from the component at the distal end of the catheter.

Opposer asserts that with regard to the nature of the goods, the mark RADIANCE would
be confusingly similar to Opposer’s marks RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS and

RADIANCETX.

13. By reason of the foregoing, Opposer will be seriously damaged by the
registration of Applicant’'s RADIANCE mark.

WHEREFORE, Opposer, RADIANCE THERAPEUTICS, INC,, by counsel, prays that the
instant opposition be granted, and U.S. Serial No. 90/471,600 be abandoned.
