O'BRIEN: Evan O'Brien of Downs Rachlin
Martin in Burlington, Vermont, on behalf of the registrant,
the Burton Corporation, and also representing the witness
for purposes of today's proceeding. | think | can announce
just for the record that Sonya Sibold and Mary Woodward who
are legal professionals at the Burton Corporation are also
logged into this proceeding at this time.
MR. SCHOONOVER: And Joshua Schoonover,
petitioner. I'm not participating in questioning, but will
be observing.
STEVEN COOLEY, having been duly sworn by the Notary
Public, was examined and testified as follows:
EXAMINATION BY ATTY. PHILLIPS:
Q Mr. Cooley, good morning.
MR. O'BRIEN: Robin, may | just clarify for the
record that | will reserve objections except as to form
until later in these proceedings. s that fine?
MR. PHILLIPS: Yes, that's fine.
MR. O'BRIEN: Okay. | think that will make it go
quicker. Thank you.
Q Mr. Cooley, have you ever testified before?
A No.
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Q Al right. Well, I'm going to be asking you
guestions regarding the case between Joshua Schoonover and

the Burton Corporation pending before the Trademark Trial

and Appeal Court. Do you understand that?

A | do.

Q | will be referring to the Burton Corporation as
Burton. Do you understand that?

A Yes.

Q If you don't understand any question or you didn't

hear a question, please just ask me to rephrase or repeat

the question, okay?

A Yep, yes.

Q Al right. This is going to be transcribed by the
court reporter, that's Lisa. She takes down everything
that's said. Do you understand that?

A | do.

Q Because she's taking everything down, it means
that you need to speak all of your answers audibly, not a
nod or shrug or anything like that. Do you understand that
you have to say all your responses aloud?
A | do.
Q Please speak clearly for the record so that the
court reporter can accurately transcribe what you are
saying, okay?

A | can.
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Q And then we can't speak together, because if we
both speak at the same time, the court reporter also can't

take down what we are saying, okay?

A Okay, yes.
Q If you don't know the answer to any question that
| ask, just say so. | don't expect you to guess or to
speculate as to responses. Do you understand that?
A Yes.

Q Your testimony today is being given under oath as

if you were in a court of law and you've been sworn to tell

the truth. Do you understand that?
A Yes.
Q Is there any reason that you can't give full and

complete testimony today?

A No.

Q Do you understand all of the rules that | just
went through with you?

A Yes.

Q If I ask you a question and you answer that
question, you are going to be assumed to have understood

the question and that your answer was intended to respond

to the question. Do you understand that?
A Yes.
Q All right. You have a master of business

administration and finance from Johns Hopkins, correct?
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A Yes.
Q What year did you receive your MBA?
A 2005.

Q You've been employed at Burton since January of
2006; is that correct?

A Yes.

Q That's 15 years. That's a long time. You're
currently the director of financial planning and analysis

at Burton:; is that correct?

A Yes.
Q And you've been in that position since 2014?
A Yes.

Q Now you are in charge of reporting on the Forum
brand to the CFO, the chief financial officer; is that
correct?

A Can you repeat that again?

Q You're in charge of reporting on the Forum brand

to the chief financial officer at Burton; is that correct?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form. Steve, wait for
me to make objections, please. Go ahead, you can answer.
A Yes.

Q Now part of your duty is to report on sales for
Forum products to the CFO,; is that correct?
A Yes.

Q And you are also in charge of reporting on
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profitability for Forum products; is that correct?
A Yes.
Q You are also in charge of reporting on budgeting
of Forum products; is that correct?
THE REPORTER: What was that word?
MR. PHILLIPS: Budgeting.
Q Is that correct, Mr. Cooley?
A Yes.
Q When you give reports to the CFO, you make sure
that the reports are accurate, correct?
A Yes.
Q Do they summarize what the CFO needs to know so

that he can make decisions?

A Yes.
Q All right. I'm going to upload an exhibit now.
It's going to be our first exhibit. I'm going to put it in

the chat room.
(Exhibit No. 1, Burton Sales Documents, marked for
identification.)
Are you able to see that exhibit?
A | see it. Do you want me to open it?
Q Yes, go ahead and open it. And just let me know
when you can see the exhibit on your screen.
Mr. Cooley, can you see the exhibit?

A | have got to download it. It's taking a second.
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Q Not a problem.
A | have downloaded it and | can see it.
Q Okay. I'm showing you what's been marked as

Exhibit 1 which was also Exhibit 1 to a declaration

submitted in this case. It has Bates numbers BUR_00040
through BUR_ 00050. Do you recognize Exhibit 1?

A Yes.

Q When was it made?

A Several years ago.

Q Who made it?

A An employee of mine.

Q What's the employee's name?

A Nyjah Strange.

Q Can you tell us what Exhibit 1 is?

A Exhibit 1 is information that was downloaded from
our Bl database. It represents the net value of -- the net
value by dealer.

Q Does Exhibit 1 show Burton's sales of Forum
products from 2013 through 201772

A This exhibit shows sales from a specific date. |
think it's October 23rd of 2012 through the end of fiscal
year 2017.

Q Okay. And is there a reason that it shows a
portion of 2012 and not the whole year for 20127?

A The request that was received was for that date.
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Q What was the request?

A | don't recall.

Q Who made the request?

A Burton's legal counsel, our internal legal
department.

Q And when was that?

A | don't remember.

Q | mean was it 10 years ago, 15 years ago, three
months ago, do you have any idea when it was?

A | do not remember.

Q Was the request made to you?

A | don't remember if it was made directly to me or
to my employee.

Q The report in Exhibit 1, is that typical of the
kind of report you would generate to show the sales through
various years?

A Yes.

Q And is that the kind of reports that you would
generate to show to the CFO of Burton?

A Yes.

sales of Forum products beginning at a certain point in
2012 all the way through the end of the fiscal year in
2017.  What is the fiscal year at Burton, when does the

fiscal year begin and end?

Q Now you mentioned that Exhibit 1 shows Burton's
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A Fiscal year ends on the Saturday closest to the
end of January, so it changes from year to year.
year 2017 ended January 28, 2017.

Q Okay.  Now this report is true and accurate,
correct, in Exhibit 17

A It represents the information that was in our Bl
database.

Q No, I'm not asking you what is contained in the
report. I'm asking you if Exhibit 1 is true and accurate
regarding the sales of Forum products from 2012 through
2017 at Burton?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A This represents the information that was in our Bl
database.

Q Is that -- so what I'm asking is is the
information there accurate?

A Yes.

Q So we can rely on the figures that are reported in
Exhibit 1 to be Burton's sales of Forum products from 2012
through 2017, correct?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A Yes.

Q And you would rely on the numbers reported in
Exhibit 1 for Burton's sales of Forum products from 2012
through 2017, correct?

Fiscal
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MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.
A Yes.
Q And you can rely on them because they are true and
accurate, correct?
A Can you rephrase the question?
Q You can rely on the numbers reported in Exhibit 1

because the numbers are true and accurate, correct?

A Yes.

Q All right. I'm going to upload another exhibit
for you.

A | have received it and | have it in front of me.

| have the PDF in front of me.
Q Okay.  I'm showing you what's been marked Exhibit
2 which was also Exhibit 2 to your declaration submitted in
this case and it has Bates number BUR_00051.
(Exhibit No. 2, Sales Summary, marked for
identification.)
Do you recognize Exhibit 2?
Yes.
Can you tell us what Exhibit 2 is?
I'm sorry, there was an echo. | did not hear you.
Can you tell us what Exhibit 2 is?
Exhibit 2 is a summary of the Exhibit 1.
When was Exhibit 2 made?

At the same timeframe as the Exhibit 1 was made.

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Q And when was that?
Several years ago.

Do you know what year?
| don't remember.

Who made Exhibit 2?

Q Now you mentioned that Exhibit 2 summarizes
Burton's sales of Forum products from Exhibit 1, correct?

A Yes.

Q And Exhibit 2 is a true and accurate summary of
Exhibit 1, correct?

A Yes.

Q Now the second column in Exhibit 2, that shows
Burton sales of Forum products in the U.S. for each year,
correct?

A Yes.

Q So if we look at row four, column two, that shows
Burton's sales of Forum products in the United States for
2014, correct?

A For fiscal year 2014.

Q Okay.  And according to Exhibit 2, Burton had no
sales of Forum products in the United States for 2017,
correct?

A I'm sorry, you cut out on that last question. Can

you please restate it?
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Q Burton had no sales of Forum products in the
United States for the fiscal year 2017, correct?

A Yes.

Q Did Burton have any sales of Forum products in the
United States for 20187

A | don't know.

Q Do you not report on sales of Forum products to
the chief financial officer for the 2018 fiscal year?

A That wasn't part of my -- my deposition.

Q You are in deposition now, sir, and I'm asking
you, is it not part of your duty to report to the chief
financial officer on the sales of Forum products for the
2018 fiscal year?

A If there were sales, | would have provided the CFO
whatever was in our Bl database if he asked.

Q And there were no sales in the fiscal year of 2018

for Forum products, correct?

A | don't know.
MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.
A | do not know.

Q You don't know what the sales were for Forum
products in 20187

A | did not look for -- I did not run this report
beyond 20 -- fiscal year 2017.

Q Why not?
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A That was not -- that was not included -- the
request was to provide information through fiscal year
2017.

Q And you are in charge of reporting on sales,
profitability and budgeting for Forum products every year
to the chief financial officer, correct?

A As requested, when he makes a request, yes.

Q And you have no idea where whether Burton had any
sales of Forum products in 2018, is that what you are
telling me?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | did not run this report and | do not recall if
there's information -- if there were sales in 2018.

Q So am | correct in saying that you have no idea
whether Burton sold any Forum products in the United States
in 2018; is that correct?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | don't recall if -- | don't recall.

Q Did Burton have any sales of Forum products in the
United States in 2019?

A | don't recall.

Q s it so long ago that you have forgotten 2019?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.
A | did not look for information beyond the request.

Q I'm not asking what you looked for, sir. I'm
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asking if Burton had any sales of Forum products in the
United States in 20197
A | don't remember.
Q Is 2019 so long ago that you have forgotten?
MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

Q Go ahead and answer.

A Dealing with odd numbers, | don't remember
specifically if there were sales for the Forum brand or not
during fiscal year 20109.

Q So you can't tell me if you sold a single Forum
product at Burton in the United States in 2019; is that
correct?

A | don't know if we did or we did not sell any
product in fiscal year 2019.

Q How about 2020, do you remember 2020, the year
Corona virus hit, do you remember that?

Do you remember last year or is that also very,
very long ago for you?
MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A Are you asking me for calendar year 2020 or fiscal

year 20207?
Q Fiscal year 2020.
A | don't recall if we had sales of Burton product.

| don't remember.

Q Is that too long ago for you?
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MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | don't remember if we had sales of Forum product
in fiscal year 2020.

Q Did Burton sell any Forum products in the United
States yesterday?

A | did not look for -- look at sales yesterday.

Q I'm not asking what you did. I'm asking if Burton
had any sales of Forum products in the United States
yesterday?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | do not know.

Q Did Burton have any sales of Forum products in the
United States this year?

A | do not know.

Q Is it no longer part of your job to know whether
Burton is selling Forum products in the United States?

A If requested, | can run a report and see what
sales we have made of what products we have sold.

Q So if you don't run a report, you have absolutely
no idea what's happening with Forum products; is that
correct?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | -- | need to run a report in order to understand

what product we have sold in any given time period.

Q So you have no knowledge of the sales of Forum
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products in the United States unless you check your
database; is that correct?
A Yes.
Q You rely solely on the information reported by
your database; is that correct?
A Yes.
Q Then how do you know if your database is correct?
A We reconcile the database to our audited -- our
audited financial statements.
Q So there are other places that you can look to see

what Forum sales are for any given time of year, correct?

A Yes.
Q Did you check any of those sources?
A | did not.

Q Did Burton manufacture the same number of Forum
products in 2014 as Burton manufactured in 2013?

A | don't know.

Q Did Burton manufacture the same number of Forum
products in the fiscal year 2015 as Burton manufactured in
the fiscal year of 2014?

A | don't know.

Q Do you know anything about Burton's manufacture of
Forum products?

A No.

Q How do you report on sales of Forum products if
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you don't know anything about manufacturing of Forum
products?

A Can you restate the question?

Q Sure.  You are in charge of reporting to the CFO
on budgeting for Forum products, correct?

A Yes.

Q How do you budget for Forum products if you have
no idea whether Forum products are being manufactured?

A I'm a little confused. Are you talking about
budgeting or are you talking about reporting? Those seem
to be two different functions that we have.

Q How do you report on what the budget for Forum
products needs to be to the CFO if you have no idea whether
Burton is manufacturing Forum products?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form. You can answer
if you understand.

A | rely on other -- | rely on our sales managers --

I'm sorry, on our sales team to provide that information to
me on what their sales are going to be -- will be for a
time period.

Q How does the sales team have any figures if
there's no manufacturing?

A | don't know how they develop their -- | can't
speak for what they -- how they develop their numbers and

what information they use.
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Q So when you report to the CFO on sales and
profitability and budgeting for Forum products and he asks
you, how is any of this right, you tell him, | have no
idea; is that correct? Is that what you are saying?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | provide him the numbers that were provided to me
by our sales managers.

Q Does he accept that answer from you?

A | don't know if he accepts it or not.

Q You don't know if you have a good relationship

with the CFO?
MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.
A | don't know what -- | can't speak for him and how

he processes information.

Q I'm not asking that. I'm asking what is his
response to you, does he tell you, what good are you
reporting to me if you don't understand the figures you are
reporting on, or does he smile at you and say, thank you
very much, Mr. Cooley, that's an excellent job, I'm glad to
hear you have no idea whether we are manufacturing Forum
products?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | don't recall having a conversation like that --

having any conversation regarding Forum.

Q Well, have you ever reported to the CFO on Forum
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brands?

A If he has requested that information, | have
provided information to him.

Q I'm not asking if. I'm asking you have you ever
gone to the CFO and given him a report on Forum brands?

A Yes.

Q When he asks you, has there been manufacturing of

Forum brands, how do you answer?

A | --
MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form. Steve, hang on.
Obijection to form. Go ahead.
A | don't remember him asking me about manufacturing

of Forum product.

Q What did he ask you about?

A | don't recall what our conversations have been in
the past regarding Forum.

Q Sir, do you know who Jake Burton is?

A Yes.

Q Who is Jake Burton?

A Jake Burton is also known as Jake Burton

Carpenter. He is the owner of Burton's Snowboards -- the
Burton Corporation, yeah. He was the owner of the Burton
Corporation.

Q He was the chief executive officer in 2012,

correct?
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A | don't remember.

Do you know when Jake Burton retired?
| don't know if he did retire.

Have you ever spoken to Jake Burton?
A few times.

When did you speak with him?

> O » O » O

In casual informal occasions.

Q Did you know of anyone who had higher authority at
Burton Corporation than Jake Burton?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | don't know that -- no, | don't know.

Q Does that mean you don't know of anybody who had
higher authority than Jake Burton at Burton Corporation; is
that correct?

A Yes.

Q As far as you know, Jake Burton was essentially
the head of Burton Corporation, correct?
MR. O'BRIEN:  Obijection to form.

A | know that he is the owner of the Burton
Corporation.

Q Is Jake Burton still alive?

A Jake Burton Carpenter is no longer alive.

Q Did he pass away in 2019?

A Yes.

Q Now Forum was one of Burton's program brands,
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correct?
A It was -- the Forum brand was included under a
group of brands labeled The Program.

Q And The Program consisted of three brands,

correct?
A It consisted of several brands -- more than three
brands. | don't recall the names of all of them.

Q The Program consisted of Foursquare, Special Blend
and Forum, correct?

A At one point, there was a brand called Genius.

Q I'm asking about three brands, Foursquare, Special
Blend and Forum. Were those three brands part of the --
part of The Program brands?

A Yes.

Q Now Burton transitioned out of The Program brands
in 2012, correct?

A | don't recall.

Q What year do you recall Burton transitioning out
of The Program brands?

MR. O'BRIEN:  Obijection to form.

A | don't recall much of what happened eight, nine
years ago.
Q I'm asking what year Burton transitioned out of

The Program brands?
MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.
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A | don't know -- | don't recall what -- | don't
recall when -- what happened to the Forum brand in Burton
Corporation.
Q Burton has transitioned out of the Forum brand,
correct?
MR. O'BRIEN: Objection to form.
A Can you rephrase that question?

Q Burton has transitioned out of the Forum brand,

correct?
MR. O'BRIEN: Objection to form.
A | can't say that. | don't know.
Q I'm uploading another exhibit for you. Let us

know when you can look at it.
(Exhibit No. 3, Press Release, marked for
identification.)

A I'm viewing the PDF.

Q Okay.  Now I'm showing you what's been marked as
Exhibit 3 which is a press release issued by Burton on
October 23, 2012, and it has Bates numbers BUR_00001
through BUR_00005. Do you recognize Exhibit 3?

A No.

Q Let's go to the third paragraph of Exhibit 3.
you see there it says also part of today's restructure,
Burton announced it will transition out of its Program

brands, Foursquare, Forum and Special Blend, which were

Do
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purchased in 2004. Do you see that?

A I'm reading it, yes.

Q Did | read that correctly?

A That's what's on the exhibit, yes.

Q And the last sentence of that paragraph says the
company will exit out of The Program brands in winter 2014
in order to better focus and invest in Burton. Did | read
that correctly?

A That is what's in this exhibit, yes.

Q How did Burton go about exiting out of The Program
brands?

A | don't know. | was not part of -- | don't know.

Q Didn't you have to report to the CFO on the Forum
brand, that was your job, right?

A Yes.

Q So didn't you report to the CFO and tell him we
are successfully exiting out of the Forum brand, wasn't
that something you had to report to him?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | would have provided numbers upon request.

Q Did you report to the CFO of Burton that Burton
was exiting out of The Program brands?

A | would have provided any -- | would have provided
numbers upon the request.

Q I'm not asking what you would have, should have or
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could have done. I'm asking only what you did. Did you
report to the chief financial officer of Burton that Burton
was exiting out of The Program brands?

A | would -- | provided numbers only.

Q So you provided numbers to the chief financial
officer showing that Burton was exiting out of The Program
brand, correct?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | provided numbers only without commentary.

Q The numbers that you provided to the chief
financial officer, did they demonstrate that Burton was
exiting out of the Forum brand?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | provided numbers out of -- out of our financial
reporting systems.

Q Did the numbers that you reported to the CFO show
that Burton was exiting out of the Forum brand?

MR. O'BRIEN:  Obijection to form.

A Can you repeat that question?

Q Did the numbers that you showed to the CFO show
that Burton was exiting out of the Forum brand?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | don't know what -- how the audience -- the CFO

would have interpreted it.

Q I'm not asking you for his interpretation or
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anyone else's. I'm asking you did you show the chief
financial officer numbers that demonstrated that Burton was
exiting out of the Forum brand?

A | provided --

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection. Steve. Obijection to

form.  Asked and answered. Go ahead, Steve.

A | provided numbers only to the CFO.

Q Did the numbers that you provided to the CFO

demonstrate that Burton was exiting out of the Forum brand,

yes or no?
MR. O'BRIEN:  Asked and answered. Answer again,
Steve.
A | don't know.

Q You have no idea what the numbers are that you
reported to the CFO?

A | don't know how -- | provided numbers. | do not
know how he interpreted them.

Q No, I'm not asking for his interpretation. I'm
asking for yours. You have no idea how to interpret the
numbers that you reported to the CFO?

A | reported numbers to the CFO.

Q And you have no idea how to interpret those
numbers, is that what you are telling us today?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | don't recall what our conversations were, if
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any.

Q I'm not asking you that. I'm asking you if you
know how to interpret the numbers that you reported to the
CFO. Do you know, yes or no?

A Can you repeat the question?

Q Do you know how to interpret the numbers that you
reported to the CFO of Burton, yes or no?

A Yes.

Q When you reported the numbers in Exhibit 1 to the
CFO of Burton, did you understand those numbers to show
that Burton was exiting out of the Forum brand?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.
Mischaracterizes testimony.

A | don't recall -- | don't recall the circumstances
or the details from that point -- at that point.

Q When you look at Exhibit 1 today, do you
understand that Exhibit 1 shows that Burton was exiting out
of the Forum brand?

A Exhibit 1 shows numbers that were in our Bl
database.

Q Do you understand those numbers to demonstrate
that Burton was exiting out of the Forum brand, yes or no?

MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.
A | can't make that conclusion based on what | see.

Q What conclusion can you reach based on what you
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see?

A There were certain sales to dealers and they are
recorded in specific fiscal years.

Q So you are like a computer, you can only report
what you see; is that correct?

MR. O'BRIEN: Objection to form.

A | would only -- | can only -- | rely on what's in
our database.

Q And you cannot report anything more than the
numbers, correct, you have no idea what they mean; is that
right?

MR. O'BRIEN: Objection to form.

A | only report what's in our database.

Q And you have no understanding of what's in your
database, correct?

MR. O'BRIEN: Objection to form.

A | understand what the numbers -- | understand how
we derive the numbers and the criteria that were used to
create that list.

Q So you understand from Exhibit 2 that Burton's
sales of Forum products declined from 2012 through 2017,
correct?

A Yes.

Q What was the reason for that decline?

A Can you repeat the question?
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Q What was the reason for that decline shown in

Exhibit 2 of Forum sales in the United States?

A | don't know why -- | don't remember why sales
declined.

Q Let me take you back to Exhibit 3. Scroll down
for me to the fourth page which has a Bates number ending
in 004, Do you have that in front of you?

A Yes.

Q Do you see roughly around the center of the page
where it says The Program, and then in braces, Foursquare,
Forum, Special Blend, do you see that?

A Yes.

Q Do you see a heading which is the second heading
underneath The Program that is titled Key Facts?

A Yes, | see the heading.

Q Do you see the second bullet point there, it says
but even under Burton's wing, after eight years, the
businesses have failed to be viable. Consequently, Burton
has realized that it's time to exit out of them in order to
better focus and invest in the Burton brand. Did | read
that correctly?

A That's what -- yes, yes.

Q The third bullet point says therefore, Burton will
be transitioning out of Foursquare, Forum and Special Blend

globally after this season. Did | read that correctly?
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A Yes.

Q And then it says current winter 2013 product will
be supported over the next year via warranty, dealer,
marketing and inventory support. Did | read that
correctly?

A Yes.

Q And you reported on this exit from the Forum
brand, correct, to the CFO?

MR. O'BRIEN: Objection to form.

A | reported the numbers that were in our financial
systems.

Q Did you know that Burton was exiting out of the
Forum brand?

A | don't recall what | knew at the time.

Q Do you know now that Burton exited out of the
Forum brand?

MR. O'BRIEN: Objection to form.

A No, | do not know that we have exited.

Q Do you know that Burton transitioned out of the
Forum brand?

MR. O'BRIEN: Objection to form.

A No.

Q | want to make sure | understand this correctly.
Your job is to report on sales of Forum products to the

chief financial officer, but you have no knowledge of
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whether Burton transitioned out of the Forum brand, do |
understand that correctly?
MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.

A | reported the numbers that were in our financial

systems to the best of my ability.
MR. PHILLIPS: Lisa, can | ask you to please read
back that question?
(Reporter read requested material.)
MR. O'BRIEN: Obijection to form.
Q Is that correct, sir?
A Was there a question?
MR. PHILLIPS: Lisa, can you read the question,
please, again for Mr. Cooley?
(Reporter read requested material.)

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Burton Realigns its Family of Brands for Long-Term Success

BURLINGTON, VT (October 23, 2012) Burton Snowboards today announced that its
senior management team has elected to alter the structure of Burton owned brands to
better position the company, its retail partners and stakeholders for the future. The
current family of brands includes Analog, Gravis, RED, anon, Foursquare, Forum,
Special Blend and Channel Islands. During a company-wide meeting today at its
headquarters in Vermont, Burton Founder and CEO Jake Burton explained the new
structure and how it will allow Burton to focus on what it does best: make and support
products that set the bar for snowboarding development and further progress the sport
and lifestyle.

Specifically, Burton announced the following changes to its structure and subsidiaries.
Over the next year, Analog will return to its roots of being a pure snowboarding brand
based at its original home in Burlington, Vermont. Analog has a deep heritage in
snowboarding from the day when Greg Dacyshyn (Burton Chief Creative Officer) and the
late Jeffy Anderson (Team Rider) gave birth to the brand in Burlington, and as such, will
revert back to being a winter-only brand. Burton’s Gravis brand will ultimately move its
headquarters to Tokyo, Japan and moving forward will be solely distributed in Asian
markets selling lifestyle shoes and bags. Gravis was established in 1998 as the
company's first independent lifestyle brand, and since then, Asia has been by far its
most successful region. As a result, Gravis will now focus purely on this market and
opportunity. Further, in a move that Burton has been planning for several years, the
company will also start developing protective headwear under the anon brand name.
Burton will continue to offer its RED helmets on a limited basis, but the bulk of helmet
and optics product lines will be combined under the anon brand, which has become
synonymous with quality riding accessories.

Also part of today's restructure, Burton announced it will transition out of its Program
brands (Foursquare, Forum and Special Blend), which were purchased in 2004 with the
intent to keep snowboard companies in the hands of snowboarders. Burton has
supported these brands for eight years and will continue to support them over the next
year through warranty service, dealer support, marketing and inventory. The company
will exit out of The Program brands in winter 2014, in order to better focus on and invest
in Burton.

Finally, Channel Islands, which was acquired by Burton in 2006, will be unaffected by
this brand realignment and will continue to design, develop and manufacture best-in-
class surf hardgoods products in Carpinteria, California.

In addressing all of these changes, Jake Burton had this to say: “Burton has experienced
several years of income growth since the recession and paid out bonuses to employees
over the last two years,” said Jake. “That said, the economy has a voice of its own that
we all have to listen to, and the message is clear: do what you do best and focus purely
on it. In our case, that means to narrow our focus to the sport and lifestyle that got us
here — snowboarding. We will continue to support Channel Islands in its endeavor to
make the best surfboards in the world and Gravis in its new home in Japan, but when
you walk through the front door here in Burlington, Vermont, it will be all snowboarding
and snowboarding lifestyle all the time — driven by the Burton, Analog and anon brands.”
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Jake went on to share that one of the key factors that led senior management to these
decisions includes the success of Burton's entry into the apparel and bag/pack business
on a year-round basis, which has grown significantly in all seasons. The message
Burton has taken from the marketplace is that for long-term success, this is the direction
that the company should be pursuing, along with its core hardgoods and outerwear
business.

Increasing the company's focus on Burton has also been demonstrated by recent
significant investments in Burton’s headquarters and infrastructure. These include the
acquisition of the building next door to its Burlington, Vermont headquarters where the
company not only built Craig’s, a new 10,000-square-foot R&D and prototype facility, but
also Area 13, a 6,000-square-foot Burton/anon/Analog wholesale showroom. Craig's
(named after the late Craig Kelly) is known as the most advanced and sophisticated
snowboard prototype facility in the world where ideas are conceived, built and on-snow
in less than 24 hours. Area 13 is Burton’s marquee showroom where retailers from all
over the world can come to Vermont to see future product lines. Like today's
announcement, both of these examples demonstrate the company’s commitment to the
long-term growth, progression and success of the Burton snowboard brands.

In closing, Jake went on to state the following: “| take full responsibility for the decisions
that led to the creation (or acquisitions) of these ancillary brands, and | similarly am the
individual ultimately responsible for the decision to realign and focus more purely on
what made this company from the start. Clearly, the most difficult aspect of this decision
and transition is the people affected. The employees and team riders associated with
these brands have poured their guts into making it happen. Their level of commitment
has been extraordinary, and we will do everything we can to help support them through
this transition. There is never a good time for moves like this, and we could have
delayed the announcement, but it isn't our style to perpetuate a myth. Clearly this
transition will pose challenges along the way, but in the long run, everyone will see the
results of our commitment to our core business.”

Heritage

Following Burton’s outerwear legacy, Analog was created in 1999 as a more progressive, style-
conscious outerwear collection led by a handful of top pros at the time, including Trevor Andrew,
Jeffy Anderson and Gigi Ruf. Since then, Analog has continued to drive many of snowboarding'’s
outerwear style trends, and in 2003 Analog added a streetwear component to its line, followed by
surf apparel, a surf team and an Analog skate platform.

Key Facts

Burton has made the decision to ultimately transition out of Analog surf and skate apparel by
next fall.

Analog surf and skate apparel will be shipped through Spring/Summer ‘13, and will be
marketed and supported.

After the spring season, Burton will continue to design, develop and distribute Analog as a
winter-only brand, operating out of Burton’s headquarters in Burlington, Vermont, with points
of distribution around the world.

The new Analog will only design and distribute Analog outerwear and tech apparel, called
“ATF”, along with basics.

Team Update
The Analog snow team, made up of Danny Davis, Mikkel Bang and Zak Hale will continue on as

Analog riders. Regarding the Analog surf and skate teams, we will be working with each team
rider individually on an exit plan to transition them out of the brand.

GRAVIS

Heritage

Gravis was started by Burton in 1998, as the company'’s first independent lifestyle brand. From
the start, Gravis was focused on creating casual footwear, bags and softgoods built on an action
sports lifestyle platform. Today the brand is still rooted in footwear, with the addition of a skate
shoe collection and team, launched in August, 2008.

Key Facts

Gravis will ultimately become an Asian-only brand, which will result in the wind down of the
brand in North America, Southern Hemisphere and Europe.

With this decision, Gravis' headquarters will be re-located to Tokyo and run out of Japan, in
order to best serve the Asian market where Gravis is the most established and where it has
its most viable business.

Gravis product will be shipped through Spring/Summer '13 in all regions. Gravis will become
an Asian-only brand in the fall of 2013.

Team Update
With this move to be a primarily lifestyle brand, the Gravis team will be restructured to

accommodate the lifestyle market in Asia.
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RED & ANON

Heritage

RED was started by Burton in 1996 as its first protection brand. Since then, RED has designed,
developed and manufactured helmets and protective wear for pros and consumers alike. Anon
was established as Burton’s eyewear brand in 2001 and focuses on goggles.

Key Facts
» Burton will be developing and manufacturing protective headwear (helmets) under the anon

name. Anon has become synonymous with quality riding accessories, and it is a natural
extension to add helmets to its mix.

* RED helmets will continue to be sold on a limited basis. Anon helmets will be launched for
Winter 2014 for all channels.

We will be working with each RED and anon team rider on an individual basis regarding this

announcement.

THE PROGRAM (Foursquare, Forum, Special Blend)

Heritage

Burton purchased The Program brands in 2004 from Four Star Distribution. At that time, Burton
felt an obligation (and an opportunity) to slow the trend of ski companies buying up snowboard
brands. Consequently, when these companies went up for sale, Burton purchased them and they
became ‘The Program’ brands for Burton.

¢ The intent from the beginning was to keep snowboard companies in the hands of
snowboarders and keep these brands thriving.
